Berlin, Dec. 26.—When the Reichstag
resumes its sittings a bill for the repression
of drunkenness, the Bourse regulation

measure and a discussion of the commercial
treaties with Switzerland, Servla, Spain
and Roumauia will be the work to be con-
sidered. The Landtag has under consider-
ation the new educational measures. The
ultra-Conservatives hope to be revenged for
their defeat on the tariff question in the
Reichstag by the rejection of the Educa-
tional Bill, now before the Landtag, and the
thwarting of the financial reforms of llerr
Mii]iiel,the Imperial Minister of Finance.
The Socialist leaders, being conscious of a
falling off in the number of their admirers,
have made arrangements for a series of
congresses, the first to be held in Bremen at
the end of January to organize a propa-
ganda among the peasants of the North-
west Provinces. The second of these con-
gresses is to be held in Coblentz on the 31st
of January and the third at Neuminster in
February. The successive defeats of the
strikes which have been begun under So-
cialist guidance has strongly prejudiced the
position of the party.

Despite the fact that a semi-official de-
nial has been made of the report that Em-
peror William intends to visit Bucharest,
the fact remains that arrangements have
been made for an offp ial reception of his
Majesty there In April. Trie visit of the
Emperor, It Is hoped, will keep Eoumania
closer to the Dreibund.

The Emperor and Empress on Christmas
evening presided at a distribution of pres-
ents at the new palace at Potsdam. Each
of the little Princes had his own table and
tree loaded with a variety ofgifts. Yester-
day Emperor William sent to his own com-
pany of guards a large '*pfefferknehen,"
made by the court confectioner. This
pepper-cake, the disuse of which has long
been desired by many, continues to be one
Of the solid institutions of the season.

A report of a startling nature is in circu-
lation and obtains credence in diplomatic
circles. It is to the effect that Count yon
Schouvaloff, the Russian Embassador to
Germany, is to be transferred to Moscow as
successor to the Grand Duke Sergius, the
brother of the Czar, as Governor-General.
The Czar has given tbe Grand Duke Ser-
gius a peremptory leave of absence for a
year, and it Is looked upon as certain that
the Grand Duke will not return to his post
at the expiration of that period. It is more
likely that he will be sent out of Russia, or
be placed under surveillance at some post in
Central Asia. The Grand Duke, it Is al-
leged, has been tampering with the allegi-
ance of officers high in command at Mos-
cow, Warsaw, Wilna and other military
centers. Count Schouvaloff has been or-
dered to proceed to Gatschina to confer with
the Czar.

The Galician raters are filled with arti-
cles advocating the renewed enforcement of
oppressive measures against the Jews In
Russia and Poland. Alarge number of per-
sons have been arrested in Warsaw and the
immediate vicinity.

The Czarina is suffering from influenza.
The Metropolitan Michel is also ill with the
disease. The epidemic of influenza still pre-
vails in Galicia, Eastern Prussia and Berlin.
An address recently delivered by Professor
Nothnagel of Vienna upon the origin and
treatment of the disease is the talk of the
hour among medical men. Professor Nuth-
nagel, In his address, declared that the
malady was distinctly miasmatic In char-
acter and certainly infectious, and possibly
contagious. He also stated that persons
having cardiac affections and those suffering
from tuberculosis have the most cause to
fear a fatal result. There is no specific
means of cure, the professor says. The
treatment by anti-pyrine, anti-fehrine and
phenacetiue is un advisable where the dis-
ease is accompanied by any form of conges-
tion of the lungs or weakness of the heart.
Such cases are better treated with stimu-
lants like digitalis or brandy, or by subcuta-
neous injection of camphor.

THE LIBERAL LEADER.

II rtington'g Successor— Tha I'arnelllte
Victory at Waterforil.

New York, Dec. 20. — Sinalley's special
cablegram to the Tribune from London
says: The death of the Duke of Devonshire
Is a great political misfortune. The Duke
was not himself active in politics, but he did
the state service by living. While he lived
Lord Hartington could sit in the House of
Commons. Lord Hartington is to-day the
Duke of Devonshire, and the House ofCom-
mons will know him no more. His depart-
ure to the House of Lords, if not a disaster
to the Unionist party, does seriously Impair
his usefulness. He, more than any other or
all others, has been the chief reliance of the
Unionists. So long as he led the
Liberal-Unionists in the Commons it was
difficult for the Gladstonian organs to say
a word against the loyalty, honor and up-
rightness of the policy which Lord Harting-
ton directed. Now, there must he a succes-
sor, and the successor seems likely to be
Chamberlain. Nobody thinks Chamberlain
deficient in ability, and nobody among his
opponents professes to trust him. They
hate him. No man is so hated or reviled.
The Tories themselves will not regard him
with the same feellnas which made them
put Implicit trust in Lord Hartington.
There have been occasions when the Union-
-Ist Alliance depended on this trust. There
may again be occasions when the Tory
parly, unable to approve the policy of their
allies, will'have to accept or reject it on per-
sonal grounds. These will not be moments. when Chamberlain's leadership willbe most
valuable.

• From the upper Chamber the new Duke
of Devonshire may still direct the general
councils of his party. It is not supposed
that he will withdraw from political life.
But in every session, and often in every
session, there comes critical moments in
the House of Commons when grave decis-
ions have to be taken Instantly. They
can only be taken by the leader of the
party in that House. There Is no time
for consultation, and then, it ever, will his
followers and allies lament the want ol
Lord Ilartington's good sense, good feel-
ing, loyalty, sure judgment and uncqualed
authority outside as well as inside the
House of Commons.

EFFECTS OF DAVITT'S DEFEAT.

The political effect of Davitt's defeat Is
variously estimated and probably it is too
soon to form an accurate opinion. Water-
ford, no doubt, was a Parnellito stronghold,
but D.tvltt was a strong candidate and until
the day before the election he was expected
to ' capture it. O'Brien, Dillon and
Davitt himself were prorhetic and
confident—more than confident, jubilant
over the comlrg victory which
never came. . Archbishop ' Walsh, - who
has a shrewd head for politics, 'fas against
the content. Mr. Redmond, iv the flush of
victory, sees I'aruellUiu rslng again.

A PENITENT UNDER.
A London paper started the story this

week that Comte de Paris had abandoned
or presently would abandon his pretensions
to the throne of France, break up his party
organization, dissolve his committee, re-
nounce what ho calls his claims, petition the
Government for leave to return to French
soil and become a good citizen of the
republic. It was a pretty story,
but implied a degree of patriotic
good sense on the part of this princely pre-
tender which he has heretofore omitted
to show. It was forthwith denied. The
denial did not induce the author to relinquish
It, nor prevent him from buttressing it with
many ingenious qualifications designed to
break "the force or divert the mean-
ing of the denial. Finally came
a statement from Comte d'Haussou-
villn, which seems sufficiently explicit.
He Informed the Orleanist meeting at Mar-
seilles that his chief's love for his country
would never penult him to abandon the
cause, which he considers not so much his
own as thatof France. This "never" seemed
to cover a considerable length of future
time.

THE CANADIAN SCANDAL.

One of the Accused Bocdlers Threatens to
Expose His Confederates.

Ottawa (Ont.), Dec. 20.—Hon. Thomas
McGreevy, formerly a member of Parlia-
ment, who has been committed for trial on
a charge of conspiracy to defraud the
Government, stated to-day that he intended
to show who the real culprits were when
his case came to trial, intimating that he
would summon several Cabinet Ministers
and members of Parliament to prove that
all the money he received from public
works contractors went into tne Tory
campaign fund and some of the Ministers
now prosecuting profited by his relations
with the contractors and handled a portion
of the money, wliich he claims was obtained
with their full knowledge that it was to be
used for political turposes. "I am," said
Mr. Greevy, "a victim of circumstances and
the ingratitude of political friends. The
same may be said of Contractors Michael
and Nicholas Connolly."

BISMARCK'S LUCK.

He Narrowly Escapes Being Killed by the
Cars.

New York, Dec. 26.— Post's Berlin
special says: Bismarck had a narrow escape
from a railroad accident yesterday, which
might have proved disastrous. He was.
crossing the track in a carriage immediately
in front of the Friedrlchsruhe station.
The keeper was absent, the barrier was
not lowered and no warning of an approach-
ing train was given. When half over the
rails the coachman heard the train coming.
He whipped up the horse and cleared the
track just as the train appeared around the
curve. Half a minute later and the car-
riage would have been struck. The train
da-lied into a wagon following close to the
carriage containing the Prince and smashed
itto pieces, killing the driver and horses.

French Treaties Adopted.

Paris, Dec. 2G.—The Senate to-day dis-
cussed the Commercial Treaties Bill. Giffe
faid he was opposed to the Government hav-
ing power to negotiate treaties, if the basis
of the treaties provided for in such treaties
was under the minimum tariff. He said
Ribot was paying too high a price in order
to maintain friendship with foreign coun-
tries. He said this was particularly so in
the rase in regard to Spain. M. Kibot pro-
tested that the Government desired liberty
of action, but declared that it would not
forget the deference due to Parliament.
The bill was finally adopted.

La Grippe in Montreal.
Montreal, Dec. 26.—La grippe has a firm

foothold in Montreal at.d now claims 1000
cases. It affects the victims in a different
way than before— pains in the stomach and
headache", followed by weakness in the
lower limbs—but the attack only lasts in
most rases from four days to two weeks.
The Street Railway Company, the police
force and fire brigade are the worst suf-
ferers. Out of 375 men on the police force
55 are laid up with It.

Dynamite in a Church.
Rome, Dec. 20—While midnight mass

was being celebrated in a church in Valen-
cia, four bombs were exploded in the edifice
in rapid succession. When the smoke and
dust cleared away It was seen that the high
altar had been destroyed and several per-
sons near it injured. The side of the church
was completely wrecked, aud a number of
worshipers were bruised by the falling
debris. Two persons suspected of com-
plicity in the bomb-throwing have been ar-
rested.

Churches Ordered Closed.
Vienna, Dec. 20.—Communication from

Warsaw says, an official order has been Is-
sued closing the Catholic churches at Vcdis-
lay and Buzki, and that other towns will
receive the same orders very soon. This
action is said to be taken in obedience to
the direct orders from the Czar, who more
than ever is determined to stamp out all
creeds not in accord with the orthodox
church.

Crop Prospect in Russia.
St. Petersburg, Dec. 20.—The Ministry

of Finance has issued a report regarding the
condition of winter wheat recently sown.
According to this report the condition is sat-
isfactory in the whole Russian provl nces.
In Central Asia, including many famine-
stri ken districts, in Northern Russia and
in the Crimea the crop is In medium condi-
tion, while in Southern Russia it is below
unsatisfactory.

London's Influenza.
London, Dec. 26.— fog has partly

lifted. Many accidents, falls on the Ice,
etc., are reported. It is expected that the
week's mortality -record will show the great-
est number of deaths ever known, except In
time of plague. Influenza has claimed Its
victims by thousands, aad persons en-
feebled by illness have fared badly in the
contest.

English Spies Sentenced.
St. Etiennk, Dec 26.—John Cooper and

Walter Bednell, the Englishmen arrested in
November for offering a bribe to the work-
men of the arms factory here to procure
samples of the new French and Russian
carbines, have been couvicted. Cooper was
sentenced to teen months imprisonment
and a five of $600, and Benwell to two
months aud a fine of £200. "ff':

Fenians Opposed to Christians.
Teheran, Dec. 2<i.—Priests still maintain

the interdict agninst the use oftobacco, and
people ouey them implicitly. A dangerous
feature of tho matter is tho attitude taken
against Christians. The walls of the city
are placarded with appeals to the Moslems,
calling upon them to unite their forces and
exterminate the Christians.

Mortality in Bnfuia.
St. Petersburg. Dec. Typhus and

typhoid fever are prevalent among the pris-
oners at Samara. The doctors whose duty
It Is to attend the sick prisoners are in
despair, and have not visited their, charges
for a mouth. The rapid increase In the
number of deaths is due to the famine re-

ROARING MASS
OF FLAMES.

Fierce Fire in a Michigan In-
sane Asylum.

Frantic Shrieks of Hundreds of Terrified
Maniacs— Narrow Escapes— Destructive

Fire In Chattanooga.

Tontiac (Mich.), Dec. 26.—A fire was dis-
covered in the north wing of the Eastern
Michigan Insane Asylum at 11 o'clock this
morning. The flames spread with fearful
rapidity, and with tho limited facilities at
hand the firemen were powerless. Fifteen
minutes after the first alarm was sounded
the occupants of the wing, 500 women, were
turned loose. Screaming frantically with
terror the maniacs surged through the corri-
dors where the air was already filled with
smoke. Flames were visible through it all,
and the sight filled the demented creatures
with terror. Some ran like wild nnimals,
trampling their slower companions lv their
efforts to escape. Others were paralyzed
with fear and stood, rooted to the spot with
eyes staring horribly into the roaring firo.

HEROIC DEF.DS.
The attendants performed deeds of hero-

ism in their endeavor to rescue tho helpless,
rushing hither and thither. Dragging hesi-
tating ones from rooms, they drove the in-
sane women Into the open air. When some
were once upon the outside they would
break aid rush for tha building again.
Superintendent Burr and assistants on the
medical staff gave directions for the removal
of the inmates, aud by their excellent and
valiant labors all, it is believed, were res-
cued alive. Nevertheless some say that
several women were seen nt the windows
alter the patients were supposed to be all
out. They hud torn every vestige of cloth-
ing from their persons, and were laughing
in hideous glee at the approach of the
flames.

PITIABLE PCENES.
By 11:30 o'clock the entire north wing

was wrapped in flames. The attendants
had dono all in their power and nothing was
left but to try to save the rest of the asylum
from the flames. Spectators declare that
they heard shrieks of anguish from the
awful pyre as of demented victims yielding
their lives to the flames, but In the confu-
sion it was impossible to distinguish the
screams of the frightened maniacs without
from the expiring outcry of the victims
within, ifany there were. Strenuous efforts
were made to convey the patients to cottages
for safe-keeping. This was accomplished
with the utmost difficulty. Great fear is felt
lest the fire extends to the south wing,
where nearly 700 men are confined. Prepa-
rations were immediately made to remove
the men if it became necessary. Inside the
south wing, from the moment the flames
came In sight, the wildest excitement pre-
vailed. Seven hundred crazy men tore
about their rooms, yelling like demons.
Hundreds of people from Pontlac and vi-
cinity joined in the fight with the flames.
At this juncture, and by the most stubborn
resistance, tho wing was saved. Aside from
this, everything save the chapel, hospital
and engine-house was destroyed.

A number of women who were in the sec-
tion of the building first destroyed were
severely burned while being removed, but
prompt attention averted any serious conse-
quences.

NARROW ESCAPES.
James Lyon, Frederick Linton and an-

other attendant whose name could nf)t be
learned had a narrow escape while lighting
the flames on Ihe fourth floor. Unknown
to them the fire surrounded the spot at
which the men were working, and only when
they found every avenue of escape except
one small window cbsed did they think of
their safety. When the flames were near-
ing them a long ladder was secured and the
men rescued just as they were on the point
of falling back into the. raging furnace. A
number of other narrow escapes occurred,
and but few of the attendants escaped with-
out severe burns or other injuries.

HEAVY LOSS.
"'.

_ -Itla difficultto obtain accurate figures on
the loss. One of the Board of Trustee! of
the asylum estiniatesjthat It is uot less than
$500,000. The patients must for several days
suffer great hardship. The kitchen is among
the destroyed buildings, and sometime must
elapse before the culinary department can
be re-established and the lunatics properly
fed.

OVEIt HALF A MILLION.

Loss of tlio Mont Valuable Business
Blocks in ntinojjH.

Ciiattan'oooa. (Term.), Dec. 20.—Chat-
tanooga's most disastrous fire occurred to-
day, originating In D. 11. Leveman & Co.'s
great dry-goods house on Market street,
corner of Eighth. It sprea 1 with astonish-
ing rapidity, burning through the elevator
shaft and stairways and cutting off the es-
cape of about thirty female employes, wligt
were rescued from the windows with lad-
ders by firemen. Two of the women fell
from windows and were somewhat injured,
and a third was rescued in an almost suffo-
cated condition. The adjoining buildings
were soon aflame, the fire consuming over
half a million dollars'worth of property in
less than two hours.

Among other losers are: T. C. Ervin &
Co., dry goods; Christie & Co., dry goods;
Chamber of Commerce; Schwartz Bros.,
boots and shoes; Sllva & Abbott, china-
ware; Wesley & Manning, Insurance; W.
I. Alexander, broker; Great Southern Tea
Company; Martin & Henry, real estate;
Mrs. Weaver, milliner; Southern Bank &
Trust Company T. A. Roberts, jewelry;
W. B. Van Wagner, drugs; Fourth National
Bank and a number of office tenants.

The total loss is about $000,000, with
about $550,000 Insurance. The damage to
the Times Building is slight, but the build-
ing was almost entirely cleaned out Hun-
dreds of people were rushing through it,
carrying everything portable to places of
safety.

Four of-the leading dry-goods houses
were destroyed, and the principal boot mid
shoe, crockery and furniture houses, two
banks, the Public Library and the Cham-
ber of Commerce rooms, the Cobweb Club
and a variety of small shop', offices, etc.
The property destroyed was on two of the
most Important streets in the city.

, Old Homestead Burned.

Long Island City, Dec. 26.—The old
Wolsey Homestead, on Casino farm in Bow-
ery Bay, was destroyed by an incendiary
fire to-night. The loss. Including valu-
able paintings and antique furniture, was
$100,000.

Steel Work* Deatroyed.
Reading (Pa.), Dec. 26. — Carpenter's

steel works, an industry established three
years ago devoted to the manufacture of
high grades of steel, was almost totally
destroyed by fire to-night. The loss is
8125,000.

Family Iturned to Death.
Goi.dsboro (N. C), Dec. 26.— W. H.

Pearsall, wife and family, living near here,
were burned to death on Tuesday morning.
The charred todies were discovered yester-
day. Weightman Thomson, a former re-
jected shltor of the murdered man's wife,
has been arrested on suspicion.

Attempted Jail Break.
Olathe (Kaus.), Dec. 20.— prisoners

in the County Jail In this city made an at-
tempt last night to kill Sheriff Eastdale and
escape, but were prevented by the timely
appearance of Mrs. Eastdale, who locked
the outside doors, aud Ihe pluck of the
Sheriff, who' was inside, locked up and
fighting for lifewith six prisoners. When
assistance reached him it was found that
the Sheriff had three long gashes in his head.

AN ARCHBISHOP HONORED.

Decorated by the Pope Mb the Grand
Cross.

Rome, Dec. 26.—The Diiitio to-day says it
is the intention of the Pope to confer the
Grand Cross of the Order of Christ on the
Archbishop of Aix as a token of the sym-
pathy of his Holiness with the Archbishop
in the latter's recent conviction and fine for
writing an insulting letter to the French
Minister of Public Worship. Should the
Diritio's Information prove correct, it means
that this is the Pope's defiance tn the French
Government, and that a serious outcome may
be anticipated in the near future.

Count Lafevre de Bebalne, French Em-
bassador to tho Holy See, was granted a
special interview by the Pope to-day. Dur-
ing the course of the interview the Embas-
sador assured his Holiness that France con-
sidered the recent radical outbursts against

the church and the attitude of the French
Bishops as a passing cloud. Count de
Behaine urged the Pope not to judge of the
feeling in France by the embittered utter-
ances which were delivered in the Deputies.
The French Government, be declared, was
anxious to maintain the most friendly rela-
tions with the Vatican, in order to promote
the Pope's republican policy. The enuncia-
tion of this policy by bis Holiness, he said,
caused the maj.irlty of the French people to
entertain a feeling of gratitude toward him.

THE FEELING IN FRANCE.
Paris, Dee. 20.—The news received from

Rome to-day that the Pope intends to con-
fer the Grand Cross of the Order of Christ
upon the Archbishop of Aix is looked upon
in the present state of the public feeling,
when a movement is on foot to separate the
church and state, as one of the results of
Archbishop of Aix's conduct, supported by
letters aud sayings of other distinguished
prelates, as significant. It will be consid-
ered here, should the news prove correct,
as a defiance upon the pari of the Pope of
the Government of this country, and a re-
ply from the French Government may not
be slow in forthcoming. Archbishop Bor-
meiux, it will be remembered, made com-
mon cause with Mousignor Gouthe Soulard
in the diocesan letter which he addressed to
all the Catholics In France. In the letter
the Archbishop defends the right of mem-
bers of c lie Miscopate to join ln pilgrimages
to Rome. According to this prelate Arch-
bishop Aix, when he wrote as he did, was
not prompted toy a wish to fight, but simply
overcome by disgust.

According to the Figaro the Conserva-
tives of Brest have chosen the Archbishop
of Aix, who was recently fined for seditious
conduct, to contest the seat In the Chamber
just lolt vacant by the death of Bishop
F.eppel.

— Superintendent
Murray this morning announced the police
would not allow the Mitchell-Corbett boxing
contest to take place. It was announced
for February 11th at the Madison-square
Garden. Murray also said that the Maher-
Dempsey contest could not held; that also
was to be In the Madison-square Garden.

Mitchell and Slavin called at the police
headquarters to-day to see Superintendent
Murray, but the latter had cone home.
Mitchell expiessed disappointment at tho

\ Washington. Dec. 20.— It is reported
that a tariff bill on the line of the Mills
bill will be introduced and referred to the
Committee on Interstate and Foreigu Com-
merce of which Mills Is Chairman.. It is believed that if this is done the com-
mittee will report the bill favorably, and
that it will stand some chance of passing.

The Mills "supporters claim that a good
many Democratic members who voted for
Crisp because they considered him best fit-
ted by temperament for trie Speakership are
in favo^of passing a general tariff bill in-
stead of doing it piecemeal as Springer
contemplates. The Mills men claim that a
majority of the House Democrats will vote
to send such a general tariff bill to the
Mills committee, instead of sending it to
Chairman Springer of the Ways and Means
Committee. The Republicans would of
course have something to say about what
committee should consider the tariffbills.
McKeuna of California is a member of the
Ways and Means Committee, and ho does
not believe that the Ilouse would consent
to the Comnftree Committee acting upon the
bill. Geary of California, who is a member
o( the last-named committee, believes that
a majority of too Democrats lv the House
would rather see the tariffbill in charge of
Mills than Springer. At any rate the pros-
pects of a lively time in the Democratic
ranks seem bright enough.

DIRECT VOTE FOB SENATORS.
The Post publishes editorially short ex-

tracts from the prominent newspapers fa-
voring the selection of United States Sena-
tors by a direct vote of the people. Some of
them are as follows:

Pittsburg Post: We would like to see the
Democratic House pass such an amendment
and a national convention indorse it. Sena-
tor Palmer of Illinois is a strong champion
of the reform. '

Philadelphia Evening Telegraph: The
election of United States Senators by popu-
lar vote Is a reform thai will come in tlie
near future. Itis favored by both Republi-
cans and Democrats, and as conservative as
the Senate itself has always been ou this
question, it is now favored by many of the
members of that body, and probably by a
majority of them.

Philadelphia Record: Senator Turpieihas
made a strong argument in favor of such a
change in the Constitution of the United
States as would permit of the vote of the
people for United States Senator. In mak-
ing this change one step further should be
taken, and the President and Vice-Presi-
dent be made elective by a direct vote. To
till- conclusion must wocome at last.

..lueago Tribune: So great Isthe political
conservatism of Americans that it is not
likely that Senator Turpie's amendment
will meet with an immediate warm and en-
thusiastic rospouse. There is no reason,
however, why Cougress should not submit
it to the States for their consideration. If
that is done, it willnot take long to find out
whether there is any general demand lor
the change.

FIIEE COINAGE AGITATION.
At this time there appears to be an excel-

lent prospect of un agreement among the
Democrats to avoid disturbing the discus-
sions in the House through the agitation of
the silver question. It does not appear that
the silver men contemplate any abandon-
ment of their principles or of the hope of
securing the free coinage of sliver nt some
time in the nut very remote future, but
some of the most active and earnest among
them will discourage any agitation of the
question, when the only thing that could be
accomplished would be to divide their party
and provoko hostility In the East, where
support is necessary to accomplish such a
revision of the tariff as the party believes
to be Important. It is regarded as entirely
probable that such radical free sliver men as
bland, will be satisfied to make a declara-
tion of principles " for the hundredth time,"
and then to await the coming of the time
when there may be at least some little pros-
pect of accomplishing their alms.

COULD not be passed.

Ifis very doubtful that a free-coinage bill
could be put through the Senate at this
Congress, though that was the only body tec
pass such a bill during the last Congress.
Everybody understands how the action of
the Senate was brought about at that time-
that the election-bill fight had more than
anything ele todo with It. The same in-
fluences probably cannot be made to work
In this Congress, but, even if it were possi-
ble to pass a bill th rough both Houses of
Congress, it would certainly he vetoed by
the President, aud nothing would be accom-
plished by such a course except to excite
irritation. The chances are, therefore, that
the agitation will be postponed by the
friends of free coinage, who are practical
enough to care for results only, without any
desire to make an empty show.

I'ROTIXTI.NU THE ROOKERIKS.
Captain Coulson, commanding the

revenue steamer Rush, has made his report
to the Treasury Department of the cruise of
that vessel in Alaskan waters from October
19th to December sth. said the weather
was boisterous nearly all the time and con-
siderable difficultywas experienced in exe-
cuting the orders of tho department con-
cerning the collection of data in regard to
pelagic sealing and the landing of mail and
stores on Seal Island. Captain Coulson says

20—The
main body of the revolutionary party pur-
sued by Lieutenant Langhorne rode through
without stopping anywhere to where Garza
was, near the Rodando Ranch in Zapata
County, and reported the occurrence to him
of the killing of Corporal Edstrom. Garza
is reported to have said that their action In
attacking the troops of this Government
placed a quietus on his hopes of revolution
against Mexico, inasmuch as he now had no
asylum when pursued by Mexican troops.
He at once assembled what men he could
and crossed into Mexico, near/Arneros
Ranch, above Mier, and it is said he con-
templates attacking that place or Camargo
or Guerro within the next few d iys. These
reports are given for what they are worth.

LOOKING FOR GARZA.
Eagle Pass (Tex.), Dec. 20.—Sergeant

Fink with eight men left this morning for
Peuquafche, crossing the Rio Grande forty
miles below, looking after Garza. Jefe
Politico Rosas left Piedras Negra. on a
similar mission with a company of Mexican
troops for the same crossing. It is probable
that Garza will attempt to enter Mexico at
that point with part of his band.

MORE FIGHTING REPORTED.
St. Louis, Dec- 20.— Post-Dispatch

has a special from Laredo, Texas, which
says: The news to-day from the scene of
trouble is to the effect that more fighting
has been engage I in, wilh slight losses on
both sides.

ALL HANGED ON
THE SAME TREE.

Fate of the Notorious Alabama
Outlaws.

Capture of Bob Sims and His Followers.
Prisoners Taken From Their Guards on

the Way to Prison and Lynched.

frtClillto TnE MORN-IXQ CAlit.

Mobile (Ala.), Dec. 26.— artillery de-
tachment of the First Regiment of State
troops left here early this morning en route
for the bouse where the Sims party were
fortified in Chiocta County, Ala. Sheriff
Gavin Christmas morning sent to Bladon
Springs for cannon. When Sims heard of
this preparation to blow his stronghold to
splinters, he looked at his women folk and
his heart misgave him. He began to parley
with the Sheriff. At 3 o'clock he said he
would surrender if the posse would do him
no injury and if the posse would protect
him from mob violence. A meeting of the
posse was held, which lasted more than an
hour. There was great excitement and
such a diversity of opinion that at first the
proposal of Sims was flatly refused, but the
fact that there were women in the house
was a strong point in favor of mercy to the
inmates. It was thought the shooting with
cannon at a house harboring women was so
repugnant that it overcame almost the wild
longing for the blood of tbe men outlaws,
so that at last the terms of Sims were
accepted.

At 1:30 o'clock the Sims party laid down
their arms and came out of the house. The
posse was astonished to see that instead of
seveu desperate outlaws there were only
two men and a boy. Bob Sims, Thomas
Savage and young Savage, a nephew of
-Sims. Four women, Bob's wife and three
daughters, came out also. The men were
at once ironed and placed in a wagon. The
women were placed in a second wagon
under guard.

'ilie Sheriff promised the best protection
he could give under the circumstances.
Sims selected twenty-five men and the Sher-
iff twenty-fire and started with them to
Butler. About a mile from Sims' house a
body of men, from one to two hundred
strong, took them from the guard and
hanged them all to ono tree. Sims expressed
fears that he would never reach the jail
dead or alive. ..

When he was placed in a buggy for the
fatal ride he reluseu to be blindfolded. He
held out his hand and asked them to feel
bis pulse to see if ha was frightened, and
said he was going to heaven. Young Sav-
age said: "Ifyou think enough of me to
bury me, put me by the side of Sims. We
are fighting for the same cause." They died
cursing. The women were turned loose.

The names of the Shnites hanged are: Bob
Sims, Tom Savage and Con Savage and his
two grown sons. Thus ends the defiance of
the United States, State of Alabama and, in
fact, all the laws, by the notorious Bob
Sims and his followers.

"WIND AND SNOW.

Travel Interrupted and Stock Lost by a Bliz-
zard in the Northwest.

Omaha, Dec. 26.—A1l day yesterday a
blizzard prevailed throughout Nebraska.
Iv tiie western part of the State there was a
snow-storm of several hours' duration. The
weather turned intensely cold. The wind
blew at a terrific rate and snow fell in great
quantities. Traffic on all railroads in the
State is seriously retarded, and in many
cases along tiie western division Union Pa-
cific trains are blockaded. The snow drifted
furiously, and stock suffered Intensely. The
farmers feel partially compensated for the
loss of stock in the fact of having their win-
ter wheat well protected. In the interior
portion a heavy fall of snow occurred before
it turned so cold, consequently the winter
gram is well protected.

The storm extended throughout Kansas,
Colorado, Wyoming and the Dakotas. ln
Wyoming the loss of stock is reported un-
usually large, with complete train block-
ades.

Huron (S. Dak.), Dec. 26.— Yesterday's
wind aud snow storm abated about mid-
night last night, and the mercury went down
several decrees. It was 20° below zero at
daylight, the lowest this winter. Iihas been
intensely cold to-day. but it Is more moder-
ate to-night

COMPLICATED CASE.

Decision in'a Suit by a. Construction Com-
pany Against a Railroad

Lincoln (Neb.), Dec. 20.— 1n the District
Court of Lancaster County to-day. Judge
Tihbetts awarded John Fitzgerald 8475,000
iv a suit against the Fitzgerald-Mallory Con-
struction Company and the Missouri Pacific
Railway Company. The case is a compli-
cated one, and dates back to some time iv
1887. When the Fitzgerald & Mallory Con-
struction Company, of which tho plaintiff is
the head, took a contract to build a line of
railway from Chetopa, Kans., to the Colorado
line, about 160 miles, known at the time
as the Denver, Memphis and Atlantic Rail-
read, the contract price was $10,000 per
mile, to be paid in first-mortgage bonds.
During construction tlio line was purchased
by the Missouri Pacific, and Jay Gould,
Russell Snce, George Gould and Sidney Dil-
lon asked, it is said, to be allowed to enter
the Fitzgerald partnership. They suc-
ceeded, and when the road was completed,
it is asserted, secured pay for themselves
for construction, leaving Fitzgerald out.
Fitzgerald sued for $1,500,000. and the case
has dragged nlong since December, 1888.
Notice of appeal on the part of defendants
was filed.

FIELD IN PRISON.

The Verdict of Insanity Sustained by the Su-
preme Court.

New York. Dec. 26.—Edward M. Field,
who is locked up in Ludlow-street Jail, still
persists in refusing to eat. He has greatly
alarmed his \u25a0 physicians. Warden Fallon
was instructed yesterday to givehim whisky,
of whicli he drank two glasses. Field does
not talk to anybody. This morning he
drank a cup of warm milk. Field is getting
very neivous and appears to be dazed.

White Plains (N. V.), Dec. 26.—
special term of the Supreme Court to-day
ratified and confirmed the finding of the
jury whicli last Wednesday adjudged Ed-
ward M. Field Insane. His wife, Clara L.
Field, was appointed to take charge of his
person aud estate.

COR DAG TRUST.

Transfer of a Large Plant and Advance in
the Price of Rope.

New York, Dec. 26—The purchase of
the machinery and cordage works ol John
Good, located at Havens wood and Brooklyn,
has been effected by the National Cordage
Company In everything but technical de-
tails. The works are valued at $2,000,000.
The purchase of these works means the ac-
quisition of some valuable patents and is
another step toward the virtual control of
the Industry.

Henry C. Kelly, a largo dealer in cordage
and ropes, said: "As 1 understand it the
National Cordage Company has not bought
John Good's plant; Ithas simply paid him a
subsidy to shut down. The price paid, I
believe, by the National Cordage Company,
is in the neighborhood of 8200,000 annually.
Only a month ago the National Cordage
Company bought out ia the same manner

the firm of Bailey & Co. of Philadelphia.
On the strength of these two new deals the
price of manila rope and another rope of
better quality has been advanced 10 per
cent. There 13 likely to be another advance
soon. The trust now controls a majority of
the spindles iv the country."

DR. GRAVES' TRIAL.
Examination of the Defendant in the Bar-

naby Poisoning Case.

Denver, Dec. 26.—1n the Graves trial
this morning Stevens announced that after
examination of the letter the prosecution
withdrew all objections to its being admit-
ted in evidence. This Is the letter which,
it is claimed, the doctor wrote to Mrs.
Barnaby in San Francisco at the time the
fatal bottle was mailed. Its intention is to
prove the doctor thought Mrs. Barnaby was
in San Francisco, and therefore he could
not have mailed the bottle to her in Den-
ver ifhe thought she was elsewhere. Judge
Fuhman read the letter, which explained to
Mrs. Darnaby how to get the doctor's
checks cashed, and told of the death of his
brother. Itwas dated March 27th and was
posted at Providence March 30th. Stevens
then said he wished the letter to go into evi-
dence under the instructions of the Court
The letter was passed from juror to Jurorand finally handed bacK to Judge Fuhman.

Judge Fuhman resumed the doctor's di-
rect examination, and he denied that he
told Mrs. Hlckey that he engaged Dollie
Hanley to spy on Mrs. Barnaby. He was
in Denver In March last with his brother's
remains. This concluded his direct exam-
ination, and Mr. Stevens began his cross-
examination.

The cross-examination of Dr. Graves was
lengthy. The doctor denied nearly every-
thing sworn to by other witnesses, or If lie
did not deny the testimony he would say he
could not remember. He did not attempt
to find out about the autopsy or analysis of
Mis. Barnahy's remains when he arrived
here, notwithstanding that he beard she was
poisoned. Instead of this he and a friend
visited a ball game tho day of his arrival.
Dr. Graves said he did not tell the Worrells
that he thought the Bennett family sent the
bottle of whisky. He acknowledged being
interviewed by reporter Lincoln in the
Providence telegraph office, and said he
might have told Lincoln that Mrs. Barney
had many lovers and that some of them
were vile. He acknowledged that the letter
he wrote Mrs. Barney in regard to putting*
guardian over her was his own invention,
and that the executors of the Barnaby es-
tate knew nothing about It. The prosecu-
tion matured as to where the 810,000 of Mrs.
Barnaby's money supposed to have been de-
posited for her by Graves was. He said his
account-books had been lost, but there was
no such balance due Mrs. Barnaby and that
he had accounted for every cent of her mon-
ey. He denied having told James H. Con-
rad that he sent a bottle of whisky to Mrs.
Barnaby.

BATTLE OK TKENTON.

Monument to the Memory of Washington and"
His Troops.

Tbentos (N. J.), Dec. 2G.—To-day is the
ono hundred and fifteenth anniversary of
the revolutionary battle of Trenton, and it
was made notable by laying the
corner-stone of a monument to the memory
of Washington and the Continental troops,
who, after crossing the icy Delaware daring
Christmas night, surprised aud routed tbo
Hessians. Governor Abbett laid the stone
at noon, while a salute of forty-four guns
was fired. An indoor meeting was held at
the Taylor Opera House, at which General
William J. Sewell presided. Alter a short*
introductory addiess by United States Sena-
tor McPherson, General Horace Porter of
New York and ex-Secretary of the Navy
Robeson spoke. The monument will cost
about $80,000. ;: •

Unsuccessful Search for tho Brakeman, Whe
Is Responsible for the Accident.

Yonkeks (X. V.). Dec. 26.—X0 more of
the victims of. the dreadful disaster on the
New York Central road on Christmas eve
at Hastings have died. The condition of the
Injured people in the hospital remains un-
changed.

New York, Dec. 20.—Search for. Albert
E. Uerrick, brakeman, who Is responsible
for the fatal catastrophe which caused the
death of nine persons by the collision on
the New York Central at Hastings, has not
yet resulted in finding him. Superintendent
Yoorbees stated this morning that lie is
confident Herrick is in this city aud hopes
he willbe found during the day.

To Visit California.
