Duck shooting is now In its prime, and
local nimrods are taking advantage of the
splendid sport to be had on the salt marshes
north of the city.

A sportsman, who had a three days'
"ducking " on the Alameda Gun ("lull's pre-
serve on the Sonoma marsh,remarked yester-
day to a few friends that he had never seen
half as many lords on the marshes as
there are on the preserved grounds. The
only drawback to the sport, ho raid, was
the sharp cold winds, which forced tears
from his eyes while shooting at early morn-
ing. A man named Walsh brought a bag
of 150 birds from Point Reyes a lew days
ago. He snot the quarkers at a place called
the Lagoon, which is about lour miles north
of the point.

The Fish and Game Commissioners have
been very anxious to test the law relating
to the possession of deer killed outside of
the State. A splendid opportunity was af-
forded them a few days ago to arrest a
bulci.er who had an enormous buck outside
of his place of business on Market street.
Although the carcass was viewed and ad-

red by hundreds of people who re-
marked that it was strange that
the law should be transgressed in such an
open manner, » Deputy Commissioner, who
was dispatched to tlj,e stall with Instruc-
tions to seize the carcass, returned to head-
quatters and reported that he could not see
"an}' signs" of deer. The fact of the mat-
ter Is tlmt the Commissioners have no de-
sire to test the law so far as it concerns the
having if deer in possession which has
been killed outside of this State. Only a
tew mouths ago a Los Angeles judge de-
cided that it is not unlawful to have in
possession game which had been killed out-
hide of this State. However that may be
the Commissioners could make matters very
interesting for any person found with "pre-
served" game In possession, and if a test
case was made In this city it Is quite likely
that the decision of the southern couuty
judge would meet with a reversal.

Spooning for Salmon at the Mouth of
Kits-lull Kiver.

The dry weather has had its effects on
fishing as well as other lines of sport Re-
ports from the country in the vicinity of
the streams which were fell of trout at
this time last year, are that schools of fish
are waiting near the mouths of the creeks
for an opportunity to ascend to their spawn-
ing ground. .

The fishermen of Duncan's Mills have
opened a passage in the Russian River at its
mouth to give .the fish a chance to work
their pa-sage up" the river. Latest accounts
from Cazadero state that the net fishermen
and anglers have been catching large num-
bers of steelheads in the deep boles in the
vicinity of the mills. Charley Green, a
veteran angler, has written to Jim Oren-
dortf that he has had excellent sport and
tbat the trout, salmon or whatever they
maybe are of large size and very gamy.
A few fish have been caught in the Paper-
mill creek, principally hookbills.

It costs something to be a "swell ahgler,"
says a writer for an Euglish exchange. The
first expense incurred is an annual lease of
a Canadian salmon river, which costs you
to buy out, or, iv other words, a perpetual
lease, anywhere from 85000 to 840,000; or. if
you can't stand that, an annual lease foroue
rod (which means the right to fish on a
certain part of a salmon river, or entitles
yon to the use ol some designated pool for
one year, for only one rod) from SIM to
92000 per rod annually. Now you must
purchase a salmon rod—cost, for best quality
split bamboo of American make, 850 to 8100;
cost for best quality, imported Scotch
rod, made of greeiihart, from £4 to
£8. and with duly added to im-
port, makes net cost from $30 to 800
American money; salmon reel to go with
rod and of carrying capacity of 120 yards,
833; salmon line, best silk, water proof,
enameled and tapered, size li, 812 50 each;
imported salmon fly-book, 810 each; six
dozen salmon flies, SO per dozen, 836; one
dozen salmon leaders, made from best im-
perial gut, nine feet long, S3 each, 836;
English telescoping gaff. gio each; a pair of
mackintosh wading stockings, 812 each;
also a pair of hobnail wading shoes, to
wear over same, 85. Without counting the
cost if a number of smaller necessaries, be-
sides railroad transportation going and
coming, the cost of two weeks'salmon-fish-
ing annually, figuring the lease of stream,
makes a grand total of81450 50, or, in other
words, $750 per week. Verily, this Is
swell angling, worthy of a "Yanderbilt" or
"Astur."

28 and 0, George Giffen 27 and 1, and W.

For Lord Sheffield's
eleven A. E. Stoddart put together 78,
Briggs 91, M. R-ad 00 and W. G. Grace 2.
On November 27th the eleven commenced
Its second match, a representative Victorian
team opposing it at Melbourne. Although

Innings lor 72, Carlton's 17 not out being thetop score. Lord Sheffield's team had four

5. Ihe open class shall be for dogs of any age
which have not aueady qualified for tie chal-
lenge class and for which uo challenge class lias
been provided.

6. Tbe challenge class shall be for all dogs bav-
luc v.in -p'lzes in the in en classes. A doe
leaving won three first prize's in this class, on of
which shall have been won at a show not bavin?
less than 600 entile., shall have tlie irlvMege ot
the title of cbampiou without further competi-
tion.

Kule XXl—Special prizes shall only be offered
for dogs of established breeds, and no dog eligi-
ble for special pilzes can be withdrawn from
competition unless it has been staled on entry
blanks, " Will not compete for special prizes." .

Kule XXIII No show shall extend over four
days. Including the lust day of receiving, and (he
first day of liberating the exhibits.

LIKE SOLOMON.

Judge Bennett of .1 urn il11 , Wis., lie-
i ci. - the rule iiei'\ of a Child.

A case, said to be without a parallel in
the courts of the world, has been decided
by Judge B-nnett in the Circuit Court at
Janesville, Wis. The property of a child,
worth 830,000, was involved, and the ques-
tion raised was that of paternity.

Lelia IIitrd Ingle was divor:ed from An-
drew Ingle of Fulton, November 15,1889.
She married Alexander Shuman, February
10, 1890, and July 8, 1890, a daughter, Sarah,
was born. By the death of Sarah's gaand-
father, Silas Kurd, and the subsequent
death of her mother, the child became heir
to 830,000. Shunmn, insisting that she was
his child, took charge of the property.

Not for a year afterward did lugle have an
idea that the girl was his daughter. lie was
led to believe that she was born nine months
after the second marriage Instead of live
months. When Sarah's younger sister died,
'however, the age that was put upon the cof-
fin-plate (dinned that Sarah.being just a year
older, was four months older than was sup-
posed. She uid thus be the daughter of
Ingle under the law covering the paternity
of children born within eight months after
a divorce. But under another law, which
declares all children burn in lawful wed-

-1 lock to be fruits of that union, she would
be the daughter of Shuman.

After hearing the evidence Judge Bennett
took the case from the jury and ruled for
the plaintiff. He held Ingle to be the father
of the child, thus putting the care of her
property into the hands of her guardian,
John iiurd. The remarkable resemblance
of Sarah to Mr. Ingle is spoken vi as a
strong factor in the case.

She was born on December 10, 1790, at Bir-
mingham, England, and when but 2% years
old came Pi this country with her patents,
arriving in Philadelphia on June 21, 1793,
where she has ever since lived.

Although so old, Miss Wheeler retains
her faculties and her conversational powers
to a remaikable degree. She remembers
having seen Washington inure than once.
Speaking of the War of 1812 she said :

, "Iwas a woman then and livel un New
Market street, and we used to illuminate
our house whenever there was a victory by
the Americans."

In the same house and aiding in the care
of Miss Wheeler lives her sister, Mrs. Mary
Millard, who was born iv this country on
May 12, 1802.—Philadelphia News.

A Discovery nt Pompeii.

There has been discovered in Pompeii a
small domestic chapel of graceful architec-
tural pioportion, and adorned with still
vivid and unspoiled Irescoes. At the end of
the chamber there was a well-preserved
painting of Hercules with his club and lion's
skin ; on one of Iho sides was a boar, and on
the other was a sacrificial altar. The ob-
jects found in the chapel were statuettes in
gilded bronze of a half-node priestess in the
altitude of prayer, and a Mercury; an amu-
let in-the form of a dolphin, also of gilt
bronze; a terra-cotta altar with the remains
of burnt 'ring-. All these objects will
be sent, as usual, to the Naples Museum. —Loudon News.

FROM OBSCURITY
TO FAME'S HEIGHT.

Some Great Men Wlio Rose From tlie
Rants of Poor Boys.

Sketches of B. F. Tracy, J. Q. A Ward, Henry

Villard, W. D. Howelli, Augustin Daly,

A. L. Holley and Other Notables.

New York, Dec. 21.—Upward or down-
ward, hither or thither, yesterday or to-
morrow, gayety or gravity; and thus it is
that life has gone or will go. I could not

tell of the unpromising young chaps who
have turned out well, or of the promising
sprigs who have withered before the time of
ripe age, or of the many others who have
" turned out to be so very different from
what had been expected." We all know
that nature and life are full of surprises,
and well it is for us that they are.

Among my acquaintances here about
twenty years ago was an undistinguished
lawyer about 30 years old, a fellow-worker
of mine in a business which afforded him a
slight income beyond that derived from his
legal practice. Irefer to the efficient Secre-
tary ifthe Navy, Benjamin F. Tracy.

Well do I remember the time when,
through a mutual friend, Iformed tbe ac-
quaintance of a young, free-spirited, aspir-
ing and tawny-haired sculptor who had
come to New York from his native town ot
Urbana in Ohio. In the Central Park there
are two of his masterpieces, "The Indian
Hunter" and /'Shakespeare." In other

parts of the 'lty and of Brooklyn are his
"Washington," "Greeley," "Beecher," and
other works; while other noble statues from
his studio are to be seen in Boston, Wash-
ington, Gettysburg, Hartford, Newport and
elsewhere. The aspiring sculptor of 1861J
J. Q. A. Ward, has become the masterful
sculptor of 1891.

Iv the years of the war Imade the ac-
quaintance of a young German in "New
lork, who had been doing some newspaper
reporting, who, if Iremember rightly, sent
some letters from the Army (if the Potomac
t> the Xew York Timed, of which 1 was
then the managing editor. I refer to Henry
Villard. He has had vicissitudes of fortune
during the pas: twenty years, and Iknow
not whether he Is up or down at this time;
but he is still in the prime of life, and may
yet do something worthy of his mind. It is
of but little account that the name of the
young German reporter of other times is ns
well known in London and Berlin as in Xew
York and .San Francisco; it is more account
that he is a man of mind and scholarship,
and that his record is adorned with deeds of
beneficence.

It was soon after the close of the war
that Mr. Ward, the sculptor, brought iuto
my office here a young man of a literary turn
who had been brought up as a type-setter in
Ohio, and who had more recently held a
consular office in Europe by appointment of
Abraham Lincoln. Irefer to William Dean
Hi wells, who since that time has assuredly

won for himself a place worthy of his genius,
high up among the shining authors of his
country.

Augustin Daly I knew In years when ho
may have been paid as much as 88 or 810 a
week for the hard work by which he earned
a living. His triumphant career since that
time us a dramatic author, the author of the

most popular plays of the period, and as a
theatrical manager in New York and other
American cities, and in London and other
European cities, needs no record here.

Once on a time, when in Washington, I
met a voting Ohloan, Whitelaw Reid, who
was sending news from there to a'Cincin-
nati paper. He has since then become a
notable personage, a millionaire, the ewner
of the New York Tribune and American
Minister to France.

I recall an austere taciturn man, Alexan-
der L. Holley, who wrote pieces on engin-
eering subjects for the New York Times
during the war. He rose to eminence In his
profession, and a monument hearing his bust
and name has recently been raised to his
memory by the American societies of min-
ing, civil and mechanical engineers.

Iknow a man, yet in his prime, who was
a clerk ou a small salary in this city ten
years ago, and who is vow the owner of a
very big manufacturing establishment. I
knew a flamboyant speculator a score of

years ago who was then a multi-millionaire,
was the chief proprietor of a steamship
line and built a gocd-sized town, which he
owned, but who Is now under the cloud of
imi>ecuiiioslty, with no prospect of better-
ment in life. A poet of my acquaintance,
who was hard up last year, recently inher-
ited a fortune, which lias quenched his
poetic fire, perhaps never to be rekindled.
Six years ago Ikept a boy of ail work, who
strove to get along, and. now at the age of
22 is the owner and editor of a rural paper
in this State. I recall Jay Gould at the
timo be beean to.operate in gold in Wall
street in a small way with small capital,
and now he is spoken of ns tbo modern
Ciobsus. A negro boy, a South Carolina
slave, who bad been captured by one of our
naval officers during the war, was brought
tome In New York by his captor; he Is
now a Government functionary with a fat
account in bank. I knew a needy gray-
beard here who not li ting able to get along
went abroad, married a wealthy widow,
and lust year I beheld hi in living lv
a palace in an Italian city. I know
a Russian nihilist wbo came to New
Yoik penniless after an. explosion iv

St. 'Petersburg, and who is now
the successful controller of an unexplosive
industry. lam acquainted with two friend-
less Jewish Immigrants to New York, both
of whom got on the pay-rolls of a concern
iv which I was interested a doz«n years ago,
and both of whom soon struck out for them-
selves with such success that the annual in-
come of each of them may be nearly a mill-
ion, 1 know of very many Jewish refugees
from Russia who are preparing to take pos-
session of the gilded mansion* of New York.
I know a Hibernian bog-trotter, who, land-
ing here in my time, has become a big boss
in politics, and there are hundreds of his
kind in New York and other American
cities. I have heard ofa man who has risen
from the business of a bootblack to that of
the race-course, in which he cleared half a
million. Iknow a quadroon who could not
read when 1 first saw bun, but who has
found a publisher for two or tbree of bis
books since then.

Not long ago I was surprised to learn that
one of my schoolmates, who was jeered at as
the blockhead of the class, is now a Judge
in one of our four highest State courts, aud
is spoken of as a great jurist. He looked
glum in the seminary; he looks full of
gravity on the bench. He then spoke
drawlingly, which was considered a sign of
his stupidity; he now speaks still more
drawlinsly, but it is regarded as an evidence
of his dignity. He lives in high style here
in his uptowu mansion, aud is a social as
well as a judicial luminary. When 1 heard
of him a while ago, for the first time in
many years, it was not easy to realize that
he had been the dolt of other days, and
when I met him it wns hard to address him
by his title of "Judge."

Now then, looking at the record of the
other side, recalling the names of some of
the many bright youngsters and breezy
freshmen of thirty years ago who havo
turned out to be good for nothing or worse
than that, as they went along in life—lacka-
day, the less said of them the better.

FAMOUS DUELS.cc

A Desperate Kiie-.iuiter Between Angry
Senoritas.

A desperate duel was fought one day iv
August, IMC, by two girls about 18 years of
age—Senoritas Espinoza and Morena—em-
ployed at the tooacco factory in Seville,
that workshop in front of which the first
act of the opera of "Carmen" is supposed
to eventuate. Their seconds were men,
who furnished each girl with a dirk, after
which they were blindfolded and placed in
an un lighted room for half an hour and
commanded to "Fight 1" Then the room
was locked and the seconds joined the other
employes at dinner, after which they opened
llie door and found both gills alive, but
mortally wounded. One of the combatants
was cut in twenty-seven different places
and was bleeding to death, while the
other received severe wounds in ten and
fatal ones in two places. The two seconds
attempted to escape, but were arrested and
sent to prison for six months. The girls
never spoke alter the door was opened, but
one of them lived in great agony for several
hours.

Near Madrid, December 10, 1890, Captain
Romero and Captain Murillo fought with
sabers and both were frightfully injured
and maimed fur life. Subsequently the
principals and their seconds (all officers}
were arrested, and the- former wore dis-
missed from the army and the latter fined.
One of the latter after paying his fine chal-
lenged the magistrate who fined him. who
ac epted and received three wounds. He
again fined the officer, and was again chal-
lenged and fought with pistols, killing the
officer at the first fire.

It Is a fact, although I cannot present
name or date, that a Parisian scribe grossly
insulted an army officer in the morning edi-
tion of his paper, fought and killed him at
noon and published a graphic description
of the whole affair in his evening issue.

Quite as good a little story Is that in which,
at an aristocratic party in Vienna, a lady-
dropped a bouuuet and a gentleman follow-
ing In a waltz kicked it to one side so that
it would not be stepped upon, and was chal-
lenged and wounded by the escort of the
lady who dropped the flowers, and was aft-
erward nursed by and married to the lady
herself.—Chicago Herald.
