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BUCKLEY IN LONDON.

Christopher A. Buckley amused it New
York San reporter ami a number of English.
Nx ii with what may be termed a free version
of the political drama now being played in
California. Buckley evidently did not have
his note-book with him. as there are some
little lapses in statements of facts which
Mr. Buckley certainly would not have made
except inadvertently. For example, Buck-
ley said that the Grand Jury had been in
session four weeks before he left San Kran-
ciseo. If Buckley had had his note-book
with him he would have been reminded that
his departure antedated the first session of
the Grand Jury. There are some other
points 111.011 which the memory of the late
boss is defective, but absolute accuracy of
statement is not expected of a man travel-
ing from pla c to place in search of health.
The assertion that Judge Wallace " took the
law into his own hands, called a Grand Jury
of his own mid had me (Buckley) indicted
for bribery," is more serious than a lapse of
memory. Itwould imply that Judge Wal-
lace had declared himself a kind ol Vigi-
lance Committee and acted without authority
of 1 .iv. In London or in New York this
may seem a natural proceeding for a
California Judge, but the truth of history re-
quires a correction of the statement. The
Supreme Court, which decided the Grand
Jury illegal, did not deny that there was
law for the method of impanelment Judge
Wallace had adopted. Their contention
was that the c. de in which this law was
embodied should be read in connection
with provisions in some other code concern-
ing the same subject. Perhaps the closest
approach to an argument against the elisor
method was that it opened the way to
abuses. The light and airy way in which
Buckley speaks of tho things he has done
carries with it a condemnation of his meth-
ods. If Buckley made the father oi a cer-
tain feather-headed editor Sena tor the fact
is conclusive proof of Buckley's unfitness
to lead a great political party. Parties re-
tain ascendency by putting men ofbrain and
character In conspicuous places. The fact
that a trader in politics, which Buckley
admits himself to be, should have power to
trade an aspirant into the high office of
United States Senator is all the evidence
that most men would want that Buckley
himself should be retired. But after all
Buckley places himself before the London
public in a pitiful light. He admits him-
self to be a kind of political buccaneer, who
took advantage of a lack of public spirit to
play a good game. In other words, find
the public was not watching him so closely
as it ought, he began to pick up trifle.!,

and continued until he had placed
himself in a position to auction off
such offices as those of United
States Senator, Chief Justice of the State,
judgeships of the lower courts and member-
ship of minor legislative bodies. Admit:
that he distributed these offices where they
would do him the most good, he declares
that hia indictment for bribery was a legal
outrage. No wonder his audience laughed.

JUDGE-MADE LAV.

In his recent London interview Boss
Buckley made no more, damaging revelation
than his passing allusion to the decision of
a Superior Judge, who has long siuce passed
into merited oblivion, that it is perfectly
legal for a newspaper to sell Its editorial in-
fluence. It is impossible to measure the
effect that this Judge-made law has had
upon the public estimation of newspapers
in this State. Although the law was in-
vented to help the Chronicle out of a diffi-
culty, it lias been used as a shield by other
papers given to similar practices. It is now
(pitted by Buckley to show to the public
he was addressing that the press which
condemned his methods was no better than
he. Ul course Buckley knew, and if ques-
tioned would doubtless admit, that tliere are
newspapers in California that do not require
legal restraints to keep them true to the in-
terests of the people. In every community
there willbe a large proportion who in time
come to distinguish between the newspaper
that sells its editorial opinion and one which
does not. There are new.-jiapers in this as
in every other large American city which
cannot as a business proposition afford to
sell their editorial influence at any price.
But Buckley adroitly uses the fact that the
infamous decision be quotes was rendered
to indicate the character of the journals that
opposed him. - He . might naturally assume
that in a community in which sucb a decision
las given without eliciting -vehement pro-

test, the moral tine of both press and people
must be pretty low. But Buckley was
careful not to add that a public-spirited
newspaper in San Francisco appealed from
the decision referred to as the existing law,
ami won its case- in the Supreme Court.
Consequently the decision which Buckley
represented as law iv San Fraucisco is not
now even Judge-made law.

A CUV OF DISTRESS.

The Chronicle lias lifted up its voice in
behalf of the body of the tax-payers who
are not allowed to tax themselves so heavily
as they wish to. Precisely who keeps the
people from taxing themselves does not ap-
pear, but in a vague way the intimation is
thrown that it is a few fossils and Silurians
who long since ceased to have influence in
this city. Our illogical contemporary does
not seemingly perceive tho inconsistency of
its contention that fossils and Silurians
keep a majority of the tax-payers from In-
creasing the rate of taxation with its other
contention that these same fossils and Silu-
rians have lost whatever influence they
may at one time have possessed. The
Call lias often suggested to contemporaries
who urge more liberal municipal expendi-
tures that the time to make their protests
against sllurianism is when the municipal
conventions meet. Itis not of much use to
complain between times, and drop the com-
plaints when the time ior action arrives.
We would also remind our anti-silurian
contemporary that there is nothing to pre-
vent a majority of the tax-payers from mak-
ing the tax-rate what they please." The
limit to the rate set uo in the Consolidation
Act is nearly three limes what the adopted

rate has been in recent years. The fact is
that, with the possible exception of an ex-
traordinary expenditure running through
two or tlin-e years to complete our sewer
system, the city is providing its officials
with as much money as they need. They
might get rid of more, but more would
in the tax-payers little real good. The

hope of honest people is that at the
next election the boodlers will take
heart and organize a party of their
own. The Chronicle would naturally be-
come its mouthpiece, with a little assistance
from the Post and Report. This organiza-
tion should frankly declare its purposes,
and its ways and means of accomplishing
them. If it favors a municipal loan, let it
says so. if it favors a high rate of taxa-
tion, let it raise the limit as high as in its
opinion it ought to bo raised. Theie is noth-
ing to prevent the people from voting for
such a platform, if its provisions are kept
within the plain provisions of the Cousti-
tution.

A LITTLE PARTY FIGHT.

Mr. Christopher A. Buckles', firing upon
San Fraucisco at lone range, says that the
recent endeavor of honest men to purify our
politics was "nothing hut a little party
ihtht." lie coincides in opinion with a can-
didate for a United States Senatorshlp, who
sent his ag.mt round Sacramento to buy
votes at SHOO apiece. That worthy also
thinks that the loathing which his behavior
roused was nothing but "a party fight."
Both critics endeavor to divert public atten-
tion from the real questions at issue to
screen their own turpitude.

The question now before tha public is not
whether Judge Wallace, Barclay Henley
and Jeremiah Lynch were impelled to un-
dertake their crusade against corruption by

pcs of personal reward. That is a trivial
consideration. The real issue is whether
the corruption which they denounced did or
did not exist, and whether it was or was nut
preventing the orderly conduct of public
affairs and the honest administration of jus-
tice. That issue was not and could not be
a party fi-iht. It was a light between bood-
lers mi the one side and the people on the
other. Members of both parties were foil
in oil,or camp. The Senatorial combine,
which get £7000 per head for votes at bib la-
mento last winter, contained both Republi-
cans and Democrats, The Grand Jury,
which Buckley denounce*, consisted of ten
Republicans and nine Democrats. Neither
in the crimes which led to the popular up-
rising : gainst boodle nor in the methods
which the leaders if the movement adopted
did party cut any figure. The agitation was
non-partisan all through from fir->t to last.
It is absolutely false that any party ex-
pected to benefit or lhat any parly appre-
hended that it might suffer from the Grand
Jury investigation, unless Buckley and his
fellow-thieves can be called a party.

Some oi the circumstances which led to
the attempted reform are narrated in the
report of tbe Grand Jury. One of them is
thus stated:

A director of a corporation testified that his
company paid Mr. Buckley lor about live years
np 10 the end of lasi ruo.ilh a stipend averaging
?400 a mouth, and thai In addition his concern
had to iay on Hie eve of i lections, In one In-
stance $8000. It is understood that oilier cor-
porations weie under tribute In like manner,
so lhat Buckley's annual revenue from that
source alone may have aggregated $100,000.
It al-o arpeais ll:al from a laige number

probably -reaching Into huodieds of employes of
the municipality, be collected certain peiceni-
ages of their monthly salailes.
It may appear to Mr. Buckley, in his

refuge at London, that the expression of an
objection to blackmail of this kind is "noth-
ing but a little party fight." ''But if there be
any party in this State wliich approves of
bleeding corporations and municipal office-
holders, fur the personal benefit of a politi-
cal bos.», it is not known to the public at
large. Voters nave sometimes voted for
Buckley's candidates because they saw no
alternative winch promised improvement;
but there never was any one outside of the
heelers of tbe boss who attempted to justify
his highway robberies. Apologists for such
crimes may terhaps be found in striped
garments in the State prisons; but they
never were numerous enough to constitute

a 1 arty.
In his allusions to the political struggles

in which be has taken a leading part Mr.
Buckley's discretion is as remarkable as his
defective memory. He remembers things
which did not occur at San Jose, but he has
forgotten the price which he demanded for
nominations at the convention in that city.
He recollects that he made the late George
Hearst Senator, but the sum of money
which he got for the job has quite escaped
his memory. According to his own account
he held judgeships in the hollow ol bis
hard and distributed them at his pleasure,
with an eye to future contingencies; but he
did not think it worth while lo mention the
trifling fact that I.c took $600 from a litigant
before the Supreme Court, ostensibly for
securing him a favorable judgment from
Unit tribunal. For one who says that he
made Senators aud Judges at will out of
common clay he seems to be singularly in-
different to the merit of his manufactures.
There is no doubt that he was responsible
for the election of several Judges and for
the packing of several juries, and it is pre-
cisely these creations of his who provoked
the existing rebellion against corruption,
and whose misbehavior has driven him into"xfle. When he was in the business of for-
getting the past he had better have forgot-
ten that too,

THE SIOKM BLOWN OVEK.

The latest news from Washington is that
there is little or no danger of war with
Chile. It is stated that the State Depart-
ment has received informal assurance from
the Government of Chile that proper repa-
ration would be male for the assault upon
the sailors of the Baltimore. It is not
probable that the American Government
will be over-exacting. While there may
have, been mi impulse at times to teach
Chile a lesson, the unwavering American
opinion has been that war should be de-
clared only under a condition of affairs that
rendered peace dishonorable. There is no
relish in this country for a small antagonist.
We do not propose to make a military repu-
tation by whipping nations one-twentieth of
our size. The modern republic would cut
a poor figure with its foot upon the.neck of
a rash but brave South American republic.
Fortunately the United States can afford to
be forbearing. Our military and financial
strength are too well established to expose
forbearance to the taunt of cowardice.

OUK RELATIONS WITH MEXICO.

At a banquet given in New York in honor
of Senor Itomero, the host of the evening
referred to the almost unexampled prosper-
ity of Mexico within the last fifteen years.
Mexico has now 5000 miles of railroad,
against 300 in IS7G, and her other industries
are correspondingly active. The Mexican
Treasury was at the point of bankruptcy a
few years ago,' while now its annual income
is over $100,000,000. Capital, that at one

time held Mexico to be a dangerous field of
operation, now goes willingly wherever
there is an opening, In response, Minister
Romero attributed much of this prosperity
to the improved relations between Mexico
anil the United States. The commercial aud
social intercourse between the two peoples
is becoming each year more intimate and
the result is a hotter feeling in Mexico.
There is no longer nn apprehension that the
United States lies awake nights planning
how to devour its rich and prosperous
southern neighbor. In Government and
commercial circles nil traces of distrust
against Americans has disappeared. A
steady observance of the principle of good
faith has established confidence. There
was a time when the feeling toward Ameri-
cans in Mexico was as bitter as'it is now in
Chile, but the Mexican people have become
convinced that they have no better friends
on the continent than the people of the
United States.

THE GROWTH OF VIRGINIA.

The census bulletin on Virginia contains
interesting information. It shows that at
last tie loss which the State suffered when
West Virginia was permitted to secede has
been made up. and that the Old Dominion
has resumed the march of progress which
was arrested by the war. In the year of
Lincoln's election Virginia contained 1,696,-
--318 souls; West Virginia's secession reduced
the number to 1,225,163 in 1870; in 1880 it
had not quite recovered the population of
1860; now it shows up with 1,655,980, and it
appears to be gaining at tho rate of 9 per
cent per decade.

Virginia is a State with a history. The
oiliest permanent English settlement in
North America was made within its bor-
ders, thirteen years before the landing ot
the Pilgrims at Plymouth ltock. From that
time for a century and three-quarters,
wealthy emigrants from England and men
ol family gave- it the preference over other
colonies; while the Puritans went to New
England, the cavaliers chose Virginia. It
possessed marvelous attractions. Its climate
is perfect, its soil fertile, its resources
varied. In colonial times its chief export
was tobacco; besides that, it now produces
an admirable variety of wheat, cotton, corn,
splendid oak timber, coal, iron, and a great
variety of fruits and vegetables. It is inter-
sected from north to south by the Blue
Ridge, the Alleghanies, and spurs of tho
Cumberland Range; rivers, at short dis-
tances from each other, drain the interior
counties. Over one-half its surface is clothed
with forest trees, which vary with altitude.

it is not surprising that such a State
should have been more popular with new-
settlers than tin- bleak hills of New England
or the unexplored wilds of .New York and
Pennsylvania; so that, when the first cen-
sus was taken, Virginia towered far above
its sister States. It then contained 747,000
people, when Pennsylvania had only 434,000,
New Yurk 340,000 and Massachusetts 378,-
--000. It held its supremacy for twenty years;
then New York shot past it; but itretained
the second place until 1830, when Pennsyl-
vania surpassed it.

Its influence was even larger than its num-
bers could explain. That was duo to the
fact that it had always been the choice of
the best class of immigrants, and that it con-
tinued for forty years after the i rganlzatlon
of the United Slates to draw from the oid
sources of supply. The men who created
Virginia were cast in a large mold, aud pos-
sessed in an unusual degree the high char-
acter and broad intelligence which the
founders of great States should possess.
When the other Mutes grew jealous of Vir-
ginia's area, she voluntarily gave all her ter-
ritory beyond the Ohio to the Ct-neral Gov-
ernment, ou the sole condition that slavery
should never pollute the soil she cave away.
In IKS, Faulkner of Virginia proposed the
abolition of slavery in that State, and the
proposition only failed for want of agita-
tion. It was not surprising that during
eight of the first nine Presidential terms the
office of President was filled by a Virginian.

But the extension of cotton plantiug
proved fatal to Virginia's progress. In 1840
the United States exported for the first
time a million bales of cotton. That gave a
value to slave labor, and the Old Dominion
became a breeding place for slaves. It was
never profitable. It is in evidence that
it was far more lucrative to raise hogs than
negroes, but the Virginians realized the
fact too late. Their Slate, with a soil im-
poverished by successive crops of tobacco.

came -It-voted to this new branch of In-
dustry, and, as a matter of course. Northern
and foreign immigration ceased. In the
year that California was admitted to the
Union Virginia contained very nearly as
many people as it does now. The loss of
West Virginia will not account for so slow
a rate of progress.

The recuperation which Hie census bul-
letin chronicles is singularly distributed.
Of the total Increase of population during
the decade, which Is stated at 143,415, one-
third is in three counties, Henrico, which
contains the city of Richmond; Norfolk,
which contains tbe city of that name, aud

B«annke, which Is a purely [cultural
county, with no important attractions, and
to which Immigration must have been acci-
dentally directed. Thirty-five counties show
decreases; of these, two—Hanover, and
Powhatan—are in close proximity to Rich-
mond, and the others are chiefly on the
flanks of the Alleghany Kange. Virginia's
progress is at present hampered by the con-
dition of her finances, and the more the sub-
ject is studied, the more justice there ap-
pears to be in Mr. Blame's suggestion, that
as the United States took it out of the power
of ttie State to pay her debts by dividing her
territory under the war power, and in de-
fiance of the Constitution, the General Gov-
ernment ought now to help repair the injury
done.
