AVOIDING RESPONSIBILITY.

The Minister, when a-ked by the Asso-
ciated Press reporter for his epinion, called
& ecial attertion to the statement that all
North Americans] excepting two had said
the police did their duty. He regards this
as favorable ti the Chilean side of the con-
troversy. It is noted that the Chilean Min-
ister of Foreign Afairs promises that when
due process of law, according to Chilean
jurisprudence, be observaed, those found
guilty will be punished, and says these
judicial proceedings are being carried for-
ward actively., This in copneciion with the
statement that the police did their duty is sig-
ficant, as showing that the Chilean Govern-
ment does not wish that the action of iadi-
viduals belonging in Chile shall be kfon-
founded with the actions of thosa connscted
with the Government and bhaving official
station. Those nameless acts on the:part
of individnals, as the dispatch says, are be-
ing inquired into under the usual judicial
proceedings of Chile, wnich are conducted
seccetly, and, it is said, with the curnber-
someuess attaching to nearly all the law
eourts deriving their authority and pre-

sedpsts from Spain.  This Gevernmefat has
pever asserted the rizht to interfere ‘with
the ordinary judicial methods of other na-
tions. It is, however, watchful to see that
the customary judicial methods are fol-
lowed, regarding, of course, the extraordi-
pary character of the offense, and is, in the
meantime, making provision for the always
possible occurrence of some untoward
event, such as undue delay or a final re-
sponge not consistent with the dignity of
the United States.

It will be the business of these
officers to familiarize themselves with all
tie trapsactions of Chile’s representatives
known. Forexawmple, Chile has been guiet-
Iy negotinting with some big gun manufac-
turers for the purcha<e of heayy ordnance
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an! other munitions of war, It is also
Enown that several of the brightest young
weu in the Chilean army have been sent to

Germany o study the latest modes 0of war
as they find its expression ia the Kaiser’s
sch »1 of military training. Lieutenant
Ward, our naval attache at Paris, was asked
several weeks ago to send to the Navy De-
vartnent not only a full deseription of El
Capitad P71, the formidable cruiser, which
is being buiit on tne Seine £r the Chilean
Government, but the progress that is bein{;l
made upon her, the number of men engage
in her construetion, the hours of labor em-
ployed and the earliest practicable date
wien she could be made ready for sea.
PROTECTION FOR THE REFUGEES.

The Administration is believed to have
found means of affording vrotecdion o the
refugees at the American Legation, even in
ghe event of war. What to do with these
people has been a perplexing problem. 1t
is now expected in the event of hostliities
the representatives at Santiago of Russia
and France will join in a request to Presi-
dent Montt that'nine ¢f the Cnilean refu-
gees at present under the protec ion of Min-
ister Eg .n be permitted to aeconpany him
cut of the country.

in the head, and then fired one shot at his
wife, slightly wounding her.

THE SOUDAN SITUATION.

The Power of the Mahdi Waning—Enmity
Toward the Italians.

CAiro, Dee. 31.—Father Orwalder, who
recently escaped from Omdurman, is
strongly in favor of reconquering the Sou-
dan. Inan interview tosday he deeclared
that Mahdism has been expiring ever since
the death of the so-called Mahdi, and his
suceessor Mahidi Knalifa, who is now 43
years old, is losing his energy. He leads
a luxurious life, and possesses a harem with
150 inmates. He has nbandoned all designs to
extend his power northward. The Mahdi
means to anttack the Italians at Bisha, first
organizing an expedition of 4000 truops to
take Kassala.

Seizu-e of the Ladrone Islands.

MApgrip, Dee, 31.—A sensation has been
caused by advices from Manila, the capi-
tal of the Philippine Islands, to the effect
that Japan has occupied some of the islands
near the Mariana lslands. Tne Govern-
ment organs declare that the Spanish squad-
ron will visit the principal ports of Japan,
then dispersing, will proced to the Mari-
anas for the purpose of reasserting Spanish
supremacy.

French Prisoners Recaptured.

Paris, Dec. 31.—The five prisoners whose
esczpe from Montpelier Prison was reported
yesterday have been recaptured. They were
mobbed on the way back to prison, and the
infuriated erowd nearly succeeded in lyunch-
ing them. The cause for the expression of
anger was the murder by the escapes of
one of the guaids and one of the prisoners
who, it is evident, had refused to join the
desperate men in their break for liberty.

MEXICAN FRONTIER.

Reported Large Accessions fo
Garza’s Followers.

The Command of he Murdersd Garcia
With the Revolutionists.

Cozcentration of All Availab'e Troeps Along
the Right Bank of the Rio Grande.
The Situation Serious.

MoxNTEREY (Mexico), Dec. 31.—News was
received here late last night that General
Lorenzo Garcia, in command of the troops
in the field in the northern part of Mexico,
with headquarters at Mier, was murdered
by his command, and the entire force,
numbering several hundred men, under his
immediate command, has gone over to the
revolutionists, crossing over into Texas in
a body at a point between Roma and Car-
rizo. The private soldiers in the Mexican
army are nearly all convicted criminals
who, instead of being given a term in
prison, are s-ntenced to serve with the
military. They are desperate characters
and nearly all secret sympathizers in revo-
lutionary movements. General Garcia was
cne of the most prominent and efficient
officers in the Mexican army and bis death
at the present time is a sericus blow to the
Government. :

Governor Reies has been in constant tele-
graphie communication with President Diaz
all day,” but the nature of the dispatches is
not known.

BUILDING EXPERIMENT.

A Twelve-Story Steel or Iron and Glass
Structure.

NEW YORkK, Dec. 31.—The Telegram an-
nounces this afternoon the torthcoming
erection of a remarkable building on Will-
iam street. 1t will be an entirely fire-prool
structure, twelve stories in height, and com-
posed wholly of steel or iron and glass.
From the outsile it will look like a stapen-
dous box of crystal. Steel pillars will take
the place of walls, leaving all intermediate
space for windows so thesunlight will pene-
trate the deepest recesses of the interior,
and even during cloudy weather no artifi-
cial illumination will be necessary. This
glittering edifice, massive and mountainous,
and yet so constructed that no space will be
wasted in the thickness of pyramidal walls,
will have a frontagze of about two hundred
feet on Williams street, and be occupied,
not by offices, but by manufacturing inter-
ests. Lower New York has now no such
building, where the vibration of machinery
can have no effect upon its stability, Fhis
new departure was conceived In conse-
quence of the deadly disaster in Park place
last summer when sixty-five persons were
erushed and burned alive. The building will
be almost earthquake proof. From the in-
vestors” standpoint a twelve-story manu-
facturing building will be an experiment,
although there is not a reasonable doubt of
a fair percentage of profit. The average
downtown office building returns a net in-
come of 6 percent on the market value of
the land aud building.
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RETURNING HOME.

A Russian Admiral and His Staff Officers in
New York.

CnicaGo, Dec. 31.—The morning papers
noted the fact that two mysterious Russians
are stopping at one of the hotels registered
simply as “N.zimoff” and “Klador.”” They
denied themselves to an interviewer and
that enterprising young man proceeded to
hazard various coujectures, and finally con-
cluded that thiey were either nihilistie plot-
ters who had escaped from the Russian
sacret police or else members of the latter
body. These surmises had the required
effrct of breaking the reserve of the gentle
men to-day, the eider of them proving to be
Vice-Admiral de Nazimoff of the Russian
Navy, who is returning home after a service
of three years in the Pacific squadron, ac-
companied by his. staff officer, Count de
Klador. The Admiral .sald his stay here
would te somewhat prolonged, as a pick-
pocket last night relieved him of letters and
all of his valuables as he was leaving a
crowded theater lobby, and he must neces-
sarily await more funds and the action eof
the police.

HALF A MILLION LOST.

Barrel Works of the Standard Oil Company
Des‘royed by Fire.

Bayosse (N. J.), Dec. 31.—The great
barrel works of the Standard Oil Company
at Constable Rock is burned down and the
loss is estimated at $500,000. The fire
started at 8:30 o’clock last night in the heat-
ing-room of the barrel works. The entire
Bayonne fire department quickly responded
to the alarm sent in, and over five hundred
men, including the police and firemen, be-
gan fighting the flumes, but they svon  found
out that they could not control them until
the entire plant and an lmwmense amount of
lumber around it were destroyed. Next to
the barrel fuctory were the chemical works,

which were saved after hard work. The
building was filled with barrels, beth com-
pleted and unfinished, and about the struec-
ture, which was 330 feet long, 200 feet wide
and threa stories higli, there were great
stacks of lumber ready to be converted into
barrels. T'he machiiery in the burned
building was valued as over $200,600. Tha
ofticers of the company estimate the entire
loss at $500,000. The company carries its
own infurancs,

The Interstate Commerce Com-
mission’s Decision,

Usjust Discrimination by Railroads De-
cided Unlawful.

passes as a business feature of its adminis-
tration to numerous classes of persons,
which it specified in its answer. The com-
mission, in its opinion, discussed the statute
and cites authorities at some length, and
concludes: *‘The construction we give Sec-
tion 2 of the act is that where the service of
a carrier subijeet to the act is like and con-
temporaneous for different passengers, a
charge to one of a greater or less compensa-
tion than to another constitutes unjuse¢ dis-
crimination aud is unlawful, unless the
charge of such greater or less compensation
is allowed under the exceptions provided in
Section 22, And where the traffic is under
substantially similar circumstances and con-
ditions in other respects, it is not rendered
dissimilar within the meaning of the statute
by the fact that such passengers hold unlike,
or as sometimes termed unequal, official,
social or busiuess positions or belong to
different classes as they ordinarily exist in

s the community, or are arbitrarily created
Fby the carrier.

This would exclude the
right to give interstate passes to certain
classes, specified in the answer, which in-
. cluded ‘gentlemen eminent in public serv-
ice,” ‘higher citicers of States,” ‘prominent
officers of the United States,” *‘members of
railroad Legisiative committees,” and ‘per-
sons whose good will is important to the
corporation.””’

There were other classes of pass-holders
named in the answer whose passes, though

{ in form free, were free only in name, be-

cause in reality there was soms considera-
tion for them, such as those issued to news-
paper men in exchange for advertising, to
hotel proprietors, icr-dealers, milk-dealers,
and to some other persons who are claimed
te stand on special ground of right. As to
this class of persons, the commission said
the investigation would have to be extended
to'enable it to pass satisfactory judgment
thereon and avoid delay, which a proper
and  full investigation of these classes
would occasion. And in view of their minor
importaoce, and yet perhaps of the greater
difficulty of decision, and of the urgency
that the defendant had been informed at
the time of the decision upon the leading
question involved, namely, the general con-
struction of tne statute upon the subject of
free transportation, the commission con-
cluded to hold the case as Lo such special

: classes of persons for such further investi-

gation as wight be necessary to put it in full
possession of all the facts before finally

™ essing npon thewr, and in the meauntime to

AMERICAN FORESTRY ASSOCIATION.

The menibers of the Amertean Forestry
Association, which conecluded its tenth an-
nual convention yesterday, called by ap-
pointment on President Harrison to-day to
present the memorial adopted by the asso-
ciation asking the Exccutive to establish
the following additional timber reserva-
tions, namely: Turtle Mountain Reserve in
Nortn Dakota, Crater Lake Reserve in Ore-
gon, Lost Park Reserve in Coiorado and
Sterra Madre Reserve in California. The
most striking passage in the memorial was:
“If it is once understood that on these res-
ervationsneither bona-fide settlement of agri-
cultural lands nor the right to prospect for
minerals and to open mines is not to ba in-
terfered with, and the demands for .wood
material be satisfied in a legal, equitable
and simple manner, all bona-fide opposition
it is believed will cease, and the boon which
such preserves promise wili be welcomed by
all persons interested in the steady and
prosperous development of the Western
States.”” T'he President expressed his hearty
co-operation with the objects of the asso-
clation.

PRODUCTION OF TOBACCO.

The Census Bureau to-day issued a bulle-
tin giving the statistics of tobaceo production
in the United States. Theentire cropin the
country amounted in 1889 to 488,255,808
pounds ; ithe number of planters being 205,-
862 and the area devoted to tobaceo culture,
exclusive of counties cultivating less than
one aere, 692,990 acres. The total value of
the crop of the producers, estimated on a
basis of actual sales, was $34,344,443, an
average of 7 cents per pound or $30 25 an
acre. The average price per pound raised
by producers in States produciug 5,000,000
pounds or upward ranged from 4.5 cents
in Missouri and 4.7 cents in Maryland to
12.8 ceuts in Connecticut and 14 cents in
North Carolina. The preduct of Louisiana
averaged 25.2 cents per pound to the pro-
ducer. :

THE FINANCIAL SHOWING.

The revenues of the Government for the
month of December were $28,500,000, or
$2,500,000 less than the expenditures for the
same period. This has lad the effect of re-
ducing the Treasury eash balance to £30,-
405,749, meluding $14,000,000 1n subsidiary
silver and $12,356,927 on deposit with na-
tional banks. The balanee December 1st
was $39,126,917. There has been a decrease
in the bonded debt to the extent of the 414-
per-cent bonds redeemed, but the eash bal-
ance available for the payment ot the aebt
is less than on the 1st inst. The prineipal
item in the disbursements for the month
was $13,125,000 on account of pensions. The
amount of 4'4-per-cent bonds redeemed to-
day was $4200, making the total redemptions
to date $22,469,750, and leaving outstanding
$3,034,950.

PROPOSED SHIP-CANALS,

Representative Chipman of Michigan will
bring before Congress a bill to provide for
the construetion of a ship-eanal around the
American side of Nlagara Falls; alsoof a
similar waterway across the State of New
York, from a point near Buffalo to the Hud-
son River, so that vessels froin the lakes
may have free access to tlde-water. The
projected canal is to be 150 feet wide, with
an average depth of 20 feet, and will cost
from $30,000,000 to $£50,000,000. Chnipman
tthh;?s that such a canal would soon pay for
itself.

REPORT OF THE CHRISTIAN COMMISSION,

The United Christian Commission has
adopted the report of the Committee in
favor of a Chaplain for every army post
occupied by two or more companies, the
erection of a library building and the crea-
tion of libraries, nnd the expulsion of all
aleoholie drinks from military reservations.

SENTENCE OF INDIANS COMMUTED,

The President has commuted to ten years’
actual imprisonment at _hard labor the sen-
tence in the case of Mo-Jan-Qua-Di-Ver,

CONCERNING COLUMBUS.

Whers He First Landed and the Resting
Placs of His Remains.

WAsSHINGTON, Dec. 31.—At the last day’s
session of the American Historical Society
President Adams of Cornell University,
New York, read an interesting paper on
“The Recent Discoveries Coneerning Co-
lumbus.” Volumes have been wrilten on
the subjeet of the first landing-place of Co-
lumbus in the New World and the final rest-
ing-place of his remains. President Adams
is of the opinion that these questions have
been definitely settled by the recent investi-
gations of the German explorer, Rudolf
Coonen, who went, about a year ago, to the
Babhamas to study these questions. Presi-
dent Adams’ paper reviewsd the work of
Coonen and gave the first information of the
result of the explorer’s labors.
~ Coonen’s conclusion is that the first land-
ing was o Watling lsland, one of the
Babamas, and at or near Grabamns Harbor
on the westside of the island. This con-
clusion is arrived at after a most careful in-
spection ¢f all authorities and comparisons
with Celumbus’ joarnal, ete.

Of still more importance are his investiga-
tions in regard to the resting-place of the.
remains of Columbus. Coonen is convineed
that the Spanisb authorities are mistaken
in supposing that lis remains were trans-
ferred to Havana from San Domingo in 1795,
On the 11th of January last, Coouen, in the
presence of the Archbishop and a number of
civil officials, as well as the Consuls of the
foreign  Governmeuts at San Domingo,
oprned a casket, believed by the local au-
thorities to contain the remains of Columbus.
This bhad been sealed up at the time the
vault containing the remains was discovered
in 1877. Coonen photographed all the in-
scriptions with great care. They are found
to differ very considerably from the repre-
sentations previously published, and, in the
opinion of the explorer, are incontestably
genuine, The situat on of the vanlt indi-
cated that i1t was constructed before that
which contained the remains taken to
Havana. Tae remains of Coiumbus were
taken from Spain to San Domingo about
1541, whereas the remains «f his son and
grandson were not transported till the be-
ginning of the seventeenth century.

It seemis improbable that the leaden box
containing the remains of Columbus would
have no mark by which it could be identi-
fied, as was th:e case with the box taken to
Havana in 1795. The box diszovered in the
vault opened in 1877 contains five inserip-
tions, and Coonen believes that the chargze
of fraud brought by the Spanish officials
against the anthorities of San Domingo is
unfounded. He says the inseriptions thems-
selves, when carefully studied, show that
they are old, and that the processes of ox-
idization, which have gone on since they
were made, preclude the pessibility of their
being modern. In conclusion, he thinks
the proof should be regarded as complete
that the rewmains of Columbus are still at
San Domingo.

CHINESE REVOLTS.

The Mongolian Uprising Said to Have Besn
Suppressed.

Loxpox, Dee. 3.—According to a private
letter received from Peking the number of
Christians killed in the uprising in Eastern
Mongolia was 500, while the rebels have
burned two. towns near the scene of the
massacre. The insurgents in the district of
Foo Keang are now utterly demoralized.
Their leaders have given the fight up and
concealed themselyes. Chen Kun, the lead-
ing man, with his son, is attempling to
make his way to the coast. The advices
state that the trogble in the north is ap-
parently over, b s A matter of fact no
one kuows definitely what has been going
on. The Itaperial Resident at Peking re-
ports the completion of the review of the
Chinese native troops in Thivet. They
were mustered togetner and reviewed by
the Resident in person. They showed con-
siderable precision and regularity in their
movewments,

A Deadly Explosive.

Loxpox, Dee. 31.—A Munich correspond-
ent telegraphs that he learns from an officer
of high rank that the new Gerwan artillery
is possessed of an element of appalling ef-
fectiveness in the new bursting powder. In
the war with France the best record made
by the shells then in use was to cover with
splinters an arca of forty or fifty paces.
There were seldom more than sever or eight

ersons wounded by the bursting of asnell.
ixperiments with the new shell have
proved that it willdestroy everything within
a large area where it falls. [ts splinters
will cover a circle of nearlv 900 feet. Some
of the fragments will be large enough to
kil a man, others being almost invisible
and calculated merely to exearnate the skin.
In an experiment an enormous target was
riddled with thousands c¢f holes by the
bursting of a shell. Four shells were suffi-
cient to sink an obsoleteironclad used as a
target at Kiel. The informant expressed a
belief that one battery, if the range were
accurate, couid annihilate a whole division,

A Rumor Denied.

MoxTREAL, Dec. 31.—There was consid-
erable agitation in Catholic ecircles here
over the report that the Pope had been
assassinated. The. rumor was traced to the
Honse of the Jesuits and Father Drummond
appealed to. He admitted having heard it
from an intimate friend, who would have
no motive for deception. The telegrapn
and the newspaper offices were besieged by
anxious inquirers, and apparent credit for
the rumor was received in two or three
quarters, 1t is not known how the report
originated. Father Drummound has since
received official deninl of the story.

Several Vessels Lost.

MADpRID, Dee. 31.—Twelve fishing-boats
belonging to Vinaroz and San Carlos de la
Rapita have been lost in the recent storm.
Forty-eight persons were drowned.

HILL'S FAREWELL.

———

Retirement From the Governor-
ship of New York.

The Event Signalizad by a Dinner to Promi-
nent State Officials.

Remarks on the Policy of the Democratic
Party in the Present Congress.
Issues to Be Kept Alive.

Special to TuE MorNINg CuLL

ALpANY (N. Y.), Dee. 31.—Davia B. Hill’s
term as Governor expired to-night, and the
event was marked by a dinner at which Hill
spoke his farewell to 150 persons, ineluding
State officials, Governor-elect Flower and
many prominent Statg Democratd. He said,
amoug other things, that during the seven
years he had been in Albany there has been
a constant succession of victories to the
Democracy, until now the entire State Goy-
ernment is Democratic. Referring to his
election to the Senate, Governor Hill said:
“My first emotion was that of every other
Democrat, 1 suppose—where and how ecan
he most efficiently rend away from that
enormous aggregation of too-centralized
powers, usurped from the States, usurped
from the people, the hideous, huge progeny
of a war debt, and a licentious Government
partnership with plutocrats of privilege;
nothing to Federal Goveriment except its
specified eranted powers; ne ing which
can be better done by the State Govern-
ments and more jealously watched.”

DEMOCRATIC POLICY.
Speaking upon the wisest course for the
Democracy to pursue in the present Con-
gress, Hill said: **The overturn ef the bill-
ion dollar Congress by a popular uprising,
will not enable one new line to be written
by the present Congress in Federal laws.
The Republicans, though quite as power-
less as we are now to pass new laws, can sit
still and do nothing, and yet keep at least
till the 4th of March, 1893, all they got by
the acts of the billion dollar Congress, and
the chance of saving thereafter their main
booty; saving their tariff for protection’s
sake, in place of tariff for revenue only,
with protection incidental; saving tneir
bounty and subsidy prineiple; saving their
reciprocity humbug, whicin is but a schema
to extend State socialism and substitute re-

strictive bargains of diplomates for world-

wide commerce of freemen. Since any
Democratic legislation proposed by the
House is sure of defeat in the Senute or
White House, is a wiser course open than
that the Democrats shall first send up for

defeat what will cost tihie Republican party

their final overthrow in the next Congres-
sional and Presidential elections. Now let
us hold fast and pivot our policy on those.
Here is one fact: Democratie legislation by
this fifty-second Conzress is quite impossi-
bie. Another fact, and the largest fact
with which our great leaders in Congress
have to take account, is that the people’s
verdict of last year upon the billion-dollar
Congress and all its works becomes utter
nullity and empty wind, unless the people
of the United States are unfooled, stiek to
their work aund again next November than-
der forth the same just verdiet.”

How
can that best bedone? First, pass no Free
Coinage Bill; pass only needful appropria-
tion bLiils; enforce economy. Second, grap-
ple to undo the worst work of the billion
Congress; demand the repeal of the Sher-
man silver law and the two McKinley laws.
A characteristie feature of the present po-
litical juncture is that by holding fast to the
issues made by the billion Congress dur.
