A FRIGHTFUL FALL.

Lieutenant JUansfield's Balloon

and Parachute Ex jipriei.ee.

The death at Bombay of Lieutenant Mans-
field, a British officer of the Royal Naval
Reserve, who was killed in a horrible man-
ner, has caused much regret in military cir-
cles. Lieutenant Mansfield had made the
science of aeronautics a specialty. His aim
was to make balloons of practical use in
strategy and perfect them so as to render
them reliable. He made a successful as-
cent en -November 13th at Bombay. On that
occasion he descended safely by his para-
chute 1height of about 11,000 feet, or more
than two miles, lie himself gave the fol-
lowing description of the descent:

"Finding my apparatus all clear, 1 took
the balloon ring in my right hand, drew
myself clear of the trapeze and dropped
down into sp_ce. After descending with
terrible velocity for some distance the para-
chute began to open. At10.2.0 feet Iwas
falling at great speed, but aas fully able to
control my apparatus." At 10,000 feet he
was sailing down calmly la -pace. Then he
drifted to and fro in various counter cur-
rents, and at 1000 feet exactly felt the heat
from a long, red, iron chimney.

the narrative. "Steering my parachute,"
in*continues, "to the eastward, Idropped
her rapidly to clear the buildings ahead,
and seeing nothing but houses to descend
on, 1selected the flattest 1could find and
dropped down on it." "Such a. complete
master of the air," says an eye-witness,
"has never been seen 'fore in this coun-
try." The balloon fell, as was intended, in
the sea, where, being fitted with cork belts
for the purpose, it was easily recovered.
Lieutenant Mansfield announced that nis
next ascent would be with an entirely new
apparatus specially adapted in military war-
fare.

On November 13th he arranged to go up
in his balloon and to descend in the para-
chute, and an immense crowd was gathered
in the Victoria Gardens anticipating an in-
teresting feat of boldness and skill. The
balloon was filled with gas and as soon as
the Lieutenant was ready it was released.
I'cwent the balloon with tremendous rapid-
ity, owing to the undue amount of gas which
had been forced into it.

When the balloon reached a height of
about 400 feet, however, Itburst witha loud
explosion and began to fall with an ever-
increasing rapidity. It was a horrible sight
to see the doomed man making wild and
do-p. rate efforts to disengage the parachute
from the debris of the balloon. He tugged
and tugged, his head dizzy with the rapid
motion and the fear of a horrible death
which was approaching nearer with every
throb of his heart. But his efforts were
vain. lie could not tear away the parachute
from the mass of entangled ropes. Trie spec-
tator- were powerless to render him any as-
sistance. The remains of the balloon fell
violently, and in an instant the bard* officer
was a bleeding, shapeless mass.— Londou
correspondence N.Y. Tress.

HOW TO "MAKE UP."

Women Mny Successfully Defy tlio Elec-
trie Light.

The great beauties of bygone ages owed a
great deal of their triumph to the secrets of
the toilet, but so carefully were the meth-
cdsg-i irded that to-day they are lost arts.

The' appearance of the neck and arm. is
much better when inevening dress, if they
have been sponged with perfumed tepid
water, thoroughly dried and then bathed
with equal parts of glycerine and rose
water.

Bob this In
gently but thoroughly, and the skin willas-
sume a smooth whiteness of exquisite love-
liness.

BOUND BY IRON LINKS.
Two Skeletons Whoso Discovery I'oluta

to li Medieval Traced v.

A curious discovery has just been made
by a 'wine-grower in the department of the
Charente, says the Belfast News-Lett *r.
Adjoining his property are the ruins* of an
ancient chateau, which has been left to its
fate for centuries. As part of one of the
walls of this old He was showing symptoms

of an approaching collapse, the peasant ob-
tained permission to remove it, and a few
days ago he set to work to demolish it.

After toiling for a couple of hours, to his
amazement he came upon a couple of skele-
tons, the necks, arms and legs of which had
been tightly bound to each other by iron
links. They were in an erect position, and it
was evident that they were the remains of
men who had been immured hundreds of
years ago. The wine-grower lost no time
in drawing the attention of local antiquari-
ans of of his diccovnry, and a careful in-
vestigation revealed further the presence of
fragments of clothing, which had been al-
most reduced to dust, as well as of a rusty
weapon nnd two pieces of wood.

The skeletons are to be placed in the Bor-
deaux Museum, and Rent pains are being
taken to insure their transport in the same
position as that in which they were found.
There is no doubt that some tragedy of the
middle ages, of which possibly some record
may survive, led to the confinement of these
unfortunate victims inthe manner described.
Itis a matter of course that the strange dis-
covery is engaging the attention of anti-
quarians ivthat part of France, and Itis by
no means improbable that some clew to the
mystery may be forthcoming ere long.

TO SUPERSEDE STEAM.

The New Motive Power Discov-
ered by an Eastern Engineer

IyIts U.e the Atlantic Voyage May Be Made

in Four Days -Ammonia Gas Snccesc-

fally Applied to Steam Engines.

The engines on the tugboat Edwin Hart-
ley of New York are of a type calculated to
interest engineers greatly, and, in fact, to
arouse th*.curiosity of all people interested
in the development of new ideas.

They aro much like the ordinary engines
in tugboats nnd are adapted from the
original compound engines used in the tug-
boat. But they give the same sreed to the
boat that they used to give when steam
was used, and are run with exactly one-
half the amount ofcoal oil the oldsystem re-
quired. The saving comes from the use ot
ammonia gas, iv the place of steam, as the
source ofthe power. The gas passes through
the same cylinders that the steam was
used in. It is known that the steam-
engine is very uneconomical, but compara-
tively few people know that the amount of
work used is hardly more than one-tenth
the total energy iv the coal. By far the
greatest part of this great waste occurs in
what i.-. known as the condenser, when- the
steam that has been used is converted Into
water. This loss is only increased when
the steam blows off into the air, lor then the
whole of the heat is lost; that is to say, all
Die heat in the steam being of a certain
value, say 1250 units, only about 125 are
U-ed in the beat modern steam-engines. The
loss in the condenser is caused by the abso-
lute loss of the heat required to turn water
heated to the boiling point to steam, or
about 1000 units.

Inventor Campbell lias found that am-
monia requires much less heat to vaporize
it than water does, and has conceived the
idea of using that gas in the place of steam.
As might be expected, be encountered many
difficultiesin the way of putting bis idea
into practice, in the first place, ammonia
gas itself cannot bo mad', liquid, a necessary
operation, above a temperature of 3_0. Tin.,
great difficulty he has avoided by using
aqua ammonia. The water easily absorbs
the ammonia gas and thus can be used.

Then ammonia water cannot be used in
boilers on account of the great corrosive
power of the liquid. So he attaches an
evaporator to the regular boiler and evapor-
ates the ammonia by using steam from the
old boiler. All the heat of the steam is
thus used and we have no waste there. The
ammonia gas found in this evaporator,
which is practically the only addition made
to the machinery of a tug-boat, goes to the
engines and does the wort, instead of the

mi. 'Then itconies tosome cold ammonia
water and is absorbed and passes back to
the evaporator.

As in the use of ammonia it takes less
than 400 units to evaporate the liquid into
gas, waste Is shown to be decreased in the
ratio of ten to four; the ten representing
the 1000 units lost with steam and the four
the 400 units lost withammonia. Thus the
efficiency of the engine is more than dou-
bled.

The advantages claimed for this system
are:

1. The economy; but one-half the coal Is
needed to run this type of engine that was
required to run the steam engine. This
claim has proved to be a good one from
actual practice on the Hartley, where only
one furnace Is now in use in the old double-
furnace boiler.

2. The system Is. easily attached to the
present engines and requires very little ex-
pense to fitin place.

3. The boilers last longer, as the water in
them is always pure, while the ammonia
gas, being in itself a good, lubricant, the
use of oilin the cylinders is dispensed with.
This advantage would about double the life
of the machinery.

The system is as easily cared for as the
old ona and the gas does not leak out, the
ordinary glands and packing being Biiffi-
cient to keep it confined.

If on further trial this system should
prove tho great SOCC3SB itnow promises to
be the new Atlantic lines willbe out of date
in two years, and a four days' trip from
New York to (Queenstown will soon be not
at all uncommon.

The amount of coal required to be car-
ried and burned is divided by two. This
great economical advantage is enough to
commend itto every user of an engine, and
especially to marine engineers, where each
pound of coal carried menus one pound less
of cargo to be carried.

After all this and In view of the fact that
there are no disadvantages worth mention-
ing, itseems probable that the steam engine,
pure and simple, willsoon be out of date,
and this new and great improvement in the
line of the heat engines will be used.

contained in the Machyn diary sheds a
strong light on crime and criminal punish-
ment during the reign of Mary, who served
the English people from 1863 to 155&

First, he mentions a young fellow who
was tied to a post, "hard by the Standard in
(.hep," with a collar ifiron about his neck,
and soundly whipped every two hours "for
fivedays together by two stout men," for
the crime of pretending tosee visions. Fur-
ther on we read :"Chekeu, a parson of St.
Nicholas, Cold Aarbor, was this day driven
\u25a0boot the streets of Loudon in a cart, the
parson himself dressed in a yellow gown,"
all of this because he had sold his wife to
the butcher.

Was it only a coincidence that a butcher
was one of the parties to. this transaction,
or was it the intention of "the goodly man"
to have his better half served up iv roasts
and troutnedees? As it is now nearly 350
years since "theparson" committed mat on «
canny crime, itis doubtful if weever findout
whether she "went to the skillet" or not.

According to the other items in Machyn,
one can readily see that purveyors of pro-
visions were the same kind of mortals then
as they are -day. They were Inclined to
palm off their base goods as sound; to use
their arts to take in th * customer, only the
punishment inllicted when the fraud was
discovered was somewhat more personal
aud severe than ItIsnow.

Machyn says that a butcher of that time
who had exposed diseased meat for sale
"was forced to ride about the streets of Lou-
don, his nee toward tho horse's tail, with
half,a iamb before aud another half behind,
and beef aud veal borne before hiin on a
long pole." Men who sold spoiled fish were
put in the pillory with decayed fish strung
about their necks.

The entry of March 3, 14..7, says: "Seen.
Thomas, the shoemaker, soundly thrashed
at CheapS.de to-day for making a high-
priced boot of a cheap quality of leather."—
St. Louis Republic.
