Cotton Mather's IIlied of th« Quaker.

An Interesting Letter.
The followingis a copy of a letter written

by CVtton Mather to John Higginson, dated
boston, Mas*., September, 1862. Itis writ-
ten in the peculiar style of phraseology
common to the time, and i-> of interest
from the fact that iiis concerning a man
who succeeded in establishing a colony of
people in this country from which devel-
oped a powerful religious Beet, whose love
of country, patriotism and Inch sense of
morality have been the bulwarks of our
civilization. The letter is the property of
Mrs. Juliet Riley of Muncie, Jnd., and was
given to her by a friend while in Boston
last y.-ar. The following is the full text of
the letter:
