The Railroad Commission Has Is-
~sued Its Aunual Apology.

The Railroad Commission has nothing to
do these days. There are no complaints on
file, which, of course, indicates that the
shippers throughout the State are satisfied
with the Southern Pacific. ln an annual
report the Commissioners make the follow-
ing apology to the people:

Much has been said 1n the past of ihe faflure
Of Lliis commission to accomplish the end sought
for by the Constitution when the commission was
eslablished. \We are uunable 1o determine
wheilier this so-called failure Is due wholly to
the personnel that have composed it In the past,
or whether it is attributable, in a4 measure at
least, to the lack of power to regulate and adjust
the many questions that bave coms before it, or
Whether the people have not availed themselves
of the opportunities of presenting thelr griev-
ances to this commission, Be it as it may, we
can only discuss the facts as we find them and
the results that have followed.
