Ui)\\ at <,K1 RELIEF.

The two national parties are, in Califor-
nia, uf about equal strength. One party
carries the State at ono election, and at the
next election the other party is quite likely
to come out ahead. In both parties the
Southern Pacific KailnAd Company is the
controlling power. That company may be
said to have no politics; it is for the party
which, at the time, can be made the greater
use of. In both parties a large proportion
of the voters are opposed to the dominance
of the railroad company. The.-o voters do
not like the idea that, vote as they mny,
they must vote to retain the Southern Pa-
cific in power. They do not want to leave
the political party with which they have
acied to form a party with the Southern Pa-
cilic as the sole issue- In a Presidential year
especially, it is doubtful if a sufficiently
laige proportion of tho voters in the two
parlies would detach themselves from the
national parties to make opposition to the
Southern Pacific effective. What, then, is
to be done? The answer is, to form organ-
izations within each party which will
enable the voters in each to vote against
Southern Pacific candidates. Itmay be as-
sumed that the machinery of both parties

is iv the bands of friends of the railroad
company. Political preferment in past years
has been secured by promising to make the
interests of the Southern Pacific Company
a fir=t consideration in the case 01 election.
The mass of the voter.*, therefore, who are
opposed to the continued dominance of the
railroad company should organize against
the Southern Pacific committeeuien. Ac-
tion i-liouid be taken before primaries are
called, so that a full vote may be cast. The
wing of the party which polls the larger
vote willelect delegates to the convention.
The first convention that willbe hold will
be to nominate delegates to the National
Convention. There will probably bo four
delegates-at-Jarge to the National Conven-
tions and two from each Congressional dis-
trict. Itis entirely within the power of the
voters in each district to elect delegates who
willnot receive instructions from iheSouth-
crn Pacific, But to do so there must be
unity of purpose and organization. Ifthe
people let things drift, thin willdrift the
old way. The old channels are worn, but
all lead to the ofiice3 of tho Southern Pacific
Railroad Company. We may add that the
party which lakes the boldest stand against
the company and nominates for Congress
and the Legislature men most reliaole In
opposition to the exactions of that company
willstund the best chance of carrying the
State in November.

SAX FRANCISCO A BUAfOBT.

The Traffic Association is deliberating
upon the best nii*ans of relieving the pro-
ducers of the ate from the bondage of the
Transcontinental Association. Itis under-
stood to be weighing tho advantages of
American competing railroads, line* of
steamers, foreign competing roads and such
other methods of transportation as may
occur to them. The Call has already
directed the attention of the association to
the almost-forgotten fact that ban Francisco
is a seaport Any method of competition
which leaves out of consideration this fact
willbe temporary at best. In the end the
competition which willbring the Southern
Pacific and all other railroads to fair rates
will be by sea. A city lyingat the end of
a railroad system cannot lie a distributing
point for any large proportion of the terri-
tory these railroads traverse. It is impos-
sible to give a reason why eoods should be
brought to San Francisco throitiiithe cities
for which they are destined and carried
back from s .iii Francisco to these cities.
But when we consider San Francisco as a
seaport the case assumes another aspect.
The bulk of goods which the interior con-
sumes can be brought tv Sau Francisco by
sea at a much lower cost for transportation
than they can be land» d in interior cities
by the railroad. Consequently San Fran-
cisco merchants receiving freight by sea
may sell to interior merchants at
lower rates than Eastern merchants
can supply thu interior merchant with
by way of railroads. The interior
merchant buys where he ran the cheapest,
lit;gets his goods from New York or Chi-
cago only when t tie wholesale merchants of
Uu-se Eastern citias can supply him at
lower rates than the San Francisco mer-
chant. Francisco by bein^: at the west-
ern extremity of the railroad system has
found that Eastern iuercuttnts sell almost
all along the line cheaper than the San
Francisco merchant can afford. WLen San
Francisco receives the balk of its goods by
sea all this willbe changed. Some kinds oi
goods are brought irom Liverpool to San
Francisco for $4 per ton. It is estimated
that quods may be brought from Eastern
ports to San Francisco by steamer at from
S8 to $10 per ton. 1 tie railroad charges
from $20 to S-10 per ton. Freight by Panama
need not be more than by the Strait of Ma-
gellan ifa competing line were put on the
shorter route. It seems conclusive there-
fore that competition must come from the
sea. The Canadian Pacific is only a tem-
porary expedient. The people of this State
are not to be driven to build up a foreicu
line of ro.td as a means of competition with
tho transcontinental lines.

A HIMOIiIUM VOICE.

One of our Eastern visitors thinks San
Francisco needs nothing 30 much as a few
first-class funerals. As the same voice has
been raised in advocacy of Chinese iuimi-
gration, there arc people in this city ho
willdoubt Its wisdom. The voice probably
means well, but it does not know what it is
talkinc about. It is urged that ia the last
three years Danver and Omaha have put up
their finest buildines. Itmiybe added also
that iv Denver, and in Omaha perhaps to
less extent, these fin« buildings are mostly

tenantless. The voice says also that in Se-
attle and inTacoma houses spring vi» as by
magic. Possibly they do, but people from
these cities complain that they are in the
ebb of a boom. They hope to do better in
tin' future, but find things somewhat dull
just now. The voice that found its way into
nriut is but an echo of the voice around It.
Theie are n few people in this city who
think that the path to prosperity lies
through a bond-mill. We mast make San
Francisco' the Paris of "America*lltjuTSIS,---•
iK),o*6 or 8:20.000,000 of bonds the State Con-
stitution will allow us to issue willdo it.
The home boouier we will always have
with us, and we do not liad him difficult to
manage, but strangers who knew nothing
of the conditions they assume to discuss
may givo us more trouble. They willspeak
to people who do not know that they are
talking about things they know nothing
about.

NUT GUILTY.

George Simons and others
named by Kelly in his affidavit as having
given Wittuiau money to eecure police im-
munity, wer« sworn and denied ever having
given Wittman any nionev or any presant.

C. J. Still well, an Examiner reporter,
testified that Simons bad told him he had
uiwn Wittmau $40 to be allowed to run a
gambling game withoutarrest in his saloon
on liush street, near Dupont. Also that he
Had arranged with Simons that Wittui m
should In; given a marked S2o piece* and
that Wittman should t.'ie;i be searched by
Chief Crow ley. Simou* at the last moment
declined to carry out the plan. Stillwell
stated tint lie was detailed to investigate
the rumors that the. . lice were accepting
bribes.
