Annual Meeting of the Chamber
of Commerce,

In Lis message Mr. Taylor said, in speak-
ing of the Nicaragua Canal: *“It is a work
of more importance to the prosperity of our
city and State and the commerce of this
port than all the works which have been
undertaken since the discovery of gold in
cur monuntains. There would almost seem
to be no limit to the prosperity which we
may reasonably hope for upoun the comple-
tion of this great work. It will give us an
all-water route to the great marts of com-
uterce of the world, s!‘unv by months in
time and by thousands of miles in distance,
and our city wi!l take rank as one of the
verv faw great commercial cities of the
world.”
