Drs. Bucknall, Regensberger, Long and
Mays—were present last night, with Mayor
Sanderson presiding, and the meeting was
ol unusual interest.

Dr. Mays, Chairman of the committee ap-
veinted at the preceding meeting to inquire
Into the subjeet of internes at the County
Hospital, reported that it was not deemed
best to increase the number, but it was
recommended that two externes be appoint-
ed, having the same privileges as the in-
ternss, but not to be permittead to lodge and
board in the hospital. It was aiso recom-
mended that the Polyclinic and the Alms-
Louse be allowed one interne each,

In response to the request of the San
Francisco Polyclinie Dr. William 1. Kirby
was appointed interne for the two waids in
the hospital under its control; aiso, in re-
sponse io the request of the Medical Depari-
ment, University of California, Drs. J. S.
Milton, P. Coliescham, C. K. Blake and
Edward Logan, and Dr. H. A. Andrews,
Frauk Fisher, Richard Gibson and €. J.
Griftin, with haun,.e Bloomer and W. A.
uuw«-.n alternates, from the Cooper Medi-
cal College,

DUTIES OF MARKET INSPECTORS.

By resolution propesed by Dr. Bueknall,
the market inspectors were requested lo
visit the milk ranches at least once a month
to see whether the cows are in a healthy
condition; 10 have samples of milk tested;
also, to make like visits to the County Hos-
pital, Houss of Correction and Almshouse
and satisfy themselves that the meats deliv-
ered are as called for by the contraets,

In econnection with this subjeet Drs.
Regensberger and Long suggested that the
city should have a regularly paid expert to
examine all the milk preught into the city
for consumption. The question of how to
pay such expert was at once ralsed, and it
was announced that Dr. E. J. Creeley, a
velerinary surgeon, is willing to act as such
withoul compensation, and he was accord-
ingly appointed. He willi be given author-
ity to go into all dairies and places where
milk is kept or produced, for the purpose
of making examinations.

Dr. Lawlor, Quarantine Officer, reportad
the arnval yesterday of the Rio Janeiro
from Chiga and the discovery in the steer-
ago of a case of variola. Ile said there
were 514 steerage passengers, ull of whom

were nl aced in quarantine; bui the case is
s0 slight and so completely isolated from
