Bacterim, the minutest living particles,
attack the human boedy in three different
ways: First, they invade the system me-
chanieally: second, they deprive it of the
pourishment which they require for their
own sustenance, and third, they deposit
their product in the body. This latteris
the most injurious of all, for nearly all bac-
teri breed jolsonous products. The so-
called ptomame or toxine has been chemi-
caily analyzed by Professor Brieger of Per-
lin, and from these experiments he concludes
that even the smallest quantity is capable
of killing large animals in a very brief space
of time,

The eye appears a very fertiie soil for the
growth of bacteriw, and, as they increase at
an enormous rate, it is easily seen that this
delicate organ must necessarily succumb to
such an onslaught. It has been demonstrat-
ed that a large proportion of the diseases of
the eye owe their origin to bacterim germs;

TAKE IT IN TIME.

The old adage *‘an cunce of prevention”
is nowhere better illnstrated than in this in-
stance. The discase can be entirely obvi-
ated when the necessary steps are taken be-
fore the birth of the child, and a physician
cannot be consuited too soon, particularly
in families where one child bLas already
Leen similarly afihieted.

Where this has been nezlected there are
still certain remedies which remnve the dis-
eaxe immediately after the birth of the
child.

HOW THEY PASS FROM EYE TO EYE.

Fora long time It was not known why
other parts of the body, so much nearer the
injured eye, were not affected, while the
trouble seewed to svread sofar. This ques-
tion was solved by Professcr Dentschmann
of Hamburg, who recelved the great Graefe
prize for having penetrated the darkness
with his patient researches.

Professor Rosenbach of Goeftingen fore-
shadowed the former in 1883 by bhis
pamphlet on the discovery of certain
bacteriie, which he called the yellow grape
coceus. ‘These are small, round tubercles
which appear in dense, irregular heaps, re-
sembling the clustering berries of the grape,
hence the name. This coccus is very tena-
clous of life; spread upon a watch-glass and
kept in a dry atmosphere it lived at the end
of ten days, and it can only be destroyed by
submersion in boiling water. In zelatine it
may be preserved for a year. Placed ina
little tube filled with solid gelatine there
appear at the bottom (fie, 3'T. R.) and two
days afterward little white spots which dis-
charge water and produce an orange-col-
ored substanes. This coccus can be
very successfully inoculated. Dr. Garre
made  experiments on himself with
it..

1 have heard that there are some
Astors descend nt from Henry living up
the Hudson Hiver, and that the great and
richh Astors have nothing to do with them.
I do not Enow whether that is true, or
whether there are such Astors, but if it is
true it is ali right, for Henry unquestion-
ably parted with the rest of the family de-
liberately and in cold blood when he paid
that sum of money to John Jacob so as to
not be bothered by his poor relations any
more,

John Jacob Astor prospered amazingly.
He made millions when it was sometiing
that pobody else unconnected with royaity
appeared able to do, except the Rothschilds
in Europe. With those millions, made by
putting tha entire continent under a tax for
its furs, he established not only a landed
estate but a family with a principle, with a
fixed purpose. He was of incaleulable ser-
vice in the development of New York, be-
cause he went to districts the city had not
reached and built dwellings for persons of
moderate means. IHe built them very well
to last as long as possible, and he rented
them for a fair return, thus establish-
ing a moderate system of rentals with all
the landlords of the city. In another
geueration an unfortunate split occurred,
and the estate and the family have since
then gone forward in two parts, much the
larger part (nearly two-thirds, I believe)
going to the de<cendants of the elder son,
and the smaller part to the descendants of
a second son. William Waldorf Astor now
represents the bulk of the estate, and the
little baby, John Jacobd, is heir to the
smaller part. But the old principle and
purpose still lives in all the Astors. They
still build and extend the eity; they still
ask only fair rentals; they still refrain from
gambling, and among the mercenarv hands
which seize our breadstuffs, our coal, our
oil and our meats in order to raise the price
of our necessities, no Astor’s palms are in-
cluded. That is why we like the Astors.

" PROBATION.

A Training-School Where Souls Will Be
Frepared for Heaven.

The fourth in a series of doctrinal lectures,
now being given at the First New Jerusalem
Chureh by Rev. John Doughty, was deliv-
ered last evening on the subject of “Proba-
tion.”

“Is there a state of probation after
death?” was the guestion that the pastor
sought to answer in the course of his dis-
course, which was a strong and scholarly

clearly demonstrated by acareful peyusal of
the serintures, and a more general accept-
ance of the grana truth wonid explain many
of the mysteries of the Bible. Unless we
accept this doetrine we are at onee lost in a
maze ot absurdities and contradictions.

Without tais Intermediate state, without
this preparation in a land of probation, how
can we expect to reach lieaven. Heaven is
a state of absclute jurity, and we know
that a soul cannot be ehanged at once from
the defilement incident to a life on earth to
spiritual perfection, This is the teachings
of Christ. Either none of us will reach
heaven or there is a world of preparation
and probation. Here we shall be fitted for
an eternal existence in Paradise.
