FOUGHT WITH SHERMAN.
Three Messmates in a Missouri Regiment
Are Reunited st Seattle.
Post-Intelligencer.

Judge Rlehard Osborn and F. M. Han-
sen, bailiff in the former’s court, were fight-
ing over old battles with David Koch, an
oid war comrade whom the Judge Las not
seen in over a quarter of a eentury. Koch
is now living in Skagit County, and learning
of the presence in Seattle of his two [rienas

caine here to see them.

At the breaking out of the war Koch and
Hansen lived in Missouri on neighboring
farms. Osborn’s hoise was in the same
seetion, although Le did not then know the
other two. All three enlisted in Company
D of the Twenty-thira Missourlt Infantry,
and became messmates, breaking hardlack
together for many mwonths. Koch was taken
prisoner at the battle of Sniloh, "but was
exchauged and rejoined his company before
it started with Sherman on the famous
“march to the sea.” It took part in the
forty days’ fighting in frout of Atlanta, and
it was there, on August 7, 1864, that Judge
Osborn saw Koch for the last time until
vesterday. Atone timeduriugthe day Com-
pany D advanced in sKirmishh line on sowe
rebel rifle-pits, Carried away by the ardor
of battle, Osborn vushed on ahead of the
l(‘un'.l).zl]y and foucd himseif in rother too
close proxiwity to the enemy’s works. Ly-
ingdown behind apile of earth from a ritie-
pii, he took a shot at the ‘ortification. The
next instant he was sitruck in the right
shoulder by aw snswering minie-ball. It
tore its way through the bone and aloug
down the arar until it _stopped on the inside
of the elbow-juint. It was cuat out by the
surgeon’s knife, eutirely whole, but badly
beaten out of shape from contact with the
bones.
