SEA AND SHORE.

Ship’s Papers Must at All Times
Be at Hand.

Decks Swept in Crossing the Bar—Indigent
S:amen Neglected—Small-Pox on Angel
Island—Mate Andrews Guiltless.

Masters of vessels may profit by remem-
Dering that the ship’s papers must at all
times be at hand for insrection by cfficers
of the revenue marine service, even during
the temporary absence of the clief officers of
the boat. A decision bearing upon such
caces is presented in the following letter
frow the Treasury Department to a Collec-
tor of Customs in Connecticut: “The de-
partment is in receipt of your letter relative
to the schooner Veranda, reported by Cap-
tain Slamm of the revenue steamer Dexter
to have been found without marine docu-
ments, in violation of Seetion 4536, Revised
Statutes. The evidence shows that demand
was made by the revenue officer, and that
the papers could not be found, the master
being on shore. Ile states that the crew on
beard did not know where the papers had
been pluced, and avers that there was no
intention to violate the law. The Veranda
is a small coasting schoouer, and you report
that the masters and owners have usually
been prompt in complying with the regula-
tions. While there may ba doubt, as you
suggestion, whether, under a strict eonstruc-
tion, there was a technical violation of the
section, tha department is of the opinion

that facilities for the inspection of the
papers by the revenue ofiicers, on (!x‘lll'.ll‘.jl.
should be afforded in such eases. You will

accepl & penalty for the offense.
IN CROSSING THE BAR.

The barkentine Discovery had an experi-
ence on the bar yesterday morning as she
was coming into port. She is sugar laden
irom Honolulu, and muade a good run up
from the islands, Captain MeNeil was flat-
tering himself on his good Juck, when just
as the vessel was crossing the bar she was
struck by several high breakers that broke
over the poop and swept her decks from
stem to stern. ‘The eabin skylights were
smashed in and the cabin flooded. The
quarter boat was torn from the davits and
swept over the side, and the ratling around
the after part of the vessel tero away, Cap-
tain MceNeil was on the poop deck when the
torrent of water broke over the vessel, and,
with the man at the wheel, was washed
down on to the main deck and both injured.
Captain McNeil bhad his arm bruised, and
the sailor, to use his own way of expressing
t, was “hurt all over at once,”” and will be
confined to his bed for several davs. The
Lheavy seas nearly crushed the vessel’sdecks,
aud for several minutes none of the crew
thought she would survive the shock. By
time, however, she was iuside the
breakers and all danger passed.

A PHANTOM OF THE SEA,

A Ship Salling Silently on With Not a
Soul on Boeard.
N. Y, Press,

One of the very strangest of tales of the
sea was that whichthe Italian bark Colombo
D brought to this port. It was fuliy as
strange, though true, as that which Captain
Marryatt evolved in the world-famed “Fly-
ing Dutchman.” It has the same elements
of mystery with the added fearful uncer-
tainty of the fate of the living men, of whom
no tra‘e remalus.

On the 11th inst, while the Colombo D
was about 150 miles off the coast of Ber-
muda, Captain Vigilana states that his
lookout sighted a vessel about three miles
off on the starboard bow. She was a three-
master and square rigged, She was signaled
but no answer came.

sShe was steering very erratically too, and
although the shadows were gradually deep-
ening into twilight, Captain Vigiliana de-
cided to bear down upon and see what, if
anything, was the matter. Nearer and
nearer they came, but to tiieir repeated hail-
ings not a sound of answer cama.

Not a trace of life was on board. All was
silent save the soughing of the wind through
the rigging. Stranger still, all sail was set,
aud the ship, in charge of the fates, was
sailing on with no hand on the helm. As
the Colombo sailed by her stern her name
could be plainly made out, It was Hutchins
Brothers, a Nova Scotian ship.

Captain Vigiliana held a consultation
with Lis officers and called a volunteer crew
to iuveatigate, but the night was growing
dark and the superstitions sailors refused to
go. It was finally decided to stay by the
strange vessel until morning. Lights were
already in the rigging of the Colombo, Lut
none shone from the Hutchins, giving addi-
;lin-ml evidence that no life was on board

er.

Strange as had been the experience al-
ready, and «reat the expectaney on board
the Colombo, the morning brought deeper
mystery, for when dawn broke there was
only a waste of water where the lifeless
Nova Scotian ship had been. The night
had been calm and peaceful. A skiff cou!d
have lived in the roll of the gentle sea.
Thero was no land within sight and no
storm had avisen, and yet nowhere could be
found the strange ship. She had disap-
peared s mystericusly as she had cowe into
sight.

FREAK OF A METEOR.
A Report That *hook the Country for
Miles Around.
Tittsburg pispatch.

Two men were hunting in the woods east
of Gadsden, Ala.,, recent'y, and about 8
o'clock 1n the evening the heavens were
suddenly illuminated with a lurid light.
They quickly lovked upward, and saw a
large fiery ball in the air approaching at a
rapid rate. It scemed twlce as large asa
man’s head, and almost at a white heat.
They declare it passed within a few yards
of them, making a whizz'ng noise, and they
felt the heat sensibly. It approached nearer
and nearer the ground until it passed cut of
sfaht.

In a few seconds they heard a report
which shook the ecountry for wiles arounl.
The next morning they went to the piace
where they last saw the meteor, and found
that it had plowed up a furrow about as
large as a flour-birrel and three or four
feet deep; then bounded and struck a
large pine tres six feet from the ground,
shivering the tree. It then exploded, seat-
tering 1ts fragments in every direction, cut-
ting down small growth and tearing up the
ground. A few pieces of the matter were
found so firmly imbedded in the tree that
the men could not get them out. The
pieces did not look like anything they had
ever seen, and swellod strougly of burning
sulphur.
