LONDON TOWER,
England’s Great Pile to Be Reproduced
in Chicago.

Seven London financiers have organized
a syndicate with the object of building on
the World’s Fair grounds in Chicago an ex-
act reproduction of the Tower of London.
Gloster Armstrong, representative of the
syndicate, arrived in this country in De-
cember and was imu.ediately prostrated by
the grip. Mr. Armstrong Las now recov-
ered aud is going to Engliand imwediately.
He said:

*What we propose to build is a fac-simile,
covering five acres of ground. The Tower
of London of course covers a great deal
more space than that, but the part which
the public is alluwed to visit only covers
five acres, aud in that space we will repro-
duce all the interesting portion on the same
scale as the original building. The special
features will be tue Tower Iillentrance, the
Traitor's gaie, the Bloody Tower, the Beau-
champ Tower, where Sir Walter Raleigh
was imprisoned and whose walls are cov-
ered by inscriptions written by famous pris-
oners, all of which will bae faithluily repro-
duced; the White Tower, which is the prin-
cipal tower of the building and is some ninety
feet in height, with a banqueting chamber,
chapel and armory, which will be fitted up
with the old armor, such as may be found
in the howmes of the Euglish nobility,

“Many of the nobility have promised to
contribute to the collection. On Tower
Green we will put a block and an ax and
will reproduce the flat tombstones, with in-
scriptions to the memory of distinguished
prisoners who have been executed in the
Tower and buried within its precinets. The
crown jewels of England will bs reproduced
on &an unusually realistic scale of splendor

Success and Bad Luck of the
Whaleback Wetmore,

The Schooner Mabel Gray Ashore at Center-
ville and in Danger of Destruction.

The whaleback steamer Charles W. Wet-
more was built at West Suaperior, Wis., at
the western end of Lake Superior, by the
Ainerican Steel Barge Company. ‘I'he ves-
sel is 265 feet long, 38 feet beam and 24 feet
depth ot hold, bas a registered tonnage of
1075, and will carry 3000 tons dead-weight
and, when fully loaded, draws 154 fect of
water.

DEADLY PRACTICAL JOKE.
Death of a Young Man Forced to Drink

Frank Keiser, a young Frenchman, has
just died at his home, 2619 Carey alley,
South Side. The attending physician at-
tributed his death to pneunmionia, but an in-
vestigation made by Captain Stewart indi-
cates that he died from the cffects of a prac-
tical joke.

The report of the death reached the
South Side police, with a rumor that there
was a mystery connected with the case.

It was ascertained
that some ten days ago Keiser, with sey-
eral companions, went to a saloon on Car-
son street, near South Twenty-sixth. One
of the party called for whisky for all, but
Keiser countermanded the order and asked
for beer. His companions took exception
to this liberty, and held a consultation with
the view of arranging & plan to compel

Keiser to drink whisky. The result was
that when the glass of beer had been
placed on the table the beverage was
thrown away and the large glass filled
with whisky. Kelser gulped down half
the contents of the vessel Defore
he discovered the change, and then he put
down his glass. His companions were not
satisfied with fooling him, and the young
man was told that if he objected they would
force him to take tie dose, Despite the
threat, Keiser did objeet, but his cbjections
were foreibly overruled, and the stuff was
poured down his throat. He gasped and
spluttered for several minutes, but finally
recovered.  Keiser was not accustomed to
drinking liguor, and it affected his brain al-
most instantly, making him incapable of
chjecting to the pranks of the men.

It is reported that his companions, tak-
ing advantage of his helpless conaition,
did not cease torturing him until he bad
swallowed three glasses of whisky. DBy
this time he was insane, aud, becomw-
ing alarmed, the men attempted to take
him home, Kelser was vnable to walk, and
it was necessary to carry him. Upon reach-
ing the house at 2619 Carey alley the
Frenchman was placed on the doorstep,
and after knocking the men left. One of
the occupants of the house responded to the
summons and discovered Keiser. He was
uneonscious then, but the odor of whisky
was so strong that it was supposed he was
simply intoxicated. Keiser was carried to
his rcom and placed in bed. From that time
until he died he did not fully recover con-
selousness,  Atter he had been in that con-
dition for a week and did not show any
signs of improvement, the people in the
house coneluded that the case was more
serious than they first supposed, and a
pliysician was summoned.
