The Accused Released for Ecbbery, but Held
for Perjury,

Lon'dox, Feb. s.— Mrs. Osborne, who sur-
rendered herself to the police yesterday to
answer a charge In connection with the
theft of jewelry belonging to Mrs. Ilar-
greaves, was formally ana^ned before Lord
Mayor Evans this morning. The Lord
Mayor hel 1 court in the old council cham-
ber in Guild lid!!. The court-room can ac-
commodate only 200 persons, and the crowd
anxious to listen to the proceedings was so
large that it was found necessary to detail
an extra force of policn tokeep oMer ainoni;
the j*op!e. Mr?. O.sborne appeared in
court heavily veiled and accompanied by
her liasbai She seemed utterly broken
down, and in every way she appeared to
appre her painful position.

A presentative of the Treasury appeared
and stilted that he had no evidence against
the prisoner, whereupon Mrs. Osborn was
discharged. Mrs. Osborne was immediately
rearreated on a charge of perjury for testi-
lying in the libel suit brought by her
auainst Mr>. Hargreaves. She was taken
to the Police Court, where, after examina-tion, she was remanded to jailfor one week.

MITIN O IS STUIJKN IS.

French Scholars Drive the Teachers From
Echcol and Smash the Furniture.

Pabis, Feb. s.— The students of the Ecnle
Central, which ranks with St. Cyr and the
Polytechulqne, rose in revolt on Thursday.
They smashed the windows of the princi-
rai's iiiai^e aud otherwise demonstrated
their ire. The direct cause of the outbreak
is that the usual annual review has been
forbidden, because the professors complain
that it has become too much of au excuse
for horse-play.

The head master of the institution, with
the approval of Minister of Commerce
Roche, dismissed the students and closed
the Bclionl. The mutiny commenced at
diDner-time among the juniors. They
smashed the dishes, furniture and windowsaud made impassioned speeches. They
then chased the masters from the building,
and, inducing the seniors to join them, pro-
ceided to the Minister of the Interior, and
sent a deputation to tee Il'>che. The latter
declined to receive the deputation, and or-
dered the police to disperse the students.
The damage to the school furniture is 6000
francs.

THE FIRST ATTACK.

Attempts to Amend the Tariff
Act .

Agricultural Implements Desired on the

Free List

Springer Is Not Satlsfled
—

Views of a
Tariff Reformer on the Democratic

Programme— Wells' Letter.

Epeclal to The Morn'i*<i CiLL.

Washisgtoit, Feb. s.—The first attempt
to enlarge the scope of the Democratic pol-
icy of tlio Ways and Means Committee came
to-day iv tlie form of a resolution intro-
duced by Fithlan of Illinois, directing the
Ways and Means Committee to report a bill
placing all kinds of agricultural implements
on the free list. Fitblaa thinks that his
proposition should have the support of
every Democratic Representative from an
agricultural district, and has already re-
ceived assurance of support from Watson
and liis colleagues of the People's party.

Fithlan's resolution is voluminous and
opens by asserting that the manufacturers
of farm implements in the United States are
selling farm implements in foreign couutries
nr.d to jabbers for export for less than to
the farmers of this country. This fact.it

;says, is conclusively established by the fol-
lowing answer to A. B. Farquhar, an agri-
cultural implement maker of York, Pa., to
the Home Market Club: "We do sell goods
cheaper to customers in foreign countries
directly and to jobbers for export than wedo
to the domestic trade. You will like to
learn the process by which a manufacturer
can afford to sell a foreign buyer goods for
less than lie enn home customer ? The
leply is simplicity itself: W e receive the
prices current in the market in which we
sell. We cannot get more and cannot be
expected to take less."

PBOVISIOXS OF THE KESOLUTION.
The resolution concludes:
WBKKEAI Under this system of plundering

llie funnels til uui country, tliey are compelled
to imy more for Ibelr iniitlemenis than the same
Implements aie sold for lo tl.e fanners abroad,
whose products are marketed in comi>etiliou
with ihe products of our farms; and, wheiean.
Hi--(tallea upon farm Implement* are an unjust
(ii«ci ion agaltut the Ameiican farmers for
u.e tientiu ol t tit* niauufaeturera, who do not

"My reason for the introduction of the
resolution," said Fithian, "i-> indicated by
the resolution itself. During the hist cam-
paign in New York .State 1 vraa Loformed by
tnauy farmers of St Lawreuce County, a
littbed <>l Republicanism and protection,
that Implements manufactured in the
United States could be purchased much
cheaper in Canada. Ouriarmeri are com-
pelled to sell their products in th« free
niHrkets of tbe world and buy all their
necessaries iv a protected market."

SPRIXGER NOT SATISFIED.
Chairman Springer of tbe Ways and

Means Committee was not prepared to say
that the committee would receive favorably
Fithian's resolution as hu independent
proposition. "The revision of the metal
and lumber schedule," said he, "is involved
iv dealing with farm Implements, aa iron
and lumber are materials from which farm
implements are made. Itwould not do to
put the Ijni-hed products on ih« free list
aud leave the raw material still subjected
to tax. 'I'll would simply drive the manu-
facturers of such pioducts out of the coun-
try."

A TAKIFF REFORM! «S VIEWS.
Springer's policy of attacking the Kcpub-

lican high tariil by separate bills has found
indorsement from a great political econo-
mist and the father of tariff reform, IJon.
David A. Wella oi Connecticut At the
next conference of the Democratic members
of the Ways and Means Committee a letter

illbe read not only indorsing the Springer
policy as the wisest party course this time
but intimating that even if the Democrats
controlled both houses of Cougress and the
Executive tlie separate b;ll plan rather than
a measure for general revision would be
the wiser course. That the gentleman
whose works and essays for years served as
the chief Democratic literature in the agita-
tion for tariff reduction should approve the
plan now adopted by the Democratic Ways
and Means Committee is naturally a
source of great gratification to Springer and
the other ii.enih.-rs of the House who nave
stood as advocates ot the separate-bill
policy, as opposed to a demand for an at-
tempt at general revision. Mr. Wells, iv
his letter referring to the framing of a com-
plete new bill, says: "No billcan be framed
that will not contain incongruities, errors
and perhaps absurdities, which only time
and experience will reveal. In the hot
partisan discussion following such a bill all
the weak points would be exaggerated and
used to obscure more important issues and
confuse the public. We cannot afford to
give the enemy any advantages indiscussion
or opportunities for befogging the real
issues?'

THE OPPOSITION EXPECTED."
Again, with a complete tariff bill, the

friends of reform would have to meet the
entire force of tho protectionists, active and
compact, through the attraction of fuither
opportunity for public plunder. On the
other band, under a tentative plan that is of
comparatively few issues, the tendency of
those interests not immediately affected
would be to sluggishness and Indifference."
The maxim, "Divide and conquer," seems,
therefore, to Wells the moit pertinent under
the existing circumstances. Ho also asks
attention to a matter of historical exper-
ience full of suggestion which thus far
seems to have been overlooked, and that is
that Sir Kobort Peel, in dealing withex-
actly tbe same problem, but from a British
standpoint, adopted the tentative method
and owed all of his great success to the fact
that hu did adopt it.

AN" BI3TOBIC.AX COMPARISON.
Mr. Wells then goes on to detail tho at-

tacks made by Peel in 1842, 1845 and lS4ti on
the British tariil laws, and how, under tin*
continuation of his policy after he left
the last relic of the British navigation laws
were swept from the statute-book in 1852,
and the policy of Great ISiitaiu became
wholly antagonistic to the maintenance
and enactment o( any laws restrictive of
the freedom of exchange or the imposition
ol taxes for any purpose other than reve-
nue. "AndIventure to predict," says Mr.
Wells, "that if we now adopt tho same
policy history, on a grander scale, will
repeal itself. Every relaxation of the ex-
isting restrictions of trade will increase
trade nud the blessing of freedom and exemp-
tion from all unnecessary taxation willbe so
understood and appreciated by the masses
of our people that retrogressive action will
not be tolerated. Furthermore, by adopting
this method and sending to the Senata a few
simple bills enacted by the House removing
duties on wool, salt, coal, lumber, tin-plato
and the like, tne Democratic party willde-
fiue and formulate a plan and the scope on
which the tail debate In the coming Presi-
dential contest shall be conducted. Gen-
eral debate willthus be to a great extent
dispensed with and the discussion willbe
concentrated on the essentials. The masses

.are and nrobably always willbn slow to
comprehend tho tariff question when dis-
cussed general y, but they willuot be slow
to recognize and appreciate the effect of
taxation on commodities that enter directly
and largely into their consumption and in-
creased cost of livingand production."

CONGHESS.

THIS HOUSE.

A Spirited Debate on the Administration
of the Count!* Bureau.

Washington, Feb. s.—Speaker Cilsp
called the House to order to-day. The
Speaker was very hoarse and his voice was
almost inaudible Finally ho leit the chair
and yielded the gavel to MeMillin.

The Census Bureau, its management and
tho extent to which ithas been subordinated
to political ends was the subject of a two
hour-." debate. While the discussion in a
general way was npon party lines, tha Su-
perintendent nf tho Census was not without
supporters on tho Democratic side, Stone of

Kentucky being among the warmest cham-
pions of Porter's efficiency and official zeal.

Pithian of Illinoissent to the Speaker a
billfor reference placing farm implements
on the free list. Ordered printed.

'Ihe House then went into Committee of
the Whole on the Census Deficiency Bill.

Snyers of Texas, who was in charge of
the bill, made an explanation, aud brought
a charge of extravagance against the admin-
istration of the bureau. He said hundreds
of nun who never ought to have been em-
ployed had been employed at the instigation
of members of Congress. Had the Superin-
tendent of the Census been left to operate
his bureau without pressure from the out-
side to put in oflice a large number of in-
competent persons the expenditures would
have been much less.

Henderson of lowa contended that the
office had been economi ally administered.

Sayers said that many of the employes
who had been drawing of gIOO month were
unable to discharge their duties. He be-
lieved that a committee should be appointed
to Investigate the office.

Dingley of Maine regretted that the gpn-
tleman from Texas had madn charges
again>t the Superintendent of the Census
which hud never been made from the Com-
mittee on Appropriations. It seemed to
him that such charges made from anony-
mous sources shou'd have been brought to
the attention of that committee. He be-
lieved that tho Suuerintendeut faithfully
performed the duty entrusted to him. If
the expenditures of the bureau had been in-
creased it was due to the fact that Congress
had imposed upon it the new aud unheard-
of duty of inquiring into the private busi-
ness of citizens and compelled them todis-
close, the amounts of their farm mortgages.

Dungan of Ohio opposed an appropria-
tion for the Census Bureau until the charges
were answered sntisfactorily. Ithad been
said that tons and tons of the statistics had
beeu destroyed after compilation, and that
a lot of punching machines (an invention of
a relative) which could be purchase') lor
Slo, had been employed at a royalty of S3.

Cooper of Indiana criticized the Census
Office ou tho ground that itdiscriminated
against certain limestone industries of In-
duuia in favor of others.

Stone of Kent.icky paid a high tribute to
the ability and efneiency of the Superinten-
dent of the Census.

Sayexs offered an amendment appropri-
ating £115,514 for the subsistence of the
.Sioux Indians and calling upon the Secre-
tary of the Interior to report to the House,
and itmakes all the employes under the di-
rectiou and supervision of the Indian Bu-
reau. The latter clause of this amendment
was the first general legislation incorpo-
rated upon the Appropriation Bill, but no
objection being made, the amendment was
adopted.

Tbe committee having arisen, the billwas
passed.

The private calendar was then taken up
for consideration, but no progress was
made, aud the House, adjourned till to-
morrow, when eulogies will be delivered
up.hi the late Representative Lee of Vir-
ginia.

AGAINST OPTIONS.

A Prominent Pork-Packer Opposed to Gam-
bling in Futures.

Washington, Feb. s.—John "Whittaker,
a large pork-packer of St. Louis and Wich-
ita, Kans., to-day addressed the House
Committee on Agriculture in advocacy of
the Anti-option Bill. Whittaker said the
tendency oi

"
short

"
selling was to depress

prices and interfere with legitimate trade.
The farmers, ho said, were not compelled to
market their grain instead of storing it.
Uut the experience of the ia^t eight years
taught them that with this unlimited short
selliug the best time for them to sell grain
was as soon as Itwas harvested. Whittaker
said tho wheat exported this year probably
averaged in price 93 ceuts per bushel, and
if this proposed law had been iv force he
believed it would have brought considerably
more than £-1 per bushel. lie did not think
this law would hurt the owners of grain or
provisions, because if fictitious offerings
were done away with, the market could be
supplied with uctual grain or provisions,
and, there being smaller quantities offered,
prices would be better, iv his judgment,
fictitious selling produced an abnormal
condition of the market which defeated the
law of supply and demand. He frequently
received letters from Europe saying th«
writers could pay better prices for meats if
the American market would only be kept
steady. r • '

In reply to a number ol questions Whit-
taker s.Rid in the laot eisiht or ten yenrs
speculative business had grown immensely,
and he thought there were more sellers
than buyers. Whittaker was asked why it
was that when reports like Bradstreet's or
Government reports were given out show-
inga large estimated crop prices go down.
He replied: "They woik that on a large
crop and vice versa. If the crop is small
prices go up a little."

Hoses a-ked: "Ifmeat transactions were
confined to real products only, could not the
Western packers form a trust, get control of
the actual products ami put the price away
beyond the reach of consumers? Could not
Armour, for instance, with his millions of
money, get control of all or enough of wheat
to control the price aud &end it up to $2 a
bushel?"

Whittaker did not believe, in the first
place, that would be good policy, aud in the
second place did not believe a combination
necessary to success could b« formed.

THE IXDIAXACIRCUIT JUDGKSIIIP.
The nomination ol Judge Woods was un-

der consideration again before the Seuate
Judiciary Committee to-day. Senator Tur-
pie brought before the committee ex-District
Attorney Sellers, who gave a detailed state-
ment of Judge Woods' conduct during the
Coy-Dudley prosecution. His statement
was very conservative, and, it is snid, did
not bear hard on Judge Woods. Other wit-
nesses were examined, but no conclusion
was reached in regard to the matter of nom-
ination.

LOANS TO BANK OFFICERS.
The House Committee on Banking to-day

favorably reported upon the billproviding
that national banks shall not make loans to
officers or employes, except by direction of
a vute of the Board of Directors, and that
reports of loans to oflicer* of the bank shall
be made to the Comptroller of the Currency.

Padlewski's Bemains Exhumed.
St. Louis, Feb. s.—The Republic's San

Antonio special says : Interest in the death
of Stanislaus Padlewski, the Nihilist, who
died here and was buried under ttie name
of Otto Hnuser, lias been revived by tlio
exhuming of his remains fur the purpose of
examination, at the request of James L.
Wilson, an attorney of Galveston, acting
for unknown persons. It is understood
that Wilson's examination of the partially
decomposed remains was satisfactory to
him, but what he wished to learn is not
kcown.

Butchered His Wife.
Chicaoo, Feb. s.—This afternoon Pat-

rick Hurst, a laborer, attacked his wife with
a knife while she was sick in bed, stabbing
her again and again untilhe had slashed her
thirty-eight time9. Many of the cuts wero
indicted after the woman, succumbing to
the frightful hacking, was dead. Hurst
was arrested. Ho shows no concern, and
only says: "Ikilled her because she
wouldn't take care of me the past twenty-
five years." Hurst is believed to be insane.

ADestructive Fire.
Minneapolis, Fob. 23.—A special to the

Tribune from Winnipeg says: The town of
Kegina, on the Canadian Pacific, west oi
Winnipeg, was the scene of a biglire to-day.
The fire started about noon, and before it
was under control the Windsor Hotel, Lu-
nan's extensive stock and livery stables,
and several smaller buildings, were com-
pletely destroyed.

CONCERNING CHILE.

Police Guarding the American
I Legation.

Effect ol the Decision in the Baltimore
Outrage Cases.

Favoring a Steamship Line (o San Francisco.

Tbe Coal Transports Ordered Home.
Captain Schley's Command.

Special to The Morning Call

New York, Feb. The Herald's Val-
paraiso spi'cial says: Judge of Crimes Fos-
ter assured me to-day that his entire review
of the Baltimore case occupied ten days.
"Ihave rendered sentence upon Arena,
Ahumada and Rodriguez," he said,"

in strict accordance with the
Chilean law. The only regret I
feel Is that there was no direct
evidence showing the immediate cause of
Rlggin's death. Idid the utmost in my
power to fix the responsibility for his kill-
Ing on some one." The Court of Appeals,
which will review the action of Judge Fos-
ter, willreconvene next month.

On all sides there are renewed expres-
sions of hopo that there will be a speedy
resumption of the friendly Intercourse be-
tween Chile and the United States.

Since the loss of tne steamer John Elder
there has been a great deal of talk among
the residents of this city against tbe Pacific
Steam Navigation Company. Many peo-
ple here, in view of the approach of the
World's Fair, are desirous of seeing aline
of American steamships between Valpa-
raiso and Panama, or a direct line
to ban Francisco. Some are even in favor
of traffic with New York by way of Ar-
eentine and Uruguay ports. There seems
no doubt that the opening of an American
line along the Chilean coast, in conjunction
with a Chilean steamship company, would
prove a paying investment.

GUARDING THE LEGATION.
London, Feb. s.— The correspondent of

the Times at Valparaiso say 9 the police
guard at the house of Egan, United States
Minister at Santiago, is maintained by the
Chilean authorities with the view of pre-
venting an attack at the instance of the
rough element. This fact, the correspond-
ent says, threatens to bring about a reopen-
ingof the difficulty with the United States.
The correspondent further says the Police
Judge at Valpaiaiso increased the severity
of the sentences imposed upon the assailants
of the sailors of the United States steam-
ship Baltimore, as this course was de-
manded by the Procurator.

CAPTAIN SCIILEY'S COMMAND.
Washington, Feb. s.—Captain Schley, it

is said, has nsked Secretary Tracy to allow
him to remain in command of the cruiser
Baltimore, and has intimated that be would
like to go to the China station with her.
Itis understood one or two more vessels be-
sides the Baltimore may be sent to China,
and it ts probable the Vorktown and Ben-
nington will be selected for this duty, as
most of the trouble there is inrivur towns
where vessels of the Baltimore's size can-
not go, and where smaller vessels have to
be depended upon.
It is stated that Captain Schlev will leave

Washington to-morrow for San Francisco to
resume command of tho Baltimore, which
vrssel willcontinue on a Pacific station for
some time to come. Itis not probable that
she will go to an Asiatic station for the
present.

COLLIERS OKDERKD BACK.
The Navy Department Jjust now is trying

to head off several of the colliers started out
from New York during the recent Chilean
war'preparations for the Pacific. There
were four ships in all, carrying a total of
18,000 tons of coal. One of them has been
intercepted at Montevideo and ordered to
discharge her cargo there and return to the
United States. The second one is expected
at the same port in a few days and efforts
are being made to learn the whereabouts of
the other two, so as to reduce the expense
of the transport as much as possible.

THE POSTOFFICE SITE.

The Responsibility Transferred to the
Beard of Snpercisors.

Washington', Fib. s.— Attorney-General
Miller having decided that ban Francisco
must release the \u2666ud of Jvssle street to ftie
Government if the 1; t.er is to secure perfect

title to the property on the corner of Seventh
and Mission streets, ex-Judge Harvey
Brows expressed the opinion that the city
would be willing to release the ground in
question. Accordiri£ly he hus opened up
telegraphic communication with persons iv
S.m Francisco. It is understood here an
effort willbe made at once to get tlie city
Supervisors to relinquish Its claim. Thus
the decision virtually rests with San Fran-
cisco as to whether the Seventh and Mission
Rtreels property willstand as the Postcfh'ce
site.
Ifthe Supervisors decide to release the

end of Jessie street this will be construed
by the Postofiiee Commissioners here as
Indicating that tlie San Francisco people
take no stock in any charges of fraud that
have been made, or that the property is nut
worth one-half of 51.040, 000. It the release
is made the Treasury Department willpre-
sume that San Francisco is satisfied with the
Seventh and Mission streets site, as evi-
denced by her council, and acting on this
presumption the money will be paid to L.
G. Harvey.

If,however, the Hoard of Supervisors de-
cides not to release the Jessie-street end
the site will,of course, have to be rejected,
as the Attorney-General is firmly of the
opinion that the title will not bo complete
without it.

The Treasury officials nre very well
pleased with the shape matters have taken,
as it lets them out of their dilemma and
shifts the resiousibility ou San Francisco
itself.

AN'TI-CIIIN'ESE BILLS,
The House Committee on Immigration to-

day further discussed the subject of Chi-
nese immigration, but came to no conclu-
sion. There is an evideut disposition on
Hid part of the members of tbe committee to
report a bill ivrelation to the. subject at an
early day. A Sub-committee on Chinese
Immigration was appointed to-day consist-
ing of Geissenhain^r. Hare and Ketchum.
They arranged for a meeting to-morrow
with Chairman Stump and Representative
Geary of California, both of whom intro-
duced bills to prohibit Chinese immigration.
Tbe sub-committee hopes to report its con-
clusions to the fullcommittee at a special
meeting next week.

SUB-COMMITTEES APPOINTED.
The Chairman of the House Ways and

Means Committee announced the appoint-
ment of the following sub-committees:
Customs— Springer, Whiting and Burrows;
Internal Kevenue— McMillan, Shively and
McKenna; Reciprocity and Commercial
Treaties

—
Turner, Cockran and Keed; Ad-

ministration of Kevenue Laws— Wilson,
Stevens and Dalzell; Public Debt—Mout-
gomery, Bryan and Payne. The tariff ques-
tion willnut come up befare any sub-com-
mittees, jurisdiction over the subject being
retained by the fullcommittee.

THE DUTY ON TIN.
Congressman Hunting of New York to-

day introduced two tariff bills. One places
a duty of a cent a pound on tin plate or ag-
gers tin aud 1--10 cents a pound on, tin
plates, with a drawback of less than 5 per
cent of the duty paid on the exported arti-
cles made from imported plates. After Oc-
tober 1. 18%, the articles named are to bo
placed on the free list. The second bill re-
peals after July 1, 1S1&3, the duty of 4 ceuts
a pound on pig tin.

I'KXSIONS ORANTKD.

Dickinson re-
fused to discuss the proposition for a gen-
eral iucre.ise in wages, and the employes
withdiew without presenting minor com-
plaints. They have appoiuted a Preea Com-
mittee, who make a statement to the effect
that the committee submitted a new
schedule of wages more than a week a*o,
and at the conference Dickinson made a
statement purporting to give the aggregate
increase of wages under tiie proposed
schedule.
