adds to the necessary cost of ice in all lo-
calities which competition does not reach.
The vice of the ice schedule is the general
policy of the Soutiiern Pacific of charging
all a traffic will bear. lnstead of trans-
porting ice at cost, with reasonable profit
added, the company arranges its rates so as
to absorb all the profit there may be in a
business. Mr. Sneath savs that under a
general mileage rate the freight from San
Franeisco to Bakersfield would be but 84 10,
under the old rate the charge was $20 per
ton. The new rates cut this charge to 85,
but Bakersfield is a point which Sap Fran-
cisco cannot supply at this rate. But while

ice may be carried to Bakersfield for €3 per
ton the same company charge £2 75 a ton
from San Francisco to Santa Cruz. If the

railroad company established rates on the
basis of so mueh per ton per mile, shippers
would know what to calculate upon. They
could figure the cost of sending their goods
to different points as elosely as the railroad
fre'gitclerk. Freight to the point at which
goods were expected to find a market being
one principal element of cost, the manager
of a business would know just wiat points
he could reach in competition with other
shippers. But the railread company has
habitusily adjusted rates on the principle
that all the profits of business properly be-
longed to the company. The Railroad Com-
“m:ission is simply a branch of the Southern
Pacific office supported by the State, It has
“been at work long enough to demonstrate
its inutility, and the sooner it disappears as
now organized the better for all concerned
—except the Commissioners and the South-
ern Pacific Comvany.

The policy-holders now demand that the
Trustees who acted in Beers’ board, and
who are really, if not legally, responsibie

for his actions, should resign in a bodv, and
suffer the company to be reorg It
must be remembered that this concern is
not like an ordinary financial ecorporation.
Its assets amount to the enormous sum of
$120,000,000, every dollar of which may
some day be required to satisiy the de-
mands of holders of policies of insurance.
The failure of such an institution as that
woitld spread disaster, especially in the
classes which are least able to endure losses.
There is at the present time no danger that
the New York is going to fail. It is, s0 far
as appears, perfectiy solvent, and ite poli-
cies are pertectly safe. Buat there i3 no say-
ing what could happen if mismanagement
continues to wark its adipinistration. A
few more millions wasted might impair the
company’s capacity to meet losses as they
acerue, and might swell the list of cases in
whieh, for reasons of its own, the com-
pany’s lawyers would contest the payment
of pulickes. A sound judgment would seem
to require the retirement of all who were
privy to Beers’ mauagement.

Life insurance i3 an Institution whieh
ought to be fostered. A policy of life in-
surance is often the only vrotection which a
young widow and young children have
against want. DBatu this highly beneficent
Institution cannot aecomplish its ends un-
less the funds out of which the widow’s
pittance must come should Dbe prudently

managed. If there is any danger of
maladministration the policy is a de-
lusion. Aud experience proves that

whenever a life insurance compauny’s trea-
sury becomes depleted by a simultaneous
occurrence of many deaths, it is apt to fall
back on legal technicalities to defeat the
pavment of policies. On the back of every
policy are stated the conditions on whieh it
is granted. These are very voluminous
and are printed in small type. Few poliey-
holders ever read them. They contain an
infinite number of Joopholes by the aid of
which a lawyver may resist payment of a
poliey if it is not convenient for the com-
pany to pay out money. An applicant for a
policy is asked A number of guestions about
his previous health, He is often unable to
answer them, or to appreciate the gravity
of the ailments he may bave had, He makes
such answers as he can. Presently he dies,
and the doctors and lawyers in the com-
pany’s service go into court to show that he
died of a disease of which the seeds were in
his system when he made his application,
and that the policy was obtained on false
pretenses.

It is of course necessary that a life in-
surance company should proteet itself
against being swindled, if for no other
reason, for the interests of volicy-holders,
But it oceurs sometimes when a company’s
revenues fall off, the number of suits to com-
pel payment of losses increase, and it is ob-
vious that revenues must fall off when the
credit of the concern is besmirched,

ENGLISH WORKINGMEN,

The London Christian, a paper seldom
given to overstatements, makes the asser-
tion and vouches for its entire truthfulness,
that “ one out of every two labering men
who live to be 60 years of age comes on the
poor law.”

Despitegthe high authority for this state-
ment, it seems incredible that it should be
true, especially when we consider that it
relates to the laboring men of a land whose
commercial poliey is supposed to be dietated
by a consideration for this class. The
economic system of which Richard Cobden
was the originator and expounder was
adopted by England because it was claimed
for it that it would relieve the suifferings of
Engiand’s laboring masses. It is recom-
mended to the American people to-day by
its upholders in this country, as a measure
for bettering the condition of the American
people.

There is no reason to suppose that this
policy weuld work much better resuits for
Americans than it has done for the English,
though possibly, owing to the advantages in
the wav of cheap land, it would take a
much longer period to reduce us to the point
where one out of every two of this elass
would become an object of charity in his
old age.

FREE COINAGE.

The Senate committee does not propose
to help the Demccratie party to make the
blunder of enaciing a free-coinage bill at
this session of Congress. Senatsr Stewart’s
free-silver bill has been adversely reported
and tha Dbill will probably receive un-
favorable acilon if it should come be-
fore the Senate. The leading men of both
parties seem to hava arrived at the conclu-
sion that the presant Silver Bill should be
civen a longer trial. 1f the monthly pur-
chases have as nearly exhausted the sur-
plus as represented, anothrr year will wit-
ness a marked appreciation of the \me
metal.

MENACED BY BONDS.

Defaulting Chinese Cited to Ap-
pear in Court,

Owing to the multiplicity of defaulting
Cliinese the work of examining the habsas-
corpus cases before Commissioner Hough-
ton has become a colossal tagk, and, recog-
ni his first duty under the circum-
stances, Assistant District Attorney Witter
has been turn'ng hLis efforts latterly toward
bringing the bondsmen te account.

The fact that there are 130 cases of de-
fault shows to what extert the Clinese
bond traffic has beea carried by unserupu-
middlemen, acting for their Chinese
nts.

DOG’S MEAT DIETARY.

A Local Gypsy Who Says It
Cures Consumption.

He Claims That the Treatment Has Been
Enown Among the Gypsies From Time
Immemorial—His Libera! Offer,

John Zingarri, a native of Bohemia, 31
vears old, born near the city of Prague, and
now an itinerant man-of-ali-work after the
manner of the gypsies, is one of those who
believe in the dog’s-flesh cure for consump-
tion. Not only this, but he offers without
fee to demonstrate the valus of the remedy
on any two subjects who will place them-
selves at his disposal.

Zingarri is a bright fellow, far better in-
formed on general topies than the gener-
ality of his tribe, and plainly in earnest
about the whole matter. He has none of
the methods of the quack or medicine man
about himr, but argues the matter in a com-
mon-sense way. In an interview with a
CALL reporter yesterday he said: *'I have
known all my life that the flesh of the dog
is very good for consumptive people. You
never see a gypsy die of consumption.
{This fact has been noted by Leland and
other writers on the Rommany folk]. I be-
lieve the reason s that nature has given
them the instinet to know what is good for
such ailments, They have the instinct of
pature just like the Indians.”

CURING A GYPSY.

Questioned as to his own cbservations,
Zingarri went on: *There was a member
of our camp who became afflicted with lung
disease. 1 was about 11 years old at the
time. As soon as a gypsy starts to be sick
with a pulmonary disense he loses no time
but takes dog’s-meat just as an ordinary
man would take pills for a stomwach trouble.
That gypsy was perfeetly cured. 1do not
pretend to say that a consumptive patient
who presents himself in the third stage can
Le benefited. When the lung substance is
broken up by disease nothing can save a
man. In the dog's flesh treatment the best
effects are obtaincd with children and
young people. Afier 40 fhere is little hope
of doing good. It acts by strengthening the
entlire system, and so powerful are its effects
that you can see the results in a young
person in three or four days. The hectic
fever goes down, the cough stops,the wasting
stops, and have scen some cases where
patients in the first stage were completely
restored to bealth in two months.”

DOG BROTH.

Asked how the meat is prepared, the
gvpsy sald there was a secret in it which
waus known only to his people, but he dia
not trade on that, The best way to admin-
ister the food is to make a strong broth or
tea out of the flesh and give this broth
to the patient twice a day, with a small por-
tion of the solid flesh once a day. Before
the treatment is commenced a purgative is
administered. Neitber milk, iron, cod-liver
oil or any tonie is required. The dog’s flesh
does everything.

“How does it taste?” asked the reporter,

“You wou!d not know it from hare. The
broth tastes like beef tea.”

Zingarri would like to have his veracity
tested by any reputable physician or medi-
cal body. He asks only that the patients
shall be in the early or curable stage of the
disease,

A GRAVE SUBJECT.

Novel Plan for Giving Free
Burial to the Dead.

A nove!l idea has jast been crystallized
into shape by the formation of what is
hereafter to be known as the “Dead-head”
ety, of which James Il. Harbourne,
residing at 271 Stevenson street, is a leading
spirit, if not the actual originator.

The objects of the organization, despite
its singular name, are most serious, aiming,
they do, at the abatement of the costly
funerals which in many, if not the majority
of cases, involve the living In heavy bur-
dens that they are frequently unable to bear.

To correet this growing evil—so far, at
least, San Francisco is concerned—the
new society proposes to adopt the primitive
funeral customs of the European peasantry,
and before long the sight of a band of
mourners carrying their dead on their shoul-
ders may be no unusual sight along the dif-
ferent avepnues leading to the city’s ceme-
teres,

I'hat flowers, expensive caskets and other
costly etceteras will also be relegated to
oblivion follows without the saying, and
will consequently effect corresponding re-
ductions n the expense of interment. This
is as far as the Old World peasants ever
traveled on the road to economy, butthe
cociety proposes to do even more for its
members, and, if its plans prove practicable,
death thereafter need have no terrors for
the poorest of them.

The proposition, in short, is to provide
burial for the dead without any cost what-
ever to the living. All that the society asks
is members, Aftter they have been obtained
voluntary contributions wili be taken up
from the general public, and it is promised
that in no case will an assessment be levied.
A decent coftin and a grave will be paid for
out of the Gereral Fund and the mourners
and friends of the deceased will follow the
cofiin-bearers on foot.

T hese ideas have yet to be expanded to
meet the conditions which prevail here, but
in the crude form in which they are pre-
sented the society has already enlisted 350
reeruits and colleeted $1500, which sum is
now in the Treasurer’s bands.

In a communication to Tue CALL Mr.
Harbourne predicts that the society will
prove a suceess and states that the officers
are business men of prominence and high
local standing,
