Early this morning
the'si Ui was preparing to go down to work,
and were assembled around the mouth of
the shaft when Faber came up. /fhey were
immediately lowered to rescue Nelligan and
McLean. Nelligan was found in water
«nd'sand;up to his neck. lie was wedged
in us ifpacked incement, aud it was with
difficulty that Le was takea out. Nearly
twenty men were at work looking for Mc-
Lean's body, but itwas not found until 10
u'clcck this' morning.

There are {ailprospects of another small
mnrine blockade in port, but itwillnot last
long nor cause much uneasiness Of the
fourteen vessels now in the Willamette
lliver,half a dozen will be ready to leave
down between now am] the last of the week.
The towing company has but two boats in
service, tie Reed and Ocklanama, and will
put the Thompson on Saturday. These
boats are enough to handle the traffic at
this season of the year, but when a lotof
ships are ready and want to get down this
same day, there is naturally complaint from
those who cannot get away. The Union Pa-
iilic has established the ru!o that the ship
first loaded g< es down first, and it sticks to
this. The trouble with tie Mary IJuudi'll
last week was that she was not ready to go
when the boat came alongside Saturday, al-
though she had applied for a boat that day.
Consequently she lo>t her turn ana
has to wait until itcorner around again. She
is still in rort, though leaded last Friday,
but goes down to-day Intow of the. Heed.
The tow-boats, by close calculation! are
kept always on the go, generally, one leav-
ing tins point each day. When a ship ap-
plies fur a tow at a stated time, if -lit' is not
ready to go, the whole system is demora-
lize;! and all the vessels followingare put
back one or two days. The complaint now
comes altogether from the shipmasters, and
they apparently are theeaus«of the trouble.
Whether it be the fascinations of the port
or their delay in clearing, it is the same
tiling. The towing company received Its
share of th« blame early in the season,
when it could not move, the ships fast
enough to satisfy the grain men, but now,
as the kirk Is coming from the ship captains,
and the sMipers are satisfied, the fleet will
probably have to adjust itself to the con-
venience of the towing corporation.

A SUNDAY SUICIDE.

Lndwig T. Rasmasea Shoots and
Kills Himself.

Despondency From an Attack of the Grip the
Supposed Cause— The Last Letter He

Wrote Is Missing.

A telephone message was received at the
Morgue last night that a young man named
Rasinusen had committed suicide at the
restden c of bis parents, *JlB Army street,
by shooting himself in the breast, shortly
after 10 o'clock.
