Already that anguish of soul, the heart-
ache and the long nights of unrest that fol-
low the advent of league ball into a hereto-
fore spotless town have broken out in the
City of Angels. Professional base-ball for
gat« receipts only has always been produc-
tive of more or less misery to some people
and always willbe. And by this same token
the yanking out by the roots of a league
club, as in the case cf Sacramento, also
brings forth lamentations and gnashing of
teeth.

While the admission of Los Angeles to the
league bus biought visions of wealth and
other joys t» Vanderbeck, Hani?, Finn and
Robins* ii, It has hurled one enterprising
young base"-ballist into a wide thick gulf of

dark despair. This young man is L. Arthur
Peart ree of Los Angeles, who visited this
city one day last wet-li to ascertain, if pos-
sible, just where he should get i>ff, provided

he got off nt all. Mr.Peartree had an inter-
view with the magnates here, but he Is still
indoubt as to his finaldestination.

Mr. Pcartrre's grief is caused by a supply
of first-class ball-park in Los Angeles, for
which there will probably be no demand.
He owns the park in Question, and a quiet
tip to the effect that the league games are

to be perpetrated in another park, a mile
or so away from his park, has filled
Mr.Peartree'amiud with j-traiigef.reboding*
of something or other, he knows not exactly
what. Hence hi.* natural desiio to inquire
into the future welfare t>l himself and the
park. Inether « ords, where docs L.Arthur
Pearti urtcfl?

Last fall l'r.trtree and his partner,
George Turner, leased a piot of ground in
tie heart of the city and built thereon a
model ball-park. Their idea was to boom
the national pastime and eventually secure
the admission of Los Angeles into the
league. That town is n.«w in it,but from
what Prartree says the boomers are uot.
They conducted trie series of winter games
recently ended and made some money, all
of which was expended in improving the
park.

TIE WAS NOT LOOKING.
When tl.e proper time arrived Peaitree

intended to apply for a franchise, hire s>me
talent and run the base-ball business in that
neck of the woods himself. lie had a
backer to furnish ready money and the
ca'jle-car company, an important f.icior in
base-ball these day*, was also going to help
i&i.Frartreo along.

Not: occurred to mar the serenity of
Peartree's p an 3until he learned one aav
that a young person named Vanderbeck
had secured the franchise, deposited a lar^e
sack cf simoleaus as a guarantee of good
faith aud had flu agent in he East rouud-
iLgup phenom* for Los Angeles. E?rn at
this singe of the proceedings Mr. Peartree
did not abandon oil hove, but when he
heard toat this same Vanderbeck was get-
ting cliummv wall the peop'n who own the
At .le bnll-park further out of town he
came up to Saa Francisco to see about It.

From the remarks let fall by Mr. Pear-
tree during a conference in the California
League office Friday afternoon it is plniu,
even to the most obtuse, that he doe 3 not
relish tlie prospect of being left alone in
the world with-a yawning ball-park on his
hands. He feels that In view of what he
ha? done, the goad hard dollars invested,
t<> say notlilDg of the more desirable lnc.i-
tic? of his park, the lenguegaines should be
played there, bhould this be done Mr.
Peitrtree is almost certaiu that he can get
off somewhere; otherwise he is completely
and everlastingly left.

But if the articled in q
have a tendency to dump the nat
pastime why is it that columns of that mat-
ter were copied verbatim inEastern paper'
almost exclusively devoted to base-bail
Interests? Perhaps the editors were looking
for a weapon with which to exterminate the
chief of American sports.
Itis true there may be nothing particu-

larlyelevating iv one of those giddy base-b.tll
sketches free from technicalities and ma-
tured thought, but they harm neither game
nor player, aud time has shown that patrons
niuch prefer them to those pulse-quicken-
ingdescriptions which start off thus: "The
San tranciscf s and the S.m .loses plnyed
a game of base-ball at the Height-street
grounds yesterday afternoon. The runs
were made as follows," ai;d then go on with
painful accuracy to te.l just how they were
manufactured.
Id fact the patrons, with the exception of

a few pronounced cranks, perhaps expect
a humorous or 60-called funny account ot
the game next morning. They wore pres-
ent at the contest and therefore enjoyed the
fine points of the play with a thrill which is
quite difficult, inIact almost impossible, for
a hollow-eyed scribe te produce in cold,
pulseless cy:e. They don t care to. wade
down a column bustling with technicalities;
but in reviewing the performance as seen
by the funny fcribes they olten strike
something that is really tain ing wi.eu
they come to think of it. Then there i-> an-
other class of readers mho never go to ball
games, who know nothing of the points and
don't care to learn. They read funny base-
ball stories and enjoy them, or gay they do,
where as if the mutter was purely base-hall
they wuuld as booh think of taking a delin-
quent tax-list for light,airy reading.
In one place the writer says—and says

truly—that many of the accounts partook
of a burlesque character. Those who re-
ligiously read 'he morning papers last sum-
mer will readily agree with him on this
point. These same people willalso unit**
in &ayirii/ that many of the games were of
a burle^jue, net to My spectacular nature,
and it wub this unhappy condition of affairs
and not the funny write-ups that brought
on the dumps. There whs nothing mean or
Ticious in any of the r.rticies, which were
all written in a spirit of gentle sarcasm and
the hope of doing good. If a man's clumsy
effoits to play bill hold him up to ridicule
be should be ridiculed in defense of the
public, which pays its money to see him
perform. Several well-meaning but in-
capable young men were ridiculed last sum-,
mer, but that they did not take itas a per-
sonal matter is evidenced by the fact that
none of the scribes were iuvited to come out
and get licked.

But with ail this ridicule there was never
a good play, or a bright, spirited game tuat
did not receive due credit as such in the
public prints. Yet the critic says there
were scores of good contests, regarding
which the truth should have been told. It
was told, but the opportunities for adverse
criticism 60 far eclipsed those for favorable
comment that meritotious mention bad no
show to sDeak of.

he occasion was the installation of the

officers and the , litionof the members
of the San Francisco Company, First Cali-
fornia Battalion of the Boys' Brigade.

The brigade is ihe oldest orgfiuiz-ttion of
the kind in the United Male-, it was
formed three years arc, and at nee became
popular. It is a military organization made
up of you:;g church members. There are
twenty-four companies in this city and
forty-two in t • California. There are
thirty-three companies scattered through-
out the E :stern Slates. Their headquarters
are in this city la the Nevada Block. The
company whi h attended the Westminster :
Presbyterian Church la*t ni^ht ban seven-
teen members when it was formed on
August 10, 1889. Itnow has forty-six mem-
bers who wear the uniform of the United
St«to; Army. It has four officers. The
average sj;e of the boys is 17 years.

A MARINE SPEEDER.

The New Queen of the Ocean
Greyhoni.d.-*.

Three Sjrewr, Three Smokestacks and Three

Keels- Sue Will Cress the Atlan-

tic in Five Days.

About nine year* oco A. Perry Bliven, a
resident of Brooklyn, designed a vessel
which he called the Meteor, and which he
intended should be the queen of ocean
greyhounds. She was a failure and her de-
signer lost money in the craft. But he had
learned a great deal ta his experiment aud
he was more convinced than ever belt-re
that ttie future of ocean travel would de-
pend largely upon the utilization of steam
of high pressure, developed by light gener-
ators of gieat strength and economy, and
applied to entities as simple as possible,
but capable of standing the strain of tre-
mendous steam pressure aud rapid work.
Lightness and compaetuess, together with
great power, was the inventor's aim in ma-
chinery equipments, lines as line as those
i«f a racing yac&t were his ideals for form
of hull, aud a schedule time of less than
five days across the Atlantic the ultimate
object

The result of Mr. Bliven's research In the
farther fields of marine architecture is the
plans or a ship 430 feet lone, soon to be
built. The features of this steamship are
its yacht-like form, its similarity to the big
palace sound steamers in general appear-
ance and arrangement of cabin?, the appli-
cation of three screws driven by a power
developed in st<-ani generators, and the use

\u25a0•I aluminum bionzn as material for allher
machinery.

One of his first Invent! since the Meteor
failure wrs a steam generator which he lias
perfected bT> that with a pressure of from
350 to 40) pounds lie claims lie can g«*t one-
horse power from one pound of cool per
hour. He says that a 125- horse power gen-
orator, holding 200 gallons of water, at a
temperature of :"(<° with a word fire, showed
sti-am at the blow-off in 3 minutes 2U sec-
onds, and in 13 minutrs there wa* 4fO
pounds pressure, this b*Mng ftccornplishod
with natural draught, Besides his steam
generator ho ims invented *means (or mak-
ingone piston valve run two cylinders and
reverse. Steam passes directly through the
valve from the higli to the low pressure en-
gine without having to go by way of a
steam-chest and thus losing a percentage of
power by condensation.

The Bliveo Hercules Steam Generator cc-
cupies about 40 per cent of the -;ace taken
un by the ordinary type of marine boiler for
tilesame power Mini is lighter. It is made
cf aluminum bronze, as are all parts of the
machinery Mr. piiven expects to use. In
the latifziißK-' of the inventor: "Water
goes through a hollow grate and around tie
outer side of the combustion chamber up to
the base of the steam drums, passtne
through one pipe into a scries of vertical
cones standing in the combustion chamber,
and feeding up to the height in the
cones that yon wish to carry water in the
boiler. It maintains a perfect circulation
and uniform height of water In the boiler.
Itavoids all priming, foaming or liftingof
the water, find gives dry steam to the en-
gines."

The model of the 430-font steamship re-
ferred to show« easy line*, withgreat buoy-
ancy and natural stability. Tbe sides tum-

The total capacity of the ship is 40C0 tons
of freight, MOO steerage, 600 second class,
and 800 first-class passenger!), the total dis-
placement loaded being 8000 tons.

The material of hull h intended to be mild
steel, withV/2 per cent of aluminum. The
plating is 1% loch, steel T frames, double
riveted and self-calking seams. The. power
is to be furnished by eighteen steam genera-
tors, with a 'combined heating furnace of
72,000 Hjuaie feet, grate surface (if 1800
square feet, each generator tested to 1500pounds hydrostatic pressure and 101 0 pounds
steam pressure. There will be no forced
draught. Three sets of engines develop
collectively 16,000 indicated, horse-power,
and as it is estimated that the generators
are capable of 18,000 horse-power, 3000 will
be held in reserve.

The extreme beam of tho hulls running
aft is 12 lest. The middle screw is 12 feet
abaft the other two. With the starboard
screw running to port and port screw turn-
ing to starboard a solid bank of water will
be thrown into the middle screw, which is
an ordinary itarboard propeller. The
screws are four-blnded, lti feet in diarnrtor

ami 24 led pitch, made of aluminum bronze.
Itis expected that 170 tons of coil will i>*
consumed every twenty-four hours, or K,o

The main obj-ct of this stylo of ship is to
cms* the Atlnntic In four days and twenty-

tween this country and England one day.

Rev. T. C. Easton Handles the

Topic Without Gloves.

The Rev. T. Chalmers Easton preached
to a large congregation at CHlrary Presby-
terian Church last night on the popular
mania for gambling.

The preacher took for his text the twenty-
fourth verse of the twenty-third chapter ot
St. John's Gospel: "They parted his rai-
ment and cast lots."
In the course of his remarks Di. Easton

said: "Inthis young but great and growing
metropolis of the Pacific there are three
growing evils. First, strong drink, the
liquor habit, with our thousands of saloons
prolific of crime. Second, licentiousness,
the social evil, that cancer of the body poli-
tic, working destruction 6Wlft and sure.
These two great fountains of wickedness
wo have discussed in former lectures.

"The third evil is gambling.
"The debaßiog character of this vice is

powerfully illustrated in the text. Yonder
is Calvary. Tie execution of the son of
man is being accomplished; yet these mur-
derers cast lots for his raiment. Even me

awe-inspiring events in nature, the super-
natural darkness, did not appal these men
in their d-eds of infamy.

"What is gambling? What Is It to bo a
gambler? Gambling is an effort on the part
of o:ie man to got something for nothing
from another. It is neither bogging or
stealing, but comprehends both In that it

consists in seeking to acquire money for
which no honest equivalent is returned.
Gambling is unproductive. The only result
itclaims it the circulation of money, and

even that is <nly transferring money from
the pocket of the fool to the pocket of the
knave, always with a contingent re\
to the saloon-keei er.

CALIFORNIA MEATS.

Nelson Morris Discusses tlie
Baden Project

The Chicago Packer's Interest in the Stock-
Yards, Abattoirs and racking-Houses

at South San Francisco.

Nelson Morris, the Chicago millionaire,
and owner of five large packing-houses in
that city and St. Louis, is at the Palace. He
traveled in his private car, nnd is accom-
panied by his wife, Miss Maude Morris, his
daughter, Mrs. A. Rothschilds, Mrs. F.
Seigle, with the children of the two last

mentioned, and Mrs. Nathan Ilofhehner.
Mr. Morris intends to Bi>cnd several

months in California, and is out here prin-
cipally for rest aud pleasure. He is one of
the largest shareholders and was the prime
mover in the establishment of the, stock-
yards, pack hog-bouses and canning factories
at Baden, or South San Franc'sco, as the
embryo town is to be called. He arrived In
the city on Sa Uirday evening, aud spent the
greater part of yesterday in examining
the progress which has been made ou the
enterprise.

PLEASED AT THE WORK.
"Iam very much pleased at the work al-

ready accompliscd," said Mr. Morris last
night. "Three of the buildings are nearly
completed, and the nbbatoirs and wharves
are in course of construction, whiledredging
for the canals and various other Improve-
ments are under way. There is nothing of
a speculative nature in the project It is
no wild-cat scheme, but a legitimate busi-
ness enterprise in the hands of practical
business men. It is hard to say when we
willbegin actual operations, but we shall
probably be ready for business before many
months.

"The stock-yards nnd buildings are being
equipped with tlie latest and most Improved
machinery, nnd will be models in every re-
spect. The machinery is now on its way
mit here from Chicago, the only place where
it could be procured. Whenever practica-
ble we are making our purchases in San
Francisco. Iwant to give this city every
benefit whichcan be derived from the in-
dustries. We realize that the enterprise is
a local one, many ol the stockholders bein^
San Franciscans. Wh have already invested
several millions iv the venture and me pre-
pared to put up an unlimited amount in ad-
dition as requirements necessitate.

EXTENDING THE BOUNDABIES.
"Our first land purchase was made from

Miller«fe Lux. and since then we have been
quietly acquiring adjoining properties, until
we now own between 3000 and 4000 acres of

excellent land. There itoi.e great advant-
age in the location, the pure air and health-
fulness of the climate, both important fac-
tors in the successful. handling of meat.

"What induced us to «tart this enter-
prise? 1 was in Southern California at the
time of the opening of the Coronado Hotel
and was the first person to register there.
I hud only one fault to find with the hotel,
and that was in regard to the quality of the
beef. Manager liabcock told me that he
purchased his meats in San Diego, and I
advised him to send an order to San Fran-
cisco. He adopted my advice, but tiie meat
from this city was worse even than the San
Diego article.

"1said 1 would send to Chicago for some
good meat, and 1 did so. When 1c.une to
San Francisco on that same tripIinvesti-
gated the city's facilities for the meat trade
to discover the cause of the Inferior quality,
and 1 found that this place » as one hun-
dred years behind any metropolitan city in

the United States in the handling of meat.
CRUDE MKTHOD6.

"The slaughtering was done in a crude and
primitive way,eacii butchor performing this
service for himself. 1lie meat was spoiled
before the cattle were slaughtered. The
animals were driven to the siaughter-housH
with horse*, and were over-heated and ex-
liausted before the bull-rope was placed
around their neck«. While lying 0:1 the
ground after being knocked on the head in-
stead of cutting their throats they stuck
them in the neck, as we do hogs In the Chi-
cago yards.

"The (rudeness of the entire process may
Ic comprehended when 1explain that noth-
ing except the meat, skin and liver of the
beeves were utilized, the balance being
dumped into tho bay. 1estimated that by
this method $1 was wasted with every bead
of cattle so slaughtered. Iwas astonished
at th« total ignorance ofallmodern apt)li-
ancea, of economy in dressing meat and in
using portions of the aaimal lor other pur-
poses.

KVEKYTHIXO TO BE UTILIZED.
"Now, we intend to make uutterine, lava-

rine and kindred preparations, to can and
refrigerate beef, mutton, pi»rk and, In cer-
tain seasons, poultry and game. The
majority of the San Francisco butch-
ers have promised to give us
their trade and we shall Inaugurate a great
reform in the. meat trade of California. lie-
sides supplying the local demand and that
of the Pacific Coast and Territories we will
till foreign orders and expect particularly to
build up a trade with China, Japan and the
.South and Central American countries,
shipping directly from our wharves at South
San Francisco.

"Every branch of the work carried on in
the Chicago stock-yards win be In operation
here, and many consignments of cattle from
the Western states, which were formerly
snipped to Kansas City and Omaha, willbo
brought to this city. Washington, Arizona,
Mexico, Oregon and the Dakotas will fur-
nish the live stock, and we willbuy every
form of live stock which the California
stockmen can raise.

PRAISE 1OB OUH CATTLE,
"The quality of tho beef, mutton and pork

produced in California cannot be excelled
anywhere. The trouble lias been that there
has been practically no demand, except to
supply the limited local trade.

''The stock-yards business requires a
large amount of capital and a great deal of
special knowledge, two things that no
wholesale butcher in California possessed.
Our project will give the farmers a chance,
and we will probably show them what can
be done in the way of ..raising cattle for tho
stock-yards on our own property.

"Among the Chicago stockholder* aiv P.
D. Armour, George 15. Swift and my son,
Edward Morris. Most of us have sons who
ore young men, and they will probably
take hold of our California enterprise. We
expect to have quite a latin town as the
burnous grows, and various kindred enter-
prised such as cooperage and other manu-
factories, will follow tho opening of the
yards, between which «nd this city an elec-
tric car line and a railroad running dummy
trains willsoon be in operation."

Peter White, the utility man who was ac-
cidentally shot in the right lung last Thurs-
day morning while cleaning out the saloon
nt 140 Second street, died in the Receiving
Ilotipital yesterday afternoon.

The circumstances of the fatal shooting
have already been published. Stephen
Kegan, the bar-tender who dropped the pis-
tol, was at first booked for an assault with
a deadly weapon. The charge wa* in-
creased to minder after Wh'te's death. The
remains of the. unfortunate man were re-
moved to the Morgue, where an inquest will
be held. Deceased was aged 46 years and
a nativu of Ireland.
