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The English member of Parliament occu-
pies a different position from the American
legislator iv at least cne Important respect.

He has no salary, and unless he-be a lawyer

he has slender hope of attaining to official
Position and of drawing the emoluments
thereof. Not only is the absence of salary

not considered a grievance by tha vast ma-
jority of those who now seek a seat in
Parliament, but the handsome allowance
made to members of the Government is
thought lightly of by those who receive it.

Compared with their income from private

sources it is, generally speaking, a mere
trifle. What is £-000 .. year to the Dake of
Devonshire or the Marquis of Salisbury?
Some other ambition than the gttingof
inouey moves such men to civet ofiice and
to pa-s weary days in the hard work ol

Government departments and in Parliament
Itself. There are lv all ministries some
men who a:c nut rich, but only passably-
well off,and to these the allotted income is
welcome. Cases aUo occur iv which ex-
Mini,ters are so straiteued|in circumstances
that they are glad; to! accept a pension—
usually £_o)0 a year. Such payments are
not numerous, aud they are only given to
men who have served their country a good

number of years, and have reached old
age But with the exception of lawyers

who enter Parliament with an eye to the
main chance professionally, the average
member becomes a law-giver from a very

mixed variety of motives. Before the fran-
chise was lowered to household suffrage and
the ballot came into operation, the nobility
and gentry struggled to uphold tueir influ-
ence and rank by returning tneir sons or
relatives or political friends. This and that
family by its influence, too often persuasive-
ly exercised by free resort to bribery; could
return a dozen members, and it was a com-
mon tiling to steak of the family eeat as if
it were a piece of property attached to the
estate. In the struggle between Whig and
Tory on tlie very heated lines of conflicts
two" generations ago. a fortune might be
spent in winning an election and just as
much In losing it. The stake on each side
among the great families las sometimes
been a< high as £40,000 aud all lor ttio honor
of being patriotic.

MODERN ELECTIONS.
As matters are now beneficently arranged,

however, a member of Parliament can only
spend a m.ode.t sum in necessary expenses
on an election, liedare no ingratiate him-
self with tne electors by any resort to lavish
expenditure, no matter what the object may
be, for it would only vitiate his return. Nor
can he do by others what he cannot do him-
8' lf He must not show too deep an inter-
est In b'-neynlence or philanthropy within
his district, because only too surely would
cynical and suspicious human nature
tr«ce a connection betweea a good deed
and a se'.ti-di stroke of policy. Besides, due
declaration must be made of every penny of
expenditure, and any opponent is at liberty
to pick a hole in the account and petition

ior au inquiry, and tlie unseating of the
candidate, iffound in fault. The redistribu-
tion of seats, which has taken place in
Great Britain and Ireland, by breaking up
the old county divisions into one-member
constituencies, combined with the en-
franchi.em. Nt of the rural population down
to the poorest who have a house over their
heads, has materially reduced aristocratic
influence, in election-, and the proteges of
the noble and well-born have no longer a
walk-over at the polls, but must light every
inch of tbeir ground to win. To som. ex-
tent, therefore, the character of the House
of Commons has changed. Men of good
average ability are more numerous than
they were in tiie Parliaments of the past;
men of high ability ire just as i.umerous,
and men of no ability are becoming tired of
an assembly which they cannot even imag-
ine they adi'rn, and which grants them
scant leisure ifthey are to stand well with
their constituents, lv the good old days It
was possible for a member to sit in Parlia-
ment many year 3 without opening his
mouth once, save to present petitions

—
a

mere formal procve ling. Christopher Sy_es,
a Yorkshire member and an intimate friend
of the Prine. of Wale-, is an example of
this species of silent member. There were
even members who, from shyness or
empty-headednes?, were lucapabie of mak-
ing any speech at all on any topic.

lf they did rise to their feet they could
only mumble a few dislocated sentences
marred by stoppages and repetitions. Both
the silent member and the positively in-
capable member have by the turn of events
been cut off from tbe honor oi servins their
country as legislature They are possibly
u-pful as country Justices or as members of
the county couucils. Constituencies now
require some gifts of the orator in their can-
d.dates and some understanding of local aud
imierial affairs, and tiiere is a tendency to
discard territorial influence, although it still
is potent provided ability b. linked withit,

THE MEDIOCRITY MEMBER.
-Business men witha wide practical knowl-

edge of the world and its affairs are vow a
lai ge body in Parliament. A considerable
piorortiou of thetn continue in business,
but have more the character of Bleeping
partners than active participants. Others
have T'tired on tiie fortunes they have ac-
cumulated, and henceforth seek nothing
more than honor and such social distinction
as may come to a man whose fortune has
arisen out of soap, coal mining, pigiron,
b'dler- plates, ship-buildinz or mustard.
Why many of these men should come to
Parliament at all is a puzzle. After the
novelty of a session or two has worn off
they are tired of the legislative life they
lead, attending committees and sitting up
late at night They may even be tired of
the clubs they frequent and bored to death
with the dinners 11 which they are invited.
They have iv Bhort no heart for the strife
of politics and no pleasure in its excite-
ment, or in the whirl of gayety of
the London season. But in this mat-
ter they have to reckon with their
wives and daughters, who are ambitious to
squeeze their way into what is termed high
society as far as they can go, and in.this
process of elbowing one's way into great-
ness there is nothing so valuable as a handle
to the name of paterfamilias and a reputa- I
tion for wealth. The rage tc enter society
is responsible for much unhappiness in the
name of political ambition and for many
family heart-burnings. Within this gen-
eration many thousands have become rich. in the manufacturing centers— far richer
than the landowners, unless they happen to

. own minerals as well as broad acres. It is
to this class that many members belong.
Their prosperity blings in middle ace and
even In old ate a desire for leisure, and itis
assumed that Parliament combines both
leisure and dignity. One thousand ponnds

. spent honestly on the costs of election Is a
very small consideration to such men. They
willinglyand for t'c most part sincerely
take all the pledges required of them by
their constituents an :then they hie to Lon-
don and begin a new life. Tho cost of a
town house in the fashionable quarters of
the West End Is perhaps also a trifle, but in
high society only a heavy bank account
could stand the financial drain.

-SOCIAL AIM..
There are parties to give, dinners, balls,

receptions. Tne Queen's drawing-room,
with consequent and all-desirable presenta-
tions, entails a long vista of expenditure
not quite ended with the actual ceremony.
Ifopera is in vogue there must be a box at
the operator the family. There are horses
and carriages to keep and a long retinue of
servants, and a fully fledged member gets
himself elected in several clubs. The very
crest on the panels of the carriage-doors lias
cost a handsome amount. In his provincial
obscurity as a capitalist and employer the
member probably deemed a crest quite su-
perfluous, but now that he is in London
there roust be some stamp upon his
reputation, and accordingly be pays for it
at Herald's College.

By dutiful at-
tention to dinner givingand dinner accept-
ances and by never failing to keep abreast
of the party at Ministerial receptions In the
Foreign Office or officialresidences, the end
Is attained of getting one's self known, If
there is uo name to be made in Parliament

by reason of natural incapacity, there is jdst
a little consolation to be lined outside by-
considering Gnu's self an integral portion of
the great world.

srccEss.
There are evidences of success as the sea-

sons roll by. Salutes are exchanged with
distinguished personates during the morn-
ing or evoning ride up Rotten Row, and the
familycarriage, with liveriedcoachman nnd
footman, is conspicuous among the other
vehicles that roll round the great drive io a
continuous stream. Then the names
of tho family begin to appear in
the Morning Post as guests of some
oue of rank or high ffice, and possibly the
famiiy dinners are also chronicled modestly.
It is a linn stroke of policy to get a Cabinet
Minister at table and there is a touch of
triumph in securing Mr. Gladstone and lu-
ducing him to make a speech— at which he
is not by nature disinclined— and getting it
reported for.the newspapers next morning.
One pleb-ian member of humble talents
actually has scored this sue less, but as Mr.

He may Iiavo bis
reward, however, should Mr. Gladstone be-
come Premier and have him kuightid or
made a baronet.

After many years of service in Parlia-
ment, all the more appreciated by the lead-
ers ifhe keeps a firm hold on his constitu-
ency and gives a staunch support to his
party, the member begins to long for some
tangible compliment. lihe is not lit to be
an under secretary or to ...» underling
position of any kind, he surely is as worthy
as many others to be created a knight, say
in honor oftite Q leen's birth lav, or baronet
to enable him to transmit ilia title with bis
broad acres or his huge accumulation of
wealth. He may even aspire to be mi a
peer, for many have beeu ennobled who had
no better chum thau he. These things are
somehow managed.

[lonors are not asked directly, but the
directness of the indirect manner of asking
is indubitable. There are friends who
conduct the negotiations cr throw out sug-
ge-tions. There are innumerable ways of
pleasing the iowcrs tint b \u25a0, as by lending a
yacht ora big .tenner for a cruise, or of-
fering a country house for quiet and rest, or
a villaou the Continent to give change of
air and scene. The subtle Influences of
kindness operate reciprocally to a charm in
B generous mind, and where tact has been
employed the coveted reward often comes.
Meanwhile it is quite probable thodaughters
have made grand initches a the matrimon-
ial market. They are absorbed into the
aristocracy and become ladies of title on
their own account, but only at the cost of a
heavy draftupon the means of paterfamilias.
Half a million for a Marquis is extravagant
unless the Marquis behaves himself and that
he very often fails to do. Many men get
into Parliament who are not wealthy, lfin
business they attend to business assiduously
still and make adroit use of all their ac-
quired respectability toward that end. They
become Directors of public companies and
promoters of iiinuintirabl. share schemes
ami they are always in request as dummy
members of boards, receiving for their at-
tendance at each meeting a guinea. Some-
times they are called upon to report upjn a
mine inColorado or Idaho, not necessarily
a wildcat projecr, and tiieir expenses are
uaid on a lavishjscale, ana a line plum iiithe
shape of honorarium added. That the pub-
lic should put confidence ivsuch reports is
a proof of the innate gullibility of human
uature. But another cia-is of meu of mod-
erate means gets iuto Parliament.

THE LEGAL PROFESSION.
Lawyers abound, especially from the bar-

rister side of tti- profession. Tiie reason is
plain. it is through Parliament that the
great priz's of the profession are chiefly ob-
tained. The rising stiilf gownsman an Ithe
brilliant Queen's Counsel have a chance of
rapid promotion by coming to Parliament,
lt is only by entering Parliament that a bar-
rister can become Attorney-General or So-
licitor-General, with emoluments i:i -alary
aud fees running from £ 2.000 to £12,000 a
year, besides the cream of private practice
at from £">') to £1000 marked on the brief.
Only by entering Parliament can a barris-
ter become Lord Cliancellor, with a peerage
and £10,000 a year, besides the privilege of
exercising au immense amount of patron-
age both m tiie church and in the . niiiis-
tratiou of justice. Barristers may hope to
step out ol Parliament on to the bench of
the High Court of Justice with£3ooo a year
for lite and complet- iudenendence, or they
may get one of the numerous County Caurt
Judgeships at salaries of £i_JJO to ±.'.'OJO ;or
a metropolitan police magistracy with £1500
a year: or a revising barrister-hip; or an
appointment on commissions of inquiry. Ia
fact the banister has a very wide held for
his talent* through becoming a member of
Parliament, and tie may attain some fame
in Parliament itself. Tliis, however, is -el-
doin the case. Thero is not one example of
a lawyer, however eminent, becoming an
eminent state-man, although numbers of
them are able speakers on Dolitical subjects.
Itis to tlie credit of the English system of'
administering justice that all the, prices of
the bar do nr.t fall to party henchmen in
Parliament. Some of tiie uiostdistiuuuisl.ed
Judges never sat in Parliament, and were
selected solely on thegrouudof tiieir ability
and fitness.

THE I'OOIiMEMBERS.
Lastly there are a few English members

in the ll^use of Commons— not quite _
dozen— who are poor. They are supported
by trade organizations, and perhaps nave a
hard time of it to keep up appearances.
But as tbey make no attempt to cut a figure
in society and have ability enough to cut a
respectable figure in the House they are
quite a prominent body mil their opinions
are weighed with deference by their fellow-
members. Chief among this coterie

Thomas Burt, who represents the miners of
Northumberland. With hardly an excep-
tion the Irish Nationalist members are poor
and derive their support from subscriptions.
Justin McCarthy aud T. P. O'Connor are
about the only members of this formidable
baud of patriots who could draw upon their
own bank account for a dinner to their
friends, and when the latter entered Parlia-
ment tie was as p.or as the rest. Tiie ability
and debating talent residential aud by no
means latent in the Irish members have in
certain respect* never been equaled in the
other divisions of the House. Itwas said of
the last Irish land bill that only Mr. (.lad-
stone and Mr. T. Bealy understood it thor-

The Only That Now Kerailni In the City

of Albany, New York.

Dutch house left in Albany, and that is a
humble one, and gives no adequate notion
of the manner in which the palroons and
high cf-i-ial-. of the Dutch colony lived when
Albany was stillRensselaerswyck.

New York
had by that time become thoroughly Angli-
cized; and though the DutcneS- of Albany-
died much harder, and Is not yet Inall ways
completely extinct.yet the buildingof Albany
had lost in 170."> its Batavian character.
Bricks, indeed, f.rhomes so pretentious as
this were imported anlcontinued for ing
time to be imported from Holland, and not
from England; but the preference was com-
mercial rather than patriotic. Like the
Schuyler bouse in Albany, a spacious man-
sion of rather less architectural ambitious*
ness than itself, the Van Rensselaer house
was as near as a builder could come to a
reproduction of a prevalent fashion of
town-houses in England. Its situation, too,
like that of the Schuyler mansion, though
distant from it a mile or more, shows that
the well-to-do Albanians of the eighteenth
century misjudged, as much as persona
similarly circumstanced are likely to do
in our own time, the direction of urban
growth. Those Houses were built at a dis-
tance from what i-> now tiia fashionable
quarter of Albany, and in regions now given
over to a far humbler class of dwellings or
to business of an unattractive kind.

SANTA FE SCHEMES.

!ManyHigh Officials of This Road
Gathering Here.

President Allen Manvel Is Coming to San

Francisco in -.arch With His Entire

Board of Directors.

There seems to be in progress a general
gathering of Santa Ie Railroad men in San
FranciscOjAid the movements of these offi-
cials are beTng looked after with consider-
able interest, in view of the many rumors
concerning an extension of this line to San
Fraucisco. While other Eastern lines crop
up now and then for discussion concerning
the transcontinental problem, the Santa Fe
Is pretty generally looked upon by the mer-
chants and business men of California as
"the only way out of it."

One reason for this may be found in the
fact that it is nearer to San Fraucisco than
any other overland line, and that the officials
of this road have been actively engaged for
some time in making surveys forprospective
routes to tnis city. Added to this comes the
Information that the road has made a Strong

bid for the Donahue property, which is now
awaiting a purchaser.

The California and Nevada is now known
positively to be a part of the Santa Fe sys-
tem, and the work of extending this lino
will commence early in the spring. A.
Grant is now in the East procuring supplies
for the proposed work. The Baden Stock-
yard scheme has been a Santa Fe project
from its inception, and nearly every mm
Interested in this move is also a Santa Fe
stockholder.

Three
have announced their intention of residing
here permanently, while the fourth has
gone to Europe. Yesterday Assistant
Aud tor Gillette of the Santa Fe arrived
in his private car, accompanied by four
other officials of the same road.

While his coming possesses no particular
significance Mr. Gillette brings the infor-
mation that President Manv-l will leave
Chicago for this city on -larch 1, with tho
entire Board of Directors of the Santa Fe
system. In Southern California this lino
has bumped into its great rival, the South-
ern Pacific, nt least a dozen times during

the past .ixmonths. This is evidence that
a genuine spirit of rivalry is being devel-
oped which did not exist when the two
roads some time ago agreed to stop the At-
lantic and Pacific at Mojave.

RECOVERING FROM THE ROOM.
The Santa Fe In Southern California is

just beginning to recover from its reckless
speculative ovetbuiiding into unpopulated
territory during the b_oni uuder its former
local management. Anumber of the "boom
towns" then laid out have since begun to
develop the resources of their surrounding
country and are making considerable ship-
ments of fruit, vegetables and other prod-
uce. This ma„es tho road feel indepen-
dent, and it appears to be nothing loth to
try conclusions with the Fourth and Town-
send magnates.

The early inauguration of the reduced
orange rate was a bold stroke. The com-
pany is said to be also contemplating a .0-
ceiitrate on beans from Ventura County ie-
gardlessof theTranscontineutal Association.
Then; the Santa Fe has arranged to run to
San Pedro; the Southern Pacific's strong-
hold, over the terminal line. As a set-off,
the Southern Pacific is about to build its
great breakwater and wharf at Santa Mon-
ica Canyon.

Further, the Santa Fe obtained the prop-
erty and right of wav of a wharf company
at South Santa Monica, whither a branch
willbe built from Inglewood. Again, there
Is a big tussle between the two companies
over a right of way near Red lauds. Alto-
gether, it looks as if there would soon be
op. war between the two great corpora-
tions. The Santa Fe cut into the Southern
Paciti'-'s business at san l'edro by develop-
ing Redo ndn, whicii ambitious young port
d.d a bigger shipping business by steamer.

EXCURSIO-TISTS FROM BOS-OX.
Another large Raymond and Whitcomb

excursion willleave Boston for the Pacific
Coast on Tuesday. Two hundred and ten
passengers willmakeup the part}', fifty of
which willvisit Mexico, the others coining
direct to San Francisco.

Amos irr, traveling passenger agent of
Ihe mlerbilt system, will arrive to-day
from the north.

There will be no meeting of the State
Railroad Commissioners to-morrow, the
usual meeting day, falling on a holiday.

LIGHTHOUSES.
Some Interesting Facta Concerning the

<; aides for Murinen.
There arc some 78 I lights on the coast of

the Atlantic and the Gulf of Mexico, 130
on the Pacific Coast, and some 280 on our
Great Lakes. The 1600 inexpensive lights
on our Western rivers have revolutionized
steamboat navigation, making it as uafe to
run by night as by day. These river lights
consist simply of a lantern fixed to a post,
and costing about SlO each, while it coats
on be average not more than $160 a year
each to maintain them, Bays Harper's
Young I'nople.

There are three classes of lighthouses —
the primary seacoast lights, which mariners
make for iv coming from across the waters;
the secondary seacoast and lakecoast lights,
by which vessels find their way by night
alone our coasts; and the sound, bay and
harbor lights. Each of these lights consists
of a lamp set in a lens inside of a lantern
which crowns a tower. There are six or-
ders of lights, graded according to their in-
tensity. The lamo of the lowest or sixth
order, which consumes only half a gill of
coal oil an hour, gives about as
much light as an ordinary parlor
reading lamp (say twelve candle-power),
while tlie largest or first-order lamp, which
burns Id gills an hour, gives 450 candle-
power of light. But while the naked llame
of the lamp elves this much light, the
French Presnel lens in which the lamp is
set condenses and concentrates this light, so
that it is multiplied in power many times.
Thus the little 12-caudle-power flame of the
sixth-order lamp has in a lens a power of
75 ales; and the great 4.">n-caiidle- power
light of the first-order lamp, when placed in
its enormous lens, gives a power of some
1200 candles. Stt'di a lens Is12 feet highand
has a diameter of C feet.

The lighthouses are built of stone, brick
or iron. Many, and especially the smaller
ones in harbors, bays and sounds, are built
on the land. Sometimes the liuhlis placed
in a cupola of a house. Generally, however,
ithas a tower to it«elf adjoining the house.
Ineither case the light-keeper may have his
family with him, and often there is attached
to the station a plat of land wheroha can
keep his cow, and even his horse, and have
his garden. But when the lighthouse is on
an island, there is only a tower, in tho vari-
ous stories of which the several keepers
must cat, sleep and work; and as room is
quite limited, they must leave their wives
and children on shore, as sailors do when
they go to sea.

No Arreala Made.

For some time there has been no love lost
between tb" deck-hands aud the engineer

of the Berkeley ferry steamer Mare Island,

so that the engineer was not taken un-
awares when the men made a rush for him
soon after leaving the wharf on her way
across the bay. The four deck-hands under-
took to whip him. but he seized a heavy
brass hose-nozzle and not only turned tlie
tide of battle but laid two of bis opponents
up for repairs with several severe scalp

Wounds. The matter was kept quiet and no
arrests were made.
