Being the Notes of a Rambler on

Tilings in General.

A movement is on foot in the East to se-
cure for the American Museum of Natural
History, New York, the magnificent ento-
mological collection left by the lato Henry
Edwards. For the sake of Airs. Edwards,
who is not too well endowed with this
world's goods, it may be hoped that suffi-
cient funds will be raised to attain the
object, but it would be very much better if
the money were subscribed in San Fran-
cisco and the collection presented to the
Academy of Sciences, the empty cases In
which sadly stand in need of something to
make them interesting. The sum asked is
SIB.OOO— a trumpery bagatelle when
paid inexchange for the carefully classified
results of a whole life's scientific pursuits.
It is probably the largest entomological
collection in private hands, at least in this
country, end it would be a reflection
upon the public spirit supposed to be resi-
dential in the public breast were iteither dis-
persed or acquired abroad. There are over
250,000 specimens, all arranged with ex-
quisite care, and 450' of these were actually
first described by :.ir. Edwards. A large
proportion was obtained on the Pacific
Coast, but twelve years passed in the East
must have made the collection very compre-
hensive and rich in all American insects.
By the system of exchanges, also, the
whole world had been laid under contribu-
tion. Toward the purchase money one-
third has been promised, and it willbe very
strange if the remainder is not soon forth-
coming. Tiiere is time for Cal fornians to
act iithey are so inclined, ltis more than
likely,however, they will take no action if
the subscriptions are only to benefit New
York.

Philanthropy, missionary en-
terprise and the reformation of a shamefully
wicked world have a latitudinaiian scope
when his vaults of gold aro considered.
His colossal fortune entails upon him
the misery of opening a mammoth mail-bag
and wading through bushels of letters, nut
one in twenty of which does ho care a
straw for. He is happy ifbe has a reliable
private secretary, honestly willing to under-
take the drudgery of returning formal re-
plies as cold as an Arctic current and yet
polite. Gen Tally speaking, the millionaire
is equal to the occasion. He could not be
what he Is in financial status unless his heart
strings had undergone a tanning process
which prevents them from beini? too elastic.
His sympathies are broad but too elevated
to descend to particular exemplifications.
To poor mortals he appears to take his
pleasure gloomily. There is such a thing
as calking care over the possession of too
much wealth, especially it in old ;.-" it be-
comes a painful matter to .ay good- by to it
and everything else.

No, if Mr. Edwards' collection of insects
is to nd a permanent tomb in California
lor tl'*5 elevation of the masses in the
knowledge of nature the money will have
to be gathered In the hat, and n .t in osten-
tatious simplicity by a single check. It is
said that application was made to a lady of
enormous wealth, to whom such a flea-bite
as is anted is of no more consequence than
a 5-ceut piece. The reply was a frigid re-
fusal. There might have been a touch of
humor thrown into the studiou-,.y stiff
phraseology, such as that to her mind there
aie insects enough In California, but tiiere
wasn't The Academy of Sciences lias
doubtless no funds to devote to this purpose.
A tolerably large slice of James Lick's
beneficence has gone in the erection of a
Cyclopean building, and the funds in the
treasury must be handled with caie. But
as a museum ought to be much more than
a building, however handsome, there is room
for the well-wishers of science to bestir
themselves and give proof of their devotion.
Itis rue the academy may look forward to
a time when Dr. Lelir s splendid collection
of insects will be displayed in cases, but-
even that would be enriched by the addition
of the Edwards collection. In the olden
time, when the academy was miserably
pour and was mocked by the fling, Mr.
Edwards was a frequent contributor of
papers, and they were always characterized
by great earnestness of the scientific spirit
which takes up a subject for its own sake.
They were in contrast with the whimsical
oddities and risible abstractions brought
forward with imperturbable gravity by
Judge Hastings, who did not even cower
under tho benign smile of Professor David-
son.

Progress Is being made with the boule-
vard, which is to stretch lrom the Cliff
House along the ocean beach to the county
boundary, but some time must elapse betore
It is a consolidated roadway fit for bard
driving. Care is being taken to plant tufts
of bent grass on the sand beneath, and in
time the embankment willhave ample pro-
tection against the trade winds and the sand
will not be dislodged. A few years hence
most of the sandhills to the south, as far as
the Laguna de la Merced, and possibly be-
yond, willhave been built upon, and San
Francisco will be then a very great city.
There ought to bo room then for more fam-
ilyhomes and fewer boarding-houses. The
situations commanding a view of the ocean
beach almost outrival those on the hills
which overlook the city and the hay, for in
the latter case there is much more than the
lovely or sublime taken in at a single
glance. The ocean beach will never
be suitable for bathing. On the
calmest day there is too much surf; on a
breezy day the swimmer must be fearless
who would venture out beyond the combing
breakers. Wave-- twelve feet in height are
too impressive for the ordinary bather, who
is satisfied with a brief Immersion without
serious exertion. This rougu character of
the ocean beach waves effectually dissipates
any dream of such seaside scenes occur-
ring hero as give a special charm to the
beach at Ostend or Scbeveniogen, whero
thousands of gayly dressed people are in
movement, or are cosily esconced In pro-
tected chairs ami vivaciously chatting in
groups. Children at play form an Impor-
tant element iv this holiday life at the sea-
side.

At present there is really do bathing place
for San Franciscans whicl\ has not some
faults of situation and surroundings. One
of the best bathing situations in San Fran-
cisco is a long strip of sandy bench within
the I'res. ilioreservation, cast of Fort Point
line tit0 bathing-machine could be put in
operation without risk front waves orcon-
tamination from nuisances, and an ap-
proach could easily be constructed over and
down tlio bill. But it is Government prop-
erty, and perhaps the Government would
inn its foot down on any proposal to
utilize this beach. The masonry- ponds
which are being constructed at the Cliff
liouse willultimately give !>an Franciscans
about as bracing and as pure n bath as they
can obtain, but they willhave to pay for it
That, however, is a mere triile in a city
which still has the five-cent piec. the coin
lowest in denomination, and therefore
lightly regarded by children as of no value,
Thrse pind bathing places are an imitation
of the bathlne-pools of Guernsey, one of
the Channel islands. There the sea occa-
sionally sweeps away a thick mass of ma-
sonry, and perhaps during storms similar
mishaps will occur at the CliffHouse.

How conies it that Edmund Yates—
"Edmund," as Mr. Labouchere affection-
ately calls him In a rival Journal— on
such terms of confidence and intimacy with
the royal family of England? Is lie ad-
mitted to the family counsels and consulted
upon those delicate Questions of etiquette
whicii so continuously agitate the "upper
suckles" of aristocratic countries? Does ho
go down to Osborne arm in arm with the
Prince of Wales or co out shooting with his
Royal Highness on Deeside? Is his informa-
tion derived direct from the chief exalted
persons concerned, ordoes it filter down to
him in the tattle of flunkeys or in the ques-
tionable and untrustworthy shape of club
gossip? It is so easy to write in a vera-
cious manner about the royal family of
England. Provided the statements are not
outrageously libelous or Indecent, no notice
whatever is taken of anything published
for the entertainment of the mul-
titude. Tattlers give no annoy-
ance to the Court because their
precious inventions are not even trlaticeilat.
Ilcr Majesty is said to ignore all public
journals except the Times anil I'linc!;, and
these she can only take time to scan, for
she Is a very busy woman, and each day
disposes of tin- duy's business in a tlioriui-!i-
lv practical manner. The Prince of.Wales
is broader in his newspaper reading, but he
lias more time at his disposal, and at all
events has no positive official functions to
discharge. Much ill-natured twaddle circu-
late- about tlie Prince, but people make a
huge mistake if they suppose this veno-
mous sputtering has any wide-spread ap-
preciation. If lie is only a master
of ceremonies going about the country lav-
ing foundation atones, opening exhibitions,
or attending banquets, tie is yet a very pop-
ular man, and is welcomed everywhere, not
merely by his friends but by the masses. It
is belief that he should uot meddle mli

mateiy with public affairs. Itwillbe soon
enough for him to do that when he is King.
The other members of the royal family un-
derstand their cue in this respect. They
wisely pocket all the money and enjoy all
the territorial perquisites coming to"them,
and leave the hosts of politicians and as-
pirants to f ffice to fight their own battles i.i
their own fashion.

The retailer of court gossip has always
had a fertile field forhis imagination inde-
scribing the relationship that existed be-
tween the Queen and her favorite ghillie,
John Brown. That her Majesty had a high
regard for her faithful servant is unques-
tionable. He was present with her on most
public occasions, even at the opening of
Parliament. Tiiere are monuments to many
servants at Balmoral and Craithie, and if
judged by his monument no person stood so
high in the Queen's estimation as John
Brown. The epitaph is invery tender lan-
guage. If the stories in circulation about
the departed ghillie are in any degree cor-
rect he must have acted at times with the
full famiiiaritv of the old Scotch servants
described by Dean Ramsay, who Identified
themselves with their masters or mistresses,
and were always ready with a lecture or
monition on the proprieties. Such servants
never dreamed of clinging from one service
to another. Duo of the romances about
John Brown, usually told as if it were
undeniable fact, is that he was accustomed
to regulate her Majesty's potations. Her
Majesty, before retiring for the night, is
said to have had a taste for gin as a vivifler
or sedative, and when John thought the
proper moment had arrived be would reach
out over her shoulder and take away her
glass with the remark, "Noo, yer Majesty,
ye've joist had eneuchl" People who
believe that story are peculiarly well
constituted to adopt the pineal gland
theory of salvation. But there is ono
good story of John Brown true. II-was
with the Queen somewhere in the High-
lands as attendant at a picnic. A number
of journalists were at a respectful distance
absorbing inspiration for their correspond-
ence through a telescope— a rude proceed-
ing which aroused the wiath ofJohn Brown.
Presently he broke in upon the circle of
scribes and berated them on the impro-
priety of their vulgar espionage. Some of
the journalists retorted saucily, and losiun
his temper, the teen's favorite demanded:
"Do you know who- Iam?"

BROWN IS WANTED.

Jndge Murphy Desires That the
Detective Ue Fonnd.

Proceedings in the Sidney Bell Case— Anothef
Batch of Affidavits Submitte.

in Ccnrt.

The frouzy edge of the Sidney Bell case
was reached yesterday. On Thursday
District Attorney Barnes said he would
put oue or two witnesses on the stand and
then the time would arrive for the final ar-
gument of counsel on the motion of de-
fendant for a new trial. With this as the
situation Judge Murphy adjourned his de-
partment at 1 o'clock until Thursday
morning.

THE SAME OLD SCENES.
The scenes in court yesterday morning

were but a repetition of what has often
been witnessed befora. Three Judges on
the bench and only one clerk; three at-
tornies for the defendant, two for the
State, two short-hand reporter**, a varied
assortment of women occupying frontrows;
the defendant, Sidney Bell, sitting near bis
counsel and next to Lev. Dr. Easton; three
Deputy Sheriffs, who keep a close watch,
on the prisoner, a court-room bailiff to keep
the great crowd seated and orderly; a de-
tail of police officers to keep open all
avenues of approach, and finally a swarm
of press reporters to fill columns with an
amplification of theses facts acd of all else
that happens.

BROWN TO BE HUNTED.
The proceedings yesterday included the

"capture of another batch of telegrams from
Manager Jaynes of the Western Union
Telegraph, purporting to have passed be-
tween Hell's friends, the reading of another
formidable mass of affidavits on behalf of
the State and a proclamation by Judge
Murphy to the Sheriff of his bailiwick to
scour California from the ice-clad hills of
Siskiyou to to the orange-perfumed vales of
Los Angeles in search of a recreant wit-
ness, to wit, one James A. Brown of
Columbus, Ohio, a private detective en-
cased for several months in collecting evi-
dence to prove that BellIs not the slayer of
Samuel Jacobson.

The Morning Call announced several
days ago that Mr.Brown had receded from
the optical zone of observation. Its con-
temporaries stigmatized tho report as ab-
surd. Yesterday Captain Lees announced
that the noted Columbus detective was
really out of -lit and out of reach. De-
tective Llogan stated in court that he had
been unable to find tho recreant witness to
serve upon him his writ of attachment.
Brown by this time is in Oregon or Ohio,
with the chance-, as usual, in favor of Ohio.

MOORE'S BLUFF CALLED.
The contents of a letter written by an-

other fugitive witness, C. J. Moore, and
which Judge Murphy submitted to Bell's
counsel for examination, but which was not
made a part of the record, have since been
made public. In effect. Mr. Moore accuses
Messrs. Henley and Brady of setting up the
pretense that they could not findhim, and
on that account using his name to secure
continuances of tne case. The letter was
addressed to Chief of Police Crowley and
proposed that whenever that functionary
inserted a personal notice in some newspa-
per he would appear. Chief Crowley's
faith in this proposition was shattered by
Moore's failure to materialize after a sum
from the police contingent fund had beiu
expended in useless advertising.

After the remaining telegrams in posses-
sion of Manager Jaynes of the Western
Union Telegraph Company had been pro-
duced, not introduced, yesterday, the read-
Ing of aftiJavits was commenced by Mr.
Hosmer, Assistant District Attorney.

A VERBAL DISTINCTION.
The alfference between producing tele-.grams and introducing them in evidence is

a legal distinction maintained by Judge
Murphy, who ruled out all discussion as to
their materiality in the case, because such
discussion should only arise whsn they are
offered as evidence. The process of extract-
ing them from the pockets of the Western
Union a^ent, taking copies of them in court
for ttie use of the District Attorney and the
placing ot identification marks upon them
by the clerk of the court, in whose custody
they are to remain, is called* the production
process. The introduction process is a
secondary stage, and this stage, according
to Judge Murphy, has not been reached.
When it is, the defense willhave an oppor-
tunity to object. Until then the contents
of these telegrams are known only to the
writers, the Judges, the District Attorney, '
the counsel for Bell and those people who
may enjoy their confidence. The public
must wait until they are formally presented
and admitted before their contents can be
made known.

A SHOAL OF AFFIDAVITS.
The affidavit of Charles L. Stillwell was

the first one read yesterday. It repeated

the conversation had between him and W.
M. Clemens, in which Judge Murphy was
traduced, and also set forth that in all his
transactions in the Bell case the affiant
acted under the direction or approval of his
employer, the Examiner.

The affidavit of T. T. Williams and A. B.
Hendersou certified to the excellent charac-
ter of Mr. Stillwell, and referred disparag-
inely to Mr. Clemens.

John Curtin, a private detective, in an
affidavit denied that tstillwell was ever em-
ployed as a detective by him Inthe matter of
the Fuller scandal. This affiant also de-
clared that Clemens had stated to him that
he knew that Judge Murphy was bought in
the interests of the prosecution of Sidney
Bell, and that he, Clemens, also knew that
Captain Lees had received 5.0,000 from the
Jacobson family to convict Bell.

A deputy constable at San Diego, one
Thomas Waller, made an affidavit that he
knew Clemens as a reporter in that town
and as the publisher of a Sunday news-
paper there, and that the affiant had no
good opinion of Clemens' veracity.

The incident, already familiar to the
public, of Clemens' attempt by the agency
of a district messenger to secure a copy of
the signature of Joseph Schwartz, was re-
lated in the Affidavits of Joseph Schwartz
and David McCarthy, the messenger boy.

NO MONEY TAID BT THE JACOBSONS.
Morris Jacobson. Yetta Jacobson, Harriet

Jacobson and Angle Jacobson made a joint
and several affidavit that they had paid no
money to any party or parties to secure the
conviction of Sidney Bell.

Martin Fragley, Superintendent of the
House of Correction, made an affidavit
describing Mam Kelly as an opium fiend
and unworthy of belief. Kelly "had pre^
vionsly made an affidavit that Campbell
told him in the City Prison ttiat Bell was
not guilty.

Another affidavit, signed by William
Liebi-s, was to the .fleet thai Joseph
Schwartz, who was a passenger en the
steamer San Juan, was not the Joseph
Schwartz who voluntarilly returned from
New York to testify in the Bell case.

HEARD THROUGH A TRANSOM.
S. M. Bartlett, an insurance bioker, had"

an affidavitsetting forth the purport of cer-
tain remarks by Rev. Dr. Easton, which "ha «
bad overheard addressed to Lawrence Kip.
The open transom was the conduit of
sound. He says he heard Dr. Easton
say that he had evidence that the Rabbi
had told Peixotto that Sidney Bel was
convicted for the reason that the good name
of Miss Harriet Jacobson was involved.
Atanother time the insurance agent heard
Detective Brown tell Kip that Captain
Lees was corrupt.

Captain Lees bad an affidavit In which he
denied that any immunity or reward had
been offered to Charles Schmidt for his tes-
timony.

Detectives llogan and Silvey bad affida-
vits describing the sudden swelling in Bell's
neck cords and the graveyard pallor in
Beli's face when Captain Lees asked him to
tell about the Jacnbson murder.

District Attorney Barnes denied in his
affidavit that ho hat] ever promised Immun-
ity to Chat G. Schmidt.

DAMAGE BY THE RAIN.
A Sewer Overflows and Causes Damago

on Market Street.
Although the recent three 'lavs' rain was

of inestimable benefit to the State at large,
italso wrought damage in the city in a num-
ber of instances, by reason of the inability
of the sewers to carry off the water as fast
as it fell.

The faulty construction of the sewer
that drains the vicinityof the junction of
Market, Jones and McAllister streets re-
sulted in the stoppage that occurs at this
point whenever there is an unusually heavy
rainfall This stopuage is the result of the
two sharp turns that the sewer makes in
passing from McAllister street around the
gore out Market and into the Seventh-street
sewer. The mud toat was washed from thu
street lodged in these turns and caused an
overflow of water Into the basement of J. J.
O'Brien & Co.'s dry goods-store, damaging
a large quantity of valuable dry goods. Itwas learned that the same thing has oc-
curred in previous years from a similarcause, but the quantity of goods damaged in
the present instance was unusually large,
owing to the fact that in addition to the heavy
reserve stock always carried, the basement
store-rooms contained many cases ofspring
goods that, not having been opened, rested
mi the floor and suffered more or less from
the water that reached them.
