The third party fight was brought on in
earnest by the report of the Commiitea on
Credentials seating Post and Branch, two
thira party delegates whowmn it had been
sought to shut out. In the general scramble
for the floor Post got in first, and in a bitter
speech denounced Congressman Livingston
of Georgia as attempting to hand over the
Alliance in that State, bound hand and foot,
to the Democratic party. The excitement
caused by this accusation was intense, but,
after a scene of extraordinary confusion,
the report of the Credentials Committee
was adopted by a large majority, which was
asubstantial triumph for the third partyites,

Tue row among the Georgians continued
fiercely, and was only erded by the
Sergeant-at-arms forcibly seating the war-
ring Southerners.

LOCAL GOYERNMENT WANTED IN UTAH

WAsHINGTON, Feb. 23.—The silver ques -
tion appears to be in statu quo, pending the
re'urn of Speaker Crisp and the Chicago
excursionists. So far as it is learned Hol-
man has not determined on the date on
which the caucus requested by Harter or
the anti-silver men wili be held. Itis not
known whether they will be bound by any
conclusion reached in the caucus as to the
silver question that may be cbjectionable to
them, so the probsble caucus will be no
more than a conterence.

Representative Powers of Vermont intro-
duced to-day a bill making it lawlul for any
transportation company to make special
rates for the transportation of military or-
gauizations to the World's Fair regardless
of the Interstate commercs act.

The Debris Resolution Referred to the
Committee on Commerce—Eills Paseed.

W AsHINGTON, Feb, 23.—Among the
papers presented and referred in the Senate
te-day was a memorial adopted at the con-
vention of the miners aud farmers held in
San Francisco January 21 last, on the sub-
ject of hydraulic mining, and askinz an
appropriation for the erection of dams and
other restraining works to prevent debris
from injuring navigable waters. They were
referred to the Committee on Commerce.

A resolution was agreed to calling on the
Secretary of Agricnlture for the copy of the
report of the special agent of the depart-
ment on cxperiments in the production of
rain,

DEEPLY LOVED HIS FRIEND.

Peculiar and Romantic Atfachment of an
Arkansas Doctor,

A FASCINATION ENDING IN 'DEATH,

He Shoots Himsell Through Remorse—Re-
markable Confe:sion of His Misguided
Affection and Diseased Mind.

Epecial to THE MORNING CALL.

_Sr. Louis, Fel. 23.—That the peculiari-
ties of the Alice Mitchell and Freda Ward
case at Memphis are not confined to the femi-
nine sex was demonstrated by the suicide
here this morning of Dr. E. T. Breedlove of
Baltimore, Md. This morping the inmates
of Hurst's Hotel were startled by a pistol
shot. A few seconds later Isaac M. Judson
ru§lmed downstairs and informed the pro-
prigtor that Dr. Breedlove had just shot
himself. Hurst at ouce rushed to the room,
where he found DBreedlove's dead body.
The man had shot himself in the right tem-
ple and death was evidently instantaneocus.

At the police station Judson said he was
in the room when Breedlove shot himself,
and gave the cause of the act as despond-
ency and a strange attachment to himself
(..!ndsun). This latter remark Is most sig-
nificant when taken in connection with a
letter found among the dead man’s effects.
It says, in part: *I came here intending
first to kill you and then myself. I shall
ouly make an end of my own miserable
existence. My love for you has been my
ruin. I ean no more live apart from
you than fly, ‘There is but one thing I
could crave, and that is to pass the remain-
der of niy life in your presence. I shall do
that anyhow, for todie in your arms re-
lieves death of half its terrors. It is cruel
for me to do this act for it will blight your
life. 1 should be more cruel to myself to
trv to live without you. You have done all
but one right and effective thing to save

and  make we, but it has failed.
_would gladly beg, steal, do any-
thing, forego riches, forget friends,

home, kindreq, for a life of blissful associa-
tion with you. "Une blow will probably kill
my mother. I chudder to think of it. We
might have been happy together had it not
been for your rich friends, your high social
and business standiug, your high ideas of
morality, from which vou never fell. But
1UIs too late and death must come. Good-
by, Isaac. I wont wish you happiness: you
will never have that again, and you will fo!-
low in my footsteps sometime. Men of our
natures aud sins ust bhave their pun-
ishment, and ours comes in a terrible shape.
You are wine in the sight of heaven and no
family ties ean eclaim you from me and
death. I have loved you better than you
have ever or will ever be loved again. Pray
for my soul. Amen.”

Seraps of other letters of the same tenor
were found in the room. Judsoun says he
has been an intimate friend of the suicide
for some time past. DBreedlove has been
depressed in mind over financial matters
and a failure to establish bimself in the
profession,

Judson went this morning to the hotel to
see Breedlove, who was about to leave on a
visit to Baltimore. As e entered the room
the doctor handed him the letter, and while
he was readiug it he Leard the fatal shot.
The parents of the suicide live in Fort
Smith, Ark,

A RIVAL REMOVED.

General Enriquez and His Party Ambushed
apd Kdlled by Guatemalan Troops.
NeEw York, Feb. 23.—A special to the
Assoctated Press from San Salvador gives
the details of the assassination of General
Eariquez and his companions by Guate-
malan soldiers near the city of Zacapa,
Guatemala, near the Honduras cuast, as
follows: General Eoriquez had been unani-
mously proclaimed dictator by tue consti-
tional party of Guatemala, and hed in con-
sequence incurred the active hostility of
President Barillas, whio alarised the public
by anuounciug that General Enriquez was
at the head of an insurrection against the

present Governwent,

President Barillas ordered General Enri-
quez to present himself tothe authorities of
Zacapa. General Euariavez proceeded at
once toward that city, accompanied by his
two brothers and a party of friends. A
company of 100 soldiers, lving in ambush
on oue of the roads out of the city, fired
upon General Enriquez aud others of his
party, Kildog all of them. The ftriends of
Geuneral Enriquez attribute the attack and
the killing of the party to the orders issued
from the capital, and impute the decd to
the Guatemalan Governmeut.

Two years ago Alice Mitchell and Freda
Ward were schoolmates in the Higbee
Sehool for Young Ladies, the most fashion-
able and exclusive seminary in Memphis,
The two girls belonged to the first families
of the city, and were well and favorably
known in the cultured circle in which they
moved. Miss Mitchell was 17 years old,

handsome, hazel eyes and light-brown hair.
She was considered rather eccentrie, de-
voted to the companionship of a few girl
friends, and not at all inclined to receive
attentions from young men. She was a
dead shot with a rifle, and fond of bird-
shootiug with a small rifle which she
owned. She possessed a fierce and ungov-
ernable temper, which is still remembered
at the Higbee school. )
Freda Ward was the opposite of Alice
Mitchell in physique and temperament. She
was tall, slender, fair complexion, light
hair and blue eyes. She was of a gentle
disposition and passionately fond of music.
She was studious and stood high in ker
school eclasses, Her sister Josie attended
hie same institution at the same time, as
also did Lillie Johrson, the young lady
who was in Alice Mitchell’s company the
day the awful murder was committed. Doth
Freda and Josie Ward were charming vo-
calists, and were known as the “‘sisters with
the sweet voices.” & _
From the first it is said Alice Mitchell
seemed to have been enamored of gentle
Freda Ward. She sought her company,

petted and caressed her, and never tired of
telling her how much she loved her. The
two girls became inseparable at school and

visiting each other at their respect-
ive homes. When the Wards removed
from the city Alice drooped and

mourned for Freda llke a sick lover for his
sweetheart. They corresponded regularly
and paid each other long and frequent vis-
its. Soon Alice began to startie her friends
and schoolmates with strange talk about
marrying Freda Ward. Sthe make a confi-
dante of Josie Ward, and despite ridicule
and expostulation persisted that she was
engaged Lo Freda and intended to marry her.
Her strange conduct and language alarmed
the Ward family, and they succeeded in
breaking off the intimacy. Freda wasappar-
ently satisfied to let her airl lover go, but
Alice was driven to desperation. She wrote
letters to Miss Ward and her family, and
haunted the vicinity of the Ward home con-
stantly in hopes of catzhing a sight of the
object of ker infatuation, She complained
bitterly of Freda Ward’s faithlessness, say-
ing she had broken off the engagement.

On the aay of the awful deed she, in com-
pany with Lillie Joluson, followed the

Miss Jo Ward, showing the wound on her neek.

Ward sisters to the steamer landing. Spring-
ing from her buggy she threw her arms
around Freda's neck and tried to cut her
throat with a razor. The weapon, however,
made a deep gash in her victim’s neck an

the poor girl ran screaming away. The
frenzied murderess caught her and, draw-
ing back bher bead, cut her throat from ear
to ear. Josie Ward tried to defend her sis-
ter and received a deep but not fatal cut in
the breast. Alice hurried home and rush-
ing into ber mother’s presence said: *‘I nave
cut Freda’s throat; Iloved her and I haa to
kill her.”

THE KIeEL SCANDAL.

Plans of the German Fortifications Delivered
to Foreign Emissaries.

Loxpoxw, Feb. 23.—A Berlin dispateh
says: Great efforts have been made in the
Prussian Admiralty to hush up what was
kncwn in official cireles at Berlin as the Kiel
scandal. It is understocd to have alarmed
and enraged the Emperor more than any
event that has happened during his reign.
It appears that a confidential official, who
had for a considerable period been engaged
in drawing up plans, not only for the new
men-of-war, scme of which are pearly fin-
ished, while ethers have scarcely been be-
gun, and sea pesitions at and around Kiel,
has been detected in forwarding copies of
all ihe designs which passed through his
hands to a person in Copenhagen, who de-
livered the papers to somebody whose iden-
tity las vot been discovered, but a member
of the French Legation in that city has
been strongly suspected. The Germau Gov-
ernment obtained such evidence that there
is good reasen to believe that the Russian
aind French Governments are in possession
of the designs of all thenew vessels at Kiel,
and also plans cf the extensive fortifica-
tions by which the harbor and deck-yard of
that port are to be protected.
