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THE EARLY AND THE LATER RAINS.
From all parts of the State come reports
that tbe farmers are lovkiog ferward to fine
crops and a favorable season. The last
calamity croaker of the season has retired
from business, and the geuneral verdiet is
that if they had been ordered especially Ly
and for the farmers this winter's rains could
not have been more admirably adapted to
_the peeds of this important class.

The last storm has been a particularly
veeful one. The warm rain, falling with a
steady, gentle persistence, has penelrated
the soil and been productive of great good.
Through it, too, the southern portion of the
State, for which an insvfficient rainfall was
at first feared, has received enough of the
beneficent moisture to insure excellent
crops, both of grain and {ruits.

In the central and northern portions of
the State there have been no bealiug storms
or injurious winds to destroy trees or gmm-
ing grain. *“The early and the later rains”
have been interspersed with enough days
of pleasant, sunshiny weather to make
orchard work a pleasure as well as a profit,
while at the same time there have been
clondy days, unaccompanied by rain, of
sufficiently irequent recurrence to enable
the grain to get a good start and sturdy
growth to resist the scorching suns that
later will bring it to perfection. On the
whole we have had one of those *‘typieal
California winters,” which ecandor compels
us to admit have not of late years been so
pleatifal as the other kind, which we do not
call typieal.

The country just at present is particularly
peauliful. The Eastern visitor who travels
through it will find it bard to realize that
his own region is still held in the embrace
ol ice and snow as he sees out here the
waving green of grain-covered hills and
valleys, the pink and white of zlmond,
cherry and apricot blossems in the orchards
and the golden glesm of the oranges amid
their dark foliage, a picture of springtime
loveliness.

But abundant crops are by no means
the only essential to the farmer’s pros-
perity. DBetter market methods must pre-
vail in this State than have been heretofore
followed if he is fo reap the just reward of
his industry. - A number cf froit-growers’
unions and shipping associations have been
formed during the past year and these
doubtless will be able to inaugurate special
improvements in their own localities. Pos-
sibly the newly formed fruit union that
originated at Fresno this month may be able
to get into working order in time to push
this season’s crops in the right way. If so
it onght to accomplish a great deal of good.

ALL DAY FOR A NICKEL.
How Three Men Used the Street-Cars for
a Single Fare Each.

San Franciseo is renowged all the world
over as the great **cable-car city” of Amer-
ica. There is scarcely any suburb or quar-
ter so remote that it may not be reached by
one cable road or another.

The transfer system has been brought to
such a piteh of perfection that any one can
ride the length or breadth of the metropolis
of the Pacific Coast for a single fare.

But if any one were to tell you that by
the transfer systemm you eculd ride from
early morning to late at night on the street-
cars il so disposed without paying more
than a nickel you would not believe it, but
£0 it is.

Charlie Kapp, a well-known Sutter-street
business man, made such an assertion
the other night, which was incredulously
received by the group of customers who
were standing around the bar.

{rom the ferry, foot of Market street, to
seftle the dispute at 2 o’clock.

Kapp’s adopted route was verv simple
and perfectly astounded his two friends,
who, as is usual in such cases, had been
ﬁgnring over pearly every line and trans-
fer point except the one selected. The party,
under Kapp’s leadership, took the Post-
street horse-car at the ferry, transferred on

to Post, rode to Howard avd Tenth, trans-
ferred down Howard to Third, then on to
the North Beach horse-cars to Post, then
up that thoroughfare to Howard ngnln. and
the trio accomplished the round trip three
times upon tho vment of filteen cents.

“Enough,” cried the luser, as hn shook
hands with Mr. Kapp, “I'll pay.” They
adjourned to a neighboring saloon, where
the order was written out, and a bottle or
iwo cracked at the expense of the trium-
phant winner of the spring suit.
