Uiciaii, Feb. 29.—Edgar A. Martin was
arrested by Sheriff SUudley this morning
and will be formally charged to-morrow
with the murder of Fred Ile'.dt, commonly
known as Dutch Fred, at Fort Bragg, Feb-
ruary 17. Ileldt was a famous character
•.aid north about 1100.000. .lie died in a
saloon at Fort Bragg while drunk, and ii
was supposed that death was caused by
paralysis. Anexamination of the stomach
since proved that he had been poisoned.

Shortly before he died he sent for his

brother to make a will,but lie expired be-
fore his brother arrived. A short time aft-
erward IIg .: A. Martin forwarded to a
prominent attorney here a will signed by
lieldt in which Martin was made solo ex-
ecutor without bonds. Tbe will was dated
December 15. and was written by Martin in
a dive and witnessed by the proprietor and
•is wife. The signature is genuine, net as
llekit could not read the supposition is that
he did not know what he was signing. The
attorney became suspicious and informed
lite officers which led to the arrest.

Martin bad been in the county four
mouths ami made Heidi's acquaintance in a
dive, lie pretended to want to bay iiiiI '-

property and thus learned bis habits, i..->

He
tallies exactly with tbe description ofone of
the Greenwood murderers, and the officers
think be is the same man. Sherd! Mac-
kenzie of Napa County telegraphed this
after.oon that a man would be here to-mor-
row to identify him.

his iersoh had the names cutout. A mem-
irrandtiin-book and letters indicate that he
bed been concerned iv the settlements of
two other states.

A Cincinnati Doctor's Close Call From

Horrible DWsstss-

horrible death at his office while minister-
ing to a patient. He came within an ace of
being electrocuted.

Lou P. Ezekiel. the well-known scale
clerk for the big Western racetracks, was
beine operated upon for throat ailment, and
Or. Saltier was applying the sponge from
an atomizer to the affected parts.

Fastened witha metallic band around the
physician's for.head was the incandescent
search-light, connocted with a most intri-
cate and highly complicated imported elec-
trical apparatus. The machine or the cur-
rent had been acting somewhat erratic
within a day or two, nnd at the time of the
operation on Mr. Ezekiel the doctor shifted
the connection, making a short circuit.

In an instant there was a perceptible
tremor throughout Or. Sattler's body, and
just as he grabbed the fastenings from
around his head there was a Minding Hash.
He fellbackward, all in a heap, and Mr.Ezekiel, who Pad incautiously touched tbemachine, received a hard shaking up.

Dr. hauler quickly recovered his equilib-
rium, and, although considerably stuuued
lor a few moments, fortunately escaped any
serious injury.

Robert Goddard and J. D. McLean drove
from Fol3om to Roseville on Thursday, and,
itappears, filled up quite liberally on Junc-
tion whisky. Six miles from Folsom, on
the return trip, when the men reached the
farmhouse of Goddard's sister, an accident
occurred whereby Goddard was hurled from
the vehicle and one of bis thighs broken.
McLean managed to get him back into the
wagon and drove to Folsom, Where lie
dumped the man into the street. It was
some time before Goddard was able tocrawl
into the house.

Presently McLean dropped around and
began to administer to tho suffering man.
The latter was, of course, in great pain, and
McLean prescribed whisky and laudanum
in copious dose**. The combination fixed
the pain satisfactorily enough by putting
Goddard to sleep, and he never aroused
from the stupor. On Saturday he died.

An inquest held yesterday developed the
fact thai Goddard had swallowed two and
three-quarter ounces of laudanum within
nine hours, and that McLean whilo admin-
istering it was drunk. The jury found that
Goddard's death was due to laudanum, care-
lessly given him by McLean while the latter
was drunk, and the verdict charges McLean
with criminal carelessness.

PROBABLY FATAL.

A Jackknife Plnnged Into James
Flyon's Langs.

Thomaa :H. Douglass, an Inspector of Cus-
tom?, Commits an Unprovoked Assault

in Sight of Fifty People.

• Polk street, near Vallejo. waa the scene of
an unprovoked stabbing affray at 4 o'clock
yesterday

'

afternoon.
Over fifty peopln were on the street at the

time, and notwithstanding their yells for
the assailant to desist, Thomas H. Douglass
plunged a dirkknifeinto the lungs of James
Flynn. .^\ %^>

Flynn is an employe in the City ana
County Surveyor's office, ami is now lying
at death's door in bis borne at 1903 Hyde
street X^-.":

Flynn and another employe of the Sur-
veyor's office named Dennis Green, went
into a saloon at the northeast corner of Folk
and Pacific streets to take a drink, and
while imbibing some beer were ap-
proached by Douglass, who was slightly

'
under the influence of liquor and
very boisterous. He wanted Flynn and
Green to drink with him, but they took no
notice of him and soon left the saloon, but
were followedby Douglass.

THE STABBING.
They started along Folk street, and ac-

cording to Green's story, Douglass
yelled at them and ran up to thein
and challenged them to -fight, draw-
ing from his pocket at the same time a big
jackknife. Flynn and Green started to ruu,
«nd Douglass j>ursued, knife in hand. When,
he sot near Flynn be made a stab at him. I

Green says ho was so excited that he did
not think at the time that Flvnnhad been
struck. He picked up a brick and kept
circling around Douglass, making motions
all the time as ifto burl itat his bead. He
did not throw it,fearing that ifbe missed his
mark ha would be defenseless and would be
stabbed to death. Finally Douglass dropped
the knife and Green yelled to Flynn to pick
itup. Flynn did not, for he was bleeding
profusely, and some one yelled to him
"You're stabbed 1"
;VV>

"

A SERIOUS. wound. .
A large crowd had gathered by this time,

Douglass having walked off. Flynn was
then escorted to a drugstore at the corner of
Polk aud Jackson streets.

Doctors Mahoney and Ferrault were called
to attend him, but could not succeed in
stanching the flow of blood, which was
weakening Flynn perceptibly. They
washed the blood from the wound, which is
a deep gash over and to the rizht of theheart, and, binding itup as best tbey could,
sent Flynn home.

ARREST OF DOUGLASS.
Sergeant Barton and Officer Lansford

went to the scene of the stabbing, anil being
told that Douglass had gone down Pacific
street, hastened along, and overtaking him
placed him under arrest. He was charged
with an assault witha deadly weapon, and
last night was released on SoOOO bonds'. To-
day he willbe rearrested and charged with
an assault to murder, which charge is more
than likely to develop finally into one ofmurder, as late last uicbt Flynn was still
suffering with hemorrhages, and Dr. Mil-
honey entertained very little hope for bis
recovery.

Several women and a number of firemen
of Engine 8, which is located near thn
scene of the stabbing, corroborate Green's
statement.

THE STORY DOUGLASS TELLS.
Douglass, who is a inau about 30 years of

age, to a Call reporter denied the stabbing,
and said: "Iwas going home and dropped
into a saloon on Polk street to get a
drink. I got into a controversy
with two men, but not wishing
to keep it up, left the saloon. They fol-
lowed me out and wanted to fight. Oue of
them drew a knife on me, and 1 struck him
in the face. 1then got away lrom them and
walked off, aud do not know why Iwai ar-

"

rested. When 1saw one of tho 'men in the'
drugstore he was bleeding from a stab in
Un: side. Ihad only two broken penknives
on me when arrested, and the blades were
all covered with tobacco." ::

Douglass is the son of Police Captain
Douglass, and was at one time ou the
police force. He was .dismissed about a
year ago for brutally assaulting an aged
woman after dark. Douglass nearly killed
a mnn named Cramer in a saloon brawl
several years azo. Of late he has passed
Ms time as a United States Inspector of
Customs.

Flynn is a very respectable and inoffen-
sive young man, and bears au excellent
reputation generally.
