A STRANGE DREAM.

A COMMERCIAL THRAVELER'S STORY.

Several years ago I was traveling in the
State of Wisconsin, in the interests of a
Southern tobacco factory. At that time the
lumbering industry of Central Wisconsin
was In its infancy, and the now prospercus
inland cities, with their immense lumber
mills, were mere villages of lumbermen and

6, suffering from no undue mental or phys-
ical excitement, I fell into what appeared to
me to be a peaceful sleep, in which 1
dreamed that 1 stood at the rear entrance
of a strange brick honse, one which I had
never seen in my waking moments, but
every exterior detail of which I seemed to
note carefully and still remember. Why or
how I was supposed to be there, or why I
wgs at the rear door, 1 do not know, but I
was perfectly sure that it was proper to be
there, and also equally as sure that this
house was Mary’s nome. I knockea uvon
the door and was admitted by Mary’s sister,
who, though it seemed not in the least
strangs to me, expressed but very little con-
eern at seeing me, werely saying, *Mary is
in the front parior,” and, as persons do in
dreams, disappeared.

“Tarrived home safely and at once in-
quired sbout the girls, Mary and her sister,
Ior&hiedrelm had’ !gn&le ?xl vlv]onderful im-
pression upen my mind, which grew, rather
than diminished, as time went8 by. They
were well, but had moved to another portion
of the city but a few days before. ‘Strange,”
thought I; ‘I will go at once and find them.’

*“1 found the house with ease, having been
directed by ny father. A domestic upon a
step-ladder, with scrub-brush in hand, was
engaged in washing the woodwork and pane
of glass in the transom, and, at the same
time, completely obstructing the front pas-
saze. 1 was told to go to the rear door. 1
did 8o, and knocked.

She had expired [rom paralysis of
the heart within an hour from the time she
had fallen into my arms, 7They Lad buried
her, aud 1 never saw her face even in
death.

“In falling upon the pavement my head
had struck upon a projecting stone, causing
a fracture of the skull and concussion of
the brain, from the effects of which my
parents and the pbysicians had but little
hope of my recovery.

*There is not much more to say. I am not
versed in the science of dreams, but am in-
formed that itis very, very rare that they
‘come true’ in every particular as mine did.
When 1 became well 1 ascertained the
cause of the sister’s coldness toward me,
which was a rumor councerning me ol a
purely personal nature, and which I quickly
put dowu. I have always been positive
that Mary had experienced a dream similar,

With these last words Sturtevant arose
abruptly, bade me *good-night,” and
sought his room. I never mentioned the
remarkable story to him again; nor did he
ever neation it to me. I have lost track of
hiun compietely during the past few yeaas.

SEA AND SHORE.

The Cruiser Charlesion Ordered
to San Diego.

The New Tug Fearicss to Tow the Sirius Up
From San Diego—Jumpsd Overboard.
Movements and Charters,

So many complaints have reached the
Chief Whnarfinger lately about vessels being
anchored in the way of the San Rafael and
Tiburon steamers that the Assistant Chief
Wharfinger, Charles Putman decided to in-
vestigate. A trip down the bay convinced
him that the stories were true, as he found
the ships Lord Dufferin, Sierra Cadena,
Crown Denmark and schooner Volante all
at ancher in the fairway. Steps were at
once taken to have the vessels moved to a
safer berth. The fault does not lie with the
eap'ains of the vessels, but it is the fault of
the pilots and towboat men.

Oune of the sailors belonging to the steam
schooner Thrasher, lying in the stream off
the oil works, tried to commit suicide yes-
terday morning by jumping into the bay
from the vessel’s side, He was fishel out
by boatman William Moffat, but again
leaped from the boat into the water and
tried to keep his head under. Moffat again
seized him and held him until help arrived,
when the desperate mian was taken on board
the vessel and taken below.

NO NEGLIGENCE.

About six months ago the tug Warrlor,
while towing one of the S. H. Harmou
Lumber Company’s schooners, allowed her
to go aground. ‘The company libeled the
tug for 8700, the amount of damage done
their echooner. The libel was dismissed
this merning in the United States Distriet
Court, Judge Ross holding that the captain,
of the tug was not guilty of negligence,

The United States steamer Adams will
be plrced in commission on the 21st inst.
Thomas E. Nelson, formerly equipment
officer at Mare Island, will be piaced in
command. Just where the Adams will be
sent to is unknown. She is ready to depart
on a three years’ eruise and Is considered &
stanch vessel Ly reason of repairs recently
made. Mr. Nelson has many friends who
will be sorry to learn of his departure from
the yard, where he has been stationed for
some time. While an officer at the yard
Mr. Nelson made many friends, and as
equipnrent officer was thoroughly posted in
his duties.

Captain Duanleavy of the Harbor Police
was called on to detail a force of officers to
protect the non-union men engaged In
handling lumber at Deale-street wharf yes-
terday morning. ILater on three officers
were sent to Berry-street wharf for the
same purpose., The Pacific Pine Lumber
Company sent for the police, as the union
men have repudiated their contraet with the
company and they have again ewmploved
non-union men to do their work.

HER FIRST TOW,

The new tug Fearless has been engaged
to tow the disabled steamer Sirius up from
San Diego to-day at noon. This will be the
new boat’s first work in ocean traveling,
and steamboat men are anxious to see iow
she will acquit Lerself.

Ross & Hewlett are picking upa crew of
bunters for the new schooner now bullding
at Victoria for Captain J. W. Todd. The
vessel will be launched ina eouple of weeks,
and will come to this city to fit out, and will
then leave for the sealing grounds.

Captalu Atkinson of the ship Yorktown
was found early yesterday morning by
Officer Carmichiael wandering about in the
neighborhiood of Taylor and Washington

streets. The genial skipper was covered
with blood and had lost quite a sum of
money. His injuries were dressed at the

Receiving Hospita! and he was locked up to
sober up. After paying a fine thie captain
went on board his ship, mueh the worse for
wear.

THE CHARLESTON.

Word was received in this city yesterday
from Mare Island that the cruiser Charles-
ton had received orders to preceed to San
Diego. The ship will leave Mare Island to-
day, but it is very doubtful whether she
will stop at San Francisco, so she will most
likely proceed to sea.

The steamer City of Panama, that arrived
bere Monday, wili go to the Union Iron
Works for a thorough overhauling. The
steamer will be placed in first-class condi-
tion, and it will be at least four mounths be-
fore shie will go into service again,

The steamer Carcline has been chartered
by the South San Francisco Stock-yard
Company and will run as a freightboat be-
tween this ecity and Baden. The boat
etarted on her first trip this morning.

STARVING THE TROUT.

Greedy Carp Devour All the Food and
Better Fish Perish.

8. C. Lillis of Llllis, and one of the pro-
prietors of the Laguna de Tache ranch, in
Fresno County, is at the Palace. His prop-
erty adjoins the Kings River, which was
formerly a sportsman’s paradise.

““The trout, for which the stream was
famous, have gradually disappeared during
the past few years,”” said Mr. Lillis yester-
day. *“They hiave been literally starved ont
by the carp, which swarm the stream in
myriads, and devour everything which ap-
pears in the nature of food. e carp ate
fighters and nothing edible escapes them.
They are practically worthless for dietary
purposes, and we say in our sectlon that
nothing can get away with a curp excepta
Dutchman.

*When the streams are swollen by raln
and overflow their banks, or when the irri-
gating ditches contain too much water, the
carp get into the grass growing along the
banks, and make sad bavoc of it. In fact,
this fish, which is an intolerable nuisance,
is almost as omnivorous as a goat. When
feeding in the grass during an overflow their
fins can be perceived just above the water,
and when it recedes the wily earp return to
the stream. Ducks atd other river game
are growing scarce, and the greedy carp is
also credited with stealing part of their
sustenance. Why men go about the coun-
try advocatling the stocking of streams with
these worthless fish I am at a loss to under-
stand. ‘The same disappearance of trout
has been observed in the San Joaquin and
other rivers of the central counties. I be-
lieve Ip each case that the causes are mot
greatly dissimilar.”

Cottage Industries and numerous musical or-
ganizations In Germany and Austria.

Among its strongest auxiliaries 1s the W, C. T.
U, numbering 1ts hundreds of thousands in all
paris of the Christian world. The Nattonal
Association of King's Daughters, the Young
Woman'’s Chilstian Assccl.tion, the National
Woman’s Rellef  Corps, the Non-Partisan
Nattonal W. C T. J., the Salvation
Army, the Nationa! American Women's Suf-
frage Association, the Natlonal College
Alumna Association, the Daughiers of the
Revolution, the Dausnters of 1812, the KRo-
mona Assoclation of New Mexico, the Natlonal
Ceiemae Assoclation, the National Press F. d-
eration, the Soclety for the Promotion of Plhysi-
cal Culture, the Liadies’ Annex to the Los An-
geles Chamber of Commeice, the Assoelation of
Original Woman Dentists, the Queen Isabella
Assoclation, the Decorative Art Soclety, with
many women's exchanges, kindergart-n asso-
clations and organizations of worklng giris, are
co-operating with the board,

and the lady managers bave arranged to have &
bill lotroduced before Congress which shall so
amend 1 Interstate commerce law as (o ena-
ble working women who wish to profit by the
exposition to reach it at the least possible ex-
peuse.
