Capsized in the Bay—The Sargeant Murder—A
Brave Act—Off for Sydney—Mov:ments
end Charters.

A plan is on foot to cend a vessel to search
the Socorra Islands, off the Mexican Coast,
to see if any of the people on board ths ill-
fated brig Tahiti wade their escape from
the vessel when she capsizel. While all on
board may have been lost, there is a chance
that some of them may have succeeded in
reaching the islands in one of their boats.
At the time of the disaster the vessel had
as passengers fully 300 natives of the
Gilbert Islands, who were being carried to
Mexico to work on the plantations. Itis
also stated that the United States steamer
Boston will be ordered to make a
search for any of the crew or passengers
that may have escaped from the vessel.
Orders to this effect are now awaiting the
Boston at Panama, to which port she is
bound.

The sloop Meliar, laden with bullding
rock and sand, turned bottom up off Section
3 of the sea-wall about 8 o’clock Thursday
night. The crew of three were dumped
into the bay, but managed to c¢limb up on
the bottom of the craft, where they clung
until rescued by the tug Sea King. 'I"ue
tug took the upturned craft in tow and tied
her up at Vallej-street Wharf. Yesterday
she was righted and pumped out by the
tug. Strange to say not a single thing was
lost out of the cabin, but the cargo all went
to the bottom of the bay. The sloop was
on her way to Belvedere and was upset by a
sudden squall.

THE EASTERN OREGON.

The agents of the British Insurance Com-
pany, in which the steamer Eastern Oregon
was insured, have decided to rebuild the
vessel instead of paving the iosurauce
mouey. The Union Iron Works have se-
cured the contract for hull, engines and
boilers, and a Portland firm will do the
woodwork. The remains of the steamer
still lie at Olympia, where she was burned,
but will be towed to Portland to be rebuiit.
There is a guestion whether the owners
will accept her after she is rebuily, as they
say she will not be nearly as good a vessel
as she was before the Tire.

Nothing has yet been heard of the schooner
Big River that sailed from this port for the
Columbia River foriy-seven days ago. Tha
Dig Rliver was a vessel 109 feet long, 31 feet
beamn and 8 feet deep, and was 160 tons
register. She was owued by A. Anderson
of this city. Shecarried a crew of ‘ﬂve men,
all of whom were shipped in San Francisco.
The general opinion is that the vessel has
gone to the bottom, or she would have been
heard from ere this.

The mail steamer Mariposa salled for
Hounoluly, Auckland and Sydney yesterday
afternoon. She carried a large carge and
fully 160 passengers, 95 of whom were in the
cebin., Among the passengers were several
captaing, who are on the way to Honolulu
to join their vesseis. Mis., Admiral Brown
and daughter also left on tue steamer Lo
join the admiral at lonolulu,

forgot that he himself could hardly swim a
stroke.

Captain Samuel Benson and Seaman
Charles Hausou of the schooner Winfield
Scott shoula have been given the credit of
saving the life of J. McAndrews, the bouat-
man who fell off Pacific-street Wharf a few
nights ago. But for the prompt assistance
rendered by these men McAndrews would
certainly have been drowned.

Tue lifeboat in whicn the captain and
twelve men of the lost ship Clare were
stved was sold at auction yesterdav. Pope
& Talbot became the owners of the boat for
$110 and got a bargain, as she cost over $400
a few months ago.

On Saturday afternoon at 3 o’clock the
steamer Mexico, Captain James Carroll,
will leave this port for Puget Sound. Ar-
riving at that point the steamer Al-Ki will
be relieved and wil! return to this city. The
Mexico will run between the Sound and
Alaska during the summer. On the return
