A Distinguished Body Attend the
Anneal Meeting.

Military Eeceptions and Scenes at the Estreat.

Full Details of All Business Trans-

acted by the Board.

Any one leaving the city by the 8 o'clock
boat yesterday morning could not have
failed to notice a large and distinguished-
looking group of passengers of all ages ex-
changing hearty handshakes and passing
the time of day in a jovialmanner, as if
they were old comrades. And indeed they
were. That Hilary bearing, which it
seems almost impossible forold-time soldiers
to ever get rid of, try as they may, aud the
distinctive button of the G. A.R. worn by
every member of the party without excep-
tion, proclaimed them to be honorable veter-
ans of the republic.

These happy looking citizens were the
Board of Directors and members of the
Veterans' Home Association, and were
bound for i'ountville, where that noble re-
treat is situate inone of the most beautiful
spots in the glorious valley ofNapa, for the
purpose of attending the annual meeting of
the institution. The journey win agree-
ably passed between exchanging old war
reminiscences, to to spe;ik, lighting battles
over again, and aaniiriug the sylvan beau-
ties ol the California laud scapes. When
Vounlville was reached three duuble teams
met the visitors, who were soon lauded at
the doors of the home. When tile party had
alighted they proceeded at once in a body to
the rear of the building, where 350 of the
time-lu old toldiers were drawn up
indoubie line, and were put through their
salute drill by the commandant, C..plain E.
K. Merriman, and the visitors then walked
up and down, inspecting the hues, with
cheery words of greeting for all the men
who were remembered acquaintance* hen
they were dismissed a ureal rush was made
fur the library, where the commandant dis-
tributed iiiE Morning Call and other
San Pranoitco papers to the crowd of claim-
ants eager to kara the latest news oi the
day.

DOWX TO BUSINESS.
In the board-room I'resident James A.

Waymire called the meeting of;the associa-

Johu
dynes, is an inmate of the home, drawing
a pension of $10 per month and id per
mouth from the extra pay-roll of the lueti-
\u25a0tattoo. The letter, it true, showed a
piteous stale of affairs, as the boor woman
slated that she Ml lilt alone Willi me
little children, and an she had received
nothing from her husband for upward ot a
year, she was endeavoring to Keep them
Irciiistarving by doing a little drc.sm.ik-
mg, but business was so bad that she could
uoi earn enough to buy food, and therefore
begged for the help of the board. The Com-
uianuaui was requested to bring Ciyues
before the meeting, and a recess was then
taken for th; putpose of seeing the men at
dinner.

A move was made for the dining hall,
where the long labies were bounteously
suread with the best oi viands, in the shape
oiloast and boiled at-, vegetables, bread
puddings and canes, and the crowd of vet-
cram* were sealed around the tables greatly
relishing the ample good cheer. The
kitchen and bakeiy were next inspected,
the thorough appointments being greatly
admired. Every t-ne was mud m his praises
ot the all-around management, and the ex-
cellent quality of the bread, both white and
brown, bakcu in the new bakeoveu, caused
one visiter to exclaim: "Weil, the sight ot
it makes me quite hungry. What would
we not have given for the like of itin one
el the old campaigns?"

A VETERAN PREVARICATOR.
When the meeting was resumed the man

Ciyues was brought before the board, and
be declared that he had sent his wile &i.
out of his pension and $20 out of his lay
three mouths ago, and denied her allega-
tions. He was willingto give bet $25 ea-h
doaiter out ol his $30 pension, but his pre-
Tarlcating answers and bravado style pro-
duced a very uulavurable impression, and
it seemed clear that he was absolutely cal-
lous. He was ordered to withdraw, and an
animated discussion followed, the board
being unanimous in recommending the
Committee on Applications, to which body
the .titer was referred,*, to devise somemeans of compelling Clynes to contribute
regularly to the support of his suffering
family.

A discussion then took place as to the
propriety of continuing the free distribu-
tion of tobacco to the inmates, which cost
the home $2200 per year. It was stated
that many of the inmates who never used
the weed drew itnevertheless every weekand sold itor gave itawaytotheir comrades.A canteen on the plan adopted at similar
Institutions was suggested, where the men
could buy beer and tobacco, postage stamps,
•tationery and other like articles. These
Canteens have proved a great success
jrhereyer tried, and have been a source of
profitand a means of keeping the men from
Jquandering their pension money while on
furlough. Then, again, $1874 per monthin pensions was drawn by the inmates, and
these men should be compelled to buy their

After a long
discussion the application was denied.

The commandant said he had made ar-
rangements for the inmates to cultivate a
lotmore of the trust ground, and he thought
the engagement of a practical farmer un-
necessary, as several inmates wore expert
agriculturists.

THE ONLY GENUINE.
Dcu-ircj Democrat* Repudiate the Other

It.formers.
The County Committee of the Regular

(Reform) Democracy held a meeting at
headquarters on Montgomery street Satur-
day night. A practically lull attendance
of the sixty members comprising tho com-
mittee appeared upon roll-call.

Charles J. Swift, Chairman of the com-
mittee, delivered an address of some length.
He reviewed the work tarIdeal to the gal-
lant struggle of two years ago, which re-
sulted In the overthrow of th* Buckley-
Raiuey regime, He said some of the Dem-
ocratic citizens who supported the histori-
cal revolt had been erroneously Impressed
with the idea that an organization of the
disaffected wing of the old Buckley party,
usurping the title of "Reform," was the
perpetuation of the-veteran reform party,
and had been induced to enroll In the mem-
bership of that movement. While an ap-
parent inactivity prevailed for the past few
months in the Reform Democracy, the
organization is still in* the field, and
proposes to remain there until the objects of
its inauguration are attained and the Mu-
nicipal Government is in the hands of hon-
est and capable officers. By the large at-
tendance of the committee and the expres-
sions of sympathy aud support from a large
number of influential Democrats «ho be-
lieve that the organization which had the
moral courage to give battle to the eld
regime in the day of its power and prestige
and overthrow it, was the safest one to
follow. He believed the coming campaign
would bear good fruits, and that if those
Democratic citizens who clamored for re-
form were sincere they would rally to the
support of the genuine? Reform Democracy.

Secretary J. B.Gartlaud submitted a plan
for ellectlve campaign operations, which
was adopted. The plan proposed that me
County Committee should act in coujunctii n
with that bianch of the Reform D.niociacy
known as the Central Organization, which
is composed of the influential Democratic
citizens who aided and supported the m< v---
--ment during the lust campa'gn, and Etta
declare that they will cheerfully renew
their support for the coming municipal
campaign. Besides this organization, the
300 delegates of the livingHall convention
will co-operate with the committee, and
thus a powerful working organization will
be effected.

A.J. Donovan stated that the organization
styling itself the "Reorganized Democratic
Party was composed chietly of the Buck-
ley lieutenants, who deserted the old camp
when .the spoils of oflice were wrested from
Buckley's control, and that now, in an en-
deavor to regain these precious thing*, ihey
are willing to become virtuous end reform
the party; the struggle in which they are
engaged being in fact, out between the two
factions of the Buckley-Kainey element.

Messrs. Nounuan, Silk, McXulty, Cun-
ningham, Proctor, Desmoud and others ad-
dressed the meeting.

PULLMAN'S PORTERS.
Why They Are Obliged to Accept Tips

From the Public.
"Fail to tip the porter and it would be

better for your peace of mind and your comf-
ort of body that you were quarantined in
the baggage car or had remained at home"
is a railroad adage strictly observed, if not
highly esteemed by those who travel ex-
tensively.

Everybody knows thai to forget to tip the
presiding genius of the rolling palaces dedi-
cated to morpheus would lead to an airay
of petty annoyances intended to make one
feel smaller than a dwarf in Lilllput,and
even to actual suffering at the hands ofone
or more of Prince Pullman's employes.

The porter is not so very much to blame
after all. He has to live upon the miserable
pittance iff£15 a month. In the face of this
it ij funny to hear Mr. George M.Pullman
deliver himself of an opinion on this sub-
ject. About the time lie arrived in San
Francisco, several month? since, there was
a loud wail from the porters. Of course,
there was always wailing, but at this par-
ticular time ithad waxed exceedingly strong
and called fur something in the shape of a
wet blanket.

In an interview at that time Mr. Pullman
said: "We do not ask or expect the public
to pay our porters. We pay them good sala-
ries and we can get all the good porters we
want at tfafl price we pay them. Fees paid
by foolish people often demoralize the serv-
ice. We wish the people would stop it."

People are made poorer by "demoraliz-
ing" Mr. Pullman's service, but the de.
moraliz-ttion will go on just the same, as a
matter of self-defense.

An increase insalaries has been so often
denied that the porters have now decided to
ask fur a better equation between thewages of conductors and those received by
their craft A porter gets $15 per month
and a conductor $75. One does ail the'work, the other nothing.

In buffet cars the porter gets $25, and
where he runs the car alone, without a con-ductor, £35 per month Is the salary. Yet Ifthere were a conductor and porter on thesame car their combined salaries would be$100 per month.

Porters are required to pay for all the
linen lost on a trip, and on the buffet cars to
make good all shortages. Ifitwas nut for
tips porters could not pay for the shoes ihey
wear. Yet Pulftuan says that tipping de-
moralizes his service.

A Snllor'a Friend.
Rev. J. Storjohoun, a gentleman well

known in the missionary history of the
Scandinavian countries as the founder of
the sailors' missions in Norway, Sweden
and Finland, is in the city. Ho arrived
Saturday from a tour around the world,
after having visited India in the interest of
missionary work among the Santhal nation.

Yesterday forenoon he addressed the
Scandinavian sailors, to whom Rev. Mr.
Taikk.iueu is miuisterine, and In the even-
ing be sioke in the Swedish Lutheran
Church on his experiences in India. To-
morrow evening he willdeliver a free lec-
ture in the English Lutheran Church on
Geary street on his travels in Palestine and
Egypt, to which Scandinavians specially
are Invited.

DEDICATED TO GOD.

Opening of Trinity Presbyterian

Church.

ALarge Attendance at the Solemn Ceremony.
Bey. Dr. Mackenzie's Sermon— An

Appeal for Financial Aid.

The dedicatory services of Trinity Pres-
byterian Church, corner of Capp and
Twenty-third streets, were held yesterday
afternoon. This is the new borne of the
old Howard-street Presbyterian congrega-
tion, and Presbyterian worshipers all over
the city flocked to the interesting cere-
mony. J.j-

By 3 o'clock, the hour set for the exer-
cises, the auditorium was crowded to the
very edge of the platform, A wreath of
roses hung on one corner of the reading-
desk. A cascade of violets and ferns fell
over its front. A fountain of calla lilies
threw its snowy spray between minarets of
palms. The dim religious light which pours
through stained-glass windows played on a
thousand flutteiing fans and a perspiring
gallery.

The spirit of a new birth reigned every-
where; on terra-cotta colored walls, on the
glitter of newly varnished woodwork, ou
heavy-woven carpets with the odor of the
weaving-mil's still fresh upon them, on
burnished sun-burners, on the gilded pipes
of a four-thousaud-dollar organ, which the
veteran knightofDiapasious, Sam D. Mayer,
played with impressive and celestial ex-
pression.

THE RELIGIOUS EXERCISES.
The red and blue and yellow rays

streamed through the great circular win-
dows, touching everything with their mcl-

low light, and subduing with their half
tones the glassy finish of shirt-fronts on the
platform, where sat in a row the parsons
and the elders.

The choir sang the anthem "Jubilate
Deo." Bar. Dr. W. W. Paris read selec-
tions from the first two chapters of St.
Paul's epistle to the Enhesians. Rev. J. C.Smith, the popular ycung pastor of the new
church, read the dedication salutatory,
which was mingled with responses by the
choir. Tim congregation stood while he
spoke and did not sit again until he had
finished his simple and beautiful Braver. A
quartet sang "God Is a Spirit." Then fol-
lowed a powerful sermon by a powerful
man, R*-v. Dr. 1; bert Mackenzie, who look
for his text the passage from Deuteronomy,
referring to the fact that Abraham, upon
entering the land of Canaan, budded an
altar.

AX ELOOCEXT SERMOX.
Dr. Mackenzie's points were that example

moves the world more than arguments.
Bacon taught in the abstract, Shakespeare
in the concrete. Children had to bo coaxed
to learn the catechism. The world, how-
ever, read P.unyan's "Pilgrim's Progress"
iv eighty languages without coaxing. The
reason why the Bible possessed so much
power was liiat itwas largely biographical.

When Abraham built his altar the act
-was the beginning of a public confession of
a Christian life. He owed the altar to God.
Hewasbjundto rev-al the sources of his
Inner life. Dr. Mackenzie asked whether a
man could live a Christian life and not
build an altar. He then asked whether
there was such a thing as latent religion.
He had seen the rain in a latent state In
the gathering clouds; but the clouds parsed
away without discharging the rain. Be-

cause it was latent it quenched tno
thirst in the barren valley. He had heard
of latent electricity. '1here was enough of
iiin our body to girdle the continent with
electric lights. But it was of no value
while latent. Religion, while latent, was
of no use. The people of Trinity Church
had stood by the side of Abraham in build-
lug their altar.

THE (TirPCH DEBT.
Trustee O. F. yon Khein next read a state-

ment of the Treasurer, showing an indebt-
edness of 526.500, of which -817,000 was
secured by mortgage.

Rev. Dr. Chapman of Alameda was next
introduced. He kept the vast congregation
in good humor while, with the aid of a
blackboard, he demonstrated how a church
debt could be wiped out by inducing the
people present to subscribe $8500 toward
the redemption fund.

VEXING SERVICES.
Inthe evening a choral service was held

which was attended by another great
throng. The Rev. D. ii. Irwin preached
the sermon. Next Sunday the Sunday-
school rooms of this church will be dedi-
cated, upon which occasion an address will
be delivered by Rev. J. Q. Adams.

The new structure is of brick, stone and
wood, 100 feet long by 72 feet wide. Its
grouud plan is in tbe form of a cross. The
lower story is of pressed brick, faced with
atone, the rest of the edifice being of wood.
Its spire is 125 feet high. There are 834
seats, and when additional chairs are used
1100 persons can be seated. The church and
lot have co*t 851,000, and there Is a debt of
about |8900 on the property yet to be re-
moved.

They Turn Out to lie Two Xotorlons

Thieves and Burglar*.
Charges of a most serious nature were

made yesteiday against Thomas O'Keefe
and John Median, the ex-convicts who
stole a dozen shirts from a Sixth-street
store last week. Detectives Crockett and
Dillon booked them yesterday for assault
to rob and assault to murder, and added a
charge of burglary against O'Keefe.

The prisoners have been identified as the
two men who shot John Dougherty, keeper
of a grocery and saloon at 123 Silver street,
two weeks ag«. The ruffians entered the
place and while he was drawing beer for
them he was shot in the back of tbe head.
Then they tried to rob him, but he offered
such resistance that they fled and he pur-
sued them until overcome by the loss of
blood. Dougherty, who is an aged man,
has almost recovered from the wound. He
positively identified the prisoners yesterday.

Several days before wounding Dougherty
the grocery at 31 Silver street was broken
into by burglars. This crime has been
traced to o'K<»efe and Pal Tier ney, alias
John Q*»rdon, an old offender, for whom
tbe police are still searching.

THREE JEWELS.
Charity, Hope and Protection

for the Family.

A Man's First Duty to His Wife and Chil-
dren—Dr. Eastoa Eulogises the Ancient

Qrder of Workmen.

The Rev. T. Chalmers Easfon preached
to a large congregation at Calvary Church
last night on the duty of men to protect
their wives and families from poverty by
prudent Insurance during their own life.
Dr. Easton is himself a member of the An-
cient Order of United Workmen, on behalf
of which society the sermon was practically
preached. It was not a bought-and-paid-
for discourse, however. The speaker was
evidently heart and enul interested in the
theme.

The text was taken from St. Paul's First
Epistle to Timothy—-v;8, revised version:
"Butifany man provido'.h not for his own,
and especially for his own household, he
hath denied the faith, and is worse than an
unbeliever."

HELIGIOX DEFINED.
Religion, said the speaker, may be re-

garded as faith, as feeling, as life. The
faith element embraces the general facts
and principles vion which religion rests.
These aro peiceived and assented to by the
mind, and hence .are primary and funda-
mental. The element if feeling is the ef-
fect on the moral senses by reason of the
truths perceived. The life of religion is
the embodiment of this feeling incharac-
ter and conduct.
Itis a elded view of religious life to

so emphasize one of these as to neglect or
exclude the others. A man should not be
all faith nor all feeling, nor an impetuous
fanat c; nor yet a mere phonograph, repeat-
ing the words and prayers he has been
taught. He should combine all three ele-
ments In the proper proportion.

Religion, as a whole, takes in love to God,
love to man. It is unbalancing to get ou
either side of this, to be allup or all down.
One should not be so lost in devotion to God
as to neglect his duly to his family or his
neighbor. He should uot be so lost in thegolden streets el heaven as to neglect the
streets of this world.

NECESSITY OF rP.OTECTIOX.
Nor must ho have such unbounded confi-

BEFORE THE STORM.

Labor Unions Preparing for the*
Impending Conflict.

Brewery Workmen Will Not Yield to the
Employers- Shoemakers Ready to Com-

promise-Sailors' Celebration.

To-day Is a notable day in the history of
the trades unions. It is the beginning of
the conflict between allied labor and allied
capital long anticipated by both sides.
About one year ago an association was
formed by the manufacturers and employ-
ers of the city for mutual protection and
advancement, and to resist the encroach-
ments of the trades unions.

The trades unions at first declared they had
nothing to fear from the associated em-
ployers, but they speedily changed their
minds after several employers had declared
that they would nolonger employ union men
and would have nothing to do with the
Federated Trades. Other members of tbe
Employers Association took advantage of
the uew departure to reduce wages.

Roth sides acknowledged that a crisis was
at hand, and when the shoe manufacturers
declared that after to-day they would em-
ploy no union man or woman in their fac-
tories unless the boycott declared by the
Federated Trades on Calm, .Nickelsburg &
Co. was raised, and the brewers declared
that they would lockout all their union men
unless the boycott of the Jackson Brewery
was raised, it was recognized that the crisis
was at hand.

The Federated Trades realizing the grav-
ityof the situation decided to ask for a con-
ference with the Employers' Association,
and the conference willbe held to-day.

The shoemakers wereinsession all of yes-
terday afternoon, and until a late hour intbe
evening. Their Secretary, Alexis Sullivan,
admitted that the employes of one of the
firms had left the union, but he believed
that the threatened lockout would be
averted. Be would not give the reason for
his belief, but as the only condition made by
the employers under which they would not
lock out their hands, was that the boycott ofCalm, Nickelsburg & Co.'s factory should
be raised, It is believed that this has beeu
done.

The Brewery Workmen's Union, whose
membership has also been decreased since
the trouble b.gau, has decided that it will
not yield to the employers.

The Executive Committee of the Fede-
rated Trades appointed a sub-committee toappear before tiie Employers' Association
this afternoon.

Bakers' Union No. 24 held a very success-
ful agitation meeting at Metropolitan
Temple yesterday afternoon. Many nameswere added to the roll of membership and
all the speakers declared that they had good
reason to believe that Sunday work would
soon be a thing of the past.

A Teat for Silver. -
The follow! test for silver is given by a

scientific journal: Mix 1 ounce of bichro-
mate of potash, 2 ounces water and 6 ounces
nitric acid, and preserve Ina close bottle. By
means of the glass stopper a drop of this
solution may be applied to the "metal sur-
face and immediate wiped off with a damp
sponge. If the surface is pure silver a
blood-red mark will be produced on it, due
to a union of chromic acid with the sliver.
On platinum no effect is produced; on Ger-
man silver itmakes a brown mark, removed

.by a damp sponge, aud on britannia metal a
brownish black mark; but withno metal is
the same coloration produced as on pure
silver.
