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TUKN THE OCEAN TO ACCOUNT.

Captain Merry says that the Straits of
Magellan steamship lina is not dead but
sleepeth. The pubdlic will be glad to hear
of its waking, for of all the projeets now be-
fore the publie for the enfranchisement of
the trade of San Franeisco from the domina-
tion of the combine bLetween the Scuthern
Pacific and the Paecifie Mail that is the
most promising. Freight steamships with
triple-expansion engines can now be built
for about $£75 a ton displacement, and a
carrying eapacity double their displace-
ment. They could make the voyage from
Liverpool or New York to San Frapeisco in
something like filty days, and they eounld
carry suchh a yproportion of the through
ireight that the monopoly of the trans-
continental raiiroads would be broken up,
in spite of the combine with the Pacific
Mail. To put such a company on its feet
about a million dellars would be needed to
begin with, but a considerable portion of
tiis stoek could be placed with the builders
of the steamers; San Franciseo would be
giad to take he rest.

The public wonld like to know what is
the reason a new line of freight steamers
between San Francisco and New York could
uot make the voyage by way of Panama. A
majority of the stock in the Panama Rail-
road passed, many years ago, into the hands
of the French canal company:; what be-
came of it when that eorporation got inte
difficul'y? Has the Pacific Mail got sueh

- an exclusive contract with the railroad that

the laiter is debarred from ecarrying at
reasonable rates freight offered to it by an-
other line of steamers plying between New
York and San Francisco? If not, if the
railroad is administered in the interest of
i's owners, so that it is free to carry freight
for a new line on the same terms that it
carries freight for the Pacific Matil, it is not
easy to see why a new line should go to
Magellan Straits atall. And if, on the other

_hand, the Pacific Mail has concluded an

oifensive and defensive combine with the
Panama Railroad, so as to shut ont competi-
tion, the question of law will arise whether
a line of steamers, sailing nunder a United
States register, receiving a subsidy for
carrying the United States mails, and en-
joying all the privileges which enure to the
American mercantile pavy, can use its op-
porlunities in restraint of trade and in
opposition to the extension of the foreign
commerce of the country,

‘I'ie merchbants ot San Franciseo are on
the right track. Emancipation from rail-
read domination is to be secared by develop-
ing our maritime intercourse. It ean be
aecomplished in no other way. If we had a
dozen more railroads to-morrow they would
all become members of the transeontinental
pool, unless restrained by our Government,
and freights would be more likely to advance
than to fall, because there weuld be more
partoers to divide the spoils of the business,
But railroads cannot go on buying up lines
of steamers indefinitely. If shipbuiiders

. cangbt them at that game they wouid take

care tokeep fleets of steamers in commission
to be bought off. The sea is Iree to all and
there is mo limit to the number of freight
steamers which can be built if they can be
made to pay.

THE WHEAT CROP OF 1891

Mr. Julius Goldschmidt, United States
Consul-General to Austria, has prepared an
elaborat® monograph on the world’s wheat
erop of 1891 which contains useful informa-
tion, bheth for producers and consumers,
For some years it was usual to estimate the
world’s annual production of wheat at
2,000,000,000 bushels, and the normal con-
sumplion—since 1886—at a trifle over thas
amount. Aeccordiug to the returus of the
Hungarian Bureau of Ag:igulture the erop
of 1801 was 1,944,000,000 bushels, or some-
thing under the average. In this the erop
of the United States is fizured at 534,000,000
bushels; that of British Iedia is estimated
at 225,000,000 busheis, that of Canada at
60,000,000 bushels, that of North Africa at
65,000,000 bushels, that of Australia at
30,000,600 bushels, These are all fair aver-
ages, except the American crop, which is
It results

of the warld was grown outside of Europe.

In Europe the largast wheat-producer is
France, which came to the front in 1891 with
a crop of 231,000,000 bushels, which, how-
ever, was nearly 90,000,000 less than her
people required for consumption. Russia
produeed 176,200,000 bushels, fully 40,000,000
bushels below her normal average; Austro-
[Tungary 157,000,000 bushels, aboaut 10 per
cent above the normal average: Great
Dritain 71,000,000 bushels, about 10 per eent
above her average, but 150,000,000 bushels
less than her consumption. The only se-
rious deficiency was in Franee and Russia.
1I their erops had been up to the average
our surplus for export might not have coin-
manded the price it does. As compared |
with the erop of 1890 the Austro-Hungarian
cror shows a falling off, but it was fully up
to the average of the past ten years. The
wheat erep in the Danubian prinecipalities
was also a full average.

The detailed statementsof the Hungarian
Pureau of Agriculture coatain information
regarding the yield of wheat land in the
various countries. To understand itrightly
it must be remembered that in this country,
in an ordinary vear, on land not exceptional,

a crop of 15 busiels to the aere is normal,
while wheat land in Eagland is expeo.ed to
yi from 25 to 30 bushe!s to the acre. In

Austria, in 1891, the yield was 1714 bushels
to the aere; in Hungary., about 20 bushels;
in British India, about 8 bushels. The area
of Russia is so vast and the quality of the
soil varies so widely that itis har! to give
an average of the whole, but it is believed |
to be about 9 bushels to the acre. It is re-
markable that the chiei increase in the
world’s wheat area is oecurring in the
United States and in India. Our inerease
will zo on until the limit of profitable wheat
cultivation is reached in the Dakotas; that
of India may go on indefinitely. Ian 1891
the wheat acreage of that couniry was
1,651,000 acres greater than in 18%). But
Indian agricnlture proceeds by fits ana
starts. The actual aereage under cultiva-
tion in 1891 was less than the acreage under
cultivation in 1589, The export from Brit-
ish India this year promises to be the Jarg-
est sine2 1874, Wheat is moving at a lively
rate [rom the Purnjab and Ouade; there i3
quite an active s eculation going on at
Bombay and Caleutta. Assuming that the
wheat has to be carried by rail to reach the
seaboard as far as tie Dakota wheat, the
problem for the Indian grower is whether
liis cheap labor will enable him to compete
with fields whose normal yield is twice or
three times as iarge as that of his fields.

Study of these statistical tables shows
how delicately supply and demand are ad-
justed in the world of modern commeres,
and how ecariously speeulation looms up,
whenever the exact balance is disturbed,
10 exaggzerate the disturbance. There was
no serious crop fallure anywhere in 1891,
except in the rye crop of Russia. And yet
that unimportant accident has operated to
increase the priee of food throughount the
world, and has set people speculating about
the possibilities of famines. The ill wind
has blown to the California farmer a price
of $1 67 for his crop, with freights at 18s 91,
If he is not satisfied with that he must be
very unreas onable.

THE «REAT SHOW,.

Several influential papers in the East
oppose an appropriation by Congress for
the World's Fair. They speak of the fair
derisively as the Chicago Show. They di-
late upon the fact that when the question as
to the locality of the fair was before Con-
gress Chicago declared it would not cost the
Government a dollar beyond the Govern-
ment’s expenditure as an exhibitor. This
promise is centrasted with the present ap-
plication for a Government appropriation.
The question before the American people
now is not whether the fair shall be held in
New York or Chieago, but whether it shall
be as fine and complete as money will make
it. It is pot whether Chicago has done all
that 1t thought it could de, but whether the
whole people shall be disgraced by a partial
failare. No show at all is better than a
poor show. No obligation rested upon the
American people to hold a World’s Fair in
1893 or at any other time, but having an-
nounced one nothing shontd bs denied t»
insure its complete suceess. In opposing
national aid to the fair New York justifies
the charge of provineialism «ften preferred
against it. The nation itself, and remote
parts of it, are of little importance in the
estimation of a good manvy New Yorkers
compared to the interests of that city. The
people of that city exen profess to think it
nolds in the United States a place something
like that Paris once held in France. They
do not realize that there are a dozen cities
in the United States equal to New Y ork in
every respect except as to size. We find this
same provincialism eropping out in polities.
The preference of the rest of the Union
wust wait on the pleasure of New York
because the vote of New York is considered
necessary to the sueccess of either party.
The World’s Fair will present an exhibit of
the choicest products of the principal na-
tions of the earth. It may displace nations
in the rank they have held as producers
both of natural and artificial preduets. It
i3 possible that scme nations that have
gained first positions by eommercial enter-
prises will be found second in the higher
qualities of invention, design and finish to
nations that bave not held first rank. There
is a patural prejudiee in favor of what is
old and famous. French champagne cannot
be displaced by an article equaily good. So
with the fruit product of the Mediterranean
aud the fabries of European mills. The
American people generally think these for-
eign products are superior to their own, and
possibly in this the American people are
right. Butthe fair will enable us to judge
how closely we can approach the hLighest
standards, and if in eertain industries we
cannot surpass what has been considered
the highest standaids. It is of the last in-
portance, therefors, that the fair be made
a8 complete as Ameriean genius ean make it.

SOME FPRETTY TALK.

The newspapers of Great Britain are in-
dulging in some talk that sounds well, but
niay prove expeunsive. According to the
London eorrespondent ot the New York
Post, the Tory journals intimate that
an attempt on the part of the United
States to retaliate on Canada for Eng-
land’e refusal to consent to the modus
vivendi of last year may be followed by un
open assertion of the right of British sub-
jeets to bunt seal in Bering Sea outside the
recognized three-league limit.  If Great Bri-
tain really wants a war with the United
States tliere is mo surer way to get one than
that outlined. A question will be raised
that on'y force can decide. The United
States has stood a good deal of bluster
from the English Government and wonld
rather weicome an opportunity to set itseif
rightt The Governwent of the United
States has been willing to aceept almost any
couditions that would preserve the seal from
extermination. To make the way easy of
setllement it has waived the claim to con-
sider Bering Sea a closed sea, providing the
right to surround the capture of seals with
safeguards that would protect them from
extermination, But the Eaglish Govern- |
ment has not met this proposal in the spirit
m which it was made. 1t has used the
Bering Sea dispute in a way to irritate the
American people and apparently to arouse
a feeling in Esgland hostile to the United
‘States. The probabilities are that there
-will not be much more shaking in the wind

THE PEOPLE WHO FPAY.

Doubtless a good many peovle who lean
to free trade were surprised at the follow-
ing paragraph from McMillin's recent free-
trade speech:

If the fareigner and not our ecitizens pays the
duty, why did we relleve him from payiog mill-
ivns of tax for us on sugar?

Mr. McMillin’s question was answered
several vears ago when dutlies were re-
moved -from tea ani coffee. It was an-
swered again by the McKinley tariff, which
increased the free list so as to cover about
one-half of our imports. Ii has never been
denied that en siticles we necessarily im-
port the consumer pays the duty. Conse-
quently duties are laid on such articles as
tea, coffee, sugar, spices and dye stuffs
only when the Govermment needs tie reve-
pue that may be derived from such duties.
Yenrrs ago we took the duties frow tea and
coffee, articles that we do not preduce at
all in this country. Duties were retained
on sugar partly because the revenue de-
rived from sugar was needed and partly
because sugar was to some exient a home
product. Dut as the hceme produet con-
tinued small eompared to the imports, the
last Congress removed the duty. But no one
ever contended that with a home product of
only about one-tenth of the importations
the former contrelled the market. On the
manufactures of wool, iron and leather and
other articles which wmay be produced at
home or abroad, home 2ompetition has re-
duced the foreign jyrice. This is notably
troe of the manufactures of iron. It is par-
tially true of the manufactures of w ol
Home competition has brought the varieties
of cloth which enter into common use about
down to foreign prices. While the consumer
of high-priced cloth may have still to pay a
part of the duty, there is a reasonable pros-
pect that all varieties of cloth will scon be
miade in this country.

Onr free-trade friends persistently ignore
the benefic of manufactures to the country.
They look upon every dollar paid by the
censumer in the form of duties as <o much
money thrown away. It appears to be all
the same to them whether goods are pur-
chased in the United States or in Europe 85
that they are purchased at the lowest pos-
sible cost. Now the lowest possible cost
implies the cheapest labor consistent with
the maintenance of the physical condition
of the labsarer. In Europelabor has reached
its lowest possible point. There are no
further depths to explore. The laborer is
working as cheaply as he can and live.
Without duties on the products «f such Jabor
the American laborer cannot compete with
Eureopeans except by accepting like con-
ditions,

Itis far from pleasant to learn from the
State Medical Veterinary Assoeiation that
the dreaded disease glanders is prevalent
and is spreading. There are too many out-
breaks in different parts of the State to
lead any but the moest sanguine to suppose
that it can bLe got rid of without the most
drastic wmeasures, such as killing the ani-
mals affected, disinfecting stables and de-
claring the immediate peighborhood an
infected area. As the disease Is incurabie
and is bighly dangerous to other animals it
might be imagived that owners, upon the
diseovery of the disorder, would act promptiy
of their own aecord. Experience shows,
however, that this is far from being the
ecase, and as there is no general State law
upon the subject there is no power to en-
foree slanghtering and other preecautions
against the adissemination of the disease.
Ceunty Boards of Supervisors can, however,
pass ordinances which more or less would
sufiice to meet requirements,

The revelation that the carcasses of
horses which have died of glanders are cast
into the Saeramento Kiver must come as a
horrible shock to many and ecause alarm.
It is well known that glanders is commuzi-
cable to man, and it may well happen that
pecple who drink the river water may have
their health and even their lives endan-
gered. It is simply monstrous that through
crass stupidity tnis poliution of a suream
should go on. The disease might vossibly
come to man also fron eattle or pigs being
attacked. No time shou'd therefore be lost
by those in authority to do all that is poessi-
ble to check the disecase and to give due
warning of what may be apprehended to all
who possess horses,

Arndrew Carnegie’s speeck at the Palace
Hetel had a fervent ring about it, yet it was
ol the inghfalutin order. When he dreams
of 500,000,000 Americans keeping the rest of
the earth at peace by a firm assertion of
their power, he dips a long way into the
future and takes a great deal for granted
roseately and comulacently. The food
question will arise for solution long before
a multitude ol that vast proportion swarms
over the lasd Dbetween the Atlantic and
Pacific coasts, Tbere are some pessimistic
people who conjecture that we stall almost
cease (o export wheat ten years hence, so
great will be the inecrease of population
compared with the slow Increment in food
produetion. That is probably an exagger-
ated estimate, for there is mueh goed wheat
land yet to break, ani by uslng fertilizers
the creps on land under cultivation could
to a grezt extent be doublea or trebled, At
present we make far more food than the

pulation can consame, and the orer-popu-
ated parts of the Old World may for many
years continue to draw from us a large
portion of their food supply.

With 500,000,000 in the United States
Americans would appurently be all-power-
ful against their enemies, but the condi-
tions of life would not be so comfortable or
elastic as they are now. We have poverty
in eufiicient evidenec among wus. Before
those deadly years of the Confederate war
the aggregate wealth of the country was
less, but poverly was less conspicuous.
When we have increased in population to
the exient Mr. Carnegie surmises, the con-
ditions of existence for at least three-
fourths will not be greatiy superior to those
of the Chinese. ‘I'hat is by no means a
desirable aim, even if there is room for the
millionaire. But much wust b before
the eventful period predicted looms in sight,
and meanwhile we may rest reasonably
sure that nobody now alive will see 1ts ad-
vent. It is not impossibie that by that time
China will have overrun and subjugated
Europe. Some eminent military men at
least do pot doubt the Celestial Empire’s
capacity. What the remsining population
of the earth wiil be when the United States
has 50,000,000 as its share Mr. ie
does not say. lieleaves that guesswork to
the author of “Looking Backward.” There
are at present 1,500,000,000 cn the globe, and
Mr. Ravenstein computes that in a eatn.rl
or two the dry land will be overcrowd
Something will have to givea wav then, be-
cause food and population should be recip-
roeally palanced,

Mr. Carpegie and his fellow-travelers
uttered wnothing but encomiums om our
climate, our productions and our prospects.
The East, it was said, wiil heneeforth un-
derstand that the Pacific Coast can well

look after its own interests. Well it would
like to, but there is a good dealof grumbling
about the eternal vigilance requisite. We
may be able to strike out with more free-
dom in the direction of progress when the
Nicaragua Canal is comstructed, but even
that may depend upon who controls the
caval and whether itis really a competing
route, But nothing ean rob this Coast of
the incomparable advantages it sses in
climate and soil and variety of resources,
Were there not so tedious a nilwnx journey
from the East, California wonld ba the
Algiers of North America, the blissful
resort of all veople of means who dread the
rigors of a long winter of intense coid. San
Diego is at this moment said to have thou-
sands of visiters who have migrated for
health and change of sceue from the cola
East.  The favorable reports they must
carry home with them will infiuence others
to seek the Golden West,
