A Syndicate's Attempt to Control the
I-lollingof I'nper-MlllCrrek.

A few years ago, itnil!be remembered,
the sportsmen of this city an 1 the near-by
counties who are opposed to the sequestra-
tion oflands by syndicates or club?, had a hot
fight with club members whohad banded to-
gether for the purpose of leasing the best
duck-shooting grounds within easy reach of
this. city. Gradually large acreages of marsh
lands were rented by shooting clubs, the
member* of which were all on easy street,

that Is iron: a monetary point of view, and
much sport was enjoyed by tho gentlemen
of leisure until they had besun to show
theirImaginary authority by ordering their
keepers not to permit any person to fire a
shot on their preserves who was not a mem-
ber of their club.

ment?, manage to sequestrate that portion
of the Paper Mill owned by gentlemen

.whose lands margin toe best stretch of
angling property on these waters.

In a position to wear country club panta-
loons, there are a few of their own kind
still living in Mann County who are in
favor of amusement for all classes of men
irrespective of the positions they command
in life so long as they observe the ethics of
true sportsmanship and it is safo to say
that a Country Club gillie will not be seen
patrolling their property while they remain
to enjoy the freedom and pleasure of their
government.

OUR GREAT PENSION SYSTEM.

Hundreds of HilliODs Paid to Wounded
Soldiers.

When the Pension List Will Reach Its Maxi-
mum and When ItWill Begin to

Decline.

The followingarticle is the substance of a
long conversation with Green H. Raurn, the
Commissioner of Tensions. It was dictated
in response to ijuestiong propounded to one
of the best-posted pension men in the United
States. The Inted States stands at the
head of tho nations of the woild in the
giving of penslona. No other great pen-
sion-roll will compare with oms, mid we
give away dollars where other Governments
give away cents. There were f<w wars
like the lata Civil War. Our armies were
the bLgojt in history. More than 2,000.000
men fought under the flag of tlie Union be-
fore tne great rebellion was quelled. Of
these more than SOo\OSO fellin battle or were
borne in endless processions from 100 hos-
pitals to the cities of tho dead. Hundreds
of thousands more suffered from wounds re-
ceived or from diseases contracted in the
Bervice. and our pcuiion-roll is the wonder
of the world.
Itmay be fairly said that none can so

fully appreciate the furce and meaning of
these ghastly ilguros as those who took part

in the struggle and yet survive, The volun- I
teers who fought the war to its end did not
do itfor the mousy there was in it. The
pay and bounties were not large enough to
tempt cupidity, much less to weigh in the
scale against Ufa itself. We must accord to
them the ni'ist exalted motive of a patriotic i
duty, Itis not likely that one iv a bundled
of them had a thought when he enlistedupon the matter of a pension. Ho only
knew that his country was in imminent
peril and that his services were needed to
strike down those who had assailed her
flag. Itis not Justice to regard as a gratuity
the pensions that are being paid to the widow
and the fatherless and In those who were
disabled in battle or by disease. We as a
people have no more- sacred duty than to
care for those who sacrificed so much.

The number of pensioners now on the
rolls Is 5.'W,<00. Of these, Inround numbers,
208. 000 nr« "invalid")"and 107.000aie wl lows,
orphans and dependent relatives resulting
from the War of the Rebellion 4CO are sur-
vivors -.!,(] 8000 widows ot the War of 1812;
17,000 an* survivors and 6900 widows of the
Mi-xi'-an War. Under the operation of the
law enacted by the last Congress, the num-
ber of pensioners willbe Increased by prob-
ably (10,000, as soon as the claims can be
adjudicated. At the time this bill was
passed there were pending, under the laws
then in force, about 500,000 claims. A large
per cent of these willbe duplicates of appli-
cations under the recent act, so that tha
tn;inii»T of new claims willnot be as large*
as the figures would indicate.

Itla Bet possible to form a definite opinion
when the maximum of tin* pension-roll will
be reached, or how large it will then be,
either In the number of pensioners or of the
amount paid, ha these are wholly contlu-
geutujon legislation by Congress. Should
a general service pension be granted, plac-
ing all survivors upon the roll, the highest
point wouldat once beattained. From that
moment the decline would be^in and it
would be rapid.

A careful examination of the subject lends
to the conclusion that more than a third of
the men who were discharged from the
army at the close of the war were subject, by
mason ol wounds and other causes disabil-
ity, to a considerably higher rate of mortal-
ity than ordinary citizens who had not been
exposed to the hardships and casualties if
war. That this is true is clearly shown by
the lact that the death rate of thoss upon
the pension-roll ha-, been greatly in excess
of the estimates upon which the accepted
tables of lifeInsurance companies an based.
Not lc.»8 than COO.OOO in«i: discharged from
the army were subject to this increased rate
of mortality. With this large body of men
tint expectation of life was shortened by
about twelve year?, a total of 7,000,000 years
of individual existence. This fact illustrates,
not less than the statistics of death on the
battlefields and in hospitals, the awful
ravages of war.

To test tho correctness of this conclusion
an examination was made of ItJ.OOO cases of
men upon th- lolls who bad died. Txkinvc
the cge at enlistment end the age nt death,
It was found that the average shortening of
life had been Mcl ns to fully justify the
estimate already given. It may also be
fairly t~ald that this condition, in a less
degree, applies to nearly 600,000 others who
survived the war, whose live-* have been or
willbe shortened by I've or six years. Few
men went tbrouch months mid years of
service in the hold without more or less im-
pairment of health, not taking into nccouttt
the dangers of battle. Inby far the majority
of cases the effects of hardship, privation
and exposure were beyond the power of
time to wholly repair. No one who looks
upon a gathering of old soldiers can fail to
be impressed with the truth that they are
prematurely old.

A careful estimate places the number of
survivors of the Union army July 1, ISOS, at
1.702,000. Itwill be understood that this
includes a large number who had enlisted
under the later calls lor men, and had seen
little actual service. Thousands in the
camps of rendezvous had not been sent to
"the front" at nil. As noarly a* can be
ascertained, 457.000 of the . survivors died
between July 1, 1863, and July 1, 181X), leav-
ing tne number at the latter date 1,243,000.

This is being reduced by death at the rate
of 30.000 a year. Miringthe next fifteen or
twenty years the mortality will Increase as
the soldiers grow old. Thirty years hence
the-cauks willbe thin Indeed, in forty years
few of them will rrmnin. Nearly 150,000
are now of the age of ij_" or upward. Others
who live willreach that age at the rate, upon
an average, of50,000 per year. Those whoare
now arriving at GU were above 33 when the
war closed. There will be from 15,000 to
U2.000 a year for the next half dozen years.
From about 1897 the number reaching the
ng« of 62 willincrease rapidly, owing to tho
jet that by far tho greater portion of the

soldiers of tho Union army were under 30.
The average age of enlistment was about 23.
It is estimated that tho largest number to
reach tho age of \u25a0 inany one year will bo
in 1005, when there will be C'J.OOO. Such
persons were about 22 when discharged Irom
the army. In11KMJ there willbe about t.» (HO.
in 1907 29,000, in 1908 3700 and in I<»j«J only
W5. These last are the rear guard of the
great patriotic procession. They shouldered
muskets at 15 and marched away to thw field.

The rate of mortality among the soldiers
indicates that of the present survivors
about 580,000 will live to reach the age of
C2. Hut if a service pension should be made
operative at that age not more than two-
thirds of this nuruber would be upon, the
roll at any one time. -Tiie greater part of
those who have already reached that age,
or willreach it during the next half-dozen
years, will have passed away beforo the
point shall have been reached by the young-
est,

t
The aggregate amount paid for pensions

since 1801 exceeds 51.100,000,000, about a
third of what the war cost the Govern-
ment auriug its continuance. Tho amount. stated includes, however, the .sums paid
to the pensioner* of tho Wr.r of 1812,
the Mexican War and Indian war-;. AboVJ

HO per cent was paid to pensioners of theWar of the Rebellion. As the laws stand to-
day the amount required for some tune to
come will be about $140,000,003 a ye.ir. It
Is not likely In any event, unless there .befurther legislation, to groatly exceed thatsum, as the future yearly additions to the
roll will be nearly offset by those dropped
by reason of death and other cause?. The
time is not remote when, in the course ofnature, the survivors of tho i..to war will be
so reduced in number that the pension-roll
willceaee to be a burden upon the people,
even if itcan now be considered such.

The records of tha Pension Office show

that the aid soldiers are ncattared over the
entire habitable giobe. Inour own country
the number of veterans iv the West is
noticeably large. The war caused a serious
disturbance aud dixariitngeinent of the life
plans of many of the youne men who en-
tered tho service. They gave to their coun-
try years of ttieir early manhood which
otherwise they would have devoted to fit-
ting themselves for the professions or other
vocations.' Thousands left *chool for the
tented b'eM and did not resume their
studies. These young men were energetic
ami ambitious, and large numbers of tiiem
from the old States turned their faces west-
ward alter being discharged from the army.
They have borne a large part in the marvel-
ous development of that great section of the
country, That they have been character-
ized by the highest loyalty of good citizen-
ship is abundantly shown by the boundless
prosperity to which they have so greatly
contributed. No better communities can be
found anywhere in the worll than those of
the Western States where the old voluuteer
6oldiers are most numerous.

Taking the pennon-roll as an index. Ohio
has a larger number of soldiers than any
other State. New York is second and Penu-
\u25a0ylvaola third; than, iv the order named,
Indiana, Illinois, Missouri, lowa, Kansas
and Massachusetts. It i.s probable, how-
ever, that the ratio of pensioners to the
whole, number ofsoldiers is greatei in the
older States, as those who wont to seek
their fortunes In the West were the more
robust and healthy men, wlic had uot been
disabled by the casu iltie« of war. Kansas
has a laicer percentage of soldiers than any
other. Nine-tenths of them served in the
war from other States. Almost every regi-
ment of the Union army from Maine to
Miunexota lias its representatives in Kan-
sas. In a greater or less degree the same is
true of Nebraska and all the States of the
great West and Northwest. Not less than
4.rjOou Union soldiers have found homes in
Texas, whan they have shared in the de-
velopment of that wonderful Slate.

Nearly filty foreign countries are repre-
sented ou the pension-roll, the individuals
wiio have soiuht other climes numbering
l-v:o -"''•.'. There ate HtX) pensioners in

Canada, and some 40 (each In Germany and
Great Britain. The remainder ara dis-
tributed among all the lands upon which
the sun shines. There are pensioners inAfrica, China, Fiji.Japan and New /"aland.
They are in ail the countries of Europe,
South Ameiica and the farthest isles of the
sea. Itis safe to assume that these men do

nor to the Hag which they followed
through year* of tire and blood.

Without a second thought it would seem
anomalous that while there are on the pen-
sion-roll but 413 survivors of the War of
1812, there are BGIO Widows. A soldier who
served in that war at the ace of 14 or 15
years, mnst now, if living, b- 90 or more. It
willbo but a short time till all these will
hsv# passed away. The large number of
widows itdue to the fact tint many of the
i.ld veterans took to themselves wives who
wen much younger than themselves. No
doubt in the majority of those cases they
were second or third marriage-. So it i?
that th;r»« are upon the rollmore tliaa SOOO
widows of soldiers of that war. Most of
them are advanced in age. and from year toyear the list willrapidly grow toss.

Itis not difficult to understand that there
are no survivors of the Revolutionary War.
Aboy ol 15 in the last year ol the struggle
for independence would, if living, be now
considerably past 120 years of age. Hut
there yet remain some twenty-five Revolu-
tionary widows. The youngest of them is
SI. 'leu of them are in the 60" tag seven
of them in the 90s. Two are 93. In the
course of nature they will boon cea?e to
draw from the patriotic bounty of the re-
public. "K. L. V.

The record of Mrs. French Sheldon's
travels into the interior of Africa reads likea
fairy tale. Along her line ot march she met
numerous savage -tribes, and a courier
was sent ahead to each village to
announce her roach. The chiefs
always responded to the summon!, and
came to meet Mrs. Sheldon. On
these occasions she donned a white silk
court dress, and received the savage ruler
with all due ceremony. These men had
never seen a white womau before, and
regarded her with awe. White men

had been beard of and often seen,
but a woman was something won-
derful in their eyes, and the idea of her lead-
ing the caravan invested her with strange
power and respect. Taking advantage of Che
friendliness exhibi!ed by these people, Mrs.
Sheldon studied their mode of life and
their customs. The women of the tribes
llee from sight when caravans led by men
conic aloug, but at her approach the women
and children ran to meet her. Hie was
known as Hebe IJwana, meaning, literally,
"Woman Master." To men traders the
women would not part with their orna-
ments and articles of attire, and Mrs.
Sheldon was therefore enabled to procure
things of interest that have never been seen
before outside of Africa. She has wade a
collection of strange and curious articles
that* are wonderful in their manufacture,
considering th»» rude appliances of the na-
tives. Generally she marched at the head
of the column, but she had a handsomely
tilted up palanquin borne by four natives,
in which she traveled most of the way on
her return nt the coast, after meeting with an
accident which incapacitated her from
walking.

A BALLOON VOYAGE.
Professor Kin; to Attempt m Trans-

Atlantic Trip.- A Philadelphia special. .
To make a voyage across the ocean to

Europe in a balloon is an enterprise pro-
jected by Trofessor Samuel A. King, the
aeroaaut, and several fluaucial backers, to
take place from this city some time during
next summer. The project is not yet defi-
nitely assured, although Professor King
has been promised ttio funds necessary
for a complete preparation* ior the trans-
Atlantic journey. Tlie expeuse that would
be attached to .-urli an enterprise is esti-
mated to be abuut $20,000 or $>'..'5,000. Tro-
fessor King was seen about the proposed
oceanic balloon tripat his home, 1538 Ogden
street, lie declined to eive [or publication
just what arrangements had been made,
deeming that it would not be proper, inas-
much as tbe enterprise had not beeu posi-
tively assured.

"The talk is that the start," said he,
"should take place in August iroin this city.
Iam very anxious that it shall occur, lor
1have hern considering such a project for
several years. 1tniuk 1have at last mapped

out the plans by which such a journey can
bo accomplished, It is necessary that I
slfTiuld try: to make the trip soon, for in a
period not far distant Imight hod that I
have not vigor to risk such a task."

Should I'rolesscr King accomplish the
voyage across the ocean in a balloon it
be would be the first of the kindin history.
There have been several attempts made to
cross the Atlantic through the air, but they
resulted in sigual failures. Professor Wise
tried it about forty years ago, but lie was
not able to get a start. Subsequently Pro-
fessor Lowe also made an attempt, the start-
ing point being at Poiut Breeze, but the
balloon was not properly made. Pro-
fessor Donaldson did not have much
better success iiihis effort many years ago.
ItIs Protestor King's opinion that the bal-
loon necessary to make a trans-Atlantic voy-
age should be a hydrogen one and its
capacity should be from 400,000 to CCO.OOO
cubic feet lie believes that a trip through
a high altitude, say three aud a half miles,
as has been suggested by some aeronauts, is
not advisable, . --U;

His idea is that the balloon should carry a
draz rope 1000 or 20G0 feet long, with end
trailing in the water. In this' way the bal-
loon could strike a current of air and travel
with it across the ocean. There would be
two cars attached to the balloon. The up-
per one would carry the passengers and
food. The lower one would bt; u*ed a3 a
cuisine and could be descended intoby means
of a rope ladder. The idea is to have the
cuisine removed from the upper car about
the space of twenty feet, so that there
would be no danger Jrom the coal-oil stove.
