Steamer Apache Nearly Sunk Near
the Brothers Rock.

schivoner’s bow. The licouer was going
thiough the water too fast, however, and

crashed iuto the Apache, cutling her
to the water’s edge. Instantly all
was confusion on board the steamer,

and many of the passengers on board, in-
cluding a large number of women, thcught
the steamer was goiug to the botiom. The
force of the blow caused her 10 keel over
until the starboard guard was under water
and much of the freight on the main deck
Legan to roll down to leaward. The steamer
righted again as soon as the schooner
cicared her and the main pumps were at
once set to werk. Captain Ferris at onee
brought the steamer to ananchor and ascer-

tained the extent of damage. The
entire side of the steamer for a
distance of over ten feet had been
crushed in, and part of the upper works

torn away. 'The schooser also dropped her
anchor, znd had also sustained serious dam-
age. Her bowsprit was gone and the eutire
bows crushed in, and only for the cargo of
lumber which she carried she must have
suank instantly. By shifting several tons of
freight over to the starboard side Captain
Ferris managed to keep the Apache afioat
long encugh to reach the wharf in this
city, and she arrived here about two hours
late. Both Captain Ferris and Pilot Sawtell
refused to give auy information regarding
the afTair, and also refused to give the name
of the sehooner. 7This is the second acci-
dent Pilot Sawtell has met with inside of
a moenth, as he was at the wheel when the
Apache randown a fishing-boat near Be-
nicia not long ago, and by which one of the
men iz the boat lost his life by being struck
by the steamer’s wheel.
LABOR TOPICS.
The Machinists Declare for Protection to
Labor.

The Machinists’ Union met last night and
unapimously indorsed a set ¢f resclutions
acknowledzing the wisdom of the Govern-
ment bonus cn sugar, but condemning the
injustice of admitting free of duty the ma-
chivery which maunufacturers this sugar,
thus depriving the mechanics of this
country of that pretection which the tariff
affords to cther branches of labor.

The proposition embodied in the resolu-
tions wiil be brought to the attention of all
the unions in the State with a view to ob-
taining their favorable action thereon,

The Building Trade League met last night
at Furniture-workers” Hall. Delegates from
twelve unions were present. The Secretary
announced that six unions—Carpenters’ No.
483, Carpenters’ No. 304, the Wood-carvers,
the Cornice-makers, Painters’ No. 175 and
the Furniture-workers—had voted in favor
of an Independent ticket that would be in
favor of labor to be supported during the
campaign.

A report was received from the Federated
Trades of Santa Clara County to the effect
that the unions of that organization would
support the locked-out shoefitiers of San
Francisco.

The Los Angeles Federation asked for
information coneerning the trouble between
the shoemakers and manufacturers of this
city, and the Secretary was instructed to
explain the matter io them.

The San Diego Council reported that it
had tried to organize the bakers, but find-
ing that the members of that craft were
few they had advised themn to join the Los
Angeles union.

No Truth in the Charge Made by the
Crew of the Fred Billings.

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T0 STUDY LABOR.

A Depuiy’s Mission From the
French Government.

A Member of the Chamber Whe Is Instituting
Inquiries Into American Legislation
snd Labor Organizations.

M. Paul Deschanel, who has been for six
years a member of the French Chamber of
Deputies, is at the Palace. He has been
sent bere by the French Government, his
mission being to study the relation of labor
and capital in the United States and the
character and effect of American legislation
upon strikes and other labor troubles. He
has been in the prinecipal cities of the East
since December 27, and will remain in this
city about a week.

“The law permilting the formation of
labor organizations only dates from 1887,
said M. Deschanel, **and these unions are
now beginning to be formed. Arbitration
as a means of settling the difficulties be-
tween employvers and employes is just begin-
ning to be tned. The labor disputes have
excited much discussion in France, the
wost serious trouble existing in the eoal
mines of the north, These d fficulties have
been adjusted temporarily, but they will
recur again.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

“Labor in it: relation to capital is the
greatest and most tremendons question in
Europe. Since the Congress of Berlin,
State socialism, which has heen inavzurated
by the present German Emuveror, has been
advocated by the clerical party and its rep-
resentatives in the French Chamber of Dep-
u'ies. Upen my repert will depend muen
future legislation in France and othercoun-
tries concerning the laboring classes.

*l have been greatly astonished during
my visit to the Upited Sfates at the power
of the labor organizations. The facts which
1 have collected refer to the entire question
of capital and labor, and especially to the
legisiation upon the subject in the different
States.”

“In a general way, what will be the nature
of vour report?” the French Commissioner
was asked.

“1f anythine general ean be drawn from
such complex legislation, and so many and
varied organizations,” he replied, *“‘itis this,
which will be very pertinent in France at
the present moment: In this country of
free individoal effort, whers the energy of
the individual citizen is considered, the cit-
izen asks very little in the way of legisia-
tion from either State or national Govern-
ment. He does his own legislating, and it
is by the privileze of organ:zation and asso-
ciation that he is able to arrive at his con-
clusions.

CENTRALIZATION.

“In France, however, the people have been
accustomed, by three centuries of civiliza-
tion, to ask the Government for everything
they desire. Tnis is the tendeney of the
clerical party and the Congress of Berlin,
as well as many radical parties in Europe.
It is suorely better to effect a solution of
labor difficulties and the elevation of em-
ployes through private organization rather
than Dby State socialism, which means Gov-
ernment interveuntion Dbetween labor and
capital.”
