New Kales I'.wfii by the .Anntrur
Athletic Union.

One of the most important meeting* i.eld
by the Amateur Athletic Uuiun took place
at New York on the 9ih inst

After considerable discussion it was de-
cided to abolish the present rules of the
union reining fencing and substitute
those of the Amateur Fencers' League of
America. The following amendments to
the athletic slid general rules wore passed:

To Insert tin rules for pole-vault Inthe ath-
letic iiiies ot ilie Amateui Dillonafter the words
">-xc 'i't one prouc" at the end of apsJagiapJj
leading as follows:

No competitor shall, duttng his vault, raise the
hand which was uppermost when he left the
ground to a higher point on the pole, nor shall tie
rats* lite hand which was undermost when lie
left the ground to any petal ou the pole above
the other hand.

To drop from the gymnastic rules or the
Amateur Athletic Union the section "Head
roje-climlmiß" and substitute therefor the fol-
lowing:

1. The rope, measured from ilnor to a tam-
bouilM or bt'll fastened above, s-hall be as neatly
25 feet as the height of the ball will allow.

•1. The start shall be by pistol-shut, and the
time taken when the contestant stt ikes the bell
or tambourine.

THE RELIGIOUS WORLD.

Brief Hews Notes From CM, dispel and
SyuEgogne.

A new Universallst church was dedicated
at Santa Paula last Sunday. The church is
valued at $17,000. Before the dedicatory
services S2<XK) was rawed to defray building
expenses of the edifice, which Is now nearly
paid for.

The name of Dr. Alfred Kuminer, now
located at Portland, Oregon, is frequently
mentioned of late in connection with the
pastorate of the First IIE. Church of Oak-
laud, and it is probable that Dr. Kummer
willbe the successor of Dr. Dllle, whose
term expires this falL

The Catholics of Stockton are moving to
establish a home in that city for aged
people and a hospital, to be opened to
PrctestanU' as well as Catholics. This
home will be located on a tract of twelve
arr»'s adjoining the city and owned by the
church. Subscriptions to tbe amount of
120,000 have been promised.

DOGGED BY SHADOWS.

An Unpleasant Rejection for Seine fflfli
Rollers.

Between Thirty and Forty Private Detectives
Daily Watching Suspected Confiden-

tial Employes.

At the corner of the premises occupied
by tne Safe Deposit Dank, and at one or two
other points along the lino of Montgomery
street, from Bush to Merchant, there may
bo seen at almost any hour of the day a
number of men apparently without any visi-
ble means of subsistence, yet fairly well
dressed ina plain suit of brown or dark
gray. They are obviously not corner-loafers.
There is an aspect of unostentatious, silent
vigilance about them. Without doubt the
mere casual glance which one of them has
just bestowed on a passing specimen of
gilded youth l.a!some object in it,for, aft*
a signal to some unseen person at an up; er
window, the man in brown steals away on
the young man's track.

The explanation Is that, for good and suf-
ficient reasons, the young man's employers
have ordered him to be shadowed. From
the moment the shadow is put on that youth
willnot be lost sight of for a moment, not
even when he is in bed. Without knowing
it, without dreaming that in the most se-
cluded orgies there is a .-p eter at the feast,
humirt of "high rollers" and sports carry
on high jinks heedless of the shadow— the
quiet man in brown

—
whom they willnever

know, not even when they suddenly find
Sao Quentin staring them in the face.

Probably Bo p.T.son in the community had
be linger or more remorselessly shadowed
titan Sarah Althea Terry. At one time she

eaJoyW the unknown honor of being at-
tended, like Jupiter, by four satellites. Mie
was adjoin without one.

"There are about thirty or foi men reg-
ularly employed in private detective work
in San Francisco to-day," said a mem-
ber of the fraternity to a Cam. reporter.
"Convention. we are known as snadows.
The first duty of a shadow is to keep his
eyes open aud his mouth shut, a much more
difficult thing to do than somo of our young
amateur detectives and transom-workers
would care to own. Then the shadow has to
be sober, quick, and never thrown off hjs
feet, so 1 especially he must take care not 10
be caught by the many traps that are sure
to be laid for him. He must be a man of
pood conversational powers on the rate oc-
casions when he is required to talk. Then he
roust be plausible, a man of the world, with
no crotchets or pet theories or fixed ideas,
and, above ail things, he must have a photo*
graphic memory of faces and the power of
minute observation without seeming to
notice.

"The fir-ttliinca slmdow dees la to get 1
ko<hl description of his mm, if circuin-
bUukM make itImpossible to have ihnt man
pointed out. You will easily understand
how important Iti* that the ahadow should
never be Mea in company wills the indi-
vidual who puts him on the job. The
shadow being once DUt on the track of the
suspected person, it is bis business never la
lei that person cut of his sight, and, above
all, never to approach or accost him m any
wny.
"Ifitis a woman that Is to be shadowed,

the task of keeping her in Right is easier;
but women, like uiiC', have many enemies
and it is in their very nature to be suspi-
cious and observant. One of the in st diffi-
cult positions a shadow can be placed in is
when ho is following a woman on a quiet
street, m she is nearly always looking out
for just such a thins. So, too, if a shadow
is ftsteal a house he must never fotgat
that women hnve a great habit ifwatching
through the blinds on their own account.
You may net see them, but it i- ton to one
that they see you. They are natural-born
detectives and would have the field to them-
selves but for one thing. They are bound
to let people know how smart they are and
what they could tell if they liked. They
generally tell, particularly if it is a secret
about another woman.

"Women would never make good shadows,
if only for the reason that they naturally
attract the attention of men by reason of
their sex. IJu; there is another trouble.
Watch a woman walking a street and you
willsee that every fresh object distracts her
attention, just as in conversation she gets
tired ifthe subject isn't changed every few
minute,?. Hut the shadow has to keep one
object iv view and that only. If a murder

is being commltt. .-I across the street !t isnothing to him. His bus nr>ss is not to losesight ol his man and never to let his man
gain sight of him so hs tv identify him.

"Quite a considerable part of the shadow-ing in this city is done in connection with
divorce proceedings. In cases like this a
watch is set on a house to see who goes inand who comes out. Of coursp, the hotels
and restaurants are not forgotten when, asoften happens, the parties saspnet they are
watched at home. Iam afraid business
would suffer greatly if a shadow kept surhn diary as was reputed to be kept by CountFosco in the novel of 'The Woman InWhite.' But the real detective ha1? hia
nu'iunry pigeonholed. He do»»s not want
to put a sword into the hands or a black-
nr.ailer or a possible opponent. Ha wants
to know everything and tells nothing. Yonmay always reckon <m> a certain number oftellers in this world. They nre naturallyleaky and can no umt« hold a secret thai a
rubber bug can hold hydrogen gas Forone thing, the supposed posse>siou of a
secret mak.-s a man or a woman important
for the time beinir. If they do not sell out
they will leak from mere egotism andvanity. It is just about as easy for the
amateur detective to keep an important
discovery to himself as it was for Sutter
*nd Marshall to contain the secret of the
gold at Coloma. lioth died poor, you re-
member. They knew too much. A good
nhadow does not know anything. That is
his specialty.

"Aman with his wits about him is a hard
person to shadow. Ifho da- the slightest
suspicion that he is shadowed he will just
walk half a block back, and if. the shadow
is silly enough to do the same thinz why
the jig is up, that's all. This Is where the
science of shadowlug conies in. Never to
be caught or recognized, that is the idea.The moment your man tarns pass right by
as Ifyou were not noticing him. Jf you
look at him out of the corner el your eye
even the chances are that you will-spoileverything.

"Very often you run a risk of losing your
man by his getting on a car. An experi-
enced shadow will let his man get on oneend while ho gets on tho other. It i* agolden rule never to bring yourself inelo'ne
contact if it can be avoided. So long asyou nee the i.er-.on you are aHpr tuo fur-
ther you are away batter. It is oftennecessary to find out if the pits,ui*!i wed
11 -\n much moiu'v jibt.titlinn. an<l this is not
at hi' «ti ffvjiliil yunr pmty in a sober'"• iii.«i tnink- ho Is watciicu. It itIs a

woman you are watching the job is harder

and show his money recklessly. Then the
shadow's work is easy.

"Bank clerk', cashiers and persons in po-
sitions of confidence are constantly being
shadowed without their having the faintest
id. of the fact. When a clerk with S2O a
week goes to all the club fights, bets on all
the events and generally lives the pace,
while his employer is silting in the office of
a Sunday, hour after hour, wondering how,
with the business he is doing, he is drifting
into insolvency, it is not surprising If he
should decide to risk ISO in shadowine the
suspected man. The trouble generally is
that the step is taken too late. The ex-
pense of hiring a shadow Is $5 to $10 or £12
a day and expenses. Of course the shad-
ows Iam speaking of ha*e nothing to do
with the. regular detective branch of the
police force, although they may have for-
merly been members of it.

"Just one word before Igo," said the
man of mystery. "This city would be ten
thousand times worse in morals than it is if
it were not for fear of the shadows," saying
which the shadow turned and vanished,
like the rainbow fading out of the sky or
like one of thos-j inessential forms alter
which he was named.

Of all the extraordinary performances of
the Weather Bureau, last Thursday took
the palm, and peotdo are not yet done talk-
ing si it. The day be.:;wi moist and mild— a
real spring day for swelling tree buds aud
cheering crocuses 'to a fuiler unfolding.
Townrd noon it began to rain, and soon a
bliuding snowstorm was in irojjress, the
flakes riding tv-for.' a Kale of wind, a regu-
lar cyclone's whir, that howled iv the air.
ljy 4 o'clock every tree was loaded with
snowflakes and the sun bur>t forth and
dazzled one with the fairyland pictures in
every park and the lined avenue. Tne
thermometer had fallen 20 degrees in the
first hour of the snow cyclone, but the later
hour of sunshine was balmy again, and no
one expected the northwest wind to arise in
its might, to shriek and swoop down upon
the city with the sunset and make an arctic
night of it. There were many accidents
and much damage resulting from the storm.
Many ladies were thrown down by thewind, aud Senator Palmer's wife was lifted
bodily, carried a distance and thrown
against the stono coping of the Capitol ter-
race. Tnat high terrace, which overlooks
the whole city, was moat exposed to the
long sweep of the wind, and the cyclone's
force was strongest there, sweeping men
and vehicles to shelter. With this cyclone
and blizzard it is hoped that the most dis-
agreeable winter of toe decade has ended.
Washington has lost all its reputation for
possessing a desirable winter climate, and
Secretary Husk his bad to endure com-
plaints, upbraiding and chaff until he Is
nearly ready to hand bis erratic and un-
manageable charge back to the War De-
partment.
