PRESIDENT ELIOTS VIEWS.

An Explanation of That Mormon
Speech.

The Harvard Educator's Opinion of Latter-
Day Baints — He Thinks They Will
Make Good Citizens,

A dispatch from Cambridge, Mass., was
published in Tue CALL of yesterday,
stating that Harvard and nearly all Cam-
bridge were anfazed at certain statements
sald to have been made by President Eliot
in Salt Lake a week ago. It wasreported
that he had compared the Utah saints to
the Pilgrim Fathers in their fidelity to
religlous iiberty, and had said that there is
& Mormon colony among the students at
Harvard.

He is said to have used the following
words in the course of his address:

“As I came over the plains I thought of
that early journey when the first colonists
marched across them under the guidance of
a Christian chureh, and this reminded me
of another pilzrimage, though across the
water. I refer to the Dilgrim Fathers.
They, too, suffered hardships for a prin-
ciple. They, too, were fired with religious
enthusiasm and sought freedom alse to
worship God. In planting a coleny it is the
women who have the harder part. They
died faster than the men in Massachusetts.

*“The great successful cclonies of this
world are founded on religious enthusiasm.
Here you founded a colony that vou might
worship God according to the dictates of
your conscience. Here in this valley has
risen the question of religious liberty. In
Massachusetts'all ehurehes are equal before
the law. There is no reason why this re.
ligious liberty may not be enjoyed in all the
other States and Territories as well as in
Massachusetts.

_“‘Let us devote ourselves to this liberty,
civil and religious, for associations of every
sort and for the individual also. If I couid
do somethivg to uuile the elements in this
Territory and bring them to seek religious
liberty as it is known in other parts of the
country it would be to me a great reward.”’

THE PRESIDENT EXPLAINS.

When President Eliot was interviewed
yesterday regarding the dispateh and the
statements referred to, he remarked that
the account of his speech was composed of a
number of disconnected sentences, many of
which were entirely erroneous,

“ Mrs. Eliot and L” continued Harvard’s
president, “‘were the guests of the Mormen
Board ef Education 1n Sait Lake City. After
I bad been about seven hours iu the city I
attended a meeting in the Temple ana de-
livered an address upon ‘Religious Lib-
erty,” before 7000 people.

“1 described the religlous liberty now
given to all denominations in Massachu-
setts, and said that these religious liberties
should be just as precious and as much re-
spected in the other States and Territories
as in Massachusetts,

“The only comparison I made between
the early Mormons and the Pilgrim Fathers
was in relation to the dauntless spirit dis-
played by the latter in crossing the Atlantic
to found a colony where their religious
ordinances wouid be unmolested, and the
hardships endured by the Mormons in cross-
ing the plaius for a similar purpose,

“It would be absurd to talk of religious
liberty in connection with the ecarly settle-
ments of the Pilzrim Fathers, because
religious liberty was not permitted, and
neither Quakers nor Baptists were tolerated
or were allowed to reside in the colony., 1
would n#®t havs been permitted to exist in
New England in those days, because I am
a Uritarian.

WHY SHOULD IT BE DENIED?

“And I do not see,” continued President
Eliot, ““why religious liberty should be de-
nied to the Mormons. I understand that not
one in eleven was polyvgamouvs, and now
they have wot onlv prohibited polygamy,
but have made it a crime. I believe that
the Mormon cliurech was siocere in its
abandonment of polvgamy, and that its
members will make good citizens.

*I contend, therefore, that the Mormons
stand in precisely the same position under
the law as those who worship according to
any other faith. The only article of their
creed wiich constituted a violation of the
law was the doctrine of polygamy, and as
they have rensunced it they should oe placed
uvonthe same footing as the members of
any other denomination,

“They were picneers in the devalopment of
Utah, and started enterprises which East-
ern capital has since acquired and devel-
oped. They are sober a;-% industrious, and
are anxlous o give their children the bene-
fits of a higher education.”

*Is there a Mormon celony at Harvard?”
Dr. Eliot was asked,

“There are in the university, the law col-
lege and in prepaiatory schools, altogether
10 Mormon students,” was the reply.

““They live together, but they are not colo-
nists in the sense of propagating Mormon
doctrines orendeavoring tosecure proselytes,
They are good students, but do not differ
greatly from other young men in their hab-
its and customs. Tune students have no
religious observances atthe university”’

AN ADDRESS TO SCHOOLMA'AMS,

Radical Changes in the Instruction of
Children Suggested.

The teachers of the city flocked to the
meeting of the Teachers’ Institute at Odd
Fellows’ Hall yesterday afternoon. Male
and female, from the tender bud who is just
learning how to wieid the rod without shud-
dering to the aged educator whose toil has
made many horny fisted, were there. They
packed the hall and the galleries thereof.

A listener at the keyliole would have
thought that a convention of bees was in
session, for the buzzing of the whisperers
was tremendous.

The gray-headed chief of the oldest insti-
tution of learning in the country came upon
thestage with Rev. Horatio Stebbins and was
enthusiastieally applauded. John Swett,
the Superintendent of common schools, in-
troduced the distinguished scholar, who
made a plain, practical address oun the eyo-
lution of methods of instruction,

TEACHERS' INSTITUTES,

Dr. Eliot said he thought that the holding
of teachers’ institutes would be of great
value to tnhose who altended. They bhad
proven of great value to the instructors of
New England. The New England reform-
ers at their meetings had reduced the size of
the textbooks which children are compelled
to memorize. He could testify that very
little of what the child is cbiiged to learn by
rote remained long in his miod, *I myself,”
said Harvard’s president, “do not remember
the names of the capitals of half the States,
and Ido not believe that 1 can bound any of
the States, with the exception of Massachu-
sotts,”

He next adverted to the brutality of com-
pelling children to memorize rules of gram-
mar which they cannot understand. He
believed that there should be a revolu-
tion in the teaching of bookkeeving.
As it exists at present it is a
sham. The boy who has been taught the
theory of bookkeeping in school has to
learn that he knows nothing about it just
as soon as he goes in the business, Much
time, Dr7 Eliot thought, might be saved by
adopting new methods of Instruction. The
people do not appear to properly estimate
the capacily of their children. Tue years
which might be saved in the early partofa
pupil’s life might be devoted to sericus
studies, In Harvard the facully has de-
clared that a freshman is incowpetent to
study psychology.

HARVARD FRESHMEN.

The Harvard freshmen average 19 years
of age, vet the young men of France leary
psychology at 17, and consider its study
among the most delightful experiences of
their sehool years. 1t is held that children
cannpot learn algebra under 15, vet hundreds
of thousands of 12Zyear-olis in Europe
are mastering the science to-day.

The easiest way of solving equations of
the first degree is Dy algebra and not by
arithmetic as many children are compeliled
to solve them now. Geography is a superb
study. Yet the schools have nothing with
whieh to teach it but waps and flat atlases.
What is wanted is models to show the carv-
ing out of the hills and contour maps. The
Government survey has furnished these
maps and they are used in Rhode Island.
Dr. Eliot concluded with an earnest exhorta-
tion to his many hearers to earefully study
the habits, ability and ambit on of their
puullh and give them Iinstruction accord-
ingly. .

A. E. Winghip of Boston, editor of the
Journal of Edueation, came forward efter
the applause had subsided. He proved to
be a forcible speaker and quick'y interested
the big audience in his theme, which was
tbe *“Pablic School Crisis.” o sald that
Awerica is a land of crises. The gravita-
tion of human nature makes any republic a
land of crises. The permavency of a re-
public 1s determined by the way in which it
meets crises. T'he Awerican public school
spirit is the fruit of a series of crises, It
com-s from the common and the free
school and its erisis is preduced . by the
existing state of affairs in America. There
is more crime here than in England, and on
the public schools the responsibility of de
creasiog crime largely depends.

Erjoined Against Kemowal.

Rildegard Park instituted proceedings
agaiost P. J. Carr and Edward Walsh to

restrain them from removing a oue-story
frame building on Lilac nll?. Her father,
E. W. Park, who died on July 12, 1883, be-
queatied thls property to her. Carrisin
possession under a lease, and with Walsh
made application to the Surerﬂsou for
permission to move the building in ques-
tion: The 10 years’ lease of March 29,
1882, by Park to Carr expressly stipulates
among other things that no liquors or
wines of any kind shall be sold on the
premises during the term of the lease, and
this is made a prohibition of the first im-
portance.

CONTESTED LETTERS.

Guenther WIiil Have Charge of
Estate of ““ Diamond Carrie.”

Judge Coffey rendered his decision yes-
terday afternoon in the contest between the
Public Administrater and the nominees of
the parents of the decedent for lettars of
administration in the estate of Clara Cecelia
Bedell. Few verhaps would recognize under
this name the ideutity of the woman, who
was known to the world as “Carrie McClay”
and among her intimates as “Diamond
Carrie”” and who kept a certain house which
was extensively patronized by a class of
blase roues and impressionable youths with
more money than brains.

Carrie McClay left a will in which she
made choice of Richard V. Dey, the capi-
talist, of Virginia City, Nev., as executor,
but for very good and obvious reasons he
declined the trust. Then Edward W. Guen-
ther, a clerk in Lawyer W. F. Herrin's
office, was appointed at the request of the
father and mother of the dead woman,
though after the matter had been submitted
to Judge Coffey the father undertook to re-
tract his relinquishment and requested the
apoointment of the Public Administrator.

The Judge’s decision was quite elaborate,
He ciied section 1365 of ghe Code of Civil
Procedure, which specified 10 classes of
persons who are entitled to letters in the
order of enumeration, in this case the father
and mother coming in the third, the Public
Administrator in the eighth, and the last or
tenth including the applicant, Guenther.
The Public Administrator contended that
the written request of the father and mother
in favor of a person withic the tenth class
cannot supersede his right to letters, as
under section 1365 he is entitled before a
person of the tenth class,

This construction of the law, it was held,
denies to section 1379 any effect or force
whatever, because if the priority of right to
letters specified in section 1365 must always
prevail, then it is idle to make a written re-
quest for the appeintment of any person ex-
cept he be the one next entitled to Jetters of
adwinistration after the person making the
request. In such case, said the Judge, the
person entitled could simply deeline to ap-
ply for letters and would thus acegmplish
his objeet fuliy without making any written
request; but. section 1379 expressly pro-
vides that letters of administration may be
granted to a ‘“‘competent person” who is
“not otherwise entitled to the same at the
written request of the yerson entitied,”” This
coustruction
fore, gave force and effeet to all the provi-
stons of the sections of the epdes in ques-
tion, while the conirary construetidn denied

the

to section 1579 any force or eflect whatever. |
Another point was whether the second |

request of the father materially modified
the situation or changed the legal relation
or circumstances of the parties to this con-
troversy. His Honordeclared that this sec-
ond request of January 9, 1892, should be
disregarded, because he had already exer-

He
was sitting on the porch thumping a banjo
wiien a wagon drove up and oul jumped his
bondsmen, Martin Quirlan and John Wich-
man, and Polieceman Rourke.

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OLD PEOPLES HOME.

The Management All That Could
Be Desired.

Mrs. Elmira Stark, the 0ld Lady Dismissed
From the Institution, Is Destroying
Its Peaceful Harmony.

-

In response to an invitation sent by Mrs.
Charles Nelson, the president of the Old
People’s Home on the corner of Pine and
Pierce streets, a CALL reporter visited that
Institution yesterday morning. -As he en-
tered the luxuriously furnished retreat,
originally provided at the expense of Mrs.
Crocker, thé inmates were sitting down to
an excellent midday meal cousisting of
bollea and fried fish, ham and fresh eggs.
vegetables, macaroni, cakes and sweets, and
plenty of tea and coffee of fine guality. All
seemed to be heartily enjoying the repast,
and the large, light and elegantly furanished
appointed dining-hall presented a gratify-
ing sight, filled as 1t was with upward of
100 aged and venerable old people.

Seated by hersell at one table apart from
the others was a querulous-looking old
lad y, and upon the reporter’s inquiring the
reason of her isolation from the rest of the
inmates it was explained that this was Mrs.
Elmira Stark, who has recently been creat-
ing so mueh disturbance in the home that
the directors bave been compelled to re-
solve upon getting rid of her and gave her
notice to quit about two months ago. She,
ho wever, with tenacious obstinacy, shown
by many unreasonable persons, declined to
leave, and consequently a suit has been
brought to eject her from the home.

2 ENLARGED UPON.

Thbe troubles related by Mrs. Stark have
been enlarged upon in an evening con-
temporary whose hostility to the members
of the Crocker family or its proteges is
public property, and a serles of articles
have been written condemning the so-
called cruel treatment of Mrs. Stark and the
methods alleged to Dbe ewmployed in the
home by the committee of management.

A thorough investigation proved that all
such charges were totally unwarranted, for
after inspecting the institution, the mag-
hificent appointments, furniture and gen-
eral appliances for the comfort of the in-
mates thereof being tao well knowa to need
description, Tune CALL representative in-
terviewed a number of inmates of either
sex and found all to be loud in their praises
of the comforts they enjoyed. Mrs. Stark
herself said she had no fault to find with
| the institution or the table, but with the
conduct of her fellow-inmates toward her.
Her lawyer had advised her, however, that
she cou!ld not be ejected fromn the home,
having once been admitted, and she likes it
so well she means to stay whether the
| autherities are williug cr not.

From a pumber of inmates it was ascer-
tained that ever since Mrs, Stark came to
the home not only her habits at the tavble
were disgusting, but she has set all the
1 authorities and rules at defiance. She is in
|

the habit of also surreptitiously concealing
| and earrying food to her bedroom against

the express rules of the iustitution.
‘ MRS. STARK'S MINSTREL BOY.
| Then, again, her son, who Is a negro min-
| strel by avocation, has disturbed every oue
{ in the house by playing the bones and
chanting those pathetic and comie ballads
with that delicacy of tone and style so well
krown to the frequenters of *“Darbary
Coast” dives until a late hour of the
night until persuaded to leave. On
| another oceasion the artist made an
esrly call on his mother at6:30 o’clock in
the morning, the supposition being that he
had never been to bed at sll. Be this as it
may, when Chaplain W. R. Githens went
| up to the room he found the young man
snoring in bed and Mrs, Stark engaged in
| mending her boy’s garments, and tue latter
was very indiguaut when the reverend gen-
tleman insisted on awakening the minstrel
bov aud requesting him to quit the building.

**All this and more I could tell you,” said
Mrs. Neison, “but we only want to rrove to
you that every one else fn the home Iis
ha;py and comfortable but this unfortun-
ate old lady. The Mizpan Club, a privaie
charitable organization, paid $300 for
her admission, anud when we decided
to discharge her we returned this
money to the club. The fact is the inmates
will not eat or associate with her, owing to
her conduct, and she sets us all at defiance.
Under her agreement with us aud our rules
she must leave; if not the management of
the entire institution will go to pieces,
understand that her hosband Is an able
velerinary surgeon, and well able to sup-
port her; besides, her son is an able-bodled
young man. Her relatives got tired of her
and foisted her and hLier vagaries upon us,
and we do fiot intend to have the harmony
of our community destroyed by any one
individual.”
