sir Charles Tapper appears to exercise
more iuliuence over Lord Salisbury than
any other public man whose opinions aud
movements are noted. The fear of the
Cr.nadian 'scream has induced the English
Prime Minister to repeat his refusal to join
with the United States to protect the seals
i adioe arbitration. Ifthere were no other
consideration in the matter than dollars and
tvnts the British proposition might be con-
hidered. I3nt the American contention is
that indiscriminate s» ul-fishiuc willdestroy
the seals. To this the British Government
makes reply that in case the board of arbi-
ters decide that indiscriminate seal-fishing
is unlawful tbe seal- poachers will pay for
the damage inflicted. Can they pay for the
damage inflicted? Who are to estimate the
value of seal life? The value of a given
number of Bealskias may be estimated
closely enough, but not the value of seal
life Itself. The suggestion that sealing may
be continued uuder bond is an admission on
the part of the British Minister that he
sees nothing in the question but a more or
less valuable industry that Canadians may
engage in. It \u25a0 not probable that the
American State Department willgive this
sealiuz-under-bond proposition serious con-
sideiation. Itcannot do so without admit-
ting that the American Government has
taken as low a view of the question as the
British Government present?. IfEngland
insists upon the right to slaughter seals
during the arbitration proceedings the
United States will know how to meet the
issue thus made. Poachers will be cap-
tured and confiscated, and if English men-
of-war protect them the English Ministry

illbe responsible for war if war should
follow. British papers now say that Russia
must not be allowed to interfere in the mat-
ter. From what source do the British pa-
pers obtain the right to say that Russia
shall not make good its title to the property
It sold? The United States so far as is
known has not asked Russia to defend the
title, but if Russia volunteers todo so itis
not easy to see how England is to prevent
such action. A London dispatch says that
boom of the London papers fear a conflict
willbe precipitated by the Indiscreet action
of naval officers. Itlooks on this side that
if lessons in discretion are to be given the
first subjects should be London editors.

A SMOOTH SCHEME.

The Spokesman throws some light upon
th« methods by which certain "enterpris-
ing" tapers in various cities swell their
subscription lists. The representative of a
San Francisco daily visited Spokane and
proposed to exchange space in the paper he
represented for town lots and other more or
less valuable property. The special induce-
ment held cut was that an edition of a cer-
tain number of copies containing articles
descriptive of Spokane should be distrib-
uted throughout the Northwest This is one
of the schemes that possibly work once but
not often twice, Concerning the first scheme
of the kind the Spokesman says:

Time years ago the Examiner undertook to
write up Hie city fa an Master edition. A large
number of subset lptions wete taken ;thousand*
olsi ecial copies were sold and cots were ordered
l>y the dozen, bu t the Easter edition never
leacbed this city.

Itappears that there is another source of
profit in these special issues than selling ad-
vertising space. Their reading columns are
filled withpolitical matter which campaign
committees are willing to pay for. The
Spokesman says in respect to this:

York World dumped in tbe postoflJce of Spokana
to bedistilbuted toail tl)ecitizeu»,*v<rry column
tilled Rltliviolent free-trade articles denouncing
every Western Interest, will uuderstaqd wby
these million copies are tobe distributed for four
consecutive months In the Western States.

This is thw way Mr. Cleveland's campaign
ff L-.i:caiion is being conducted. Vo one
will question the right of political commit-
tees to contribute to editions filled with such
matter as they see Ot to provide, but busi-
MM firms wiil iardly n'nd it wortb while to
bury tht-uiselves in this kind of a grave-
jard.

A NOVEL VEIIOICT.

in Sacramento a morphine fiend was
brought before the Superior Court charged
withassault to murder. The police testified
that the fiend and the man he assaulted had

-robbed drunken men and that the two quar-
reled over the spoil". The jury to whom
the case was submitted found that the fiend
was "guilty of assault to commit murder
without intent to kill." Judue Callin did
not sea the force of the verdict One
man may kill another without intent, but
murder is presumed to be the result of pur-
pose. Under instruction from the Judge
the jury returned a verdict of assault with a
deadly weapon. The disinclination of juries
to find verdicts la accord with the testimony
presented is one of the causes why crimes
of violence are so frequent. Between the
tendency of Judges to give the accused the
benefit of technicalities and of juries to
acquit on a shadow ofdoubt, itis a bad case
that docs not get off scot free. Hardly any
one nowadays is hanged for murder. The
requirement of an agreement ou the part of
twelve men generally results ina disagree-
ment in the plainest cases, and a little after
the murderer Isset free on bonds. The fact of
a man being admitted on a money bond that
may be but a small part of his possessions
is a judicial expression againstcouviction on
a second trial. If nine murderers of every
ten were hanged, nine of the ten murders

Jordan observed what others had noticed
before t!i;it writers of all degrees of mc >ni-

DOtenca and writers with t-canty material or
no mate:ial at all have done their best to
confiiM*our knowledge of the PaciJi'MOa-t
bxloiob;so that actnenta knowledge on the
subject is very welcome.

Of the hundred vaiietivs of sn'moti which
are known to ichthyologists, only five are
found on ttiis coast and en the opposite
coa-t of Northern Ash. These are the
bwnpbaek salmon, the dog salmon, the
silver salmon, the bluel'ark and the
quinnnt. Of these the two first aro rare
and of little commercial value ; the silver
sa mon, which rately 1xceeds eitilitpounds
is pecmiar to Puget Sound; when we speak
cf salmon as a basis for a Gassing industry
we' mer.n either the quinnat or the blue-
bark. The blueback is the salmon of
Praser Uiver, the Yukon aud Alaska
generally; the salmon of the Colombia, the
Sacramento and the rivers generally from
Cape Flattery to Monterey is the quinuat or
tint: salmon. This is the fish we see inour
markets, It averages twenty-two pounds

in we ;in spring itis silvery, with black
spots on tlie fins, in the fall itis often b!ack
ordirty ied. Itis found in Ptttet bound in
company with the silver salmon. Like the
blui'back, the quinnat "111:19" in the
spring, while the other varieties "run" In
the fall; aud from this cause these are the
only two kinds of salmon which possess
PCOBOaIc value, as the flesh of the MIBM
la iine»t in the spring and poorest in the
fail, at or a(ter the spawning season.

The quionut begins to run up the Sacra-
mento about the lust week in March, and
keeps running tillOotob- r. It ascends the
river for a distance of some four hundred
inih*s. and Dr. Jordan thinks that none of
them ever return to the ocean. lie says

that after entering a river, the salmon does
not feed; when it reaches the spawning
grounds, its stomach, pyloric coed and all,
are no larger than the finger. The flesh of
the quinnat salmon is rosy red till the fail,
while in almost all other varieties white-
fleshed salmon are found, which have no
mercantile v.ilue in the canned condition.

The gradual decline m the salmon run on
this coast lias been a subject of frequent

and sorrowful comment. We allknow how
scirce the fi-»h is becoming in the Sa ra-
loente. Twelve years BfO Dr. Jordan and
Dr. Gilbert published in the census report a
paper on the saluiun of tho Columbia, in
which t:iey said that scarcely p.ny fish
escaped the fishermen on that river dv rim:
the fishing season from April1io August 1.
They predicted that at the rate of destruc-
tion then proceeding, the river would be de-
pleted before many years. S. nee then the
cumber of nets tired is two or three times
as great as itwas in IBBQL nnd by means of
seines and other appliances large numbeis
of youu2 fish) which are too small to be
sold to the canneries, are destroyed. The
gradual d.munition of the salmon yield of
the CoimnDia is thus easily explained. Dr.
Jordan predicts a similar fate for the Eraser
ad the Yukon, unless the fishing in those
rivers is regulated by law.
It is not easy to feel certain that any

llshiug law, or any system of fish batch-
eries. sroaJd ay <il to piesr-rve the snlaion in
rivers whose w tters arc Dljwedby steamers
and vrboM bank? are occupied by elflllaed
man. It appears to be a law that the
salmon, like the Indian, vanishes before
the approach of white men. The condition
ofthe existence of the fish is solitude. He
increases and multiplies in the desolate
rivers of Norway and New Brunswick,
Labrador and Alaska, wham the black fly
and the mosquito combine to defend his
dominion against the intruder; but not all
the care which a provident Legislature
could bestow has availed to save htm in the
rivers of Connecticut, where he was once so
abundant that farm servants stipulated they
should not have to eat salmon mure than
four times a week. "He is probably past
salvation in the Sacramento and the Colum-
bia, and as to the rivers which irrigate the
snowy wastes of Alaska, the impossibility
of executing a fishing law would probably
prevent its enactment. It is sad to think
that a distant posterity may never know
the taste of salmon ;but tie present gen-
eration has reconciled itself to the absence
of mammoth steak from the dinner-table,
and preserves its usual health and Appetite.

OI'llrUUBR LAKDS.

A few years ago a bill was brought before
Congress providing for t!ie sale of all Hie
mountain limber lands in Califonia, The
object of that bill appeared to be to pass
these lands to individuals without much
consideration tv to their value in the fu-
ture. The bill, howerer. did not receive
th« indorsement of the Senate, hence we
were spared the injury which the mea&ure
would have inflicted upon the Sfeue had it
become a law. Xow we notice that an
effort is again ruade to legislate in respect
to timber lands. The present bill contem-
plates the protection of the interests of the
Government. It provides for putting the
forests under the custody of rangers In suf-
ficient number to guarantee reasonable over-
sight Italso makes the forests available
it;r the use of settlers or lumbermen and for
pasture purposes, within reasonable limits.
Mining prospecting will bo permitted, but
the opening of the mines willbe permitted
only by license granted by the Secretary of
the Interior. All'woodcutting -must also
be under license, whether for domestic or
commercial purposes. Suitable penalties are
provided for violations of these regulations.
The pending proposition contemplates the
protection of watersheds as well as the
timber.

II.!! IKAUB AND KKCIPROCITV.

Itis highly desirable that nothing should
happen to induce our free-trade morning
eontemp*raif to discontinue the tariff
articles. A wiiter who assumes that like
results woali follow a free interchange of
articles between nations haviug kindred
products toseil as botween nations produc-
ing radically different product* Is a valuable
ally to the protectionist Bide of the coutro-
versy. The Hawaiian Islands and' the
United Slates produce nothing iv common.
The principal product of the islands is
sugar, and the United .States imports nine-
tenths of the sugar: it consumes. The
United States is a large wheat-grower and
a manufacturer of everything that is im-
ported into the Islands. Under these con-
ditions a brisk trade has followed a free
interchange of products; between the two
countries. Th« reciprocity scheme pro-
posed in the McKinley tariff act is based on
the same principle. Itprovides for a free
admission of articles we do not produce in
exchange for a free admission on the part
ofcountries with which reciprocity treaties
are formed of articles which the United
States produces in excess of its ;needs.
Tims we have reciprocity agreements with
countries which produce sugar, coffee.' and
hides, ;while we see no advantage in re-

chiefly, grain, cattle and the various manu-
factured products which we produce in ex-
cess at our need?.

MGAK AND OTHtK TUISTS.

It appears to be conceded that Mr.
Sprocket** Philadelphia sugar refinery Ins
passed under the control of the trnst com-
Iany, which has now nearly all of tho re-
fineries of the country. Itfs a powerful or-
ganization, and Itwill undoubted advance
the. price of sugar to some extent. Combi-
nations in nearly every department of busi-
ness stew to be the order of the day. This
doubtless baa been brought ab >iv by the
laws, which permit incorporated companies
to do about as they please. Restriction
will eventually come, but the public do
not appear to be ready for a strict accounta-
bility at present.

Parisian society appears to be scared into
almost aianic by the deeds of the anarch-
ists in its midst. A power that works in
secret revels in outrages of a diabolical
character, for apparently itmatters not who
is killed, or what damage is done to prop-
erty, so that the assertion ol the principle of
social upheaval is secured. Anarchist plot!
in a republic life*Franc?, where everything
the people wish or deserve may ba obtained
through the ballot, are insensate and revolts
against the established order of thing*, with
no strength of public opinion behind them.
Ifthe masses were extreme in their views
about the regeneration of society, there
would be no need to resort to assassination
or eonflasrat'.ons by explosives. The refor-
mation could be brought about peacefully.
Because peaceful methods are not approve.l,
we must conclude that the aims are immoral
and indefensible. What can be urged by
any sane person in justification of the at-
tempt to blow up the hi use in which re-
sided the prosecuting counsel in a recent
anarchist trial? Had this lawyer been met
in the street and murdered witha stiletto by
a masked miscreant it would havo been
easier to litm an apology for the assassin
than for the perpetrators of the dastardly
outrage in his house. In the dynamiter's
cods of morals it is of immaterial conse-
quence that those who have not incurred
odium should suffer with thuso who have.
"Down with society" is the shriek of the
plotters. "Reform itby killing it off!"

Society is quite p™-erful enough to deal
with these outbursts of European thu-'giMn,

even if it does take to poison as a better
weapon to aid evil designs than dynamite.
Wo may discount as so much bombast or
invention the threats of an anarchist who is
not so proud of his name r>9 to give it, that
all who take part in visiting anarchists
with punishment will be marked for venge-
ance. A minority of the disaffected and
misguided may talk in that wild fashion.
but they will findin due time that warfare
ncaiust organized society can inly end in
their own discomfiture. The most drastic
repressive and punitive laws will be sanc-
tioned by society to protect itself against
a movement that lurks and skulks,
and has do nationality behind it except
discontent easily conjured up and nursed
into ilainc*. Allthe more will Btern meas-
ures be justified from the fact that Franco,
whatever be its defects of administration
or conditions of conspicuous separation be-
tween rich ami poor, as in all other coun-
tries, is in no need of a second revolution
nnd Reign of Terror. If everything politi-
cal and social were going wrong in a repub-
lic which has manhood suffrage and a
responsible parliament try system, then the
idea would suggest itself that people enjoy-
ing gnch liberties are not fitted for self-
government. But the republic has done
well, and it is the only form of government
tnat suits the country. What the anarchists
want is more than they can define or ex-plain.

The necessity of a positive exclusion of
ail Chinese is wellnlgh demonstrated by an
cccurrence in Canada. Chinese landing la
the Dominion may become naiuraized as
British subjects, aud in that character pass
into the United States, defying Uncle Sam
at the frontier. Three Chinamen who were
naturalized last Thursday in Canada have
takaa advantage of their status ns British
subjects to cross over into New York State.
ami upon production of their papers ths
customs officers allowed ihem to continue
tneir journey. Our treaty withGreat Britain
provides mat every British aubjecl shall be
given free entry and right of residence,
irrespective of rnce, eroei or color. The
Chinese have found tiiis out, aud they
will not be slow to take advantage of
their opportunity as long ns tbey
on. All they have to do is to pay
.*iO of poll tax'upon lauding in British Co-inmliiti, and by and In, when they nave
u'liilitied for British citizenship, they can
tHke up their residence in America, remain-
ing subjects of her Brititnnic Majesty, be-
cause they are debarred from brooming
citizens of the United States. Hons-Knng
is also a British colony, but this country
hay not permitted itself to be hoodwinked
by the assertion of citizenship from that
quarter. There is some difference between
that colony and Canada. Some means will
be found of circumventing John China-
man's new movement. An exclusion bill
wilinot <iMnge treaty rights, but to the ex-
tent of meeting tn»- cane of the Chinese
treaty gu rsntee may be modified. This
country willnot tolerate an invasion of Chi-
nese fn i.i( anadaor froiuauy other quarter.

It is gratifying to find opinion in Van-
couver hostilo It any rupture of relations
with the Usitai States on account of the
seals InBering Sea. One of the newspapers
of influence in the Puget Sound region
maintains that it is unwise iv Canada to
resist a renewal of the modus Vivendi, and
that Lord Salisbury is not showing his ac-
customed discretion in;the course ho istaking. Camilla, itis plainly pointed out. is
not prepared for war and Is not preparing
for it. Under these circumstances bellicose
blustering or intractable obstinacy is only
trillingwith the situation. There are otherreasons, however, why Vancouver shouldnot regard the prospect of war withequa-

nimity. A vast volume of trade by ocean
:md land would be imperiled, and tna Puget
Sound colonist* can see no advantage In
hostilities to suit the partial views of a
Canadian Lord High Commissioner in Lon-
d.iii. Tnen an signs that I.ord Salisbury
is now trimming sail to clear the biuakei s
ahead.
