LifeInthe dives of San Francisco IWhat

Ititlike?
Tell us not that It is picturesque. Say

not that it Is permissible; that the low and
vulgar willbe low and vulgar, no matter
what is said or done. Say that it is vile,
and you have spoken of it in fit terms-
•harp, short and to tbe point

Vile is the word.
There are differen t kinds of dives. There

Is the underground hall, where the fetid air
reeks with a stench that never leaves the
place night or day; where young maiden-
hood is debauched; where Innocent youth
becomes laden with foulness; where robbe-
ries are concocted; where men are slain;
where licentiousness rules supreme.

There is the hall just off the street, per-
haps a step or two up from the sidewalk,
which Is just so many steps downward into
Hades for tboso who go in as participants.
Here, possibly, It is a little cleaner in a
physical sense, though morally itIs just as
foul and loathsome as the dive-cellar.

Then there are a few places where one
goes upstairs in order to gain entrance. So
far as good air and decency are concerned
nothing Is gained by the ascent. The up-
stairs places are just as vile as those in the
cellars. Often they are worse.

But they are all dives, whether above or
below ground.

The "Century Dictionary" gives the defi-
nition ifa dive as that of "a disreputable
place of resort, where drinking and other
forms of vice are Indulged in, and commonly
vulgar entertainments are given."

So itmay be in a cellar or in an attic. If
itconforms to the foregoing definition put-

ting it upstairs decs not let it escape Irom
the appellation of "dive."

But there Is a bitter name for them—
crime, hatcheries.

That is what they are. The police records
willprove it.

Now, there are a great many dives In San
Francisco. If there were only one, that
would be one too many.

Some of them are hidden away out of
sight. Others flaunt themselves brazenly
on cur leading streets, their blatant bands
of harsh music sending forth their discord-
ant notes nightly.

These places which greet the youth of the
city with attractive sign*?, inviting them to
come ivand begin a course of vice, are main-
tained en such streets as Market and
Kearny, staring tie public in the face, say-
ing, "We are here to stay; what are you
going to do about it? We are here to stay
—just bear that in mind. We will do all
the mischief we can, and you cannot pre-
vent it. We aie deep-rooted, strong-seated.
We cannot be moved. We are giants in the
land. Our power iv politics is great, and
go matter what is done agaiust us we can-
not be injured.

Much of this is true.
The* dive-keepers have political pulls.

They know how to get iff easily when it
comes to threatened punishment. They
are experts at evasion of the law. They
have plenty cf money, and use itmore un-
scrupulously than does any other class of
corruptionists.

They are moral lepers.
And yet these same dive-keeper*** have the

support of the law, after a fashion. To
uproot them one most strike deep.
lt should be dene. They should be up-

rooted, and with no tender hand; but merci-
lessly, just as tbey slay and corrupt.

There is the Cremorne Crime Hatchery.
Itis the worst of all. Itwould be closed

to-morrow by the police if they had the
power. The Police Commissioners refused
to give their consent to license it;but it is
licensed just the same.

?Never mind, jn-t now. It is done— rest
•assured of that. For there is money behindthe Cremorne— big mouey.

But, of course, such a thing must be gone
at in the right way. A newspaper oughtnot to publish matter concerning dives thatla printed merely for the sake of pic-
turesque effect That is not the way tomake the fight,and 1do not think TheCALL willmake St that way.
"ItIs a eood move. Go ahead. Youcan-not strike too strong a blow."

WHAT THE CHIEF SATS.
Be ItOpposed to All the Notorious Dives

and Dance-Malls.
-These dives and dance-halls are likesomany festering sores on the body politic,

and were the power mine not one of the
disreputable places would be open to-day."
It was P. Crowley who spoke. Chief of

tbe Police Department of San Francisco
.One of The Call's interviewers was the

listener.
"Some of them are vileand filthy places;

none of them fit to live in a respectable
community," the Chief went on. "Wehave tried our best to close their doors, butyou see them running inspite of us

" -
••Youare willing to be Quoted that wavChief, In The Call?" asked the interl

viewer. --.
**1certainly am. You can't quote me too

strongly against these places. Nor am I
averse to having this chance to say for the
department that it is opposed from first to
last to all dives and would long ago have
cleaned them all out had the power been
ours. They run In spite of us, not with
our assent.

"Yes; some of them are worse tban
others. Some have bad criminal records.
Insome crime has been committed, even to
murder. Sineo Ihave been in the depart-
ment Iknow what Its attitude has beeu
toward these places. They have given us
so much trouble that for our own peace and
quiet, if fur no other reason, we would
gladly see them all closed."

"Ifthere is a choice, Chief, which of the
dives do you consider the worst

"Well, Ican tell you which causes us the
most trouble. That is tha Cremorne, but
the Bella Union, the Eureka music-hall and
half

-
dozen others are just about as bad.

The Cremorne is tbe most dangerous to the
community because of its prominent loca-
tion on Market street But Ilook upon
them all as co many plague-spots In the
community, aud 1am sure every other re-
spectable citizen does the same.-

"Yes; you may put the police down as
against the dives, first, last and all the time.
IfThe Call is going to fight these places
itwillhave our hearty support Dives cost
the city more in a year than any other
nuisance it has to contend against. Tax-
payers ought to put their feet down on the
dives and stamp them out of existence."

HALLIXAX'S CRIME UATCnERT.

The Most Disreputable and Dangerous Jle-
sort in the City.

Jack Hallinan's Cremorne at 771 Market
street Is the worst of the dives be-
cause in flaunts its iniquity in your very

face and stretches out Its sin-slimy arms to
the gilded youth.

Youneed not look down to see it when
passing, ncr search to finditout. Its hide-
ous features, veiled only with the robes of
sensuality, meet you boldly in the street,

and at night a blare of trumpets rings out
upon the air from the balcony above to tell
you that the painted, gaudy-dressed, short-
skirted harpies and their male accomplices
have assembled in the upper halls to filch
your pockets acd steal away your self-
respect

Jive hundred men and boys crowd the
place nightly, and often this number is
greatly increased. A nominal admission is
charged here, but the iniquity is so much
greater that its patrons do not mind the

added cost. There ore two grades at the
Cremorne. On the main floor are the ac-
commodations for those who have only a
few dimes or pethaps a dollar tospend. The
twenty "lady waiters here mostly wear
long skirts, They are homely, as a rule,
though blase and immodest enough to suit
the vilest of mankind. Men of brawn and
muscle, sailors, laborers aud shabby loafers
congregate here. Beer Is oul) 5 cents, and
drunkenness prevails.

A gallery lines three of the walls. On
each side are the "bores," foul, dirty little
pens, with lace curtains in front. The
most attractive and short-skirted of the
waitresses "work" the "boxes." A quart
bottle of stale beer drawn from the keg is
here sold for Sl. Nothing costs less than
two bits. The "ladles" smoke cigarettes,
for which you pay 25 cents for a pack of the
meanest of the 5-cent brands.

Atthe rear of the gallery is a bar. Col-
ored waiters are in attendance up here.
The Todies** do not servo the drinks. They
only punch the bell for the waiter alter
they have

•'
worked" you for the price.

The stage performance is of an order so
obscene as to shock and surprise even the
New York Bowery rounders, and the orgies
which take place in the gallery, Inand out
of the boxes, would be tolerated in no
public place in the civilized world outside of
San Francisco. Battery Coast is mild when
compared to the Cremorne, and even China-
town can boast of no such wild,open in-
iquities.

Boys are here, gamblers, cutthroats,
blacklegs and thieves, but mostly the human
jackals who live on the earnings of the
"lady" workers and waiters.

Now and ag.iin you see a young face
among the latter. Girl,who have just started
on the downward road are often tube found
in the galleries of the Cremorne. What a
fearful plunge toward hell they have already-
taken! And there Is no hope for them.
And the pity of it is more than words will
tell.

Sometimes, too. one sees that the "lady"
waiter's hands are hard and bony. These

hands tell a mournful tale. They speak cf
good intentions, hard toil, of a striving anda trying and an ending in—damnation.

At 11 o'clock the orgies of the Cremorneare at flood tide. There is a horrible din,
above which can be heard an occasionalcurse or vile epithet, though the weazenedorchestra Is completely drowned. Tobaccosmoke and the fumes of bad liquor are so
thick as to render the atmosphere opaque.
The indecent "jokes" of the stage per-
formers are inaudible, but their actions andposes speak louder than words. The bar isdoing a rushing business. Everybody is
almost or entirely drunk. Satan Isking and500 men and women are being damned inbody, mind and soul. Sometimes the num-
ber Is creater; never less. And seven nights
a week !

Hallinan's Crime Hatchery operates un-der a theatrical liquor-dealer's license andpays 576 every three months into the public
treasury.

Just what the Cremorne costs the tax-payers of the city and Stale in the way of
necessitating Increased accommodations in
the County Jail, Hospital, Poorhou**e, City
Prison, Insane Asylum and other public
institutions has never been computed to a
nicety, but a liberal estimate places the cost
at about 500 per cent greater than thelieenso fee.

Under the provisions of the law regulat-
ing these licenses the Cremorne must be
closed by one hour after midnight. That is.Its music and stage performance must be
stopped. That there should be a limit tothe inflictions of its loud-mouthed, weazened
orchestra is a consideration devoutly to be
thankful for by the adjacent neighborhood.

But not until the wee small hours of the
morning; till. indeed, every victim's la.tcent has passed into the possession ot Jack
Halllnan and Ms pal. Ed Homan, and theiraccomplices in crime; till the bottom dregs
of a night's fearful revelry have been drunk,
are the orgies of the Cremorne abated for
the nonce.

In the "cafe" at the end ofthe long gal-
leries, for hours alter midnight, the short-skirted harpies prey upon all who come Intotheir clutches. Those without money aretold to go when the show is over, but forthose who have money the show Is neverover. Four burly, bully-ragging negroes
furnish the entertainment here, and at allhours after midnight their voices may bo
heard out on the dark, deserted streets,
screeching vile songs aud indecent ditties.

The whole performance, off and on the
Cremorne'* stage, from the time Its foul

doors open till they close, is one protracted
robbery, interspersed with petty larcenies
and lesser and- greater \u25a0 rimes. The stage
performance is disgustingly obscene; the
iauguace of the performers foul and un-
clean beyond the comprehension of those
only moderately wicked.

The performance is stretched out of-all
semblance, so as to keep the victims there
tilltheir last coin is gone.

"Don't you want a drink ?"
"Wont you buy something
"Let me have a beer withyou?"
This Is the grand chorus of the brazen

hussies plending into your ears 50 times in
fiveminutes.

The performance is so very vile and In-
decent that the sober ones would all prob-
ably leave after tiie first half of Itwere it
not for the deep deception of the programme.
"Wait ai.d see the terrible Turk buying and
telling girls." itsays. Then again: "Wait
and see the Turkish slave market scene."
Further down there is a catch-line calcu-
lated to stay the most dissatisfied: "We
are getting mighty close to the Pasha's
paradise."

Hut itis all the meanest kind ofa delusion
and mare, The uninitiated expects to **cc
nude women, or something of that sort, and
waits on through the tlrefomely rile per-

formance for the grand finale.
And bis only reward for the waiting and

endurance is a plethoric redundancy of the
vilest language imaginable to the most de-
praved men and women. The actions me
only suggestive, and vilely and indecently
so at that. When the spectator leaves the
Cremorne he feels that he has been robbed.
He is much poorer in pure.*, and has lost
whatever remnant of self-respect he may
have had when he entered the dive.

Hallinan's Crime Hatchery runs seven
nights in the week, and the orgies of the
seventh night are, if ar.ythlue. wilder and
vi'er than those of the other six.

Boys frequent Ihe Cremorne. Not your
boys, pray heaven But somebody's boys.
You find them mostly in the filthy little
private boxes, almost sometimes quite—
hidden from view of the main audience by
double folds of foul, almost slimy lace cur-
tains, which are so very ragged and 60 very
unclean as to leave a bad odor in the air and
toilclean hands that touch them.

Boys who frequent this place go down
very rapidly. The criminal records prove
Itabundantly.

Only boys of well-to-do parents are en-
couraged In patronizing the Cremorne.
Those who can afford to buy bad wine at
*5 a bottle are welcomed most heartily.
And a dirty, greasy negro waiter stands
around waiting to sneak away tho bottle
after the first glass or two have been
emptied. Not to save the vile stuff, for it
is worthless. Oh, no; the half filled and
nearly filled wine bottles are not -filched
from the boxes because the "wine"—
called only by courtesy— is valuable, but
rather that another bottle may be ordered
at once.

A police official who investigated Halli-
nan's Crime Hatchery recently very thor-
oughly, tells how the "actresses," dressed
most indecently and immodestly, proceed to
rob their victims.

In tin* box In which ho sat— disguised as a
"sport"— a flashy young man with more
money and less brains was shown In by the
colored waiter. A moment later one of the"actresses," with low-necked, short-sleeved
bodice and very,scant skirts, came tripping
in and «t onco set about to "work" tho
"sucker."

"I'm awful dry." she began at once, after
the initial "How are you to-night?" had
been passed between them. Then without
further ado the punched the button. Im-
mediately the door slid back aud the waiter
appeared.

"We want something to drink," said the
harpie. "What shall it it be?" to the
"sucker". "Idou't like beer; let's have
wine, eh?"

"Wine," feebly responded the victim.
He was a little surprised tofind he had topay L5 for a bottle of cheap claret that had

not even the virtue of being corked nor la-
beled, but by this time the unblushing siren
who bad edged very near him had her arm

about him. He paid ituugrumblingly.
Two small glasses were filled from the

bottle and the Dettls sat ina corner on the
floor.

Presently the "actress" became thirsty
nga.n. They looked for tha bottle and
found itzone.

"Why, we must have drunk itall," she
said, and another bottle was ordered and
paid for. This was repeated till the victim
had spent $.'.», which was all he had. Hewas pretty full by this time, and being
"broke" the woman at once deserted bias.
He went to sleep on the floor. In the morn-
ing he awoke to find his watch and ring in
the possession of Hallinau and a wine bill
for $40 against him at the bar. Before he
could recover his jewelry he had to satisfy
this bill.

Twenty of these cases happen nightly,
and seven nights a week.

TIIK STAR VARIETY THEATER.
AMisnamed Den Under the Pavement of

Grant Avenue.
Mrs. Alma Stein, big, brawny and brash,

signs her name as proprietress of the Star
Variety "Theater." The husband. Ru-
dolph, is evidently the lesser half of the
marital partnership, and manager for Mrs.
Alma. The "theater" is on Grant avenue,
near Sutter, but you would never find it
when passing along that thoroughfare— u_-

less you kept your eyes lowered and pried
Into the dark holes beneath the pavement.
Indeed, the whole title of the foul den is a
misnomer. There are no stars in this cellar,
neither Thespian nor astronomical, and the
only variety the dive boasts is tho differ-
ence between bad beer aud vile cigars and
vile beer and bad cigars.

Mr1.Alma wears abbreviated skirts and
tends bar, while the manager loafs about In
shirt-sleeves freeing that the "boxes" are
worked right and the elrls don't lag. *"*
: GENTLEMEN ;

j occupying seats MIST take :
: refreshments. •

This is one of the signs that adorn the
greasy walK Another is to the effect thai"

ladies' drinks are 10 cents." There are no
women la this hole, though nearly a dozenfemales; they nre all "ladies." Their
skirt " are mostly as short as their capacity
for stowing away bad beer is unlimited.
They are a bad "lot, and you readily believe
they ar_ not women. No, they are harpies.
Itiia dirty, ill-smelling place. Your son

will loose all self-respect ifhe frequents It;
and you daughter— that Is too terrible to
think of. Yet some people's daughters are
there. Aye, and they are young and fair,
too, sometimes/Where they are old and
hardened you would not care so much,
though then it were bad enough. But seethis, young, frail, delicate little creature,
not 17, and small for her age. Her cheeks
need uo paint She even blushes some-
times at the foul talk about her-a thiug
rare, indeed, within these walls. She has a
native grace and modesty, aha Is Intelli-
gent, has been to school, and' is now going
to the devil at a fearful pace.

biggest favorite we ever clayed.

THERE ARE MANY SUCH.

Dives TJiat Are Moral Stenches to the Com-
munity.

There ore many dives InSan Francisco-
many more than in any other city of its
size. We may be lacking in many things,
but not indives. Our gilded youth are well
provided for in this respect, and the pitfalls
for our own sons and daughters are numer-
ous and varied. No; we aro not backward
In iniquity.

There's tho Bella Union, for:Instance,
Ned Foster's notorious place. Itis a foul
retort, much frequented by boys of respect-

;able and respected parents, by crooks and
harpies and by the very dregs of a metro-
politan society.' *".'

The .-.Bella Union's stage performances,
while most disappointing: to the sensualists
and those who look for indecent exhibi-
tions, is yet so disgustingly vile and filthy
in languago and action as to turn the stom-
ach of any one but a Barbary Coast
rounder.': But while the stage performance
is aisappolntiug the Performances in the
dirty lobby and foul little private boxes are
calculated to please the most degraded.

A similar state el affairs prevails at the
Eureka dance-hall, on Kearny street, near
Sacramento. Vile pictures adorn the ex-terior, and in large letters the announce-
ment is made that a French can-can takes
place every niaht But those who wait out
the weary, vulgar performance are doomed
to bitter disappointment when the "can-
can" takes place. Itis a tame affair, very

tome, but by the time itoccurs the "lady"
waiters have filched your pockets andemptied your pocket-book.

The Palace Varieties, in the cellar at
Grant avenue and Post street, deserves
especial mention forits especial indecencies,
but do not expect to see the unusual there.
Only the most vulgarand commonplace per-
formances are In vogue at this—and ail—
tin*dives.

The Olympic ""Theater." under Dupont
street's pavement, is especially noted for
the profanity and vulgarity, not to say dis-
gusting character of its stage dialogues.
One would scarcely think that even the most
depraved could find anything pleasing ina
filthy dialogue between two men on the
stage. Yet a large crowd of riiflims and
gentlemen elbow each other ln this dive
seven nights in the week.

The Elite dive, at Grant avenue and Geary
street, where Itice was murdered a few
years ago, is an uudergound joint that is
dirty, foul-smelling and disease-breeding.
Female waiters, short-skirted, vulgar of
tongue, and with great capacities for stow-
ing away bad beer, gather here nightly to
the number, of a score or more. By 10
o'clock there is always a fullhouse.

The main feature of all the dives are the
female waiters. They are mostly aged, all
are brazen and but few even passingly good
looking. Yet they serve their purpose.
They mako the .-keeper rich.

The decisions
of John Grace Jr. and "Smiler" Hales, who
leaves for New York to-night, were satis-
factory, as was the slipping of John Cana-
van, while President S. L. Rogers was in
evidence both in the field and among the
visitor-*, many of whom were ladles. The
new club had a most successful send-off.

There were several minor matches, but
the principal event of the day was a 12-dog
puppy stake for club members only. Each
contest was the subject of spirited specula-
tion, as several of the horsemen who are
now Hocking into the city to attend the
horse-racing were present. The ike was
finallydivided between Dr. .S. L. Rogers'
Quaker Lass, J. Roddy's Richard HI and
William Perry's Coomassie. Following are
the details of the stake-racing:

First round— William Perry's Coomassie
beat P. Lydon's Manutaln Maid.

There was a tedious search
before a satisfactory hare could be started,
but tbe one they got was worth waiting for.
Richard proved that he was one out of the
box by the brilliant way la which he won
the course. He led up with ease and turned i
twice and then tho blue dog got in. '1ho red
was soon In front again and had scored a
couple more points when tha blue dog
turned and killed.

the school bonds, but it gave a majority of
19 against the others. Inone precinct only
of the entire city did the park and boulevard
bonds have the necessary two-thirds, and
that was the First Precinct of the Second
Ward—North Oakland. The park : and
boulevard bonds had nearly 7 votes to 1and
the* school bonds nearly Btolin that pre-
cinct. 'Ihis is Councilman Earl's precinct.
Councilman Pardee's Drectnct in the Sev-
enth Ward was not quite so strong the other
way on park and boulevard.
