The ¥assachusetts Convention Indorses the
Nemination of Cleveland,

BosToxN, April 8.—TH# Democratic State
convention for the purpose of choosing
delegates to the national convention at
Chicago met at Trement Temple this fore-
poon. The convention was called to order
by Secretary Bulkley of the Democratic
State Commitiee. The standing commniittees
were then appointed. The committee on |
credentials reported that 323 towns and 28
cities were represented by 1931 delegates.

Hon. Edward Avery of Baintree was
unanimously chosen as permanent chair-
nan.

Mr. Avery, upon taking the chair, ad-
dressed the econvention at considerable
iength. He reviewed the history of the
party for many years; toid how it had
fought undismaved by defeat, unawed by
by force, unseduced by promise of place, of
power and of honor, undisturbed Dby sueers
and scoffs, outvoted but never disheariened
or corrupted 1itil to-day Massachusetts is
placed among the doubtful States, aud in
Lis opinion ¢could soon be moved into the
evlumn of States certainly Democratic,

Taking up the silver question the speaker
said: “No Massachuosetts Democrat, in Bos-
ton or in Washington, in private or in Con-
gress, Lesitates to express himself on the
siiver question. We are thankful that the
danger of the passage of the free-coinage
act seews for the present to be averted.
Some of the voters who contributed to tias
result may have voted from pure patriotism,
some from pure politics and some from pure
satisfaction aith the existing law; for one
1 accept the resuit with gratitude and fore-
go all criticisms of motives. We areequally
opposed to the existing law and the pro-
posed law. The existing law is a Republi-
can wmeasure, and we hold the Republican
party responsib'e for it and for all its at-
tendant evils,” He declared that *‘the na-
tional Democratic pariy is for honest money,
a currency of gold and silver, every dollar
of which shall be of egqual intrinsic value
all over the world. Until this policy is
modified by another National Convention,
no man or set of men in Congress or out of
Congress can commit the party to any other
policy. The Republican party in its plat-
form and in the consistent provislons of the
act of 1890 is committed to the opposite
policy.”

The Tariflf Reviewed.

The epeaker then took up the guestion of
tariff and reviewed atsome length the effect
of the McKicley blil upon the New Eng-
land industries, and in conclusion said:
**Success is adnty., How to secure it wili
be the problem submitted to the convention
to which you to-day elect reyresentatives
of your State. The first great step is the
adoption af sound princip'es and a declara-
tion of pnlicy to guide the legislators and the
Executive. The mext duty will be the
selection of a candidate. I believe the
candidate should be as strong as the plat-
form, and indeed he ahould be an einbodi-
ment of the platform, and not merely that,
but one who 1s so welded to his principles
that he would encounter defeat in cpen de-
fense rather than insure success by discreet
silence. I believe our caudidate should be
a man of tried honesty, broad and compre-
Lensive patrictism and undoubted courage;
coul in action, deliberate in judgment and
ready and willing under ail circumstances
and at all hazards to do what he believes to
be right. To such a man the destinies of a
great nation can be entrusted; to such a
man I doubt not the delegates from Massa-
chusetts will give their united votes, and
such a man I believe the united Democracy
will  elect as the next President of the
United States.”

Mr. Avery’s address was listened to with
close attention. When Mr. Avery said the
next President must be a Democrat there
was applause and shouts of Cleveland., Mr.
Avery attemipted 10 proceed, but cheers
were demanded for Cleveland and given
with & will and a tiger. Then came a call
for cheers for Hill. These were given, bat
with a libera! mixture of hisses. As Avery
proeceded to drdw the ideal candidate the
conventlon was quick torecognize the por-
trait of Cleveland, and there was repeated
cheering for Cleveland and loud aund con-
tinued applause.

The Platform Adopted.

The committee on resolutions and plat-
form presented 1ts report which was adopt-
d with a few disseuting voices. The plat-
orm reaffiims the principles of the Demo-
cratic conventions of 1800-91, and says from
the ‘p,nwer to tax arises the whole force of
the Government, but taxation must be lim-
_ited and no more money be collected than is
necessary for the econcmical administration
of the Government.

Keference to Money.

Referring to money it says, “We believe in
honest money, the gold and silver coinage
of our constitutior;, and of a currency con-
vertible into such coinage without loss; we
believe that all dollars coined by the United
States should be of egual intripsic value,
and all paper currency issued by the CGov-
ernment should be redeemable ineither gold
or silver coin at the diseretion of the Secre-
tary of tha Treasury. While we belive in
the full remonitization of the latter metal
by international agreement we are equally
opposed to the free unlimited coinage of
silver by our Government independent of
action by other rations. We denouunce
the Republican act of 1890, which requires
the monthly purchase of 4,500,000 ounces of
silver nnd the issues upon it of upward of
$54,000 (00 per annum «f 70-cent paper.”

In closing the platform declared that the
best interesis of the Democratie partv de-
mand the nomination of Grover Cleveland.
When Cleveland’s name was mentioned
there was enthusiastic applause, and the
convention was plalnly in sympathy with
the resolutions.

Thomas F. Keenan of Boston offered a
resolution favering David B. Hill of New
York, but as ther= were some objections to
it Mr. Keenan withdrew it.

The convention proceeded to the nomina-
tion of delegates-at-large. 1t was decided
that a msjority would be necessary for an
election, and when the balloting was com-
pletéd, in view of the fact that tne baliot
wight result in the cholce of four delegates,
a reconsideration of the vote 1equiting a
majority to elect was moved. Much con-
fusion followed and the resolution was de-
feated. The chairman of the committee ¢cn
that Patrick A. Collins,
John E. Russell and Albert C. Houghton
had a majority. The report was adopted.
John Sullivan of Boston, Charles S, Ham-
lin of Urookline, Henry W. Ashley of
Waestfield and W. S. MeNary of Boston were
elected riternates. After a protest that the
action of the convention was cut and dried
the convention adjourned.

Mouetary Convention Project.

In the House to-day McCreary introduced
for Springer a bill to authorize helding an
international monetary counference, preb-
ably to be held in Chicago in August, 1893.
Of the United States delegates seven will
Le chosen Ly the President from among
citizens not holding office; seven by the
President of the Senate from among the
Senators and seven by the Sveaker of the
House from among the Representatives,
Tue appointments are to be divided as
equally as possible between the political
parties. The bSecretary of State and the
Director of the Mint are-to be additional
delegates, The President is authorized to
invite the foreign Governments to send rep-
resentatives, who are entitled to but one
vote, however. ‘“The Secretary of State
will preside until a permauent organization
is effected.
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BOOM IN WHEAT.

The Chicago Market Advances Nearly Four
Cents a Bushel.

CuicAaGo, April 8,— There was a lively
time on the Board of Trade to-day when
the bulls tossed May wheat from 807 cents,
where it closed last night, to 847 cents a
half hour before closing. Partridge is said
to have been gored and otherwise incon-
venienced. His recent exploits on the
short side of the market is reported to
have netted him $£1,000,000. May opened
this morning at 81%c, ueariy one cent over
vesterday’s close, and iu svite of every
effort made againstit May continued buoyaut
and sprang up to §2¢ and then to 83, It went
another guarter ol a cent and heavy buying
began. A pandemonium broke loose, and
the word passed that Partridge had weak-
ened and was covering. Under this incen-
tive the balls boosted the market to $434.
Before the close the price receded a guarter
of a cent,

OUTWITTED BY TURKEY.

England’s Embassador Overreached by
the Envoy of the Suitan,

RUSSIA AND FRANCE ADVISE THE PORTE.

Meeting of Anti-Home Rulers in Ulster—Belegates
For and Against a Dublia Par-
liament.

Loxpox, April 8.—Lord Sallsbury has
scored in the diplomatic contest with Franca
and Russia ovér the firman of investiture
of the Khedive of Egypt. When the Sul-
tan’s envey, Evoub Pasha, arrived at Cairo,
the British Minister, Sir Evelyn Baring,
suspecting sowe duplicity, asked for a copy
of the decument, and when Eyoub Pasha
refused to communicate the contents ol the
firman until after an investigation, Minister
Baring advised the Knedive not to proceed
with the ceremony. Eyoub Pasha then dis-
closed the substance of the firman, the na-
ture of which had been known and ap-
proved Ly France and Russia before the
missive left Constantinople.

The Jtalian squadron, which was about to
leave for Alexandria, got orders to stay, jand
the oflicers on leave were recalled to their
ships. Yesterday the DBritish and Italian
Embassadors at Constantinople sent a joint
note to the Grand Vizier saying that the
firman wust be altered or Eyoub Pasha re-
called. There seems to be no mistaking the
emphatic note, and there was an immediate
result in the shape of a telegram received
by the Khedive from the Sultan to-day say-
ing that the firman would be moditGed, and
omitting the definition of the frontier.
To-night’s Cairo dispatches state that the
settlement has excited the greatest satis-
faction there. The Foreign Oflice is reticent

! except to confirm the statement of the dif-

ficulty being on the point of sslution, al-
though the day for aninvestigation bas been
fixed,

Anti-Home-Eulers Meet.

The weeting in Belfast of the Ulster de-
fer.se commitiee to arrange fora convention
went a degree beyond the recent Ulster
commoners’ *“gathering” in the violence of
its tirades and resolutions. It reeorded
Ulster’s determination to have nothing to
do with a Dublin Parliamient which seemed
certain to be controlled by men who were
responsible for the crimes of the Land
L-ague and the crueities aopd boycotting,
ana the mere tools of the clerieal deaomina-
tion. Au attempt to set up such a Parlia-
ment will inevitably result in disorder,
vioience and bloodshed to an extent un-
kuown in lreiand for a century. Major
Saunderson denied that he DBriush
Parliament had any right to hand
them over to another Legislature,
which they would never obey, and the sen-
timent was received with cheering. T. W.
Russell predicted a tenfold increise of
the trouble in Ireland with a Dublio Pariia-
went, Finally an executive esmmitiee was
appointed.

Home-Rulers’ Tactles.

The Home-rulers in the House consider
it their best policy to minimize the impor-
tance of the wmovement by so lar as possible
ignoring it until it becomes wore fully de-
veloped, when vigorous mceasures may be
taken to counteract it,

OPPOSING THE SUGAR TRUST,
Merchants in the East Orgariz ng Against
the Great Monopely.

PuiLApELPHIA, Avoril 8.—From informa-
tion reccived by a PhLiladelphia firm which
handles and distributes large quantities ¢Y
refined sugar, it appears that the sugar
trust Is beginning to fear the results of the
determined warfare wktich has beea in-
augurated against it by wholesale grocers
all over the country, especially those of
Philadelphia and New York. Grocers are
said to be greatly interested in the pro-
posed new refiueries heraand on Staten Isl-
and, N. Y. The big corporation has so far
condescended to notice the movement s to
offer the importing grocers of Phliladelphia
a table of rebates, by which they will be
able, if accepted, to get a small profit on
the sugar they handle. A meeting with
closed doors was held by a number of im-
porting grocers yosterday for the purposs of
considering the advisability of accepting or
rejecting the proposition. So [ar as ean be
ascertained no definite conclusion was
reached,

Philadelphia dealers are getling letters
from all over the country to keep up the
fight and that dealers in Chieago, Cincin-
uatl, New Orleans, St, Paul, Denver and all
other commercial and manufacturing cities
will stand by them.

PENSION YOK MRS. JEFF DAVIS,

The Cornfederate States Requested to Grant
a Life Annuity.

NeEw ORLEANS, April 8.—A grand re-
union of ex-Confederates opened to-day
under anspicious circumstances, The con
vention was called to order by General
Behan of Louisiana, Addresses of wel-
come and responses were made. A resolo-
tion offered by General Gordon was uuani-
mously adopted, on a suspension of rules,
tnat it was the sense of the convention that
the late Confederate States should each
grant a small pension to Mrs, Jefferson
Davis, widow of the President of the said
Confederate States, and earnestly recom-
mending the legislatures of the late Coon-
federate States to vote her av annual pen-
slon of $500 each during the remaining
years of her life,

Guneral Gordon presided at the reception
at the French Opera-house this afternoon.
All the surviving Contederate generals and
others occupied seats on the platform. Gov-
ernor Nicholls of Louislana delivered an
address of welcome and J. W, Daniel of
Virginia responded, discussing the causes
of the war. ile closed with an appeal for a
memorial temple at Richmond. 1s. Davis
apd daughter were present.

A COMPETING RAILROAD.

Jay Gould end Timothy Forkins Eaid to Have
Projected a Line,

Dexver, April 8.—Private advices re-
ceived in this city contzin the Information
that the organization of a new transconti-
nental route from the Rocky Mountains to
the coast is going on, in which Jay Gould
and several other well-known railroad men
are said to be interested. During the past
two weeks Mr. Gould has been ar E Paso,
80 sick that his phyeiclan gave that

no one should be admitted to bis car. 1t is
believed that he has called to his assistance
a coterie of railway men to assist in piacing
a gridiron in the Southwest to form a new
transcontinental line from Denver to San
Francisco. The line proposed is from Pu-
eblo across the San Luis Valley to Durango,
crossing the Colorado River at the mouth
of the San Juan River or near that peiut.
The construrtion will also be commenced
on the Pacific Coast eastward.

One of the chief aids in the scheme, it is
said, will be Timothy Hopkins, who recently
resigned the treasurership ¢f the Southern
Pacifie. Mr. Hopkins has been treasurer
for the company since 1883, and has always
been awmbitious to become its president.
Certain complications have arisen during
the past year convincing him that he could
never suceeed to the presidency, and he
began to look around for a field in which to
cuitivate his ambition to become a railroad
wagnate, He has, it is claimed, incorpo-
rated the interests and influence of Senator
Fair, and together they will build East.
Senntor Fair has the absolute control- of
fine terminal facilities at North Deach.

It is proposed to build this line to parallel
the Southern Pacific down tha San Jose Val-
ley and then through the Santa Clara Val-
ley to Fresno, making connection with the
road now being built by Pollasky and his
associates, thence up the San Joaquin, eross-
ing the Sierra Nevada Mountains at a low
pass at the head of the river, building east-
ward aand touching the Yosemite Valley,
then down Carson and Walker rivers into
Nevada, aud connecting with the Union Pa-
cific southern exteusion, graded last year,
at a point between Clover Valley and
Pleche, and themce to Pauguniteh on the
head of Virgin River and into the Sevier
Valley, connecting with the Rio Grande
Waestern at Marysville, then to the Colorado
River, connecting with the Missouri Pacific
at that intersection.

AVARCHISTS ABROAD.

Ravachol, the Dynamiter, Plays a Star-
tling Joke in the Courtroom.

PaAris, April 8.—In the examination to-
day Ravacho!l played a joke on the crowd in
the courtroom which hal a startling effect.
During the proceedings he suddenly pro-
duced an article of a cylindrical shape,
which had the appearance of a dynamite
cartridge. He explained to the crowd that
it was an infernal machine, and as he was
tired of life he intended to blow bimself and

the others in the building to pieces.
At the same time he made a
motion as ifi to put the object in
the midst of the erowd which stampedad,

and the alarmed spectators and Judge and
the clerk of the cour: fled from the room in
terror and sought places of safety. They
refused to return until assured that there
was no danger. ‘Toe article which looked
Jike a cartridge proved to be a Lanana.

1t was stated to-day by Ravachol’s at-
torney that the former had made a confes-
sion, altheugh innocent, in order to shield
his comrades.

FAYORING FIRM MEASURES.

Pacific Coast Semators Working for
Chinese Exclusion.

FELTON FOR COMPLETE RENTRICTION.

The Geary Bill to Be Urged in the Semate—No
Time to Take Any Risks in
the Matter.

Erccial to Trr MORNING UAGs.

WasmiNerox, April 8. — The Pacifie
Coast Senators have resolved to make a
determined effort to pass Geary’s bill in the
Senate. Thereis a good deal of opposition
to bs overcome, but Senators Felton and
Jones of Nevada say that by unanimous
and strong effort of the coast delegation
they may peossibly getit threugh. Felton
Liopes to get the Senate to strike out the
obnoxious provision investing the treasury
with large diseretionary powers. *1don’t
care who may be Secretary of the Treasury,””
says Felton, *he should not be invested
with autoeratie power.”

“You may say for me,” said Senator Fel-
ton, “that I am strongly in favor of passing
Geary’s bill now, no matter how much
longer the present restriction act is in force.
1t is not effective enough. I do not believe
in any nalf-way measures. The way to ex-
clude is to exclude and the sooner it is done
the better.”

The fact that Senator Dolph is bot as
warm in support of Geary’s bill as he shounld
be is a little bit discouraging to its friends
of the Coast. Senator Dolplh’s bill extend-
ing the existing antl-Chinese laws for a
further period of ten years was ignored by
the House of Representatives, consequently
the Senator has a grievacce against the
Jower body and declares that Geary’s bill is
almost too radleal. The Senator’s Pacifie
Coast friends, however, are inclined to
think that he will noet manifest any serious
opposition to the Geary bill, having always,
heretofore, been arrayed on the side of the
laboring man against the cheap laborer of
China. . Senator Dolph realizes, too, it is
said, that t he present act is not effective
enough to ans wer all the purposes, and will
doubtless conelude that something forther
is needed, and will give his colleagues his
iiearty co.overation. Thera is yet a doubt
as to when the present Chinese immigration
laws expire, notwithstandivg some author-
ities hold that it runs for two vears yet.
A Pacilic Ceoast Senater said: *““We must
take no risk; the responsibility is too
great: the Chinese are too wily. Suppose
this session of Ceungress should pass no bill
and the courts should construe the present
law so as to make it expire on Mav 6 next,
think what the result would be. Our ports
would fairly swarm with incoming China-
men, and what could be done with them?
An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of
cure.”

The Blalr Correspondence.

The Senate to-day made public the corre-
spondence transmitted by the DPresident
touehing the deelination e¢f the Chinese
Government to receive Hon. W. E. Blair as
United States Minister. The correspon-
dence begins with a cablegram from that
Government to the Chivese Minister, saying
that Blair uad bitterly abused China while
in the Senate, and was conspicuous in the
passagze of theexclusion act, therefore China
deemed it inexpedient to recelve him, and
requested to have a persona grataavpointed
instead. Un June 15, in an interview with
the Chinese Minister, Wharton suggested
that perhiaps Lis Government acted without
full knowiedge, and requested a reopening
of the case for copsideration. June 22 Blair,
in a Jetter to Wharton, denies abusing China
or the Chinese, and asserts that he has
always been their friend. June 22 Dlair
tendered his resignatien. June 23 the Chi-
nese Minister replied 10 Wharton’s sugges-
tion, saying the Viceroy directs himn to
state that Blair was not popularly
regarded in China. The Minister recited
portions of Blair's Congressional record,
and shews the real objection to be resent-

.ment at the passage of the Scott act while a

treaty was being considsered, the act having
a very bad effect in China. The Minister
said If the President or the Secretary of
State would repeal the law and put again in
force the treaties the situation in China
would be changed and Blair would be well
received if the President asked it. July 9
Blair withdrew his resigpation. July 15
Blair writes to Wharton that it appears
thatitis his Government which is non-grata
to the Chinese Government, and that he
(Blair) will be received whenever the United
States shall have purged itself of offense.
Tie corresp ndence cioses with a letter
from Wharton to Denby, in whieii he says
Blair was ujuriousiy  misrepresented.
Wharton admits that the incident is closed
so far as Blair was concerned Ly his resig-
nation, which the President accepted.
War Vessels Ordered Northe

The United Statessteamers Yorktown and
Adams, now at San Franeiseo, were to-day
ordered to proceed at once to Port Town-
send. The United States steawmers Charles-
ton and Baltimore, also at San Francisco,
have also recelved orders to proceed to
Astoria to participate in the Colunmibia River
ceutennial celebration on May 12 While
no orders have been given to that effect, it
is understood that the four vessels named
will be employed in patrolling the waters of
Bering Sea when the season opens. The
United States steamer Mohican, now at
Port Orehard, will probably be used for a
similar duty. The Unlied States steamer
Concord, now at Matanzas, has been ordered
to proceed to Mewmphis, Tenn., to take part
in the bridge celebration.

The Bering Sea Subjeet.

Consideration of the Cotton-Bagging Bill.

In the House to-day a resolution was
adopted directing the Committee on Public
Launds to exaniine into the rescinding of the
leases tle Yellowstone Park Association
and granting the same later to S. S. Hunt-
ley. The House then went into com-
mittee of the whole on the cotton-bagging
bill. English of New Jersey, in a disserta-
tion upon the tariff, opposed the bill.

Simpson of Kansas announced himself as
an absolute free-trader. He is now willing
tocom;romise with wrong.

WILL PAY THE PENALTY.

A French Licutenant Dies To-Day by
5 the Guillotine,

HE MURDERED AN AGED WIDOW.

Infatwation for a Ballet-Dancer Caused His Down-
fall—\ Peculiar Medical Experiment to
Be Made After His Death.

Epeclal to Tre MorvING Canr,

PARIs, ,April 8 — Lieutenant Anastay,
who murdered the aged Baroness Dellard
December last, will be exeeuted at 5 o’clock
to-morrow morning. The chief executioner
hias received a number of threatening letters
from the anarchists.

Anastay has requested his brother, a med-
ical student, to experiment on iiis head as
soon as it is decapitated. He promised to
reply by a movement of his eyes to eertain
questions his brother will ask regarding the
sensations experienced when the knife cuts
the head from his body. The object of the
conversation is to afford a test as to whether
any vestige of life remains in the human
head immediately after it has been severed.

Baroness Dellard, who was the mother of
a prominent official in the War Office, was
murdered on December 4 last. She lived in
handsome apartments in a large house in
the Boulevard du Temple. She was alone
at the time of the murder, but her maid re-
turned soon afterward and was also attcked
by the murderer, beingstabbed in the throat
and breast from behind. The murderer
then escaped, leaving his knife and the
jewels he had intended to steal. He wasa
liteutenant of an infantry regiment in the
French army and was retired only two
days before he committed the erime. He
Immediately confessed, giving as his mo-
tive that he was driven to the deed
by his necessity for money to save
himseit from dishonor. He said that he
leit Lyons in December, determined to get
the money, even if he bhad to resort to
crime, as he had become heavily in debt
through his lavishing large sums of mouney
and valuable presents on a ballet-girl of the
Bella Cour Thbeater namned M!ile. Gonzales.
Before leaving he purchased a knife with
which he committed the murder. Reaching
Paiis he went to the house of Baroness
Deliard, who reeognized him and led him
to her rcom. He asked her if she was
alone, and she replying in the affirmative he
threw himself upon her and cut her throat.
He then began to look around for money
and valuables, but hearing the servant ap-
proaching he waited for her, Intending to
kill her also. In the struggle the knife fell
from his hand, whereuvon Le fled without
having secured any booty.

RIDDLED WITH BULLETS.

A Pclish Minister Murddred by Vindictive
Anarchiste,

BeERrLIN, April 8.—Near Kosreleg, a vil-
lage in Prussia, Dr. Poninskj, a high Polish
ecelesiastie, was waylaid by four men and
riddied with Luilets. A unumber of villa-
gers pursued the assassins, and, after a aes-
perate fight, killed two of them, and the
two remaining murderers seeing escape
inipossible, took their own lives. On each
body was found a red ticket with the words
“Execution Comwittee, the Polish Anar-
chists.” Dr. Poninski had incurred the
wrath of the anarchists by his utterances
and was in consequence murdered. Great
indignation exists, and efforts will be made
to capture the other counspirators. Scme
persons assert that the assassing are noth-
ing but common robbers who teok advan-
tage of the prevailing excitement caused by
nnarchist outrages to use cards signed the
“Committce of Polish Anarchists’” for the
purpose eof frighteaing Dr. Poninski into
surrendering money, of which ha was known
to have a large sum in connection with his
position in the church, The authorities,
bowever, are searching in every direction,
and if it should prove true that the four
as3assing are really anarchists, it is thought
that the whole band of conspirators will
soon be arrested. :
