Chinese Merchants Bitterly Com-
plain About the Police.

They Threaten to Withdraw Support Fv.-ni ;*_t.

Chinese merchants, backed by the?. Six
Companies and Consul, complain bitterly of
tho actions of police in Chinatown, and
threaten to withdraw their support from tin*
new station on Waveriy place. They com-
plain that officer* have needlessly raided tbe
stores of ra_t_ta___ merchant, in search of
gambling games aid lotteries. Chief Crow-
ley did not hear of these muttering? of dis-
content until yesterday, when the following
letter, signed by tho attorney for the Chi-
nese, reached police headquarters:

In the first place, they say the ollic.rs are rml *
and dlscoui tonus Inth.ir treatment of the me-
diums Tor the purpose ot Investigation: See.ondly, they say the officers have entered many
stores Cor ibe pose of investigating will*, ref-
eicuce to lotteries where bo lottery or gambling
was ever known '.-> exist. Thirdly,they claim
tint no office, has a right to enter a store upon amere coloi ot suspicion without a search war-
rant. In this ihey are correct.

However, they desire me to say that they do
net object to this proceeding upon merely leen-
leai grounds, hut they desiie to suggest to you,

as a matter of justice and equity, tint they
should not be subjected to the Indignity of hav-
ing officers enter their stores ovary day, i-iosin^
up the front and i«ir entrances, thus gelling
Crowds around the doors, to the great detriment
of their business, and they further de. ire to pro-
test most strenuously a.u.ust being Insulted by
rude and offensive conduct. Unfortunately tot
lliein they ate as sco .tire as people ol our ownrace, and they claim, and veiy jiistiv,too, Iliac
they should not be subjected to io -tits and in-
dignities which the officers would not dare to
Map upon people of other nationalities.

lhe merchants say that when ihey consented
to pay tne expense of establishing a police sta-
tion in the Chinese quarter, thej did itlvthe
expectation nl deilvlng a benefit therefrom.
But Insiead oi having their expecta-.lotis realized,
they have be**n subjected to all manner ot Indig-
nities and offensive conduct since its esiabiisii-
meut. When the officers see tit to enter places
like Wo See &Co., 939 Dupont street; Klin
Lung ft Co.. southeast corner of Clay and Du-
pout streets, and Wing On Lung &Co.. SOS l>u-
pout street, when, no oue was ever arrested for
gambling, and which stores were sever eh* (ted
to be, and were never as a matter of fuel, en-
gaged lv the lottery business, the merchants
think they have v_ry strong aud just ground* of
Comnlaiiit.
