Mr. Huntington's arguments, whenever he
comes ere. are ofso rxiraordinary a nature that
Itwou'.d almost seem as ifhe leaked upon Califor-
nia as a vast home of the feeDJe-ioii.ded. And
be may be more than half right.

The Calluccs not believe that California
is "a vast home for the feeble-minded," but
there are doubtless tens of thousands of
persons in the Atlantic cities and States who
aro inclined to look upon California in much
the same light r.s does Mr. P.xley. Tbey

. naturally ask why it is that our citizens
jear after year consent to have their sub-
stance eaten ui> by three or four men, who
have, by hook or crook, got hold of the rail-
roads which our citizens and the General
Government have furnished the Means to
build. They also see that we permit the
same men who manage cur railroads to im-
poverish the city and State, and that we
scarcely liftour hands to relieve ourselves.
California in early days, all admit, con-
tained an energetic people. They did not
permit wholesale plunder to go on in-
definitely, and our State and city affairs were
not all corrupt Now*even Buckley sends us
words which sound very much like those
utter- d by our friend Pixley, saying in sub-
stance that we are at fault for allowing the
State to be controlled by miscreants like
himself who have been given vitalityand
life through railroad money. It aril]not he
very surprising if the inhabitants of the
Eastern States should come to the conclu-
sion that we are feebte-miuded Intelligent
persons here know that when a convention

Bibles to nominate candidates for office,
from a constable up to a candidate for Gov-
ernor in either party, a few creature*
of the railroad enter the convention, and
through what they term a compromise most

{corporation. California has now reached
that period in her history, however, when
her citizens have something to do be-
Bides allowing themselves to be sold by our
Buckleys, or by the smooth-faced individuals
who do uot care much what becomes of the
State providing they can make money
thereby.

Si'Ellllt CONTRACTS.

THE Call lias often asked free-coinage
contemporaries to explain what would be
the condition of such of the debtor class as
have signed notes promising to pay In
Unfed States gold coin, should gold go to a
premium inconsequence of the passage of a
ficc-coinage bill. The impenetrable silence
with which this question has been followed
has at last been broken by a local contem-
porary, which declares that in all probabil-
itycontracts of this nature would be de-
clared void by Congress. For our contem-
porary's sake we regret that the silence had
not been persisted in. Breaking contracts
by law is a very poor way of getting clear
of the consequences of a political blunder.
The Federal constitution expressly declares
that no Slate shall pass a law impairing the
obligation of contracts, but the provision
of the constitution by which the States con-
fer upon Congress the right expressly de-
nied to themselves has not been pointed
out. The California specific contract law
has been before the Supremo Court and sus-
tained. While itis possible that In all con-
tracts to pay money, in which the kind of
money to be paid is not specified, courts
may hold that any legal-tender money satis-
fies the debt, there is not the remotest
chance that either court or Congress will
declare an agreement to pay in either kind
void. The condition of the debtor class,
therefore, In respect to specific obligations
is that the obligations they have assumed
must be fulfilled.

NO PLACE FOIt LOWELL.

Dean Bradley has conferred a favor on
the people of tbe United States in refusing
the bust of Janes Jim-sell Lowella place in
Westminster Abbey. The "honor" of a
niche in the abbey is not one to be sought.
Itwas conferred npon Longfellow in the be-
lief Hint Longfellow contributed somewhat
to the glories? of the abbey, but unless this
belief is general an American has no right
there. The tomb is purely English, except
as the English desire togather and preserve
memorials of the illustrious dead of other
countries. It would not perhaps be just to
say that the late Mr.Lowell's writings were
insr-iied by a hope lhat he wouldbe placed
in English estimation on a level with Long-
fellow, but it was often remarked that in
Lowell's last spars his work took, on an
English tone. His four years' residence in

gland as American Minister let him into"
the inner circles of London society and sub-
jected him to the flattery that mediocrity
often pays to genius. Lowell became noted
for his after-dinner speeches. They were in
excellent taste, without being dull through
a desire not to offend. His graceful witand
profound learning gained for him admira-
tion and respect. When be was relieved of
his official duties, which by the way were
principally social, be returned to his uative
country; in body, but bis heart seemed to
cling to the country of his late residence.
Possibly * the refusal of the Dean of West-
minster Abbey to give his bust a small cor-
:ncr in the tomb may have a :salutary effect-
>c the minds of other American writers.

A LESSON IN CITY GOVERNMENT.

Against the next ou'ery for the abolition
of the consolidation act, and for the tram-

ins of a new charter for San Francisco, it
may be ".veil for citizens to keep track of
municipal governments elsewhere. Au in-
teresting experiment in city government is
now being made in the largest city of the
world—London— and some account of it is

given in the Review of Reticles. We may

learn something by .studying it.
Until quite lately London was governed

by parish vestries and local boards, each of
which controlled a small area, and each of
which was independent of the others. . The
business of drainage, combined systems of
street improvements, and one or two other
matters requiring concerted action were in
the hands of the Metropolitan Board of
Works, whose members were chosen by the
local hoards and vestries. In 1888 Parlia-
ment passed a General County Couucil act.
Under this the fifty-nine divisions, or as
we sir Mild say ward?, into which the city is
divided, elect each two members to a County
Council, and the Couucil elects nineteen
Aldermen. It also elects a presiding
officer who practically does the work of a
Mayer, though the Lord Mayor is retained,
with some of his ancient rights and privi-
lege*. The powers of the Council are
limited. It superseded tho Metropolitan
Hoard of Works. But it has no control over
the police, the water works, the docks, the
street railroads and the gas supply. With
the exception of the first all of these are
owned and controlled by private corpor-
ations.
Itis now proposed to amend the County

Council act by extending the district gov-
erned, so that itshall cover the whole metro-
politan police district— an area of several
hundred square miles, witha population of
about six millions. It is then intended to
give the Councilcontrol of the police, water,
gas. street railroads, docks and markets—
in fact, to clothe it with each and every
power heretofore exercised by the 50 local
boards and parish vestries. It is a case
of centralization in contrast with the move-
ment lor decentralization which is going on
in Scotland and Ireland. The municipal
"progressives," as they are called, demand
that the cityshall buy the eight water works,
all the plants and mains of the sas comp-
anies, and the markets, docks and street
railroads. It is contended that the revenue

lived from these properties, at lower rates
than those which now prevail, would pay
tlie interest on tie bends issued for their
purchase, and that a material increase inthe
Income of tho city may le secured by com-
pelling the nobility, who own the bulk of
the oily, to pay taxes ou tlie ground rents
which they collect.
Itwilllie perceived thnt this is one of the

great financial operations Of the age. The
amount involved must he reckoned fa the
hundreds of millions. YVereS-ich an under-
taking begun ina great American city the
parties engaged initwould most likelymake
millions out of it. A '-steal" would most
likely be involved which would prove fatal
to the improvement. No such apprehen-
sions seem to be entertained in London.
In that city municipal officials seem to
be singularly pure. Councilmea and Alder-
men all serve without pay and are regarded
as incorruptible. An impartial authority
observes that "not one oi the 137 members
has ever been suspected of conuption or
abusing his trust." If this statement i?
founded on fact, we have good real to
envy the English.

Inseveral matters the reforms which the
Loudon "progressives" demand are not re-
quired here. Vie have no '.'-'.'-year ground
rent*, and owners of property, however
used, are supposed to pay the same taxes as
their neighLors. Pocks are owned by cities

or States. There would be considerable
opposition to a project for a sale of city
railicads to the municipality. The markets,
gas plants and mains, water works aid
mains will some day be all owned by cities,
as they are now in most cases. Their ac-
quisition is only delayed by the unwilling-
ness of taxpayers to pay the exorbitant
sums demanded by their present owners.
But we shall not in this country attain the
perfection in municipal government which
London seems to expect uutil we can raise
the moral standard of municipal officers to
the level it is said to have reached in Lon-
don. At the present time corruption is the
rule both in the legislative and the execu-
tive branches of city governments all over
the United Stales, and from this cause tax-
payers are more inclined to restrict than to
enlarge their province. If ever we got in
San Francisco a Board of Supervisors
which, like the London Councilmen. shall
be above suspicion, and a set of executive
officers who shall be incapable of betraying
a trust, people may intrust them with more
power than they now enjoy. Till then the
tendency is to wait ami watch.

C'ENTIJAL. AMEIII.AN PROvSKEM,

The Government of Salvador has offered
to the South American Steamship Com-
pany a subsidy of

00 the first year, $5000

ti;e second year and $4800 the third year fu
a moathly steamship service between Pan-
ama and the ports of Salvador. Itappears
to be expected that similar subventions will
he granted by Guatemala, Costa Pica and
Nicaragua, and there is no reason why-
Mexico should not fellow the example. It
Is not stated that the steamers willrun as
far north as San Francisco, though if they
are wisely managed they will. There is
more business to be picked up here than at
Panama, and merchants in the Central
American trade would only be too happy to
get even with the Pacific Mail by patroniz-
ing a rivalline.

The movement must be studied in connec-
tion with the meeting which Is now being
held at thecity of Sau Salvador to revive the
scheme of a Central American federal union-
This meeting was convened by the Presi-
dent of Honduras, and Nicaragua, Costa
Kica and Guatemala promptly agreed to
scud representatives. Belief Ezeta of Sal-
vador professes to be enthusiastically in
favor of union. He .aid in his last message
to his Legislature: "The most glorious day
inmy public life will be the one when, un-
der the sanction of the people of Salvador,
1shall deliver over the authority Ihold into
the bands of the, Federal Government of
Central America." Nor can the election ot
young Barrios to the Prtsldency of Guate-
mala be viewed otherwise than as an indi-
cation of the popularity of union in that
State. Central American union was the
life dream of the late General Barrios. He
loothis life in fighting for it. Itis natural
to suppose that his nephew shares bis views,
and the support he received at the election
from ex-President Barillas indicates that
the people are of the same mind.

There is thus a fair chance that the long-
deferred project may now be consummated.
A couple of years ago Costa Pica was slow
to acquiesce. Minister Mizner thought it
worth while to go down to San Jose to
polut out to the Costa Bicaus the advantage
they would derive from union. Latterly a
partial failure of the' coffee crop in that
State has made the Costa Bicaus less confi-
dent in their own resources, aud they are
likely to be more pliable. Nicaragua has
always been willing to go in, provided the
Federal Government agreed to set up no
claims over the canal. There appears to be
no reason why the federal union should not
be carried into effect if the leading men of
Central America can overcome their petty-
provincial jealousies of one another.

A Central American confederacy, com-
prising the territory which was included in
the old federal uuion, would contain about
3,200, C00 people— enough to form a re-
spectable nation. Among these there isa
sufficient infusion of old Spanish blood to
render the population capable of intelligent
self-government There is an ample labor
supply for the cultivation of the- main
Staple of the country, which is ciffee; and
as the plantations of Costa- Pica and Sal-
vador have lately been turning out a bean
which is superior to the average Rio coffee,
there is no \u25a0__•___ why Central America
si, old not compete with ;Brazil for the
cc fTee supply of the world. Itwould not
take a very large increase of acreage to pro-
duce as large a supply as Brazil now fur-
nishes, and '.the*. quality would be better.
Central America can also largely increase
its yield of lubber, indigo, sugar, hides and
bananas, all of which could bo easily mar-
keted at Ibis port.

On the political advantages of Central
American unity it is unnecessary to enlarge.
:When Central America becomes a nation It
willrise to a sense of its responsibilities,
aud the petty quarrels and disturbances-
which have hitherto impeded lis progress

willcease. Allthe countries of Christendom
would welcome itInto the family of nations.
It would rise as Mexico Las risen, Irtm a

region of anarchy, sloth aud ignorance to a
state in which order prevailed, and where
capital could seek investment in safety.
The United States has benefited largely, if
Indirectly, by the progress which Mexico
has made under Diaz; they would in like
manner share in the gain which could not
fail to result from the consolidation of the
five Central American States into a solid
commonwealth, with a strong central gov-
ernment.

AN AIISOLUTK FUEL-TRADER.

There appeared at one stage of a recent
debate to be at least one honest man in the
lower House of the present Congress.
While the Democratic leaders generally call
themselves tariff-reformers Mr. Simpson of
Kansas CUM squarely out and declared him-
self for absolute free-trade. His conscience
would not permit him to compromise with
wrong. Up to this stage of his speech Mr.
Simpson lias tho appearance of being not
only an absolute free-trader, but an abso-
lutely honest man. But a little further on
he admits having voted for a bill which, to
use his own language, "would disgrace any
civilized nation." Mr. Simpson alluded to
the Chinese exclusion bill, which he avers
was Bailed in the interest of California.
Mr. Simpson may be honest in this asser-
tion, but he is in error. The Chinese bill
was passed in the interest of the American
people. it was Intended to secure the
American people in the possession of their
own labor market. Across the Pacific Ocean
there are several hundreds of millions of
people who are glad to get work at 10 cents
a day. Without the law which Mr.Simp-
sou confide!- a disgrace to the nation one
of the 10-eeut-a-day workers could pass over
to California for the sum of £25. Men with
capital who want the cheapest labor the
labor market of the world affords are ready
to advance the $25 and take their pay with
interest in labor. There is substantially no
limit to the number of laborers of this
description who would be brought to Cal-
ifornia if there was no law to prevent their
landing. From California they would spread
to the Fast and the South. Kates of wages
would be reduced in all parts of tlie coun-
try. They might not come down to the
Chinese standard of 10 cents a day,
but they would so underbid the Amer-
ican laborer that his whole habit
of life would be necessarily changed.
Itis difficult to preserve respect for the in-
telligence of a man who considers a law
protecting the American people from such
competition a disgrace. If Mr. Simpson's
Kansas constituents should find Chinese
pouring into their State, fillingevery chan-
nel of industry with half-price labor,*! is at
least presumable that tl.ey would find a
way to mako their "honest" representative

in Cengi ess change his mind. The asser-
tion is now going the rounds of the press in
the East that Chinese labor is not cheap.
If not cheap, why not? Simply because
the restriction billchecked immigration in
time. There has never been more than
about ICO.OOO Chinese in the State against
from seven to ten times ns any whites.
The Chinese have affected but not controlled
the labor market. The comparatively few
who arrived were absorbed in the several
avenues if employment, and when they
found that no more could come they raised
Chinese rates to the while labor standard.
A man does not need to have lived in Cali-
fornia to kuow bow these tilings would
work. "Without a Chinese exclusion law
there are more than 100,000,0.0 of people
who could better their condition by cross-
inc the Pacific into the United States. One
million of Chinese in California and 10,-
OOO.COO in the United States would lower
the American standard of wages nearly to
that existing in Chine But the law stopped
the influx when but little mire, than 100,000
had crossed the Pacific.

Might not even a

Kansas politician be expected tounderstand
that an immigration of100,000 had not pro-
duced the results predicted from an immi-

A 92'i,'i'lC>,400 SHOW.

The latest estimate of the cost of the
World's Fair $-22,22.3,400. his estimate
was given by President Baker to the Con-
gressional Investigating Committee, and is
doubtless as low as that official could make
if. But how is tills sum to bo obtained?
The known resources of tho fair are SS.GIS.-
--110 of stock subscriptions, 15,000,000 of
Chicaeo bonds, and gate receipts. lie lat-
ter are estimated at £10,000.000, which may
not bo too large, but are somewhat too en-
tirely prospective. But, assuming that the
receipts willhe as estimated and that the
stock subscriptions ill all he paid in and
the Chicago bonds sold for their face, there
is still a deficit of about $2,000,000. Some of
the lair managers are extremely anxious to
make the deficit a round £.*">. 000 and to
provide for itby an appropriation from Con-
gress.

Ina cautious sort of way President Har-
rison mended the fair to the kind
consideration of Congress, lie recognized
the fact that Chicago had fulfilled her finan-
cial promises and that the deficit was due
to the larger proportions the fair has as-
sumed. The fair had, in fact, become a
great national enterprise, such as Congress
Might contribute to if the report of the In-
vestigating Committee should be favorable.
There are. two obstacles in the way of aa
appropriation: First, a Democratic Con-
gress which is bent on making a record for
economy, and, second, the bickerings of the
National Commission and the local direc-
tory. Both want tho handling of the
money, and each would apparently prefor
to see tho appropriation bill fail than to let
the other have the disbursement of It. But
the fair managers willbe la a bad fix unless
Congress comes to their relief.

TWO SIDES TO A QUESTION.

A local article appeared in Sunday's
Cam, describing the difficulties attending a
search for a boarding-house into which
children would be admitted. Of course, it
seems unfeeling to refuse to beard a couple
because they have children, but boarding-
house keepers have lo consider the likings
of their patrons. Ifthe majority of people
avoid a liouse in which there are children, a

landlady could hardly be expected to court
ruin by admitting children. At the same
time itis against public Interests that chil-
dren should be objected to. Itwould seem
as if this prejudice against children might
be made la -work its own remedy. Ifthero
must be boarding-houses to which children
are not admitted, may we not also have
bcarding-housos iv which children aft wel
corned? There are, perhaps, more people
wiio would prefer a homo brightened by the
happy faces of children than boarding-
house keepers Imagine. Probably the in-
stlnctive feeling of most parents that their
children give less trouble than other
people's children has something to do with
the difficultyof finding homes for clilldrett.
A mother with one or two children could
hardly expect to go Into a house in which 30
or 40boarder's were accommodated and lay
down or set up a rule excluding other
people's children. While a little home of
one's own, ifItis limited to two or three
rooms, Is- better for parents than a hotel,
however grand, it certainly should not ba
made impossible for parents to find accom-
modation for their children.

The excitement attending the gathering
of boomers for a rush into the uew lands
offered to settlement in the Oklahoma re-
gion is now intense and willbe at fever heat
when the troops cease to bar the way. Itis
Inevitable that there should be many disap-
pointments, but the migratory boomer Is
used to the fluctuations of fortune, good
and bad, and is chiefly happiest hen In a
condition of unrest accompanied with
high-strung hope. A considerable propor-
tion of those who are now seeking a. new
field for their capacities have probably for-
saken better prospects than those which are
open to them, but they are buoyed up by the
hope that they willhave good luck whatever
may be the fate in store' for others. It is
this optimism which gives a zest to adven-
ture. Some measures appear to have been
taken to prevent preferential grabbing of
choice town lots and lands. The Govern-
ment surveyors and others are required to
toe the mark at the border line, so that all
may have a fair start. This precaution is
believed to have upset a scheme of certaincapitalists who intended to appropriate all
the land around Fortlie no and to found a
town. But it willbe a miracle of honest
dealing it* there is no forestalling.

It is not '
civilwar, but oaly a big fight

with bandits which is raging in Montana.
The difficulty of supposing the horse-
thieves who infest portions of Montana,
Wyoming and Idaho is by no means light.
Itis estimated that the rustlers number at
least a hundred, aud they are all desperate
men, knowing well that if caught by apus so of catilc-iauchcis \u25a0 they will be shot

down or hanged. That was the measure of
justice meted out to a similar gang, and the
present gang of outlaws have earned quite
as richly tho vengeance of society. The
cattle-owners who nave been so systemati-
cally despoiled are in earnest and will not
give up the tight until they have put an end
to the lawlessness which menaces all peace-
ful industry. For the moment, the robbers
seem to have beaten back their assailants
withgrievous loss, but iv the end they wili
bo surrounded aud shot down or dispersed.

The tone of the New York papers indi-
cates that the Grant monument fund willbe
collected of a certainty within a short time.
Yet it is too soon to be jubilant, and even if
the money were in hand it is scarcely a
matter on which to claim unlimited credit
far public spirit. The work has beeu too
leug iv hand and the response on the part
of the public has been so slow as to suggest
downnkht apathy. It therefore savors al-
most of bathos to bo self-laudatory about
the noble deeds of New York in the cause
of charity, and to cite several conspicuous
instances of aid rendered, such as the Chi-
cago tire, the yellow-fever scourges of the
South and the Johnstown disaster. The
fact that stares the public in the face is
that wealthy and populous New York has
undertaken to erect a grand monument to
lie memory of General Grant, nud is at last
driven to methodical canvassing to attain
the object. From the outset the project has
been negligently managed.

There are rumors of an intention to place

on the Atlantic mail service a new line of
steamers which would make Holyhead
instead of Queenstown the final point
of departure. To have Holyhead as a port
for mail service would often save a day as
things are at present conducted, and that is
of very gr.eat consequence to the commercial
interests of the United States. During
heavy weather the mails are frequently do-
laved in transit to Dublin and thence toQueenstown, and the mail steamers which
hay. the night before sailed from Liver-
pool are compelled to lie in tho harbor un-
til the postal bags are sent on board. If
tlio nails from all points were dispatched
to Holyhead and fast steamers there began
the voyage and continued it without inter-
medial, stoppage thi- whole system would
be simplified. Itmay be suspected that the
London and Northwestern Railway Com-
pany have some designs to give Liverpool
and Manchester the go-by in this arrange-
ment, and to take care that their railway
traffle is uot injured by the Manchester
ship canal. The change can do no barm to
American interests.

During the civil war in Chile President
r.ahuaceda .hipped to England 22 tons of
silver, and to make the transportation secure
was successful in obtaining the services of
the Hritlsh cruiser Espleglc, This method of
shipping bullion las been common enough
aud is permitted by the rules of the British
service, bat as matters turned out Lord
Salisbury would no doubt have preferred
that the Kspiegle had not assisted I'.alnin-
ceda. The Hiess»nl Government of Chile Is
natural!)* solicitous to know whether any
of this treasure is recoverable and a cor-
respondence has been proceeding on the
subject. Mr. Kennedy, the British agent
in Chile, regrets that lie did not make care-
ful inquiries about the destination of the
silver, but as the vessel employed was a
British man-of-war he must have closed his
eyes rather dreamily as to what was pass-
lag around him. Lord Salisbury maintains
that no claim can lie against England.

A French military attache is credited
with having given utterance to the opinion
that the- 12-iDch guns intended for the Mon-
terey 818 superior in penetrating cowers
with the new smokeless powder to much
larger weapons in Europe, not excepting
the 110-ton guns of the KUwick factory.
He has also the highest opinion of the su-.
perior efficiency of guns Of less caliber
turned out of our Government departments.
This is encouragein»-nt which will please
the country, and we trust the time is near
when, besides having a good pattern of
ordnance, we shall see all our ports prop-
erly equipped for defense. We are a long
way from that satisfactory state of things
at present. To superiority in guns may bo
added our superiority in the manufacture
of defensive armor, an illustration of which
is furnished by Russia alopt'ugt.he Ilervey
plates aud laying down plaut therefor.

I.uss!a and France, by a lillieplanning at
Constantinoole, thought they hailput Eng-
laud in a difficultyabout the investiture of
the Khedive of Egypt, but they find them-
selves beaten by another trick in the game
of diplomacy and are perhaps sorry they
made the venture. Tlio firman of investi-
ture, when it arrived by special envoy at

ire, was found by Sir Evelyn Hating to
contain some uncovenantedand undesirable
restrictions on frontier rights, and there-
upon he put pressure on the Khedive not to
accept the conditions. At the same time
England and Italy co-operated in a naval
demonstration at Alexandria and the
British and Itnlian Embassadors at Con-
stantinople co-operated in something
very Mike an ultimatum and warned
the ruler of the faithful that the firman
must be modified or his envoy recalled. Iho
Sultan understood what «__ necessary un-
der these embarrassing circumstances, and
the firman is to be modified. The origin of
this international comedy is, of course, the
desire of France to hamper England in
Egypt, and rentier her prolonged occupa-
li-rn troublesome. Hut, in a diplomatic
way, England is disinclined to evacuate
Egypt In order to let France in, and thus
do time is fixed to say adieu. Tiie world
will bo a good deal older when the day of
departure is in sight, but itdoes not do for
England to say so.

Probably there Is no mode of suicide less
palatal or more instantaneous than by ex-
ploding ine'«: self out of existence with
dynamite.

cartridges at his feet. The explosion rent
the poor man's body into a number of
pieces. His head was found on the top of a
tree 300 feet distant, and a leu was picked
up in a lake 500 feet from the spot The
trees In the vicinity were splintered, ami
ti.e shock was felt over a great area. To
produce these results as much dynamite
must have been used as would blow up a
groat mass of rocks.
