Graal things
were expected of Starter J. B. Fergusson,
who comes here with an Eastern reputa-
tion, and well he apheld it. If the first
send-off of the day was somewhat ragged,
the starting in the remaining three events
was a revelation to California race-goers.
Mr. Fergusson got every race off sharp on
time, and the Blood-horse Directors must
be warmly congratulated on the engage-
ment. Certain it is that pumbers of the
general public will flock to the races now it
is known that the horses will get fair and
even starts,

Revolver won the mile race for By Holly
in bhandy style, Bernardo landed the
three-vear-old race for Dan McCarty, start-
ing at a remunerative price, that useful
mare Fauny F won the heat race after two
exciting tussles, and Henry Walsh pulled
‘‘ona out of the bag” in the Palo Alto filly
Princess by imported Cheviot out of Music.
She ran the half-mile in 48 4-5 seconds—
very good time. Close on her heels was
anogther Cheviot colt, McCarty’s Adelphus,
and the youngsters made the best race of
the day.

THE FIRST EVENT.

Ten horses sported silk in the first event
on the card over a mile, Revolver rnled a
strong favorite on Saturday’s form, while
Applause and Tom Stacy were the most
fancied of the remainder. The latter car-
ried four pounds overweight.

Starter Fergusson soon showed that he
meant business, as after they broke once or
twice he sent them on their journey to a
somewhat straggly send-off, Regal going to
the front at the jump, with Applause
clgse up and the rest in a bunch. Regal
mainiained his lead around to the quarter,
where King Hocker went up second, and
the pair raced neck and neck along the back-
streteh, King Hooker having & nose the best
of it at the helf. Applause, who headed the
remainder, here joined issue with the leaders
and he and Regal were first around into the
streteb, Revolver coming fast. At the balf
distance Hart set sail on Revolver, who
came when asked like a shot, and won
bandily by a length, Regal second and Ap-
plause third, Time, 1:43.

The ex-
amination being satisfactory, the request of
the applicants was granted.

Rev. Mr. Curtis, pastor ef the Woodbridge
Presbyterian Church, sent in his resigna-
tion, which was aceepted, and the session
of that chureh granted leave to supply the
vacant pulpit. Rev. Mr. Curtis has been
in Australia for several months.

Aun application for relief was received
from Rev. Mr. Bruce of Tehama County,
who was represented as superannuated.
Rev. Drs. Mackenzie and Minton were ap-
pointed a committee to inguire into the
matter. A cootribution of $117 was subse-
%ueully ordered to be forwarded to Mr.

ruce.

After an appelizing lunch, which had
been pr_vided by the ladies in one of the
session-roowms, the presbytery reconvened
at 2 o'ciock, when the licentiates, Mr.

Bevier and Ng Poon Chew, ascended the
desk, read portions of the Scriptures and
delivered briel sermons.

A resolution was offered and adopted that
the licenses of G. . B, Stewart and F. A.
Doane, licentiates, be renewed for another
year,

The committee on home missions reported
as having extended aid to the Holly Park
and Franklin-street churches during the
past vear.

The committce ou church construetion
reported in favor of securing a lot at Baden
on which to erect a church.

The stated clerk was instructed to com-
plete the statistieal report of the presbytery
and forward it to the general assembly,

Rev. Mr. Dawson of Watsonville, who
was suspended some time since as a mem-
ber of the presbytery, sent in an application
for reinsltatement. The matter was disposed
of bv 1he adoption of a resolution to act
upon the application at an adjourned meet-
ing of the presbytery, to be held at the
Howard church on the first Monday in May
at 10 A. .

Rev. Mr. Rhoda, the stated clerk, read the
report of the commitlee on temperance,
showing favorabie progress during the year.

The records of the city churches were pre-
sented, submitied and approved by the pres-
bytery.

Rev. Dr. Mackenzie was appointed to fill
the vacant pulpit of Woodbridge Charch on
Sunday, April 24.

Alexander R. McIntosh, froma Winnipeg,
Manitoba, was introduced by Rev. Dr. Mc-
Kenzie as a student for the ministry. Dr.
Mackenzie recommended that Mr, McIntosh
be taken under the care of the presbytery
and the board of eduncation, and the recom-
mendation was adopted.

A communication signed by Rev. Dr.
Easton, was read on the condition of re-
ligion in the eity, which was represented as
generally promuising, but the writer de-
plored the existing laws which failed to
suppress many evils, incinding dives ano
dance halls, and also the wide-spread Sun-
day desecration.

Charles Dalzell and Wallace S. Farls,
theological students, were reported by the
committee on education as pursumg their
studies at the Leland Stanford Jr. Univer-
sity. They received the usual aid last year
from the Board of Education, which recom-
mended a continuanpce of the same for the
coming yvear.

OPENED WITH GREAT ECLAT

s

Colonel T. Peacock Robinson
Startles the Natives.

He Lost the Game as Usuel, but Crushed Harris
in Another Way—Los Angeles and
Oakland Tc-Day.

That master mind of grotesque comedy and
crrizaturist supreme in original creations,
Colonel T. Peacock Rovinson, so called be-
cause he is given to vain display, wandered
through tihe streets of Oakland yesterdav
afterncon at the head of a glisteniug base-
ball pageant that quite outshone the far-
famed splendors of the Orient.

It was expressly arranged by the Colonel
to please the enraptured spectator and all
he lacked was an ossifi/d mwan, human
pincushion, turtle-backed hoy and other
{eatures to make his turnout one of the
finest ever seen on the coast.

The Mayor and Comzmon Council of Oak-

land declared a legal holiday so that the
Colonel could properly open the baseball
Season in his own town. He opened it with
a blaze of glory for himself and a cruel
snub for Harris so far as the parade was
concerned, but the local magnate came out
abead in the game. ‘I'hat is all right, how-
ever. Robinson doesn’t care whether he wins
or not so long as he can startle the natives
with bands of wusic while giving lifelike
imitations of a man in the baseball busi-
ness,
He has released the other band employed
in the first opening day exercises and signed
& bew team of melody-makers from the
drum-major down to the man who pounds
the cymbals. Although the parade did not
start until 2 o’cloek, the band was in unl-
form in front of the Galindo Hotel before
noon, with the colonel gliding in and out
among them giving orders in gladsome open-
ing-day accents. A string of carriages were
in waiting for the players and distinguished
citizens, who were to take part in the cake-
walk on wheels.

Harris and his men, accompanled by a
few faithful adherents from this side, ar-
rived at 1:30 o’clock, and the master of cere-
monies at once set to work arrauging things.
He loaded the carriages several times and
then ordered the occupants ont again before
the makeup suited him. Harrls stood round
aud said nothing, In fact, he had nothing
to do except pay half the exvenses aud obey
the colonel’s orders. While shifting the
Frisco players about Robinson would say:

“‘Here, you ball-players, get out of tnat
hack and take one further back,”

SNUBBED THE LOCAL MAGNATE.

But when moving his own men, he said:
“Geutlemen, will you please remove your-
selves to another vehicle? Sorry to disturb
you, but I must make a few changes.”

These cruel stabs stung Harris to the
quick, but he bore up with Christian forti-
tude, knowing, as he said, that the colonel
was excited, and perhaps a little nutty.
Finally the show started, with Robinson,
one mayor, one senator, and Umnpire
Sloppy MecDonald perched on the high
seats of a richly varnished drag, close up
bebind the band, where they would readily
atltract the notice of the people.

Then came three carriages full of mayors
and other gentlemen who have made their
mark, mixed with newspaper men. In the
fourth—a common, dust-covered hack, with
high sides that almost concealed him from
view—sat poor Hank Harris with a local
dignitary, whom some one said was the dog-
catcher. As only his head was visible, no
one recognized Harris, who keenly felt the
slight put upon him. He, too, was paying
for what glory might be squeezed out of the
affair, and should have been in the carriage
with Robinson, who does not know that the
path of glory leads but to defeat.

The local magoate declared that he had
been deliberately snubbed, and had he
known of this arrangement beforehand he
would have pulled out of the parade and
taken his men to the park in the street-
cars. DBat there was no help for it, and
Harris bad to parade through the streets of
Oakiand incog.

Ever on thealert for novelty, the eolonel’s
fertile brain devised an unheard-of attrae-
tion for a baseball parade, and he finished
off the tail end of his procession with a
wagon-load of Indians. It was an express-
cart containing the Indian Albino Laby,
Domingo, and his swarthy parents,

THE COLONEL’S NOVEL FEATURE.

Just what the colonel’s idea was in add-
Ing this feature is not clear, but it had a
disastrous result on the general =ffect. The
populace stared in amazement from the
sidewalks, notknowing whether the colonel
was still in the baseball business or had
succeeded Buffalo Bill and started a Wild
West show. Yet the parade attracted much
attention, although the populaecs did not
evince so much interest on the third round.
Three times did he make the cireuit of the
principal streets over thesame route, doubt-
less with the ideaof impressing the populace
with the belief that the third lap was the
end of a monster procession at least one
and a half miles long.

On the first round, as the parade passed
the Oakland jail, Clem Bushman turned
away, buried his face in his hands and
shuddered violently.

Play was called at 3 o’clock,in the new
grounds, in the presence of 3500 wen, women
and children. It was a big erowd for Quak-
land, and the colonel feels that he has vin-
dicated bimself. Aside from the people
inside at least 100 boys and men reosted in
the eucalyptus trees outside the right-field-
fence. I'nese trees are closer tothe diamond
than the bleachers, aud should not be over-
looked by the Knothole Brigade of this city.

Owing to the absence of barbed wire on
the center-field fence that part of the inelo-
sure furnished elegant free seats for about
200 more !miecunious or economical Oak-
landites, The grounds were built in sueh a
burry that a man who owned a barn on tae
site back of the first base did not have time
to move it off. ‘I'nis was lucky for tne im-
pecuniocus, and they availed themselves of
the roof. During the game Rube Levy
koocked the ball under the barn. Lohwman
went after it, but a wild-eyved goat chased
him out, and Rube got to third before Loh-
man subdued the animal. In spite of these
and other drawbacks, such as stepping on
the spectators while chasing foul bails, the
game went off very pleasantly indeed.

Much the same formula was observed as
on other opening days. The teams left the
carriages at the lower end of the lot and
marched to the benches to the music of the
band. As they scattered to practice the
stars and strives were flung to the breeze
from a staff in leit field.

A COARSE MAN'S REMARK.

Just before play opened Harris took his
place on the bench. As he did so several
people whispered “that’s him.” One man
close to the press stand seemed to be greatly
impressed with Mr. Harris’ appearance. He
was a8 little wiry fellow of middle age with
a narrow rim of decollete whiskers bub-
bling out of his shirt collar. After viewing
Harris for a time he asked his neighbor
who that was.

When told who the person was the little
man looked agaia. Then he said he didn’t
know mueh about baseball himseif, but, ac-
cording to his idea, the man on the bench
bad the prettiest pair of blackthorn feet he
ever suw on a human being.

‘I'bis is indeed a most coarse and brutal
remark, coming as it does from a total
stranger, who may scme day be compelled
to establish an official grade on his own [eet
with a razor for all he kuows. Luckily no
one beard the remark but the reporter for
this paper and he will take good care that
it doesn’t go any further. It is very un-
gentlemanly, not to say impolite, to ridicule
a maun’s personal appearance in public, and
the stranger shows lack of breeding.

What if Mr. Harris’ feet are as full of
koots as a Chinese sausage, is that any-
body’s business but his own? Certainly
not. Feet, and parlicularly those with
large, purplish, biscuit-shaped bunions on
them, are tender subjects and should be
haudled gently, even reverentiy at times.

Mr. Harris is not the only verson who
has trouble with Lis pedals. Other Dogelo's
feet do not fit them or fail to treck or
something, but why, oh why should they
be ridiculed in this heartless manner? Itis
decldedly wrong end something should be
done to stop it, even il patrons who draw
odious comparisons have to be excluded
from the grand stand. Mr. Harris’ feet are
prominent enough now without having
special attention called to them in a boister-
ous tone of voice.
