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THE STORY OF THE JURIES.
The demand of Alfred Bouvier, secretary
of the Grand Jury, aud seven other mem-
bers of that body to be discharged from
further duty, on the ground that *‘as a
minority they find it impossible to secure
certain indictments which in their judg-
ment are just and proper, in view of the
evidence offered,” constitutes another chap-

ter in a drama which w fizure in any
history of San Francisco. It is worth
while recapitulating tha plot as far as it has
gone.

Seme eight or nine months ago Presiding
Judge Wallace of the Superior Court, find-
ing by experience that the usual plan of
selecting grand juries resulted in the im-
pan zof a body of men who could not
be trusted to find true biils against lezisla-
tive or wunicipal boodiers, or friends of the

Southern Pacific Company, availed bimself
of thie option grantel him by the code and
appeiated an elisor to choose a Grand Jury.
It began business with such vigor that it
soon became evident that somebody was
£0ing to be hurt. Oan this a henchman of
the railroad company, with one of its regu-
lar officials, who were represented by the
senior counsel of that corporation, contested
the legality of the Grand Jury and refused
to obey its subpena. For this one of them
was sentenced by Judge Wallace to fine and
imprisonment for contempt. His case was
taken on appeal by the railroad attorney to
the Supreme Court, which affirmed Judge
Wallace’s decision, apparently by a unani-
mous vote—Justice McFarland being absent,
By an ingenions contrivance another case
was brought, which also involved the ques-
tion of the legality of the Grand Jury, and
in this case, which was also submitted to the
Supreme Court, tnat tribunal—Justice Mec-
Farland having returned—reversed itself,
and by a vote of 4 to 3 decided that Judge
Wallace was wrong and that the Grand Jury
was no jury. It therefore dislanded.

Judgze Wallace’s term of service as Pre-
siding Judge being about to expire, a num-
ber of leading citizens petitioned the
Superior Court to re-elect him, in order to
epable him to pursue the work of reform
he had bezun. But ten of the twelve
Superior Judges disregarded the appeal,
and chose in his stead one of the youugest
and least known members of the beneh—
James M. Troutt. Each Judge then sent in
tweive names of persons suitable In their
judgment to be grand jurors, and from
these nineteen were drawn according to
law t) serve as a Grand Jury. Only one
of the men selected by Judge Troutt was
drawn, and him the Presiding Judge ap-
pointed to serve as foreman.

This man happened to be J. P. Le Count,
& stationer, who had had controversies with:
the city cver stationery bills and had had
the misfortune, some years ago, to be in-
dicted in connection therewith. The Grand
Jury had no sooner gone to work than it
began to be whispered that they were more
likely to screen than to punish erime. They
applied to the foreman of Judge Wallace’s
jury for the information he had gathered
during his term of service. IHe gave them
two setsof testimony going to establish the
guilt of two individuals, and observed that
if they were not acted upon be would con-
clude that the mewbers of the new Grand
Jury were not in earnest, and that it wouild
not be worth his while to try to give them
furtber assistance. Neither of the two
has been indicted.

This and similar cases of dereliction of
duty moved eight out of the nineteen grand
jurors to go into court on Monday and
throw up their mandate. Presiding Judge
Troutt will bave to release them and dis-
band the jury; he can hardly compel citi-
zens to go on serving the county without
pay when they say they are hindered from

-fulfilling their duty by the recalcitrance of
a majority of the body to which they be-
long. Thus matters will be placed just
whbere they were before Wallace appointed
an elisor. The county will have no Grand
Jury, vecanse, under the present forms of
law, it seems to be impossible to get one
that is not In the hands either of the bood-
lers or somebody else,

The chapter of history is interesting. Of
course, the drama has not ended. It has
only just begun. Fraud and corruption
cannot succeed in paralyzing the institu-
tions under which we live, at any rate
until the people have exhausted their reme-
dies. If it turns out under our present or-
ganization that we cannot get an honest
Grand Jury, by any precess known to the
law, it will become the duty of citizens to
examine the situation of affairs carefully.

THE NEW NAVY,

The Naval Committee of the House of
Representatives recommends the construe-
tion of nine more battle-ships of the tyre
of the Oregon and the Massachusetts,
which are now on the stoeks. These ves-
sels are to be of 10,298 tons displacement
(the displacement of the Charleston is 3730
tors), and to carry four 13-ineh guns, eight

| 8-inch, four 6-inch and twenty-eight rapid-

fire and machine guns. Theirspeed mus: ex-
ceed sixteen knots in their trial trip. These
vesseis are nearly of the same size as the
English Inflexible and Dreadnought and
the French Admiral Baudin and Admiral
Duperre; but the heaviest battery of the
English ships consists of 80-ton guns, and
that of the French ships of 75-tonguns, while
the heaviest guns of our battie-ships will be
under 50-ton guns. Experience has demon-
strated that, in action, guns weighing over
filty tons cannot be handled without dan-
ger to the ship; the jar from the discharge
and recoil is almest ecertain to start the
plates. Our vessels are expected to be
faster by one or two knote than the English
and French vessels, apd their horse-power
ts about 1000 higher. The calculation is
that in these battle-ships the maximuni of
speed and weight of battery bave been
combined.

Both Great Britain and France have un-
der contemplation the building of a new
class of battle-ships, larger and swifter
than any vessels now afloat. What they
may do in this direction remains to be seen.
Meanwhile, il our twelve battle-ships were
now afloat, there is nothing in any foreign
navy, as Secretary Tracy said, which could
stand against them. No fleet has ever been
built which ceuld endure a broadside of
twenty-four solid prejectiles from 13.inch
guns and continue to float.

Some years must elapse, however, before
any such fleet can be sent to sea. The
forging of plates is a slow business. There
are only two foundries where they can be
made—the DBethlehem lron Works and
Carnegie, Phipps & Co.’s works. These
two concerns have for some time been un-
der contract to furnish 12,703 tons of plates
for vessels already autborized. They have
only thus far delivered 500 tons on account.
They have, however, been enlarging their
plants, and by next fall they expect to be
able to deliver 400 tons each per month, or

If they do, and if
necessary appropria-
tions, the twelve battle-ships may be afloat
in the fall of 1824, if the Washiugton navy-
vard, which now makes ail the guns for the
navy, is ready with the ordnance by that
time.

The underlying notion which prompts
these constructions is not to entertain the
world with the spectacle of a naval fight
unprecedented in history. It is to reduce
the mnaval enterprises of foreign nations to
an absurdity. When one nation builds a
fleet which is bound to destroy any hostile
fleet sgainst which it can be flung naval
warfare will necessarily cease. Sailors will
not fight with the certainty ot annihilation
staring them inthe face. And whilz, on the
surface, there appears to be nothing to pre-
vent England or France seeing our twelve
battle-ships and golng us half a dozen better,
yet still European nations are getting peril-
ously near the pointat which the pressure of
taxation will eall a halt in expenditures for
war purposes. No Government can afford to
go on indefinitely spending three or four mil-
lions for a new battie-ship. The means of
the people will not bear such extrava-
gance. England already contains 3,000,000
more people than the kingdom can support.
Italy and Germany are on the verge of out-
breaks caused by the severity of taxation.
The chronic vicissitudes ot French politics
can be traced to the discontent preduced by
the increased cost of living and the reduced
pay of labor,

Whoen Ericeson built the first turret ship
he baptized it the Monitor, because, as he
said, it would prove a warning to nations
not to engage in war. The new navy of the
United States is intended to carry out his
thought. It will really prove a warning to
the maritime world that warfare is unprofit-
able, and that the age when kings and
governments took the substance of their
people to fit cut fleets and beget naval
heroes bas gene by never to return.

A (CINCH ON 1THE DEBTORS,

A Taso Robles correspondent sends us a
vehement protest againost the recent action
of the House on the free-coinage bill. He
says: *“The Democratic party has boasted
for years that they were the {riends of free
coinage. They now have an overwhelming
majority in the House, yet it takes the thizd
party Congressmen (who voted solid) to
save the coinage bill from utter defeatr.”

Our correspondent, who certainly means
to bLe just, should bear in mind that the
Demucratie party has not ia pational con-
vention declared for free silver coinage
unider present conditions. It has declared
for gold and silver money, but declarations
in favor of free coinage while silver is de-
preciated have been confined to localities.
In 1884 and in 1883 the Presidential candi-
date of the Democratic party was openly
and unequivocally opposed to free coinage.
A good many of the vest friends of silver
have voted against free silver coinage, not
because they were bouzht by gold, but be-
cause they saw that free coinage at the
present time could have no other immediate
effcct that to send gold to a premium. To
briug this matier home to our correspondent
we will suppose that Le owns 500 acres of
land worth $50 an acre. To make needed
improvements he has incumbered his prop-
erty with a mortgage of $10,000. We as-
sume that this mortgage is payable, prin-
cipal and interest, in gold, for there is mo
evidence of a considerable sum of money
having been loaned in this State for several
years in which gold was not specified as the
medium of payment. Now let Congress pass
a free-silvar-coinageactand let the difference
between the commercial value of gold and the
commercial value of silver be expressed by
a premium on gold. That difference now is
about 30 per cent. Under unlimited coinage
of silver the silver doliar would be the
doliar of general business. Oar correspon-
dent would sell his wheat, his fruit or his
vegetables for silver. He would pay his
employes, his grocery aud dry-goods bills
and all other current expenses with gilver.
But when he goes to pay his interest the
holder of the mortgage would demand gold.
It would be in vain that our correspondent
might protest against the injustize of this
demand—that he might show by acts of
Congress that a silver dollar was a legal
tender. The mortgage-iolder would point
{o his bond and the land-owner would have
to add 30 silver dollars to each $£100 to buy
gold with. Our correspondent will admit
that this condition Is to be avoided if
possible. Every other means of bringing
silver up to parity with gold should be tried
before the desperate expedient of free silver
coinage is resorted to. Tue CaLL entirely
agrees with its correspondent that silver
and gold should form the basis of our money
system. Every paper dollar shouid be pay-
able in silver or gold at the option of the
debtor. DBut the 30 per ceut gap between
gold and silver must be bridged somebow.
Solong as gold is at a premium, even of 1
per cent, all general-debts will be paid in
silver and all specified debts—debts in which
payment in gold coin is promised—will be
paid in goid.

IRRIGATION EBONDS.

Mr. C. M. Spitzer, a Boston banker, sug-
gests that if countles in which irrigation
distriets are located would issue irrigation
bonds, and levy the tax to pay them on the
property benefited, such county bonds would
find a sale in Eastern cities. Of course the
legislation authorizing such issue of bonds
should liwmit the amount of bonds that might
lawfally be issued. Praetically Mr. Spit-
zer's plans would be equivalent to the
indorsement of irrigation bonds by the
counties in which irrigation districts are
located. The county would collect from
the property benefited, but would have
to pay the bonds if it could mot. The
Eastern capitalist woulda bs willing to
accevt county bonds, providing the same
do not exceed 20 per cent of “the
assessed value of the property in the
irrigation distriet, The Boston proposi-
tions, or suggestions, would certainly give
the purchasers of bonds excellent security
if all the property in the county shouid be
pledged for the payment of the bonds.
The county would employ machinery to
cellect from the irrigation distnets, but in
case of delay or partial failure the county
would heve Lo meet the obligations. There
would never have been any difficuity about
floating irrigation bonds in the prineipal
counties if they thad had the credit of their

several counties behina tlun. The Butau‘

suggestion is practical from the money-
lenders” point of view, but it remains to be
seen if property-holders outof the irriga-
tion districts will accept a proposition to be
responsible for bonds issued for the benefit
of distriets.

IMMORAL RESORTS,

Some of our citizens appear to believe
because a certain number of persons sign a
petition for granting a license to sell spirit-
uous liguors in a specified place that, when
a license has been granted, this carries with
it the right to open and continue an im-
moral business. This, however, is not the
case. Having a license to sell liguor has
no bearing whatever upon immoral per-
formances or immoral acts. The authorities
unquestionably have the right to suppress
immoral resorts.

MONEY WANTED.

Street Superintendent Gilleran, it seems,
asks for the Street Derartment for the next
year §730,000. The publie will scarcely be-
lieve in putting so much money in the
kands of the men who have been running
the Street Department recently.

Another complexion is now put on the
hostilities in progress in Wyoming, but
what the precise facts are it would be diffi-
cult to indicate. If the so-called rustlers
are really smail ranchmen defending their
property against the greedy designs of the
big ranch companies, who have hired a
gang of Pinkertons to do the raiding and
shooting, then public sympathy will go with
the smull farmers. The importation of an
armed band like Pinkerton’s mercenaries
into any State is an arbitrary proceeding
which requires very strong justification.
The authorities of a State have power
enough to enforce the law against the law-
Jess, and in the event of an emergency be-
coming very sericus United States troops
may be ordered to give assistance. What-
ever the cause of the fighting now proceed-
ing so freely in Wyoming, an order has been
given to three troops of the Sixth Cavalry
to proceed to the scene of the disturbances,
aund we shall doubtless soon have authentic
details.

The transiator who officiates &t the
Chinese legation in Washington is stated to
have been peremptorily discharged for good
eause. It was his duty to give an im-
partial rendering into Chinese of the Geary
exclusion bill, and it is said he clothed the
clauses insuch honeyed, inoffensive language
that the Chinese Minister took no alarm
at the proposals, and thus his Government
was kept uninformed. ‘The story further
runs that the translator, who haiis from
Hongkong, has bad a deep-laid scheme in
process of evolution. It was his desire to
preserve the relationship between China
and the United States in smooth working
order until C. P, Huatington and others
had succeeded to 1orfeited franchises for the
construction of works in China. Now that
the cat is cut of the bag about what the real
intention of the bill is, the translator’s
crafty policy has been exposed, and the
capitalists who expected to make millions
out of the Flowery Empire are crestfalien,
1t may be there is no romance about this
circuinstantial tale, but if true it is astound-
ing that the Chinese Minister should have
been hoodwinked by one of his own staff.

A noted newspaper correspondent has
passed away at Chicago in the person of F.
B. Wilkie, well known for his conunection
with the Chicago 7Times. While a corre-
spondent in London he performed a feat
which throws imto the shade the exploit at-
tributed to the representative of the New
Yerk Herald at Niagara on the occasion of
the visit of the Prince of Wales. The lat-
ter kept the wires open for his messages by
first telegraphing the book of Genesis and
then the book of Revelations until the mo-
ment he was ready with his parrative. Mr.
Wiikie got hold of the proofs of the revised
version of the New Testament before it had
been published in London, and in a moment
of journalistic lnspiration he handed the
whole trauslation over to the cable operalors
and got his message through in time to give
the Chicago Times priotity of publication.
There were only a few errors. The cost of
this pious feat must have been hieavy, but
as it made a sensation, the editor felt the
usual elativn which is the reward of enter-
prise.

Telegraph cable companies are consider-
able gainers by the transmission of news-
paper dispatches. Deeming's case in Aus-
tralia is an illustration in point. Ordinarily
the Aastralian news only extends to a few
line,, but the English papers at present
welcome the fullest details of the proceed-
ings in the Deeming investigation, and
even accept pen and ink sketchies from their
correspondents. What the biil will be by
the timz Deeming goes to the galiows can-
not be estimated. It ought to wmake a sub-
stantial difference in the dividend of the
Eastern Telegreph Company. In the finan-
cial sense the shareholders may be inclined
to regard the wurderer as a benefactor,
Had be been arrested for bis erimes in Eog-
land the cables would have missea this
windfall of sensatioualism.

As marine architecture is tending the
ocean greyhounds are becoming very long
in the body and exceedinglyswift. None of
the fast specimens are seen on this coast
engaged in trade with the Orient, or run-
ning to ports north or south, but our time
must come wilth steamers as it has already
come with large salling vessels. There are
four crack English steamars in the Atiantie
service, all doing the passage in six days,
and some of the other toreign liners are re-
nowned forspeed. But all are to be eclipsed
by four new vessels in hand for the Cunard
and White Star companies. The Cunard
racers are {o be 14,000 tong each, or 4000 tons
more than the Teutonic and Majastic, and
their engines are to be 30,000 horse-power as
against 16,000 horse-power for the steamers
named. It will be a disappoinunent to the
builder If these vessels do not make the
voyage in five days. Not to be beaten in
the contest for supremacy the White Star
Company are gelting two new steawers
built on DBelifast Lough. They will be
found to have trumped the movement of
tbeir rivals, for they have had some time to
consider the plans of the Clyde builders. To
cross the Atjantic in five days is getting
somewhat abead of the transcontinental rail-
roads, and there is no comparison as to the
cheapness and superiority of comfort on a
voyage by a crack steamer,

the shoe pinches uuder the beneficent rail-
road administration prevailing in California.
“The great drawback to California fresh
fruits in dn Eastern market,” it says, *“‘is
the terrible freight charges for so long a
dis'ance, These charges are often far
greater than the value of the fruit here, and
wust either be paid or guaranteed here be.

THEY WOULDN'T SHINE.

A Hard Wrestle to Light Unconnected
City Gas Lamps.

Auother amusing discovery was made by
Superintendent Iiughes at the City Hall
yesterday, Within a few weeks past it has
Leen the rule to light all the lamps sur-
roundicg the hall and Monday nights during
the sesslon of the Board of Supervisors.

“Something must be wrong,” he solilo-
quized. The lamps are poised bigh on huge
granite columns and the gas pipes extend up
through the center from beneath the base.
A bLright idea struck the plumber, and ke
went after the Superintendent. Together
they gathered a pick and shovel and re-
turned to the Jamps. It took less than 10
minutes to unearth the bases, and there, sure
enough, were the ends ot the pives leading
down into the soil and both wearing caps
about a foot from the base. The lamps had
uever been connected with the gas mains.
