THE CUSTON-HOUSE.

Speeial Agent McCoy Exhibits
Sumatra Tobacco Sainples.

Iuvestigation Be:fore Appraiser 8hurtleff~The
Grand Jary Busy—Cashin’s Probable
Expulsion Fiom the G. A. R.

The United States Grand Jury was in
session ggain yesterday and examined sev-
eral witpesses. Their investigations are
still connected with smuggling operations,
The frequent visits to the Grand Jury
room of special agents of the Treasury De-
partment makes this much obvious, The
assistants in the office of United States Dis-
irict Attorney Garter were very busy all
day yesterday drawing up indictments, and
all these signs of activity afford a prowise
of sensational developments the next time
the Grand Jury enters the Distriet Court
room. Court was not beld yesterday, nor
will there be a session until next Monday.
It is known that amoug the indictments to
come the names of some very prominent
merchants will appear as dafendants,
QUERIES AS TO LEAVY.

There is much speeculation as to what is
to be done in regard to Charles M. Leavy,
aud whether he ever will be indicted. A
belief is prevalent that such terms will be
made with him that he will fiually appear
as the chief informer against the nest of
smugglers known to exist in this city. The
officials in this ecity, before making any
very decisive movements, are awaiting the
result of certain conferences in Washing-
ton at the Treasury Department, in which
Assistant Secretary Spaulding, Chief Agent
Tingle and Solicitor Hepburn will have
much to say.

CASHIN'S EXTRADITION.

Meanwhile efforts to securs the extradi-
tion of D. M. Cashin, the ex-Deputy Col-
lector, have notabated. He iIs at the pres-
ent moment ander the closest surveillance
in Victoria, B. C., and wherever he may
choose to go he will find keepiug compauny
with his own shadow the shadows of sleugh
hounds in the service of the Government he
has robbed. It is reported that at the next
meeting of Meade Post, G. A. R., the ques-
tion of his expulsion will be introduced.
Cashin is a past post commander. An or-
ganization of ex-soldiers with *Loyalty” as
its foremost motto is not likely to carry on
its rolls the name of a man who is notori-
ously a fugitive from justice, and who dare
not show himsell on a foot of the soil shel-
tered by the flag whose honor he had once
sworn to uphold. It is also hizhly prob-
able that his vame will be stricken from the
peunsion-roll.

WRAPPERS VS. FILLERS.

Interest for the moment centers in the
Sumatra tobaceco appeal case now in pro-
gress before General Appraiser Shurtieff,
The essential point at issug is whether the
samples pro ured by Special Agent MeCoy
from the balrs of Sumatra tobaceo shipped
from this city by Liebes Bros. to New York
and Ciecinnali are tillers or wrappers. The
duty on fillers is 35 cents a pounds, on wrap-
pers £2 a pound. 1f dectded to be fillers the
judgment of the National Board of Ap-
praisers will be sustained and the sum ot
£41.000 will be refunded by the Government
to Liebes Bros. ‘L'he decision rests with the
United States Circait Court. The testimony
now being taken belore Appraiser Shurtlefl
will be subinitted to that tribunal for the
final judgment.

THE ELEMENT OF FRAUD.

At this siage the Government is attempt-
ing to show that a fraud was practiced in
the character of the samples of Sumatra
tobacco, upon which the original appraise-
ment was made in this city by Leavy when
he passed them ss fillers subject to a tariff
rating of 35 cents a pound, and subse-
quently graded thewm as wrappers, thus in-
creasing the duty to $2 a pound. These
sawples, with others, were sent to the Na-
tional Board of Appraisers, in New York,
who decided, on Liebes’ appeal from
Leavy’s rerating, that they were fillers, and
were therefore subject to a duty of only 35
cents a pound. Meanwhile the consiga-
ment 10 possession of Liebes Dros. was
shipped all over the couatry. This firm
doubiless then felt secure that when the
question wa3s finally settied it would be
decided on the character of the original
samples, and that the goods being out of
sight no other samples eould be procured.

M'COY ON THE TRAIL.

The Treasury Depariment, however, as
S00n as its suspicions were stirred, dispatched
its cfficers in searen of the scattered bales.
Agent McCoy ran aown several bales in
Ciucinnati and New York warehouses, took
new samples, sealed them in a box and
shipped them to San Francisco. MeCoy's
samples dre the only cues in evidence in the
investigation now in progress bLefore Ap-
praiser Shurtleff. This action of the Gov-
ernment has vroved asurprise to Messrs
Coombs and Dibble, attorpeys for the re-
spondent Liebes Brothers. They olject and
except to every leaf, and, as a question of
law, may save the $41,000 to their clieuts
should the Circuit Court decide that the ap-
peal, being based on one lot of samples In
evidence, the appellant (the Government)
cannot shift the foundation of its claim that
the Board of National Appraisers erred by
introducing samples of tobacco never pro-
duced before that body.

EXAMINATION OF EXPERTS,

The proceedings before the Appraiser can-
not by any art short of that of the necro-
mancy of fiction be made entertaining read-
ing. The table is piled with bunched leaves
of dried t.bacco, ticketed and numbered.
Experts in the tobacco trade are asked under
oath whether these leaves are fit for wrap-
pers. The experts now under examination
are called by the Government, and their
testimmony is in the affimative. Itis, how-
ever, modified somewhat on cross-examina-
tion, which is arrived at, developing the
fact that Mr. McCoy’s samples lack the es-
sential requisites of gloss, uniformity of
color, strength of nicotine and gumminess,
This line, pursued by Mr. Cuvombs yrster-
day, met with considerable success, and if
these other qualities are desmed as essential
as size and texture in determining whether
leaf tobacco is fit for wrappers the Livbes
Brothers will have a fair chance to secure a
judgment in their favor.

The witnesses exawmined yesterday were
Special Ageut McCoy, E. Goslinsky of Gos-
linsky & Co., Merks Davis, drayman for
Liebes Brothers, and M., J. Josephs, a sales-
man for Esberg, Bachman & Co. Except
the drayman, who testified to the hauling of
the bales to the railway depot, and the
special agent, who again described how he
discovered them, the other witnesses testi-
fied that the samples shown were fit for
wrappers. Five of the “hands” exhibited,
they testified, were not good for wrappers,
but would pass muster as fillers. A *“‘hand”
Is a techuical term in the tobacco trade,
meaning a small bunch of leaves.

The exawmination wiil be resumed at 9
o’clock this morning.

A Side Issue in the Miiler Case Disposed
Of Without Frejudice.

The attorueys promise in the case of Elias
Miller against Caroline Miller that the trial
will be of a sensational character. The
case came up yesterday before Judge Hunt
on her motion for alimony. Miller is a stock-
broker and has sued for a divorce on the
ground of extreme cruelty. The couple
married in Portland, Or., in 1858, They are
well over the meridian of life, well known
in the Hebrew community, and have two
married daughters,

The alimony proceedings hadl not pro-
ceeded very far when it was made apparent
that their object was not so much to secure
alimony tor the wife as to reward her attor-
ney, and so being Judge Hunt cut the cone
test short in acgrdnuce with a very nice
rule of his not to make allowances forattor-
ney’s fees uut:l after trial in a divorce case,
for the very good reason that not before
then can he know what services have been
rendered and what their reasonable value
may ve.

However, in reply to her motion for
pecuniary assistance, Miller pleaded in-
solvency, and produced a written agreement
with his wife, made socme years ago, that
ther would live apari, and walving all
claims upon each other in the future. In
consideration of her joining in the agree-
ment he conveyed to her over $50,000 worth
of real estate and $15,000 worth of personal
property, this reai property being at 1510,
1512 and 1514 California street, two of the
bouses renting for §153, which she eollects,
and in the third of which she lives, rent
free, with one of her daughters.

In ber oral testimony Mrs. Miller affirmed
that she had no income; she had deeded
this property to her daughters; the rents
are collected by her as their agent; and all
she had was some 837 in bank, though, very
true, her children :nfoorted her, and she
hoped they would continue to do so.

But as stated, Judge Hunt denied the
motion without prejudice. Miller’s attor-
neys say they will attempt to prove that his
sons-in-law are responsible for much of his

Neuburg:r, Relss & Co. Also Charged
With Defrauding the Gity.

The records of the License Collector and
Assessor show that Nenburger, Reiss & Co.
have filed affidavits to the effect that their
business amounted to between $10,600 and
£20,000 a year. The leading merchants of
this city say this firm has in the past trans-
acted a business approximating $500,000 a
quarter. By making false returns they
have escaped with a license tax of $3a
quarter when they shonld have paid into
the city treasury over $230 a quarter. This
is the firm which stands charged with con-
spiracy with customs officers to rob the
Government. The law gives the License
Collector power to inspect the books of
merchants, and a long hist of firms woo are
doing business under suspiciously low
licenses are likely soon to be calied to
account.

Mrs. N. R. Craven Eunters the Race
for the High School.

Gossip About the Number of Votes the Candi-
dates Have—Mrs. McPherson's Back
Sa'ary—Prcfitable Property.

There is now another candidale in the
race for the principalship of the new Girls’
High School. That candidate is no other
than Mrs. Nettie R. Craven, at present prin-
cipal of tie Mission Grammar, and it is
understood that Lefore she retires defeated,
if at all, she will make it uncomfortably
warm for the other aspirants.

The foremost candidates now arsa Walter
N. Bush, principal of the Commercial;
Elisha Brooks, principal of Cogswell Mis-
sion High, and Mrs. Nettie R. Craven.
James G. Kennedy, prineipal of the Frank-
lin Grammar, has about reached the conclu-
sion that the place he nolds is good enough,
and ho therefore does not figure conspicu-
ously in the race.

Mrs. Craven will summon to her support
two directors, three directors will rally to
the support of Principal Bush, and four, it
is said, will battle for Brooks. Three of
the directors have not yet committed them-
selves.

BUSH MAY WITHDRAW.

The arrangement now is thatif Bush does
not make a goed showing in the pr=liminary
baliots he will drop out of the race.

In the first place it was necessary for her
to assert Lier claim to the position she was
removed from in order to give it a legal
status. If one upon whom an illegal act is
imposed acquiesces he becfomes a parly to
the act and hs no legal remedy. Mus, Me-
Puerson should have presented herself re-
peatedly at the place she was deprived of,
made a demand for it and shown hersell
ready to take it. Then she should have
mede a demand upon the city every month
for her full salary In order to keep within
the foliowisg requirement of the consoli-
dation ret:

THE LAW.

Seec. 0. Tue salaries of all officers and em-
ployes, and all teachers n common schools em-
ployed at tixed wages, shall be payable monthly;
and any demand wbatsoever upoa the treasury
shall not be paid, but shall be forever barred by
limitation of time, unless the same be presented
for payment, properiy audited, withio one month
after such demand became due and payable,

ALONG SEA AND SHORE.

The Steam Schooner Lakme Ar-
rives From San Diego.

Foreign Laborers Employed in a Qaarry in
Violation of a Contract—Chinese Pas-
sengers to Be Moved. .

The most noleworthy event on the city
front yesterday was thearrival of the steam
schooner Lakme from Central American
ports, with the largest cargo that has ever
left those ports except on the Pacific Mail
steamers. In the cargo were 7598 sacks of
coffee, and the total value was over $300,000.
The Lakme, as already stated in Tue CALL,
had to put in at San Diego to get a suvply of
coal and provisions, having been delaved 12
days on the way up by adverse winds and
a heavy sea. The vcssel had departed from
Acajutla cnly a few hours before the wreek
of the West Indian on along reef which
runs out from the port nearly at right angles
to the coast. Captain Thomas is very proud
of s vessel, but pronounces Acajutla the
worst place on the ceast, and claims that
three miles is not any too wide a berth to
give it. The town of Acajutla contains
about 2000 inhabitants, and is the port for the
coffee districts of Santa Ana and Sonsonate.
The Lakme was chartercd by H. P. Squire
and Frank M. Crawford, a former news-
paper man of this city. She was built at
Port Madison in the latter part of 1888, and
is the largest steam-schooner on the coast.
She made excellent time on the way down,
and experienced no difficulty in making any
of the Central American ports at any hour
of the day or night. The officials at every

port visited showed marked courtesy. Cap-
tain Thomas says the Lakme can make 9
knots under stenm and 13 under sail and
steam. The vessel will make another trip
south if inducements offer. She is now at
the Occidental and Ocearic dock.

The Coquille River lumber fleet is nearly
all concentrated at Main-street wharf and
the lombermen are having a busy time.
The Lizzie Prien, Parkersburg, Ralph J.

The 71
destined for Havana will be sent by rail te-
day to New Orleans, Those in transit for
Papama were 1 ut on board the San Juan in
the stream as that vessel was leaving yester-
dav. The Chioa’s Mongolian passengers
will be put on the island to-day and the
vessel docked.

The 12 sailors who were left behind in
this city when the Baltimore sailed have re-
turned to Mare Island.

Among the arrivals yesterdav was the
Susquebauna, 126 days from New York.
She iz one of the largest ships afloat and
ranks in size after the Shenandoah and
Happahanno-k., All these vessels wers
bu'lt by A. Sewell & Co. of Bath, Me. The
Susquebanna carries a cargo of abont 4000
tons and this is her first trip around the
Horu. She is commanded by Captain Joseph
E. Sewall,

LABOR TOPICS.

Opposition to Immigratiou--Cigar-Manu-
facturers Organized.

Little business of importance was trans-
scted at the meeting of the Council of Fed-
erated Trades last night.

Information was received from the Build-
ing Trades League to the effect that a labor
convention will be held in this city on May
6, to decide what measures should be asked
of the next Legistature.

The shoemakers stated that they had
made an agreement with P. k. Nolan, who
has promised to employ none but union men,
and to sell goods to unicnists on presenta-
tion of a card showing that they are such at
a reduction of 10 per cent.

Henry Kretlow gave an account of the
trouble between the cigar-makers and cer-
tain emplovers who have refused to pay the
union’s schedule of wages. * Members of the
union, he stated, who are now manufactur-
ers are urging other employers to fight the
union. ‘T'en of these members were sum-
moned before the union’s executive com-
mittes to explain their action. Only two
appeared, and hastily departed when ques-
tioned as to the cause of their action. The
journeymen in these factories are on strike.
The federation indorsed the strike and
called upon all unions to support it.

The Sailors’ Union reported that it had
sent three delegates to a convention in Chi-
cago which will form a natiounal federation
of sailors, with the purpose of forming an
international organization comprising the
mariners of America, England and Austra-
iia, in the future.

‘I'he brewers stated that they had sent del-
egates to the Buffalo convention of their
national union. A telegram bad been re-
ceived from a former member stating that
all the brewery workmen of Chicago have
been organized on the same plan as the local
body, thius adding 1500 members to the na-
tional union.

The women shoefitters asked the council
to remember the ball that it will give for
the benefit of the locked-out girls on May 7.

The executive committee recommended
the council to request all the unions repre-
. seuted to appoint two members each as a
committee who shall take charge of all boy-
cotts. The recommendation was adopted.

A member of the eight-hour commitiee
resigned because he thought that W. M.
Willey bad too much to do with its work.
He said that Willey wanted to handle the
money that had been given the committee
to test the constitutiouality of the eight-
hour law in the Suvreme Court, aud that
the “doctor” also desired to dispense with
the services of a lawyer and argue the case
himselt.

The Laborers’ Union asked the eouncll
to appoint a committea to co-operate with
it in waking preparations for a mass-meet-
ing, to te held at an early date in the
Mechanics’ Pavilion, for the purpose of
urging Congress to pass a law restrieting
immigration. The matter was referred to
the executive committee.

Thirteen cigar-manufactarers formed an
association yesterday morning. They de-
eided that they would not grant the increase
in wages demanded by the union.

He favors the advancement of
American ideas and enterprises, and already
a better feeling exists in finaneial and po-
litical circles. Confidence is everywhere
expressed that his administration will be a
successful cne. The announeement of his
election cailed forth a grand display of en-
thusiasm. The entire city turned out to do
him honor with fireworks and bands of
music, which paraded the streets for several
days. Friend and foe alike joined in the
demonsiration, so great was the popular
feeling.

General Barrios does not believe in allow-
ing the grass to grow under his feet, and
already has commenced public improve-
ments, contracts being under way for the
repaving of the city and other public work.
Large loans have been entered into, and the
whole country seems to have come to the
front since his inauguration.

General Barrios has used rare jndgment
in the selection of his Cabinet, they being
zll men of great integrity, ability and ad-
vanced ideas.

The merchants of this coast should pay a
great deal more ol attention to the trade of
this country and not allow it to slip away
;ugi go to foreign powers as it is repeatedly

oing.
