Confession of a Conspiracy to Murder
the Infant King of Spain.

AN ANARCHINT BETRAYS HIS COMRADES.

txplosion of Bombs in Brussels—Seizure of a Social-
istic Newspaper in London—Dynamite Dis-

MAprID, April 19.—Cadiz authorities
have made a further discovery of secreted
dynamite and much alarm prevails among
the inhabitants, It is feared that the May-
day demonsirations at Cadiz will be marked
by dvnamite outrages. At the other indus-
trial eenters in Spain it is feared that dem-
onstrations may be of a revolutiomary char-
acter, but the military wiil be in readiness
to put Jown any movement.

The arrest of Felipe Munoz, anarchist,
who was betrayed into the hands of the
police by Delboche, who informed the
anthorities that Munoz was the prime
mover among the anarchists and supplied
him and others with bombs, promises to re-
sult in the extirpation of a dangerous class
in Spain. Munoz has already made confes-
sions that have caused the arrest of a num-
ber of his accomplices, and it is thought be-
fore the police are through with him all the
leading anarchists in Spain will be under
arrest or will have sought safety in flight.

A most decided sensation was crerted to-
day by the making public of the further
cenfession made by Muanoz by the magis-
trate who has charge of the case. Munoz
told the oflicial that at a secret meeting of
the aparchists lots were drawn to decide
which of the members siould kill the buy
King of Spain. This statement caused
much anxiety, and precaations to guard
against the attack upon the King are being
greatly added to. Several anarchists under
arrest have confessed that an attewpt was
to be made to blow up the royal palace,
but none until now has acknowledged that
a direct attempt upon the life of the King
would be made. With the knowledge that
such a conspiracy does exist the authorities
will be able to guard against it. The publie
does not know anything of the matter be-
yond the fact thas Munoz has revealed the
existence of a plot to kill the King, but itis
thought in a very short time every one con-
nected with it will be in custody. It is also
thought Munoz will make a clean breast of
his cuonvection with the anarchists’ move-
ment, and by this means seek to escape the
life sentence impending over him.

LONDoN, April 19.—A Berlin correspon-
dent says the Chief of the Si. Peteraburg
police received an anonymous letter to the
effect that the nihilists have emphatically
rejected the anarchist overtures for an alli-
gnce of forces,

BrusskeLs, April 19.—Explosions oceurred
Saturday and Sunday at the resideuce of
the Public Prosecutor, but ecaused no dam-
age.

INTERNATIONAL

CONFERENCE,
Favorable Report on ths Proposed Meeting
on the Monetary Subject.

NEw York, April 19,—The Journal of
Commerce’s special from London says: At
the session of the governors of the Bank of
England a long report has been considered,
bearing on the proposed international mon-
etary conference. The report is in the form
of statements showing the exact position
taken by every Government having an in-
terest in it. Of course the subsiance as
weil as the form of the report is closely
guarded, but upon suthority entirely trust-
worthy it is learned the report is unexpect-
edly favorable. Onesurprise of the reportis
in the declaration that Germany is ready to
jein in the promotion of the scheme. “This
favorable turn is probably the outcome of
the wholesale shaking up iec the German
Ministry recently. Bismarck is being
credited with the grim remark that “the
only international conference to be looked
for 1s the one where bayonets and bullets
wiil do the arguing and cast the votes.”
The report guotes Seccretary Foster as en-
thusiastic on the project and states the
President Is strongly in favor of it. Silver
coinage will be promoted much more
rapidly and safely aud surely by this con-
ference, if it is held, as it now seems prob-
able, thau by any amount of harum-scarum
polities and legislation by the United
States acting alone,

PERSIA’S POLICY.

A Large Loan Obtained From Russia 1o Pay
an English Indemnity.

LoxpoxN, April 19.—A dispatch from
Teheran says it is rumored that Russia has
offered an advance to Persia of £500,000 at 6
per cent, to enable the Goverument to pay
the Imperial Tobacco Corporation of Per-
sia (limlted), an English company, the in-
demnity promised for the withdrawal of
the tobacco monopoly granted to that com-
pany, thus liberating Persia from all pe-
cuniary obligation te Great Britain. The
offer will likely be accepted. Persia will
offer the customs receipts of the country
as security for the loan. The opponents of
British influence in Persia predict the
speedy annihilation of such influence in
the country. The granting of the tobaceco
nmnopuly has aroused great indignation in
Persia. The mollahs, or priests, started a
crussde against the Government, and a
pumber of serious disturbances have oc-
curred. The priests forbade the use of to-
bacco, and their orders were universally
obeyed. Finally the Government, yielding
toe the popular agitation, canceled the con-
cession. It was agreed Lo pay the company
holding the monopoly £300,000, That
amount Russia now offers to advance. This
offer and its probable acceptance is taken
as another indlcatlon of growing"Russian
influence in Persia.

Three lifeboats were
staried out from the ghore, but owing to the

The Felix was subsequently struck by a
tremendous sea, which drove her off the
rocks and capsized her. Two more sailors
were drowned, but the captala clung to a
spar of wreckage and was saved, Kis little
boy was drowned.

THE RUSTLERN' WAR.

Government Officials Fear No Trouble, but
All Communication Cut Off,

WasHiNGTON, April 19.—The rustlers’
trouble in Wyoming was the principal
topic of discussion at the meeting of the
Cabinet to-day. The situation is regarded
as serious in view of the bitter 1eeling
against the prisoners in charge of the mil-
tary and also because of tue treely expressed
threats of the desperate men that they
mean to avenge the killing of Champion
and Ray at the first opportunity. No word
has been received from Colonel Van Horn
and his captives at Fort McKinney sinece Sat-
urday, when he telegraphed Gensral Brooke
at Omaha that he would start that day
for Doaglass to turn the prisoners over to the
civil authorities. Efforts to communicate
with Fort McKinney and its vicinity since
have failed, and this has ied to the belief
that the rustlers have destroyed the tele-
graphie communication in order to prevent
the autliorities from learning the true situ-
ation unti after they have accomplished
their purpose.

General Brooke telegraphed to-day that he
did not anticipate any trouble en route.
General Schofield said he felt nounsasiness,
as there is no reasou why the soldiers should
be attacked and he is confident of their
ability to bprotect themselves and their
prisoners. It is understood that orders have
been given to re-establish telegraphic coms-
munication with the scene of the trouble as
soon as possible. *

OxMAnA, April 19.—A special to the Bee
from Caspar, Wyo., says it is reported in
Caspar on goed authority that the United
States troops started from Buaffalo for Doug-
lass yesterday. Trouble may be locked for.
The general opinion is that the war has
just started. Public feeling is very bitter,
and men are arming themsclves for sell-
protection.

CHEYENNE, Wyo.,, Avpril 19.—The wire
north of Douglass to Buffalo is still down,
and ewing to the blinding smowstorm can-
not be repaired. It is revorted here that

the stockmen have started for Doug-
lass under military escort, bound Jor
Fort Russell, near here. If this is

true, they could not get through in less
than four or five days, owing to the coadi-
tlon of the roads. The journey is a peril-
ous one, not only on aceount of the raging
stowsterm but of the dangers of the nar-
row defiies and the chances it will give to
any assaulting party. The Governor has
not been informed of the departure of the
troops.

AIDING A REVOLT.

New York Merchants Said to Be Inciting the
Venezuelan Insurrection.

New York, April 19.—A Washington
special affirms that General Bolet, the Vene-
zuelan Minister, had secret agents atework
in New York, recently, with the view of as-
certaining who was supplying the rebels
with arms, supplies and cash. The agents’
reports will make, it 13 said, interesting
reading for the Guverninent of Caracas. It
arpears that most of the war has been
carried on in New York by two commission
houses, with the aid of one or iwo daily
newspavers. One of the houses numbers
among its silent partners General Crespo,
leader of the insurgents, and it is stated he
has an interest with another licuse that has
been particularly active in booming Crespo.
These firms, it appears, have a desire to
secure the annulment of the concession
given the American “Red D" line of steam-
ships, p'ying beiween New York and
Venezuelan ports, bat the present Govern-
ment, under Palacio, steadfastly refused to
break its contracts. Crespo, however, bar-
gained that should he come into power
these firmg should receive the benefits ac-
corded the steamship company. As a con-
sequence the firms referred to are sald to
have been the most active.

FOUR MILLION ACRES.

Opening of the Cheyenne and Arapahoe
Reservations.

RACING FOR QUARTER SECTIONS OF LAND.

Townsites Black With Excited Seitlers—20,000
Boomers Invade the Indian Territory.
Seven New Cities Rise in a Day.

Er Rexo, O. T, April 19. — It was &
locky thing for many of the boomers thas
the wait on the border ended to-day. They
bad gone to the front with scant supplies
and stood it as long as they could. Around
the border of the county yesterday men went
gun in hand, demanding that those who
had provisions should sell them. A light
rain falling when the start was made de-
prived the scene of much of the picturesque
character, but did not dampen the enthusi.
asm,

Precisely at noon, as provided by the
President’s  proclamation, cannon thun-
dered forth the signal, earbines repeated it,
and 20,000 men, on horseback, in wagons and
on foot, rushed ianto the Cheyenne and
Arapahoe country. Under whip and spur,
everybody was rushing over flat acd hollow,
madly rushing for quarter-sections aund
town lots, The solliers guarded the line as
well as possible, aud were assisted by the
boomers themselves, who saw to it that no
one should secure and advantage.

The greatest crowds were at points near
Watonga and Rossmore, seats of the coun-
ties of C and H. Watonga 15 twenty-five
miles from the line and Rossmore forty.
Every man seemed to know just where he
was going, and headed for his longed-for
land without bestowing a glance as to the
other rushers. A few wheels were lost near
the line, and many more will be left in the
gullies this alternoon, but no serious acci-
deunts are reported. The special train over
the road from Okiahoma dumped its load at
the Rock lsland crossing a few moments
after noon. The crowd from EI Reno,
which had a town organization complete,
reached the land at the same time. The site
was black with men within balf an hour
after the opening.

Kingrisger, O, 1., April 19.—The area
of the Cheyenne and Arapahoe reservation
ovened to-day is much larger than generally

supvosed. It would make two Oklahomas
or five Rhode lslands, 1t contains 4,000,000 -
acres. A'ter the Indian allotments are

taken out there will remain 3,500,000 acres,
or cnough to give 169 acres each to 22,000
settlers outside the townsites. Tue best
lands have been taken by the Indians, and
many of the boomers will be sorely disap-
pointed in the character of their land when
they attempt to cultivate it.

An Assceiated Presas correspondent was
kicked to-day by an Indian pony, breaking
one arm and inflicting a severe wound over
Liis left eyve. The activity of the boumer is
very great, Okarsehe has been built in a
day, and it covers a territory of nearly two
miles square, the populaticn to-night ex-
cecding that of Kingfi-her and El Reno. The
indications are that the Iudiaus are dissatis-
fied with the outlook, and are surprised at
the vust numiber of palefaces invading the
Territory. Hundreds of wagons laden with
suppiies leit for the new county seats to-
day, and to-nigit no less than seven new
cities are booming in the wilderness. The
auiet and order prevailing i3 phenomenal,
and indicates that the seltiers are law-abid-
ing and desirable citizens.

Gurnerig, O. T., April 19. -1t s reported
from Oklabtoma City that a riot took place
among the claim-filers at the land office to-
dav and that several people were injured.

Miss Conunie Soreusen of this place, who
went to Oklahoma City this morning, filed
a declaration notice and has returned. She
was among the first admitted to the land
office. She says that while filing her notice
the opoonents of the *‘seat-warmers’ made
an attack upon the line and a riot resulted.
Several veople were knocked down and
trampled upon, among them beinga woman,
most of whose clothes were torn off. One
man, unknown, was stiuck on the head and
hiad his skuil fractured and is believed to be
fatally injured., A number of others were
seriously hurt.

HicGins, Tex., April 14.—Over 1000
boomers made a race into the Cheyenne
and Arapaho reservation from the border
opposite this place. From the northernand
western borders tully four times that num-
ber entered the lands. Only clalms were
taken up near the borders.

HALF A MILLION LOST.

Extensive Conflagration- of Manufacturing
Works at Kenosha, Wis,

Kexosna, Wis, April 19.—A conflagra-
tion broke out here early this morning and
was not brought under control till four
squares were destroyed, The engines from
Milwaukee and Racine aided in averting a
most terrible catastrophe. Tha burned dis-
triet is in the territory between Lake and
Main streets. The losses include the North-
west Wire Mattress Company, Krebs Man-
ufacturing Company’s Works, Head &
Sutherland’s lumber-yards, Baldwiu's coal-
yards, Bain’s lumber-yard and a number of
dwellings and small buildings. The loss
will reach $500,000.

The flames were got'ander control shortly
after 10 o’clock. The wind was blowing a
gale from the southwest. It was only a
short time after the alarm was given in the
Northwestern Wire Mattress Company’s
works that the fire spread to the vast lum-
ber piles adjoining. The Kencsha fire en-
gines were useless. Aid was telegraphed
for to Milwaukee, Racine and other towns
for assistance. ‘These responded promptly.
The wire-matiress works were soon in
ruins. The Kenosha Crib Comvany plant
went next, then Baldwin’s coalsheds, and
by 8 o’clock the entire lumber district, cov-
ering an area of eight blocks, was a burning
mass. The winds subsided at 9:30, and the
firemen began to get the flames under con-
trel. A large number of fires were started
by the blowing firebrands, but extingmshed
without material loss. The heaviest losers
are: The wire-mattress company, $300,000;
Head & Sutherland, storage warehouse,
with 2,000,000 feet of lumber, and the Baue
Wagon Company, with 2,500,000 feet of
lnmber.

TOBACCO SEIZED.

Alleged Violations of the Customs Laws Dis-
covered in the East.

Cuicaco,: April 19, —Extensive ramifica-
tions of the San Francisco customs frauds
are said to have been discovered in Chicago
and other Eastern cities. Last night the
United States Treasury agents seized $4200
worth of Sumatra wrapper tobacco at the
establishment of J. Maver & Sons hoare.
The tobacco was from Liebes & Co.’s New
York bouse and was bought by Mayer &
Sons at remarkably low figures. Milller &
Kollenbach, another Chicago firm, was vis-
ited by a treasury agent, but were found to
have not closed a contemplated trade with
Liebes’ agent, Seizures of goods that have
escaped full duty at San Francisco are ex-

ected at Cilncinnati, St. Louis, Detroit and

inneavolls. Enormous quantities of con-
traband tobacco are belleved to have been
disposed of in Chicago. Liebes & Co, and
the purchasing firm are not charged with
the guilt of participation in the frauas. The
Snln anclsco importers are being held as
culprits,

**I'he Government has been at work on
these tobacco frauds for a moath,” said
Collector Clark, *“and I believe the men
who have been guilty are ln a falr way to
fo to the penitentiary. Some of these fel-
ows in n Francisco, at least, will have
hard work keeping out of jail. All the Chi-
cago firms who purcha 1 am convinced,
are innocent parties.”

LOUISIANA ELECTTONS.

Foster, the Anti-lottery Democrat, Carries
the State by an Good Majority.

New ORLEANS, April 19.—The election
to-day was one of the maost important ever
held in Louisiana, the people voting for
Governor and other State officers, for » full
Legisiature and for the district, parish and
local officers.  The cit zens of New Orleans
voted in addition for the municipal officers,
from the Mayor and Councilmen down.
Three amendments to the constitution were
also voted for, the meost impertant of which
was the famous revenue amendment ex-
tending a charter to the Louisiana Loettery
Company; another authorizes a New Ore
leans fund for bonds at a lower rate of
interest, and a third author izes pelice juries
to levy an additional tax for schuol pur-
poses.

There were five complete distinet State
tickets in the field, viz : The regular Demo-
eratic ticket, with Judge McEunery for
Governor; the anti-lettery faction, headed

by Murpby J. Foster; the regular Republi-

can ticket, headed by A. H. Leonard; the
lepublican  ticket, bheaded by Jokao
Ebreaux, and the People’s party ticket,
teaded by R. L. Tansill. The regular Demo-
eratic nominee for Mayor was John Fitz-
patrick, who is a McEneryite, was opposed
by Joseph Shakespeare, the incuiubent and
a Fosterite.
Fitzpatrick Elected Mayor.

At 8 o'clock P. M. an extira edition of the
States declares Fitzpatrick elected Mayor by
from 3000 to 4000 of a majority over Shakes-
peare. The vote so far shows that Leonard
of the Republican ticket leads Ebreaux’s
Republican tickat in the city, and it is also
claimed that McEnery held his own in most
of the city wards. Advices indicate that
Foster carried the State by 10,000 plurality.
The Republicans earried about six parishes,
but McEunery will be second iu point of
votes.

Henry C. Chester of Happy Camp Said to Be
the Wrong Man,

New York, April 19.—Link by link,
proofs are being obtained by the Adverticer
that render complete the chain of evidenge
which will establish the fact that
Henry C. Chester of California is not
& brother of the late Louise Chester of
Brook!yn and is not an heir and is there-
fore not entitled to share the estate of
$065,000 which she left. The name of the
brother of the late Miss Chester is
not at all like Henry C. The con-
clusion i3 irresistible that the fellow
from Happy Camp has fraudulently
represented his status and hasthus swindled
the Louise Chester estate out of $£24,171 77.
The real brother of Miss Chester died in
1868, and -the Califoruian has personated
him with great success. The dead brother
was born with five fingers and
thumb on one hand and six toes on
the foot, but the Californian did not know
this curious fuct, or_tock chances in press-
ing his Imposture, Whether he managed to
deceive Charles H. Otis, attorney for the
Public Administrator of Brooklyn,is not posi-
tively known, but that Otis shounld put §24,-
000 in his pocket aud start for California to
find the Leir and pay bim the money is
deemed one of the queerest transactions
connected with the matter.

The names of the father, mother and
sister of the late Miss Chester have also
been discovered, and do not correspond at
all with the sworn statement of Henry C.
Chester, the heir of Happy Camp. Owing
to the fact that George B. Abbott, former
Public Administrator and Surrogate, is
Interested in this case, the petition
for reopening the matter cannot be con-
sidered by him. The proceeding must come
before County Judge Henry A. Moore of
Brooklyn, and when the evidence of fraud
is presented he will decide about setting
aside final settiement of the accounts. 1f
the evidence 1s sufficient and the final
decree of the late Surrogate, Lott, is set
aside, it will follvw that the money paid to
Henry C. Chiester of California will have to
be refunded. Who will pay this sum into
court is not known at present, but the re-
sponsible party in the matter seemsto be
Otis. In the meantime, the bogus bheir,
baving pocketed the money, has skipred for
parts unknown.

RECIPROCITY.

Closer Relations With Mexico Sought by the
United States.

WAsSHINGTON, April 19.—The House Com-
mittee on Foreign Affairs to-day took action
looking to the further enlargement of the
1eciprocity policy recently entered upon on
an extensive scale by the United States.
This time the republic of Mexico is the
country with which it is proposed to
enter into closer commercial relations,
and- the committee’s recommendation Is
accompanied by a joint resolution and an
interesting report; in which is an exhibition
of the benefits to result to each conntry
from reciprocal trade relatiohs in certain
commodities. '[he resolution, the passage
of which the committee recommends, pro-
vides for a klnt reciprecity commission on
the part of Mexico and the United States.
It requests the President to Inviie the Gov-
ernmens of the republic of Mexico to
designate three commissioners, who
shall meet three commissioners for the
United States, who shall be desigoated
by the President, and negotiate a
trelt{‘. whereby greater reciprocity in com-
mercial relations between Mexico and the
United States shall best be established.
The President Is not to appoint the commis-
sioners on the part of the United States un-
til Mexico shall have signified her willing-
ness to enter into such a treaty and has ap-
pointed commissioners., The report sug-
fy”“ that the concessions on the part of the

nited States, which will probably be of
mutual advan will be the removal of
the duty on ores and the admission of
wool free of duty.

PRONPTLY RATIFIED.

The Modus Vivendi Treaty Sametioned
by the Senate.

THE KILLING OF SEALS PROHIBITED.-

Terms of the Agreement—The Subject to Be Sub-
mitted to Arbitration—Test Vote on the
Silver Question in the Semate,

WaAsmINGTON, April 19.—The Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations this after-
noon reported favorably the modus vivendi
convention with Great Britain. The treaty
was discussed less than two hours, and was
ratified with substantial upanimity. The
convention comprises sevea articles. The
first four are preciseiy similar in langnage

a chanze in article I of the words “antil
May pext” to *“during the pendency of
arbitration.” Briefly stated, the articies
prohibit Great Britain and the United States
Irom seal-kiiling in the Bering Sea and on
the seal 1slands, save 7500 seals to be taken
on the islands by the United States for the
subsistence of the natives.during the arbi-
tration; provides for the seizure of the of-
fending vessels, and permits the residence
of British agents on the islands during the
-sealing season.  Articles V aud VI are new,
“and read as follows:

Article V. If tne result of arbitration be
to affirm the right of the British sealers to
take seals in theBeringSea within the bounds
claimed by the United States under its pur-
chase from Russia, then compensation shall
be made by the United States to Great
Britain—for the use of her subjeets—for
abstaining from the exercise of tuat right
during thie pendency of the arbitration upon
the Dbasis of such regulated and limited
calch or cat ‘hes as in the ovinion of the
arbitrators might have been taken without
undue diminution of the sea! herds; and,
on the other haud, if the result of the ar-
bitration shall be to dery the right of the
British sealers to take seals within said
waters, their compensation shall be made
by Great Britain to the United States—for
itsell, its citizens and lessees—for this agree-
ment to limit the island catch to 7500 a sea-
son upon the basis of thedifference between
this number and such larger catch a8 in the
opinion of the arbitrators might have been
taken without undue diminution of the
seal herds. The amount awarded, if any,
in either of the cases, shall be such as under
all circumstances justand equitable and shall
be promptly paid.

Article VI This convention may be de-
nounced by either of the high contracting
parties at any time after the 31st day of
October, 1503, on giviog to the other pariy
two monihs' notice of 1ts termination; and
at the expiration of such notice the conven-
tion shall cease to be in force.

The seveuth and last article simply pro-
vided for the exchauge of the ratificativus
s early as possible.

The treaty was signed by Secretary
Blaive and Sir Julian Pauncefote ana dated
yesterday, so to-day the Senate has prob-
ably broken the record for speedy action
upen treaties,

Test Vote on Slliver.

The vote in the Senate to-day on Kyle's
amendment to the Arizona funding bill has
been freely discussed since ths announce-
ment. Many gold men insist that the vote
was not a square test of the sentiment of the
Senators on the silver question, but the sil-
ver men claim a decided victory. Itis prob-
able that the Senate stands reccrded op-
posed to any reactionary legislation favor-
ing gold at the exvense of silver.

The Exclusion Bill Postponed—Decision of
Interstate Commerce Commission.

ARID LANDS.

Large Areas Reclaimed by Irrigation in the
United States.

WasniNGToN, April 19.—Special Agent
Riebard J. Hinton’s report on irrigation
throughout the arid lands of the United
States will be issued in a few days. The
investigation was carried on under the
direction of the Agricultural Department
and was authorized by Congress in 1890,
The report is interesting. A line drawn
north and south through the middie of
North Dakota to and through the middle of
Texas forms the eastern boundary of the arid
regions. More land than is now under cul-
tivation in the entire country lies in these
regions. There are millions of acres which
need only to be irrigated to make them
wonderfully productive. In tne last 10
years enough progress has baen made in
irrigation in Californiz, Utab, Colorado,
New Mexico, Montana, ldaho and Ari-
z?u. to show the entire feasibility of the
plan.

In the last seven years the United States
has increased its area of irrigable land by
3,500,000 acres, but the greater aetivity is
seen in the growth of important hydraulic
works.

The amount of land under **diteh” is re-
ported for 1891 to be of an estimated area of
18,286,207 acres. 'The largest proportion of
this will be made available for use in the
next year, and by the time of the opening
of the World’s Fair the United States ma
anticipate the cultivation by means of irri-

tion of at least 17,000,000 acres of land
that within the last decade has been de-
clared by learned authority whelly irre-
claimable. Under prujected works, or par-
tially constructed, nearly 5,000,000 acres wik
be added, making in all as now reclaimed or
in process of reclamation not less than
25,000,000 acres.

At present California is at the front in
the mutter of horticuitural produects, but
the rapid growth of fruit culture, as stimu-
iated by frrigation and active profits, is
causing the rapid planting of large orchard
sreas of Colorade, New Mexico, North-
western Montana, Eastern Washington,
Southwestern Idaho aud South Central
Arizoua.
