
THREE TRUE BILLS.

The United States Grand Jury

Reports Three Indictments.

Aa Impenetrable Veilof Mystery Surrounding
the Proceedings— A Dangerous

Counterfeiter

Twelve and a half hours alter the earth-
quake yesterday the United States Grand
Jury walked into the District Court, Judge
Morrow presiding, with three indictments.

One of the three true bills was exposed.
It was thrown down on the table for the
benefit of the reporters. They swarmed
about it, and Judge Morrow regarded them
with great iulerest as they devoured the in-
dorsement on the document.

The ether two indictments disappeared
in a breast-pocket of the coat of the Dis-
trict Court clerk. Their contents consti-
tuted for the time being a iart ot the veiled
mysteries of the temple of justice. The
Grand Jury was dismissed after communi-
cating to the court the important Informa-
tion that ithad adjourned to meet again at
2 o'clock to-day. sides the desire on .the
part of the prosecuting officers to bo accom-
modating to the press tne fact that Timothy
She;', as in durance vile in the County Jail
was the reason for permitting the reporters
to see the only indictment so generously
flung to their inspection. Shea is charged
with having in his possession a counterfeit
-Wcent coin and passing the same as good
money. Shea was visited soon afterward in
the Broadway bastile by a Call reporter,
from whom he learned for the first time that
a Grand Jury of the United States had not
overlooked his offense in their pursuit of
men charged with robbing the Government
of thousands of dollars.

Tiie US-cent culprit is a man about 45
years of ago who was brought hither
lrom Merced County, lie was a ranch-
man on the Merced River and pave the
quarter-dollar to another man who bought
a glass of wine with the spurious coin.
Next day Shea was arrested by the con-
stable and brought before a justice of the
peace, who sent him to Fresno, whence a
United States deputy marshal, upon tho
commitment of a United Slates commis-
sioner, brought him to San Francisco. Un-
fortunately for Shea he has served a 10
years' sentence in San Quentin for man-
slaughter, for which crime he was convicted
in Merced County in ISSG. He told the re-
porter last night that his victim had drawn
a knife upon him, and he, in self-defense,
killed his assr.ilant. For this crime he had
served his time, his good conduct in San
Quentin securing for him a commutation of
hi* time to six and a quarter years. After
his discharge from the State prison he re-
turned to trie Merced Kiver, where he was
employed as a rauchhaud up to the time he
was arrested on tbe charge of having the
counterfeit money in his possession. Shea
declares that he lias not the slightest idea
how or where he obtained the spurious coin
which has involved him in his present
trouble.

The two other indictments arc also against
persons livingin the interior. One is be-
lieved to be a case of selling Honor to In-
dians, the other attempting to use a postage
stamp of the denomination of 2 cents alter
ithad served the original purpose for which
it was created.

Tiie Sumatra tobacco investigation was
continued yesterday before Appraiser Shurt-
leff. The entire morning session was oc-
cupied with the examination of George Van
Gulpoo, secretary of the Cigar-makers'
Union, who testified as an expert that all
but a lew of the Liebes' samples exhibited
were suitable for wtappers. Upon cross-
examination it appeared that Van Gulpen
had issued circulars in his official capacity
attacking Liebes Brothers four years ago
when they were employing Chinese cigar-
makers.

In ti;e afternoon Edward Anthony, an
employe of the Southern Pacific Railroad,
testified to the facts connected with the
shipment as freight of the Liebes tobacco to
Eastern points.

FROM SEA' AND SHORE.
The Seeallus Schooner Henry Dennis Un-

doubtedly Lost.
Notwithstanding all the hopes enter-

tained to the contrary, thero is every reason
to believe that the sealing schooner Henry
Dennis is lost with all on board. The Can-
adian steamer Quadra, made a trip to San
Josef Bay about a fortnight ago, it being
supposed tbat the schooner had been driven
ashore at that point, but though every bay
and inlet fiom Clayoquot Sound to the ex-
treme northern point of Vancouver Island
was searched, no sign of the vessel was'dis-
covered. The fact that uo wreckage was
noticed was seized upon as proof
that tho Dennis had ridden out tho
storm, but it is now asserted that

a dozen vessels might have been wrecked
there and yet leave no trace. The
schooner was owned and fitted out InSeat-
tle, Wash. Four of her crew belonged to
this city, namely: John S Finning, JohnMorris, John Wright and Francis F.

THE CIGAR-MAKERS.
Th*y Canvas* th* City In Favor of the

Home-Had* Article.
The union cigar-makers started out this

week to prove that the demand .for white-
labor clears of California make was suffi-
cient t£ injure a profitable return to the
manufacturer. Great was their surprise
then to discover, on making tbe rounds of
th»* cigar-stores, drugstores and saloons,
that the proprietors not only did not deal
exclusively in the home product, but tbat in
many instances they. ware wholly unpro-
vided with them. It was admitted by the
vendors in almost every case that Califor-
nia made cigars aie as good as the imported,
but certain of their customers prefer the
Eastern-made article, and they are, in con-
sequence, obliged to keep them. Indeed, in
some of the places visited—notably those of
two city officials— the white label cigars
were not to be obtained at all.

Thus defeated In their intention to prove
to the bosses that there is a brisK demand
for their goods, and that they could make
money by employing union men, and using
the white label, the union took a new de-
parture yesterday with the same end in
View. \u25a0npnNSMnnn

Finding that dealers in the city are hand-
lingChinese and Eastern tenement-house
cigars very extensively— almost to tlio ex-
clusion of the white domestic— the union has

published an :appeal drawinz attention to
the facts. Itasks the retailers and landlords
to pause and consider how long they can
keep their stores open and their :buildings
rented ifthe mechanics ana laborers are to
bo shut out from earning a livingby the im-1portation of goods which can be made as
good and as cheaply hero as in the East. Itpoints out that for every dollar paid out for
Eastern cigars only 10 cents remain here,
while if the home-made article were sold
instead the bulk of the dollar wouldremain
here to build up the Stale and improve tbe
condition of ber people.

The union willcontinue its crusade untilevery cigar-dealer in San Francisco is heard
from and has decided whether or not to sup-
port home manufacture. When all have beenvisited the results of the committee's labors
willbe published and circulated through the
Mate.
-Two more faclorios have conceded the de-
mands of the union for higher pay. audonly10 now remaiu Inopposition to it.
