HIDES 700 DEAR.

California Tanneries Threaten to
Shut Down for a Month.

‘Depression in the Leather I: d;ltry 'fhrough-‘

out the Worid—The Encrmous Production
of Beef Responsible.

Time was when the phrase *“Nothing like
leather”” stcod for the ideal industrial in-
vestment. The millionaires of a not very
remote age in the United States became so
because they dealt in hides or converted
hides into marketable leather. As many
fortunes in New Bedford were coined out
of sperm oil, so in Boston were fortunes
coined out cof leather. The leather and
hide business, however, is still a great one,
employs a great amount of capital, and
gives employment to a vast- army of work-
ingmen. In the United States alone 2837
tanneries and about 3000 morocco manu-
factories are engaged in the production of
But the .in-
dustry is not as profitable or as certain in

{ its returns as it once was, or as the old

phrase would indicate. The millionaires
of to-day owe their wealth to other sources,
such as railroads, coal, petroleum, real es-
tate and patented inventions. Leatherasa
profit-gleaner has taken a back seat.
DEPRESSION IN THE TRADE.

The depression in the Jeather trade is
world wide. "Not in 40 years have prices of
hides anda manufactured leather been so low
as it is to-day. California has always been
a great leather exporter and the tanneries
in San Fraucisco and its vieinity have pros-
pered with the steady development of the
industry. The best hemlock leather in the
world is made in this State, and San Fran-
cisco dealers in this stanle have always been
able to command a higher price for their
produet than the Eastera tanneries. About
400 carloads of mauvufactured leather are
vearly stuipped East from San Francisco, a
portion of it finding its way to Europe. All
the hides in the Jocal market have been
absorbed by the home tanneries as well as
those consigned hither from Mexiean ports.

Fully four-fifihs of the California leather
product are shipved to Eastern cjties, the
local demand being, as shown by these
figures, not very extensive. The depres-
sion, therefore, in the Eastern market is
seriously affecting this city and State, and
the quotations for both hides and leather
steadily contiune to decline. As against
the former prices of 9% to 10 cents a pound
for the best hides only 7to 75 cents are
offered to-day.

The butchers, refusing to recognize the
sunken fizures, are beginning to decline to
sell unless paid 8 cents a pound. The tan-
ners are showing an equal persistence
in refusing to pay a price that promises no
profit te them, and the result is that the sit-
uation between these two iuterests is some-
what strained at the pressut momeunt.

TANNERIES TO SHUT DOWN,

To relieve their end of the strain a move-
ment is on foot among the loeal tanneries
to stop working on new hides for a month,
£0 a8 10 cause accumulation of raw material
and thus bring abouta further decline of
hides. This action wouid turow a large
number of men out of work during the
veriod of suspension,- It would stiil, how-
ever, be necessary to keep the tanneries at
work on stock already in the vats, a need
which would keep about one-third the regn-
lar force employed. The Southern Facific
Railroad Company in this article of freight,
as in raisins and all other exports, do not
care how much the market prices fall. It
charges the same rate for leather as when
it sold for 2 cents a pound higher in the
Eastern- markets. An allowance for the

THE FALL IN HIDES,

The fall in the price of hides and leather
throughout the -world
prominent leather mierchant to the remark-
able development of the cattle trade and a
consequent increased supply of beef in ail
cattie-grazing lands. ‘This in turn has begn

al ‘pro-
cesses of slaugltering cattle, dressing beef
and shipping it to c2nters of pbpulation in
refrigerating cars and steamer. The gentle-
man is of the opivion- that there-is more
beef consumed to-day than ever before in
the history of the world, and that, notwith-
standing the cry of hard times, people are
better and more cheaply fed than ever he-
fore. Those eat beef who nrever ‘ate beef
before, and those who ate before mow eat
the more. This lacreased supply of beef
has increased the wo:ld’s stock of bides,
and, on the principle of supply and 1emand,
the product of leather beinug greater than its.
consumption, the price of hides aud leather
has goue down.

A Suspicious Fire in a Restaurant on
Sixth Street.

When the firemen rushed into the place
they were surprised to find two separate
fires burning brightly. Oue was in the bed-
room and the other in the kitchen. This
circamstance was considered strong evi-
dence of an ineendiary.

BLANC'S LAST WILL.

Testimony Iutroduced That He Was of
Sound Mind.

Witnesses had been examined in behalf of
the application to revoke the probate of the
will of Alexander Blane when, yesterday
afternoon, the respondents opeued their
case, The matter is on trial before Judge
Coffey and a jury. The contestants are
Alexander S, Blanc and Marcus A. Delfs,
nephews, Mrs. Fanuie Barr, a sister of the
decedent, and Charlotte McGrath, =&
daughter. The testimony for the contest-
ants has been that Blane was a man greatly
addicted to the use of intoxicants, and that
his mental faculties had thereby become im-
paired. The will made the widow, Susan
Blane, and a nephew, Stewart Alexauder
Blane, the devisees of his estate.

David Porter, who for 20 years has lived
at the northwest corner of Powell and Cali-
fornia streets, diagonally across from where
Blane lived, testified that he believed he
was a man of sound mind. He had told him
frequently that he had a good wife and
that t.e would leave what he had to her and
Stewart. He declared in substance that
Alexander was no good; he had liked Lot-
tie formerly, but latterly said he thought
she was getling too smart. Blanc was a
man who generally spoke out his mind. He
drank, but not enough 10 affect his mind.

Peliceman Wiliiam Warnoek, whose beat
is on California street, had known Blane 12
or 13 years. Never thought him insane.
He drank a good deal,

Christian Reiss, a next-door neighbor of
Blane, gave it as his oninion that he was a
man of sound mind, Their families did not
visit each other. 2

John Lachman, who keeps a grocery at
816 California street, which Blane visited
frequently, also believed him to have been
of scutid mind. He bad said that he had
the best wife in the world, and whatever he
had would go to her and he would provide
for Stewart. Alexander he did not like,
because of his staying out of nights, and
Lottie displeased him because she repri-
manded him for not dressing better and
putting.on more style—she was too high-
toned for him. He did say that he wanted
his property to go to thosa who bore hisown
rame, but never referred in that connection
to the fact that his wife had no children.
This witness had seen him intoxicated and
staggering

Sexton Henry J. Fisher of Grace Church,
and such for 35 vears, had known the de-
ceased for aboat 15 years, and he some-
times came to church. Conversed with him
many times and believed him to have been

sound In mind., He came to that church
when Dr. Platt was pastor, though not a
regular attendaut, nor a member of the

church, nor a believer in its creed. Blanec
spoke kindly of his niece Lottie, who went
to the high school with the daughter of the
witness,

A. F. Goss, who has been employed in the
Custem-house off and on for many yvears
and lives next door to the honse of Alexan-
der Blane, reiated a conversation had with
him in the fore part'of April, 1891, when he
told him and his wife that he had an option
on the corner lot and told him to put a price
on kis, as the intending purchaser wanted
to take in both, Blane said: “I want to
seil nothing. I intend to leave it to my
wife, and when I die she may do as she
likes with it.)”" *“1.think,” said the witness,
“he was a man of sound mind when whisky
was out of him. 1Isaw himveryoften when
he was pretty well set up. I have seen him
when he was cold sober, but that was 20
vears ago when he was in the meat market.

the Fish Fxh:'bit.

The World’s Fair Commission will take
an important action at a special meeting to
be held this morning, in reference to the ex-
hibit of Califarnia fish. -

Appreciating its importance as a food
product in this State, the Commissioners
about a month ago aporopriated $8000 for
the exhibit, and appointed Alfred V. la
Motte to superintend it and collect speci-
meng, at a monthly salary of £300.

The appointment was made in the absence
of Commissioners Rose, Daggett and Me-
Murray, and at the next meeting these gen-
tlemen protested that, while Mr. la Motte’s
fituess for the pesition was unquestioned,
his salary weuld consumo too great a por-
tion of the appropriation, which it would be

‘necessary to supplement, and that the fish

department would thus cost more than its
share of the general appropriation. The
appointment was accordingly reconsidered,
and about the sanis time President Jordan
wrote (o the commission that the boys of
the Stanfora University would make a col-
lection of fish, previded their expenges were
defrayed,

Yesterday Cemmissioner John Daggett,
who was appeinted on a committee for the
purpoese, went down to Palo Alto and dis-
cussed the matter with President Jordan.
Senator Stanford heartily seconded the pro-
posal, and it is expected that he wiil per-
sonally contribute toward the expenses of
procuring a complete coilection.

The committee will recommend to the com-
mission this morning that the eutire super-
vislon ef the fish exhibit be deputed to the
Stanford University and that an aporooria-
tion be made tocover expenses. It isexpected
that the expenses will be less than $5000.
President Jordan and Professor G lbert are
both considered authonties on iehthyology,
and have made valuable private collections.
The university can procure a large rebate
on the alcobol used in preserving the fish,
and will enlistits students in the work ol
collecting specimens: At the termination of
the fair the exhibit wiil probably be per-
manently placed in the museum of the uni-
versity at Palo Alto, The commission will
make proper componsation to Mr. la Motte
fur its action, and with this arrangement
Le is, it is understood, satisfied.

Alameda County yesterday avplied for
2500 feet in the California building for its
exhibit. It was the first application which
has been received.

T'he creek was as clear as erystal yester-
day, and some very fair baskets of trout
were got near Point Reyes, where the best
fishing is now to be had.

appears that the trout, which were
very plentiful in the stream near Tocaloma
a few weeks ago when the water was high,
have dropped down into the tidal water, so
a8 0 escape the deadly concoction that
colors the stream when the vats of the
paper-mill are scoured.

These vats must be cleaned regularly,
and as there has been made no provision to
receive their poisonous contents the same
order of dumpage into the creck will con-
tinue until such time as the mill-owners
will be foreed to run their retuse—at lcast

during the summer season—into some basin

or receptacle, but notv into the main stream.

Reports fiom several creeks in Santa
Cruz County give very flattering resuits
this year, especially the streams that have
been stocked by the present Board of Fish
Commissioners.
