 BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.

R. . Hammond’s Claim Rejected.
No Extra Engineers Yet.

The Matter of Making Places for the Removed
Distriet Engineers Referred Back
to the Department.

The Finance Committee of the Board of
Supervisors, Ellert dissenting, reported at
last night’s meeting in favor of paying the
claim of the estate of R. P. Hammona
agalust the police relief and pension fund.
The elaim is for $1000, and County Attor-
nay Durst approved i, because in the eyes
of the law the deceased was a member of
the Police Departmeat in his capacity as
Police Commissioner. Mr. Burling ex-
plalned that the reason he and Mr. Jackson
approved the claim was because the city’s
legal adviser had declared it valid. He had
been informed, however, that the Auditor
would net pay it, but he did not consider
that a sufficlent ceason for acting contrary
to the adviece of the City and County At-
torney.

Mr. Ellert said that the reason he did not
approve the elaim was because the deeeased
bad not paid a cent out of his salary toward
tire police relief and pension fund, out of
which it was proposed to pay the ciaim,
and to maintain which all policemen con-
tribute $2 a month from their salary.

The claim was finally rejected by a vote
of 7 to 4—Jackson, Burling, Curtis and
Carnes, only, voting for it.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

A new ordinance was proposed organizing
thres steam relief fire-engine companies.
The object of this measzure, as heretofore
explained, is to put the three district engi-
peers—Wills, McKittrick and Walsh —in
positions where they can draw their salaries
legally. The Auditor msintains that there
is no law for the appointment of more than
four district engineers, hence refused to

audit the salary warrants of the three extia ’

ones inentioned. The courtsustained him.

Mr. Ellert objacted to the order because it
was simply a scheme to defeat the law,
which he would not lend himseil to. He
¢id notdeny the need of the extra engineers,
but desired to bave their offices legally cre-
ated.

Taber agreed with him, and proposed that
the whole matter be referred to the Fire
Committee for furtler consideration.

Burling made a loug appeal for the order,
because the epgineers were needed; the eity
Liad grown till it is not safe to be without
them. “The motion to refer prevailed.

The Superintendent of Streets was di-
rected to compel the Metropolitan Railway
Company to remove all the macadam and
debris placed by them ou the west side of
Devisadero street, near Fell, and cause the
company to put the street and crossing in
good copdition.

The order declaring the San Bruno road a
county road was finally passed.

STREET WORK PROPOSED.

Street work was proposed by resoclution
of intention as follows:

That the roadway of Filbert street, Letween
Laguna and Buchanan, be regraded and re-
n‘.x;-auamued and that cobble gutierways be
laid,

A 3x5-foot briek sewer, on a concrete and
plank foundation, constiructed along the center
of Tenth street, from Folsom to New Channel.

A SECRET CONCLAVE.

Special Agent Brown Departs for Wash-
ington, D, C.

Mr. James J. Brown, nrssistant chief
operative of the Uunited States Secret Serv-
ice and whose presence in this eity for the
past two months caused much comment,
left on the overland last night en roate to
his home ai Washington, D. C.

Jast prior to Mr. Brown’s departure a
mysterions conclave of treasury officials was
held in the private office of United States
Secret Servies Agent Harris in the Ap-
praiser’s building. Whatever the proceed-
ings were they were conducted in true star-
chamber style.
