THE PACKAGE DELIVERY.

The Postal Authorfles Prohiblt the Dis-
tribution of Packages.

The package delivery inaugurated by
Postmaster Backus in November, 1800, will,
after next week, be discontinued, in obedi-
ence- to ihe following order received from
the. postuflice departwent in Washington,
dated April 19, 1892:

Thnis department, with i's limited appropria-

tien -for frée-gelivery service, cannol Undertdke
to-deliver pac zes of inerchandise that are
weig! or bulk To coll-ct them from the

package bLoxes s as much as the publie should
expectof us with the force at our disposal.
unde:take for the convenlence of your
merchants to make a paitlal delivery of these
packages they will expect ail packages to be ae-
livered, and inerehants 1 other citles will make
the same demand. You wil therefore discon-
tipue the use of your collection wagous for the
delivery of packages, nud herealter use them ex-
clusively for rhe yelief and lmprovewent of the
collectiou service lu your city.

The delivery of the packages was insti-
tuted'as-a convenience to the public and
without any .cost to the Government, be-
cause the latter provides wagons to collect
inerchandise and packages, and the same
vehlcles were used in their delivery. No
extra trips” were made, for the cart which
slarts ¢ut to collect carries the package
mail for the “district through which it
travels from the Postoffice to its destina-
tion.: Over. 75,000 packages have in this
manner béen delivered, the record for the
past three months alone showing 11,000, and
the discontinuance of this mueh-appreciated

‘service will cause considerable dissatisfac-

tion amoug tne merchants and others.

The Hungarian Exile
Years of Age,

Ninely

His Noble and Brilliant Struggle Against
Auztrian Tyranny Nearly Half a
Century Ago.

Louis Kossuth, the Hungarian patriot,
completed his ninetieth year yesterday. He
is far away from his native land, but by his
countrymen he is held in admiration and
affection as the brave and resolute man who
led the Hungarian nation in an effort to
throw off the yoke of Austria and secure
imdependence, and who all but atiained his
olject. In a sense he Is an exile, but that
is because hie has declined to fall in with the
new eira of autonomy and constitutional
government which dawned for Hungary in
1867. Not having succeeded in seeing the
ambitions of his life realized he has pre-
ferred to remain abroad, and has ever lost
the right of citizenship which was accorded
alter a general amnesty, because he has de-
clined to set foot on his pative soil within a
specified peried of ten years. Not since the
day when the arms of the Hungarians were
beaten down by the Austrians and Rus-
sians and he fled to Turkey has Kossuth
breathed the air of the Magyar plains, and
it mayv be said that he has never been re-
coneiled to Anstrian rule, although sinece
| the Deak compromise of dual government
hie has ceased to couspire against the Haps-
burgs,

Kossuth was born on April 27, 1802, at
Monok, in the county of Zemplen, Northern
Hungarv. His parents were Slavonie, and
noble. The best that his father could do
for the family was to give thein a liberal
education, and this Kossuth enjoyed, finish-
inz his collegiate course at Patak., Wlen a
young man he knew five languages well, in-
cluding Latin. For a short time he prae-
ticed law, but his genius was for govern-
ment and for the controversies of polities,
in which e soon showed himsell an adept.
In the oid Presburg Diet of 1852-6 he acted

Louls Kossuth at 90,

as proxv for a magnate in the Upper Houee,
and this gave him a deliberative voice in the
Lower House. To reach the people he eir-
culated in manuserint a succession of “*par-
liamentary communications,” and after-
ward he published a lithographic sheet. He
excited the wrath of the Austrians, and was
seized and sentenced to four yvears’ impris-
ment. Being raleased before the expiration
of his sentence, he found that his popularity
had increased. In the main he occupied
himself with journalistic work and with the
political awakening of Hungary from 1841
onward. The Pesth Journal, which he ed-
ited four years, had a large circulation. In
1847 hie was elecied a member of the Diet
for Pesth, and was recognized as the leader
of the House.

}lad be fallen Into the hands of the Aus-
trians or Russians Kossuih’s life would
have been forfeited. He made his escape
to Turkey, and although demands were
made for his surrender the Sultan refused
to give him up. - His wife, to whom he was
devotedly attached, joined him with two
sons while iie wasin Asia Minor.

In J851 Kossuth set out for America
in & war-vessel,- -the - Mississippi, whicnh
had been placed at his dispesal by
the United States Government., Oa the
way he haited for a short time in
Eogland. Turoughout the United States
he was received enthusiasticallv. Honors
were paid to him at Washington sueh as had
only been bestowed upon ona other for-
eigner—Lafayette. He labored here and in
England to arouse sympathy for the Hun-
garians and to obtain assistance toward
other efforts at liberty when the occasion
should arise.  The French war with Austria
in 1859 gave him hope of success, and the
veace of Vitlafranca was a bithy disap-
pointment. No opportunity of equal value
ever again was presented. In 1862 Kossuth
settied in Turin, apd there he has resided
with littie change up to the present, [le
bas devoted himself to literature aud has
lived by his pen in striet independence of
life, refusing nssistance even from his sons,
Three volumes of memoirs appeared in
1881-582, and further contributions in 1800,
Euvjoying good health and living in retire-
ment, but still taking an earnest interest in
European aflairs, Kossuth is one of the
grand old men of the century.

SUPERINTENDENT COX'S RETURN.

The Postal Service of San Francisco Com-
pared With That of Other Cities.

A. M. Cox, the superintendent of the
city delivery in the local Postoflice, returned
on the overiand trein Tuesday from an
extended tour of nearly two months’ dura-
tion through the Eastern States. :

Mr. Cox has been in the empioy of the
Government ever since 1875, when he first
entered the poustal service, and he is con-
sidered by far the most efficient man in ail
matlers pertaining to the Unlted States
mails on this side of the Rocky Mountains.

It was fortLis reason that General Backus
selected him as a representative of the San
Francisco office at the canference of Post-
masters held in Washiogton, D. C., on
March 9, upon an invitation of the Post-
master-General, fur the purpose of discuss-
ing subjects of interest to the service and
ways and means to increase the postal
revenues, and if possible to decrease the
postal expenditures without impairing the
service, ; :

Mr. Cox attended this convention and
afterward bhe visited the principal cities in
the United States with a view of learning
the systems and methods employed there in
handling and distributing the malls.

Mr, Cox when seen yesterday stated em-
phatically that he had not been able to find
a. single postoflice which is Jsetter condi-
ticned and has more public conveniences
than the San Francisco office and that while
he has seen sowe minor improvements in
some places which might be advantageously
adopted here he wiil net be able to suggest
many improvements when he makes his re-
port to Geueral Backus, -

Mr. Cox was enthusiastically welcomed
by his co-workers in the Postoftice and for
hours alter his arrival was kept busy shak-
‘ing hands.

The Rent Was Not Paild.

The Deathbed Scene at the Making of
the Document.

He had seen him under
liquor. Tne lezatee, Stewart Alexander
Blane, resuming his direct examination said
that his brother, Alexander, had said that
Mrs. Barr, his aunt, was his worst enemy
aud that when a child she had wanted to
put him in an orphan asylum. Mrs. Biane
had asked her husband on his deathbed
whether he desired to see any of his IrienAds
or relatives, and he replied no. The wit-
ness was also present when Mrs. Delf was
lving dead and"when his unele, Alexander
Blane, called and sang sougs—free and easy
lrish airs. The ola man did not attend the
funeral, now did kis wife ncer the witness.

Dr. Jolin Montgomery testified that when
he last visited Blane he advised Lim to settle
up his tempoeral affairs. The doctor related
what occurred in and about the making of
the first will, which was *“spoiled” by the
witness writing his name instead of that of
the testator; and then of the subsequent
execution of the paper in probate. A re-
mark was made that the second paper was
not exactly as the one executed in the morao-
ing, which had been *‘spoiled,” and Blane
replied that e wanted it to be all right and
nad made a provision for the young man,
Stewart, and §10 for a lady uvamed Mrs.

The
uncle seemed to lavor Stewart more, but
Stewart was always very good and Alexan-
der displeased him. because he was out so
mueh at night, did not save bis money, and
also because Le left school at so early an
age. Her uncie had said that he would
leave something to Stewart, bat he did not
mention Alexander. She had heard him
say that he would not leave anything to
Mrs. Delf, not liking her. The brothers
were sometimes seul out to find their uncle
and tring him home. Alexander was un-
wiling to do this and probably never went.
Stewart always went. The witness said
bhat she never visited her aunt, Mrs. Barr,
nor her cousin, not liking them, nor having
ever moved in the same circie with them.

Dissensions ia the California
Commission.

Some of the Commissioners Desire to Vacate
the Appointment of Secretary
Thomas H. Thempzon.

'l_‘hero is serious trouble in the World’s
Fair Comumission, the difficulty centering in
the ch ef executive officer, who is secretary

of the board and general manager of the
exhibit.

When the commission organized there
were two candidates for the secretaryship—
:l‘homas H. Thompson and James D. Phelan.
The former was elected, but the Commis-
sivners who supported his candidature are
BOW most hostile to his ineumbency.

Eaeh Commissioner is reimbursed for his
expenses to the extent of $2000 per year,
and about six months ago Thompson’s
ealary as secretary was fixed at £300 per
month. He thought he was legally entitied
to this remuuneration and to the expense
allowance as well, but some of the other
Commissioners thought differently, and
this was the beginning of the controversy.
The question of the legality of any Com-
missioner receiving a salary for clerical
work was also raised, and after a prolonged
consideration of the point Mr, Thompson’s
colleagues advised him to send in his
resignation to the Governor, which was done,
_ The commission then deliberated regard-
ing the appointiment of a secretary and
general manager to sueceed Mr. Thompson.
Three names were considered, those of
Thomas H. Thowmpson, Jobn Markiey of
Sonoma and John Craig, the assistant see-
tary of the commission, whose work was
thought to deserve promotion. Thompson
asked for €300 a month, the exira $200 to
compensate him for the loss of his expense
allowance., ‘The commission, however, re-
affirmed the smaller salary and three of the
mewmbers were opposed to reappointing See-
retary Thompson. It was stated that the
Governor had urged that there be no change
for the present for fear of losing public
coufidence in the comwmission, and un this
account the thiree opposing Commissioners
state that they ceased their vpposition tem-
porarily.

But the end is not yet. The patronage in
the gift of the corimission i3 valuable and
Some months ago the secretary was em-
powered to make appointments, provided
they should be subscquently ratitted by the

oard.,

This privilege was recently revoked and
a resolution passed that all the minor offices
should be filled directly by the commission.
1o spite of this provision, the Commission-
€rs say that Secretary 'I'hbompson has con-
tinuved to fill positions without consulting
the board, although some of the members
tiad nominees who were ignored to make
room for the secretary's friends,

Oune Commissioner stated yesterday that,
although the State Printer would do all the
printing required without cost to the com-
mission, a great deal of work had been fur-
nished at high rates by a local firm, and
that it was proposed to expend needlessly
$£5000 of the appropriation for this purpose.

Three of the Commissioners are firmly
couvinced that the work necessitates change
in the secretaryship, aid say that the ser-
vices of the incombent have proved
unsatisfactory and that bis retention will
not be for the best interests of a State ex-
hibit. At least one other memberis believed
to share the same opinions, The next
meeting will be held on the 10th inst. Some
of the Commissioners will not be present at
that time, and so action will be deferred
until a subsequent session. In the mean-
time Secretary Thompson continues to hold
the [ort.
