Unsuccessful Effort to Eleet a
High Scheol Principal.

A Special Counsel Avvointed—The Post-Street
Preperty Leased—Estimate for Next
Year's Expenses.

It was expected that at the meating of
the DBoard of Educatiou held last night
the matter of selecting a priveipal for the
Girls” High Scheol would be brought up,
pul it was not, as in the afternoon all but
three of the Directors held a meeting and
took several ballots but were unable to ob-
tain enough votes to elect any one of the
many candidates proposed. Thecandidates
who lead are Miss Craven, Elisha Brooks
and Walter N. Bush.

1l'e Committee on Finance snbmitted an
estimate of the money that will be required
to meet the expenses of the department for
the fiseal yearof 1892-93, The total amount
is £1,119,972, and following are some of the
larger amounts: Salaries, $835,700; erection
of building, £60,000; janitors’ salaries, $48,-
100; repairs, £356,000; furniture, $15,000; per-
wanent improvements, $10,000; introducing

a system of physical culture in the schools |

of the departinent, $10,000; furnishéug Girls’
Iligh School, 832,700,

It was decided to lease the school let on
Yost street, Letween Grant avenue and
Stockton, to M. J. Denovan for 10 yvears in
accordance with his bid, which aggregated
£106,920.

An average
of 44 o1 4 ipils per class i1s bigh, and this is

the average of about cuve-third the total number
of classes ip the cliy schools, In anotber thira
the averagealtendance i« 42, Were these classes,
Lie suys, filled up 1o tiee 45 standard, there would
be accommodatead in 1hemn 713 puplls, a redue
tion of 16 classcs and 16 teachers. The third
group lneludes 123 classes, with an average of
ST per el Weie these classes filled up 954
pupils would be taken in, and the number of
d teachers reduced by 22,

rther stated that at
giuning of the next school year there could
be a 1edue 10n of at least 20 elasses without any
Injury to the schools. On the wiole they would
gain by the reduction, and the only loss would
be he appolutment of 20 addinonal teackhers.
His report concludes as feliows:

The teachers consolidated out wounld be pro-
vided for in hlilng vacauncles by resignation and
leave of absence. Io vicw of these facisitis
evident to me that vo further eleciion of teach
eis to the substitute class ought to be made dur-
ing the months of May ava June.

the boara the following amendiment to section
150 of 1the rules, which I ask to bave referred 1o
the Commitiee on Rules. Tals ameodment, if
adopted by (he board, might be some slight
check on the ereation of unneecessary classes, It
ceitainly would be were the Bupeiilntendent al-
lowed to enforee It

Amend section 159 of the rules to read as fol-
fows

Section 159. At the Leginniug of the school
year In July, principais must classifyv their
schools vuder the tollowing gepneral provisions:

If there is good seating capacity Io the room,
each primay grade and grammar grade class
shall consist at the begiuning of the sclivol year
In July of at lcast fifty puplls, provided, that re
celving classes may be lunited te forty-tive; that
when there is only ope elghth grade class ia a
grammar school the number In that class may
Le lmited 1o thiny-five; that in schools having
Je<s than four elasses the pumber may be wodl-
tied to weet (e needs ol classification.

There 1= no doubt that oue reason why prinel-
pals of thinly attended-schools are reluctant to
Lt up or to consolidale classes is that their
salaries might thereby be reduced.

To reileve principals from any temptation In
this line 1 reconimend that the salary schedule
10 be adoypted in Juns for the next school year
shatl contain a provision that the salury of prin-
cipais shall not be reduced during the year in
consequenca of any diminution of the number of
classes by consolidation: and also that’ ihe
salary shail not be lncreased In consequence of
the formation of additional classes. There
sthould b no temptation of £5 a month beld out
for forming new classes. 1 begz leave ln conciu-
slon to submit the following suggestive tavle of
stalisties:

LEGISLATIVE " AGENTS.”

Why N. P. Perine Gave Up Two-
Thirds of an Appropriation.

It Could Not Pass Unless Higgins and Buckley

Were Paid—An Assemblyman Feed
for H's Opindion.

Ex-Judge James G. Maguire has begun to
take testimony as referee in the suit of the
Frearstone Manufacturing Company against
N. . Perine, growing out of a coatract be-
tween the company and the State in connec-
tion with the construetion of the Napa In-
sane Asvium in 1877-78.

The appropriation was cut down and left
the Frearstone Company in the lurch for
$16,000. TDerine then endeavored through a
series of years to have the claim passed by
the Legislature, but the company declined
to advance money to push the claim, and
becoming disgusted with the parsimony cf
the stockholders he segregated from the
$16,000 the sum of £6000, which he allcges
was due him personally for six piezes of
statuary and. some granite and stonework
furnished by him to the State for the embel-
lishment of the asyium building.

Tnis £6000 claim was final » passed by

both houses, signed by the Governor and |
{ ultimately paid by the Treasurer, but no |
part of it was ever paid to the Frearstone |
Company, and hence its suit for an account- |
