It is well for the Southern Pacific Railroad
Company that the Record Unionnewspaper
is not circulated in San Francisco, for if it
were our citizens would see how clumsy are
Us arguments in favor of the railroad. Its
burthen is against San Francisco, which
has aßb isted its manager to millions of dol-
lar-, and all we g< tin return is n.-sanlts. It
will be well for our lusiness men not to
oxpect too easy a victory over the railroad
company, for it should be borne in mind

that its usual weapons arc subsidies to
business men who can help it. in the way of
drawbacks or discounts on freights; subsi-
dies to bosses and politicians generally, and
subsidies to newspapers. Subsidies are a
great thins, as our railroad managers doubt-
less found out long ago.

er* to New Orleans and New Yoikexpressly

for the purpose of supplying the United
Srares witli ban:ir..i-.

There is no reason why the same enter-
prise should not be undertaken here. A
few bananas are crown in Southern Cali-
fornia, but the plant -has not been fairly
tried there, and it is an open question
whether its cultivation can be commended
as:"a mercantile proposition. But in the
Slates ol Mexico which have seaports on the
Pacific, and in th« Central American .States
of Guatemala, Salvador and Costa liioa. tho
tree flourishes and the crop is abundant,
while on the islands the banana harvest is
prodigious. It is chiefly from Honolulu
that our markets are supplied. \, „,.: _

It has been demonstrated that the fruit
can be successfully" evaporated by the pro-
cess now la use in Fresno nnd otlior coun-
ties of tuis State. The desiccated banana
can either be marketed as dried fruit, in
which f.l;ape it coulJ be produced at less
cost even than dried peaches or npricot?, or
it can be ground into flour. In the latter
shape it is said to be superior as a nutri-
ment to wheat flour or coiumeal. Itcou-
tains less water than either and nearly as
much starch, a- trace offat, which neither of
those two contains, and quite a considerable
percentage of sugar. A sack of banana
flour would contain as much nourishment
as a stick of wheat flour and would prob-
ably be more palatable. CpUyqraP

The great advantage of the application
of the desiccating process to bananas would
be that it would enable us to turn to ac-
count a quantity of raw material wiiicu
now goes to waste. There is practically no
limit to the amount ol bananas which we
could get from the islands if wecrulduse
them. They sire shipped green and ripen
on the voyage. When they arrive here Itis
calculated that they willbe lit for table use.
But they are very perishable property, if
they are not consumed within a week after
their arrival vast quantities rot and are
thrown away. Every one is familiar with
the strings of banana wagons which per-
aiubulato the ciy seeking purchasers al
nuoii al prices, because if immediate sales
cannot bo effected the contents of the wagons
willbe a totut Its-.

•.; Jl we had a desiccating plant that could
convert the fruit into dried fruit or flour,
we could largely increase our importations,
and turn out a product which would com-
mand a sale all over the coast aud in the
East* The very novelty of the article would
attract attention to it. For cukes puddings
and vies itwould be likely to become popu-
lar with housekeepers.

The world is fullof useful products which
are neglected by reason of man's ignorance

of their uses. Coal tar, which has supplied
us with the finest dyes in existence, and
some of the most useful/drug* in the phar-
macopeia; was supposed to be practically
worthless until 30 years ago; our knowledges
of the priceless value of the liver of the cod

to practical -benefit -,the discoveries of
science, and adds new commodities to the
world's storehouse, creates a new demand
for labor and confers blessings on the world

The Clay-
ton-liulwer treaty recognizes the equal right
of Great Britain on tie American conti-
nent with the United States. Botb nationsagreed not tocolonize, occupy, fortffyor ex-
ercise dominion over any p«rt o*f Central
America. This agreement is in conflict
with the Mcnroe doctrine, which declares
in effect that no European nation shall ac-
quire new rights on the American continent.

MAhBINO ritOI'KKXY.

The announcement that the late William
Astor has bequeathed by will the 6um of
$00,000,000 to his son, John Jacob, will

icaturaliy revive the proposition to Impose

a spefin! tax on inheritances. The Ameri-
can MmIn respect to those large accumula-
tions of property is tba: of distribution
equally among natinal heirs. If the late
Mr. Vauderuilt had divided bis estate
among his fivechildren, giving the heirs of
Ins deceased daughter one share, they
would have had ten or twelve millions each.
This would not be considered an accumula-
tion that would threaten the peace of
society. Ifthese heirs should divide their
porttottl with natural accumulations amon^
their children, the individual fortunes of
the family would not be large enough to bo
regarded with apprehension. But both the
Astor9 and the V.inderbilt9 have followed

'the English fashion of massing the greater
part of their property on the oldest son.
The daughters of William Astor are given
$2,000,000 each, while one son gets $00,000,000.
The Vanderbiits are massing money in the
same way. The Rockefeller family is In
the Crst generation of great wealth, but the
fcrtune of its eldest tiieusber is estimated to
be greater than thutef^nv Astor or Van-
dt-rbilt. IfJohn AY. Rockefeller should de-
vise tlie bulk t>f his Sl40,000,o»)0, more or
less, to one *•n the accumulation possible
in the second and third generations would
be a menace to republican institutions.

COTTON TIES.

A free-trade contemporary declares that
the labor involved in making all the ties
required for the cotton crop of last year,
about 8,600,000 bales, would cost at $2 a day
only £80,000. At what point in the manu-
facture of cotton ties our free-trade con-
temporary classes the material ;•« "raw" we
do not know. Itcertainly does not mean
that all the ties needed for last year's cotton
crop would cost but ?so,ooo if cotton ties
were on tbefree list. Neither does it inform
its readers what other element of cost than
labor there is in cotton ties. In fact, the
cost of these ties, as in most artier manu-
factured products, is pretty much all labur.
The labor begins when the iron mine is sur-
reytd and is the principal factor in every
process of mining and manufacture. The
free-tiaders are in the habit of assuming
that at some point the material is classed as
"raw," and that up to that point work had
cost nothing.

Train-wreckers have b?en at work with
disastrous effect on the line to Oregon from
this State. The northbound California ex-
press was derailed yesterday just north of
Myrtie Creek station, in Oregon, and it i-, t>v
the merest chance that there is not a fright-
ful loss of life among passengers aud train-
hands. A number of perse us are injured,
and two of them, the fireman and a tramp,
are severely wounded. Had the train rolled
down a back to the river, a great loss of life
would have been Inevitable.
