THE DISMAL SWANP.

The place had always been *‘ha’nted,” if
oné might credit what was said in *‘the
quarters.” Indeed, thers was scarcely a
siave on the plantation but had a startiing
experience to relate of the ghosts that
haunted Graysville, oue of the most famous
old piantations of Louisiana.

A Nice Way to Cook a Cauliflower—A
Genuine Cabivet Pudding.

None of the stalls in the principal mar-
kets presented more tempting morsels yes-
terday morniug than those of the greep-
grocers and the traders In fruit. Upon the
sloping shelves could be found almost every-
thing that one could set heart upon, and a
list of names only of the substantial and
the delicacles weuld almost fill a column.
The butchers made a display of the finest
kind of meats, rich, fat and juicy; the fish-
dealers had on sale a choice assortment of
eplendid bay and river fish, and the poultry-
men’s stalis had any number of fine fat
fowls and tender spring chickens, not of the
class known as “the spring of ’49,” but the
genuine article that makes such a ulee broil,

his gastronomical friend, who kept up a run-
ping talk of how his old Catherine, that old
cordon bleu, who prepares his dinners,
cooked this, that and ths other. Stopping
in front of one of the stalls on whlcﬁ was
exposed a beautiful head of caulificwer, he
said: “Now here is something in the
vegetable line that is served in most bouses
in a manper that proves to me that the
majority 4f those who cook it do not know

ow. Yol ougnt 1o come to the house some
day and taste one of these cooked by my old
Catherine. She takés a good-sized cauii-
flower, removes the green stalks and with
the point of a small knife picks out all the
small leaves; she washes the vegetable well
and then puts it in hot water 1o boil with a
little pepper, a pat of butter and some salt.
When done it is drained upon a& seive and
after that the cauliflywer is placed on a low
eartben dish, that kind that is used In place
of a baking-pan. Then she puts two table-
spoonsful of good soup stock iutc a stew-
pan, with four ounces of Parmesan cheese
grated, two ounces of butter, the yelks of
four eggs, some lime juiee, a little grated
nutmeg and pepper and salt; she stirs this
Erepnrnuon over a fire until it is well mixed,

ut does not let it boil. She tuen pours it
on the cauliflower 8o as tc mask it. She
smooths the whole with the blade of a knife

and covers the top with a coating of grated

Parmesan cheese and places it in the oven
to gratinate for a quarter of an hour, when
it will appear a bright -yeliow eolor. Be-
fore sendinug to the table she puts around
the edge of the dish a border of eroutons of
fried bread.”

“1t is a little more tronble than te plain
boil the vegetable,” suggzested the reporter,

“True,” was the reply, “but the d.fference
is worth the exira time taken in the pre-
paration.”

“You want to know how to mnke a cabl-
pet pudding, do you?” asked the waiking
cookbook. “Well, I do not mind teiling you,
for the fact is what is served to you—a com-
bination of stale bread and of carrants and
a little milk—is not cabivet pudding, as we
epicures understand it. In the first place
that old cook of mine spreads the inside of
a plain mold with batter, and ernaments the
sides with dried cherries and eandied citron,
and then fills the mold with alternats layers
of spounge cake and msacarocus; then she
fills up the mold with a lemon custard mads
with eight yelks of eggs, a pint of cream,
eix ounces of sugar, a wineglass of brandy
and the grated rind-of a lemon. This cus-
tard imust not be set, but merely mixed up
and, of course, you tust use a mold that
will hold the quantity of custard preseribed
in addition to the other ingredients. Steam
the pudding in the usual way for an hour
and a balf, and when done dish it up with
either arrowroot sauce or a thia custard.”
