ALONG SEA AND SHORE.

The Fasana’s Launch Collides
With the Fearless.

A Now Light Flaced at Point Hueneme—The
Homer Leaves for Portland — The
Montserrat Spoken.

For many days past the denizens of tha
water front in the vicinity of tbe Fulsom-
street boat-landing have been expecting
precisely such a mishap as befell the Aus-
trian corvelte Fasana’s steamlaunch yester-
day. The launch has been brought around
the Oceanic wharf and up to the landing at
great speed, and in a hit-or-miss, happy-go-
lucky style. How many bumps the piers
have received no ore can say, The launch
stood the shocks very well up to yesterday,
when, in trying to make a very short turn
around the bow of the tug Fearless, lying at
the dockhead, the strong flood-tide swept
the launch broadside on to the bows of the
tug. The sides of the launch were stove in
so badly that she immediately began to fill

with water, and would bave sunk inside of
five minutes. The seven men iu the boat
could not bale out one-fourth of the water
that poured in, but liust in the nick of time
Captain Dan Haskell of the Fearless jumped
oo the tug Alert and headed her for the
spot. Two large bawsers were shipped fore
and aft on the tug, and the lzunch was
raised sufliciently to bring the hole in the
side clear of the water. In this condition
the launch was towed out to the Fasana and
Lioisted on board tor repairs. The Fearless
sustained no otber injury than baving the
paint seraped off her bows at the water-
line. The Fasana will Ieave for Hovolulu
to-day.

A protest has been made at Benicia and
Port Costa against ships going up to the
“boneyard” in ballast. It has been there-
fore arranged that instead of stiffening the
vessels in this way they shall go up under
easy canvas without yards,

A new gasoline launch for the Aptos
Fishing Compan of Santa Cruz was
launched from Thoruton’s gbeatyard and
tested on the bay yesterday. The craft will
have about 600 pounds of ballast put in be-
fore going down the coast to-day. She is 30
feet long, 6 feet beam, 4 feet deep, 8 horse-
power and can steaw about eight and a half
knots. She will be handled by Captain J.
P. Hanson.

The Relief will take the San Franeisco
Yacht Cilub members and the Fearless the

Pacific Club members to the elubs’ high
jinks at Sausalito to-day.
The steamer Montserrat which sailed

hence for the Gilbert Islands, via Nanaimo,
about three weeks ago was spoken on the
12th inst, by the Alden Besse from Kabhu-
lut in latitude 38 deg. 10 min. north acd
longitude 137 deg. 3 min. west,

The City of Peking is having a new gig-
ger-mast put in, -

No fresh cases of varioloid were reported
at the Augel Island quarantine station yes-
terday,

‘The light at Point Hueneme has been
chaoged to an occulting white light with io-
tervals of five seconds between eclipses.

A huwan arm was found on Tuesday
last in the stomach of a shark caught by
Chinese fishermen in San Pablo Bay.
There was a star on the back of the wrist
in India ink, and the wristband of a blue
flanuei shirt remained on the arm.

The new steamer Homer, Captain Butler,
sailed for Portiand yesterday, after taking
on a quantity of powder in the stream. Tuae
Homer is the first of a new line of freight
steamers, carrying passengers when re-
quired, and will make a special feature of
calling at Tillamook. 1t is believed that a
profitable trade can be made between Tilla-
mook and Portland, as well as between
Tillamook aund San Frapeisco. E. T.
Kruse is the local agent and George & Det-
trick sre the freight agents. The Homer
is 330 tons and sechooner-rigged.

The steamer St. Paul was towed from the
stream to Mission No. 1 yesterday.

Captain Wagner of theschooner Berwick,
which arrivea in port yesterday morning,
reports that while on his way bere from the
Coquille River he passed a whaling bark in
distress. He believes the craft to be the
Abram Barker, which left here on Decem-
ber 1 of last year for a "tween season cruise
in the southern seas. ‘T'he agents for the
vessel are skeptical, but there are confjrma-
tory notes from several sources that such a
vessel has been seen by coasters in the same
vicinity. A report obtained currency last
nignt that the craft was off the heads, but
no trace of her had been seen from the look-
out station at Point Lobos, and she is prob-
ably far up the coast.

The Sausalito ferry slip is being repaired
and tue ferry steamer San Rafael will for
the l‘pmseut dock at Washington-sireet
wharf.

Private Bulger of Company B, First U. S.
Infantry, who recently got a month's im-

risonment for fighting on the steawer Me-

yowell, has been court-martialed for
another offense and will be sentenced next
week.

The steam schooner Jeanie cleared for
Alaska yesterday with 100 Chinese, 100
white men and two cannery outfits.

Information lhas been received from
Montevideo of the strauding of the schooner
Warrior, from Halitax for Vietoria. The
vessel will prebably be a total joss.

The following wheat charters are re-
ported: Ship Susquebanna, 2628 tons of
wheat, to Cork, United Kingdom, Havre or
Antwerp, 18s 9d; *British ship Earlscout,
1113 tons wheat, to Cork, United Kingdom,
Havre or Antwerp, £1 58; ship Rhoderick
Dhu, 1642 tons of wheat, to Cork, United
Kingdow, Havre or Antwerp, £1 3s; DBrit-
tsh ship Merioneth, 1366 tons of wheat, to
Cork, United Kingdow, Havre or Antwerp,
July loading, £1 7s 6d; British ship Ravens-
wood, 1089 tons of wheat, from the Colums-
bia river to Cork, United Kingdow, Havre
or Antwerp, £1 11s 3d.

Sealions are reported as working great
havoc among the salmon in the Coluwbia
River.

All of the 36 wheat vessels cleared from
this port for Kurope last November arenow
accounted for. The average time was 131
dayvs and the best time 106 days. Oualy
seven wheat ships were cleared from this
port last month., Two of them went out
under a charter of 16s 64, the lowest ever
accepted at this port,

12 vessels on the way. The ships now under
engagement at New York for this port are
the Arabis, Bohemia, Francis, Joseph S.

Captain Davis of the Wilder Steamship
Company ot Honolulu bas received the in-
signia of the Order of Kapiolani from the
Hawaiian Governmaut for saving the lives
of seven natives.

The American iron ship T. F. Oakes, re-
cently arrived at New York from Havre,
will be laid on for the Pacific Coast.

The Alinous, which arrived at Queens-
town on March 10, will load at Cardiff for
this port. The William J. Roach, which
arrived at Hong-Kong in ballast from this
port, has been ordered back with rice.

The Supervisors Ordered to Pay Conlin’s
4 Claim.

“Let the writ issue as prayed for,” was
the order of Judge Hebbard yesterday on
the petition ot John J. Cenlin to mandamus.
the Board of Supervisors to ebey the act of
the Legislature approved April 6, 1891,

This aet directs it to pay Conlin $54,015 87
on coniracts for work done upon the city’s
publie streets, aud “for which work done
and material furnished he has not been able
to ubtain compensation according to the
mode and procedure in such cases made
and provided by statute by reason of errors,
omissions and irregularities of the muni-
cipal cfiicers of said city and eounty in their
official proceedings concerning such work
and material furnisked.”

The city and county contended that the
act is not valid because it authorizes a gift
of moneys within the meaning of and pro-
hibition contained in sectior 31 of Article
1V of the present constitution. In an elab-
orate decision the Judge finds that in no
wise under the several contentions can the
appropriation be considered a gift, and he
conciudes:

The labor and material of petitioner have been
put into and upon the public streets of this cily
and county »nd become tne property of the peo-
ple. The pecyple speaking through the Legisia-
ture of the State has ordered that he be paid for
sald labor and waterial as in justice he ought to
be paid. The act I8 valld upou Its face.

If the law as expounded by Judge [Heb-
bard shall be sustained by the Supreme
Court, the clty wiil be liable for the pay-
ment of many similar claims, aggregating
about §1,000,000.

The Delinguent Tax-Liat.

At a meeting of the Printing Committee
of the Board of Supervisors yesierday morn-
ing the protest of the Journal of Commerce
against the awarding of the printing of the
delinguent tax-list to the Evening DBulletin
was taken up.

The Journal of Commerce protested on
the ground that it was the lowest bidder for
the weork, which the committee admitted,
but decided that the newspaper was not one
of general circulation under the law. The
award of the contract t¢ the Dulletin was
susiained.

The award for printing the municipal re-
ports was made to W. M. Hinton & Co. as
the lowest bidders.

Keily's Inhuman Aet.

John Kelly, the drunken sailor whe
poured coal oil over Jeseph Franklin’s
terrier and then set fire to the dog, was
convicted yesterday on a charge of cruelty
to an animal. Judre Love sentenced him
to six months’ imprisonment in the House
of Correction. The court said that it was
thie most brutal and inhuman aet that had
ever come under his notice and he was sorry
that a heavier penalty could not be im-

posed,
The injured animal died yesterday from
the effects of the hurns.

A Vicetim of the *‘Shell Game."

John Whalen, a recent arrival from the
East, was swindled out of $25 yesterday in
Golden Gate Park by two “‘shell-game”
artists. e reported his ill luck to the po-
lice, who are now looking for the swindlers.
