The Country Delegates Bitterly Disap-
pointed,

OSTROM WAS AGAINST THE RAILROAD.

A Distinct Pledge Given to Judge Sullivan
Before the Vote for Chairman Was
Taken— District Conventions.

FrEsNO, May 17.—A special train from
San Francisco—Ned Curtis, John P. Irish
and Sconchin Maloney.

That is the combination that defeated
Dan Ostrom of Yuba for the chairmaunship
of the convention to-day, and temporarily
trailed the Cleveland banuer in the dust of
ignominious defeat.

Everybody in the State who knew any-
thing at all knew that Dan Ostrom lias been
during all his years of hard service in the
ranks of the party a sturdy opponent of
moncpoly, and yet the cry was raised
against him that he was being supperted by
the Southern Pacific, and that kiiled him.

Such stalwart railroad advocates as Wil-
lam D. English, Frank Moffitt and M. F.
Tarpey were overlonked, in spite of the fact
that they were up to their eyes in Barney
Muarphy’s fight, and poor Ustromn, as a con-
sequence, went to the wall.

To eap it all a number of the Cleveland
men allowed themselves to be led into Mur-
phy’s fight, not because they believed it
their duty as peliticians, but because they
knew Barney of old and knew him to be
one of the best-hearted and most genial fel-
lows in the world. Everybody in the State
likes Barney Murphy personally, and that
was half his battle. Without that advan-
tage Lis supporters would not have been in
it from start to finish, and they Kuow it bet-
ter than any cne else.

Dan Ostrom Is not 8o popular personally.
He has battled his way to the front by dint

o! grim determination and pluck, and like |

all busy men he has not had leisure for |
cultivating the little amenities that pgo
to make a man a hail lo well met
in the eyes of the world. He bas
accomplished more for humanity, and
nas done harder service for his

party, but as a rule these things carry little
weight when their possessor is pitted
against a man whose father was worth ten
millions, and whose greatest care has been
to learn to do a welsh rarebit to a turn.

The good old farmers from the Sixth Con-
gressional District were told that Irish was
a bad and dapgerous man, and had even
been seen to speak to W. H. Mills, This
did not work at first, but it finally began to
wield an influence, and when Ostrom Jooked
around this morning 30 votes that had been
his the night before had been dragged away
from him.

MIRPHY NOT FOR CLEVELAND.

Hill Men Give the Farmers Polnters on
Practical Politices.

FrEesxo, May 17.—Ten minutes after the
vote was announced that made Barney
Murphy temporary chairman ¢f the gather-
ing scores of them were kicking them-
selves and abusing each other for whatthey
bad done. Why? Simply because they
saw the fact stleking out likea knobon a
hatrack that the storiesabout Murphy’s an-
tagoenism to Cleveland, which they had re-
fused to believe, wers in part true, and that
the Hill men, who sat back and grinned
their delight, bad taken the first trick.

They realized for the first time that there
was some truth in the stories charging
Euglish and Tarpey and Moffitt with con-
spiring to split the delegation in favor of
Hill, and that tire game had been suceessfal
so far as it had gose. Their first knowl-
edge of the true state of affairs was when
Murphy made his little speech to the con-
vention. He failed to mention the name of
Cleveland or to refer to the subject of tariff
reform, except as a moral issue which was
interesting the people at this time.

It fell like a wet blanket on the vast
assemblage, and men who bad voted for
bhim in all good faith looked at each other
in blank amazement. It was too late to
rectify what they saw to be their mistake,
but it was not too late for them to go out
fnto the street cursing in undertones and
ealling Bill English and his associates bad,
wicked names.

The piavdiis which greeted Hammond
were at no time pronounced, and he blushed
as he faced the convention. His smooth
face was wreathied in smiles and in his
mind he thought no doubt of poor Maurice
Schwmitt, who sat in a diogy office in San
Francisco muttering to himself of his de-
parted nopes,

When Hammond mounted the stage he
feit for his departed whiskers, and 1n his
confusion grasped the gavel. The latter
was a strange and curious iustrument. It
was nothing less than a bungstarter bor-
rowed from a veighboring beer saloon by
“Split-lip” Collins, who cceupied a conspic-
uous seat on the floor. Collins had taken a
prominent part in the Republican prima-
ries, but this did not keep him from taking |
a band agaiost the reorganizersin the Forty-
fitth, where McNab was knocked into the
oblivion of political obscurity in a siogle
round with the aid of Perry Kewen, who
figured as the greatest of all ambidexterous
inspectors.

But I thank God that a great
wave ¢f morality is now rolling over tha
State.  Yeu, geotlemen of this convention,
represent that sentiment, and con-
gratulate you that 1 now look
upon an  harmonious and united
Dewmocracy. Gentlemen of the convention,
let us, as much is expected <f us, not fail
to do our duty. Let us mean what we say
and say what we mean. Let us make such
a platform of principles that not only every
Democrat, but every lLonest man, no mal-
ter what his political affiliations may be,
can take his stand upon it, and when you
come to elect your delegates let your men
be broad-gauge men, who can Sit dgwn
with the great men of Indiana, New York
and the great States of the United Siates,
in council at Chicago.”

Fresyo, May 17.—When Murphy had
spoken the applause was faint and hall-
hearted. His omission of Cleveland’s name
cast a damper on the proceedings from
whizh they did not recover.

During the progress of his remarks he
choked up, and turning to his secretary ne
asked for water. Immediately there wasa
protest. Twenty-seven delegates on the
floor fainted away, and a dozen flasks were
trotted out. The idea of the chairman of a
Democratic convention asking for water
was so entirely new that the conveution
was thrown into wild confusion.

Order was finally restored, however, and
Murphy vroceeded to tell how the beautiful
women and fragrant flowers reminded him
of the cattle and horses which roved the
plains in days gone by. No one present
could see the relevancy of the comparison,
bat it went just the same and caused au-
other faint effort at applause,

Then Judge J. F. Sullivan placed in
nomination for secretary R. P. Troy of
Marin, whose name was seconded by Wil-
liam D. English, who explained that he haa
never before attempted a convention speech.
R. P. Docvlan of San Francisco also spoke
{pr Troy, and he was elected by acclama-
ion.

Tom Williams of San Joaquin, known as
the **Duke of Union Island,” biushed as he
got up to ask that a committee of 15 be
named on credentials, to consist of twe
from each Congressional District and oneat
large.

This was agreed to.

Burke of Los Angeles moved a similar
committee on permanent organization and
order of business.

Del Valle of Los Angeles made a motion
that a committee of 15 on platform aud
resolutions be named. Both were decided
in the affirmative.

Some little discussion arose over the ques-
tion of an adjournment, and it was finally
decided to take a recess of 15 minutes to
allow the naming of the committee on cre-
dentials. The chair asked for the night in
which to consider the others. When the
rocess was up the chair announced tbe com-
mittee on eredentials,

An adjournment was then taken till 9
o’clock to-morrow morning.

DISTRICT CONVENTIONS.

There Will Be Warm Woerk in Somo
Parts of the State.

Fresyo, May 17.—The Democrats of the
First District to-night renominated Con-
gressman Geary for Congress, and chose
Thomas L. Thompson of Sonoma and Clay
W. Taylor of Shasta delegates to Chicago.
They also chose R. P. Hammond of Marin
as Presidential elector, and Henry Hogan
alternate. The above are all Cleveland
men.

At the meeting of the Second Congres-
sional convention A. Caminetti was unani-
mously renominated for Congress.

R. D. Stevens of Sacramento and W. J.
Magee of Amador were chosen delegates to
Chicago, with A. F. Jones of Butte and Dr.
E. Armstrong of Lodi as alternates.

A series of resolutions were adopted
earnestly indorsing the tariff-reform move-
ment and demanding the nomination of
Cleveland as the true exponent of Democ-
racy.

J. A. Fileher of Auburn was then chosen
as Presidential elector and Charles Mitchell
of Grass Valley alternate,

The Democrats of the Fourth Congres-
sional District met to.night. The names of
Judge James V. Coffey, Thomas J. Clunie
and James G. Maguire were put in nomina-
tion for Congress. Judge Sullivan stated
that he knew Judge Coffey was not a candi-
date and Clunie made a speech gracefully
withdrawing from the fight and indorsing
Judge Maguire, who was then nominated
by acclamation. The delegates then chose
Judge Sullivan and J. F. Clark as delegates

to Chicago. ¢
The delegates to the Fifth Cnnmuim}al
Distriet met to-night and nominated John
F. Ryland of San Jose for Congress, A. L.
Whitehurst of Gilroy and Thomas F. Barry
of San Francisco for delegates to Cnicago,

Jackson Hatch of Santa Clara Presidential
elector and J. C. Ruddick of San Francisco
alternate.

The Cleveland Men Will Not 8it Tamely
Under Defeat.

FrEsNo, May 17.—The bitterness of the
Clgveland men is folly voiced in the follow-
fog te-night from the Expositor, which i3
the Democratic organ of the San Joaquin
Valley: “In putting Mr. Murphy in nomi-
nation, Mr. Hateh stated in his speech that
Mr. Ml!rpny hailed from a county whose
delegation was instructed for Grover Cleve-
land, and that Mr. Murphy was in line and
nimm\thv with the convention. When the
chairman took the gavel he failed to men-
tion the nume of Cleveland or refer to him
In any manner. On the other hand ne
made the same argument that every
anti-Cleveland wman has made here in
Fresno and throughout the land, for iustead
of indorsing Cleveland, who was shown to
be the alwost unanimous choice of the con-
veniion, he stated that the convention
would eleet delegates to Chicage; that it
bad confidence in men who could sit down
with the leaders of the doubtful States and
determine upon the man and issue to win
the coming campaign. The Expositor is
frauk to confess that Mr. Murphy’s speech
was a huwiliation and a slap in the face
to many who supported him. Had he been
fur Cleveland he should have said so. He
#aiued bis election on that issue, and if the
sentiment expressed in his speeeh had been
anticipated by the convention Mr. Ostrom
would have received at least 500 votes for
chairman. One thiog is evident, the fight
will have to be made in the convention to-
morrow, and Cleveland’s friends will have
to furce the issue.

POLITICAL AFFAIRS,

Prominent Republicans Present at the Na-
tional League College Clubs,

ANN ARBOR, Mich.,, May 17.—The first
guns of the campaign of 1892 were fired here
to-day by Governor McKinley, John M.
Thurston, General Alger, J. Sloat Fassett
apd other prominent Republican leaders,
The occasion was the organizaticn of the
National League of College Republican
Clubs, for which delegates were present
from 30 colleges, from Maine to California.
The convention was called to corder about
noovn by President Burke of the University

of Michigan Ciub. A. E. Ewing wel-
couled the delegates. Mention of Blaine
in the address of welcome was
the signal for an ovation. This

alternoon the convention perfected its or-
ganization by adopting & coustitution and
electing the following officers: President,
James F. Burke, University of Michigan;
first vice-president, J. B. Eiegloam of the
Ieland Stanford Jr. University; secretary,
James M. Perkins of Iarvard College;
treasurer, M. C. Alpin of Princeton. One
of the privcipal objects of the organ-
fzation of these College Republican ciubs,
as stated in the platform, is to coun-
teyact the general impression that coliege
men are free-traders, and foster the develop-
ment of a healthy study of political economy
frow a practical, rather than a theoretical,
standpeint, and to encourage young men to
tfake a more prominent part in political

ONE HUNDKED YEARS OLD.

The Centennial Arniversary of the New York
Steck Exchange.

NeEw York, May 17.—The New York
Stock Exchange was 100 years old to-day.
There were all sorts of horseplay and any
number of impromptu speeches in the
crowds around the polls where the different
stocks are dealt in. A pot.ble incident of
the day was the appearauce on the Ex-
change of William Alexander Smith, the
oldest living member. Ile joined December
17, 1844 He was president in 1866-67. He
is still a well-preserved man and engaged in
active business. The brokers gave him an
enthusiastic reception.

“When 1 joined,” said Mr. Smith, *‘the
fnstitution was known as the Board of
Brokers and 1ts meeting-place was in the
old Merchants’ Exchange building, which
is now the New York Custom-house. The
membership amounted to about 300 and the
initiation fee was $400.”

Frank K. Sturgis, the newly eiected presi-
dent of the exchange, was also un the floor,
and, in response to the clamorous demands
of the brokers, spoke of the growth of the
institution and of the prospects of extended
operations in the future. The brokers
assembled in the early days under a button-
wood tre ¢, which was on a sort of common
or green opposite what is now 60 Wall
street. Along oue side of the common ran
a cowpath, This cowpath is now Pearl
street, the crookedest thoroughfare in New
York. 'The original association of 1792
admitted members uvon a simple vote and
without a fee, In 1823 a fee of $25 was re-
guired. In 1827 the fee was $100. It rose
to $150 in 1833, to $§350 in 1842, and in 1862
the amount was the respectable sum of
§3000, and for clerks $1500. In 1886 pre-
miums made a still further advance in seats
to $10,000. In 1879 the cnst of seats reached
the sum of $20,000, and since that time
some purchases have been made as high as

$34,000.

T'he present regular initiation fee is $1000
and $10 for the grawity fund. These
amounts are in addition to the purchase
price of the seat, 'T'io annual dues are $50,
and thero is an assessment of $10 on each
death to provide for the insurance of $10,000
under the operations of the gratuity fund.
'i)l‘ho Stock Exchauge now has 1100 mem-

ers.

ROAEY FOR THE MINERS,

Appropriations for Restraining Debris
to Be Allowed.

THE POSTOFFICE COMMISSION TO MEET.

Brran of Nebraska to Force a Vote on the Free
Lumber Bill—Proposed Protection
of Public Lands,

WasHINGTON, May 17.—Representative
Caminetti and J. K. Luttrell appeared be-
fore the Appropriations Committee by ap-
pointment to-day, to ascertain, If it was
possible, what amount of money the com-
mittee is willing to ay propriate to the hy-
draulie mines for the crection of restraining
works. The majority of the members were
present, Holman being in the chair, Ca-
minetti explained the bill and the condi-
tions existing in the mining region of Cali-
fornia. Many questions were asxed by the
members and answered by Caminetti with
reference to the report of the board of en-
gineers, Luttrell followed Caminetti. The
Californians think that the remarks made
by the members indicate that they are in
favor of making an apypropriation. Repre-
sentatives Sayers and Forney, two members
of the committee, assured them that a rea-
sonable amount would be allowed.

Protection of Public Lands.

A proposition was made in the House to-
day by Otis of Kansas to strike out the ap-
propriation of £120,000 to enable the Secre-
tary of the Interior to proteet the tim ber
and other public lands from invasion and
depredation, and to substitute $20,000 to be
expended by Land Registers and Receivers,
Otis attacked the Interior Department for
dispossessing the Kaweah colonists of Cali-
fornia of their Sequoia Park lands, Bowers
defended Secretary Noble, and said the pro-
noters of this colonization scheme were
“scallawazs from San Francisco.”

Secretary Foster has requested Post-
master-General Wanamaker and Attorney-
General Miller to meet him at the Treasary
D partment to-morrow to consider the San
Fraucisco postoftice site matter.

A Civil-Service Position.

Senator Felton and Representative Lond
find that they were i error in supposing
that an examiner of merchandise at San
Francisco could be named without first pass-
ing a civil-service examination. They at
first decided to recommend W. H. Davis,
but that gentleman withdrew. They were
then about to recommend George W. Root,
when they di=covered that Hollywood's suc-
cessor must be appointed uuder the civil-
service rules.

Restralning Debris.

Senator Felton will to-day propose an
amendment to the river and harbor bill ap-
propriating £59,009 for restraining works in
the American River, California. To remove
the dcbris where itis pew lodged will cost
but a fraction of 1 cent per cubic yard,
whereas it wilt cost about 15 cents per yard
to remove it alter it has reached the navi-
gable rivers, according to a board of engi-
neers of the War Denartment.

The Lumber Tariff,

Representative Bryan of Nebraska to-day
introduced a bill placing rough lumber on
the free list, and imposing duties as follows
on partly or eutirely finished lumber: Lum-
ber, each side planed or finished, 50 cents
per 1000 feet ; planed on one side and tongued
and grooved, $1 per 1000 feet: planed on two
sides and tongued and grooved, $1 50 per 1000
feet. The bill was not Introduced as a re-
sult of an agreement on the lamber biil by
the Democratic majority of the Ways and
Means Commitrtee, but it indicates that
Bryan’s purpose is to urge the committee
to settla the lumber question, which has
been before it lor some tiwe, by reporting
a bill un these lines.

. Grabbing Mineral Landas.

The bill to provide for the examination
and classification of mineral lands in Mou-
tana and Ildaho was to-day reported to the
House from the Committee on Public
Lands. The objeet of the bill is to prevent
the acquisition of lands gaid to be rich in
minerals by the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company under its land grant.

Capital Not. s.

The total collections of internal revenue
during the first ten months of the fiscal vear
ending Juune 30, 1892, will show £125,548,061,
an increase of §5,609,841, as compared with
the collections during the corresponding
period of the previous fiscal year.

THE SENATE,

Registering Foreign-Built Ships — In-
crease of the Navy Discussed.

WASHINGTON, May 17.—In the Senate
this morning Chandler introduced a bill to
authorize the registration of certain steam-
ships as vessels of the United States. Ra-
ferred to Committee on Commerce.

‘The preamble recites that Austin Corbin
of New York and an association propose to
organize a company to be knmown as the
Awmerican Steamship Company, with a eap-
ital of at least $10,000,000, for the purpose of
constructing and purchasing first-class pas-
senger steamers to run between the city of
New York and ports of Great Britain, and
provides that all vessels owned by said com-
pany of not less than 7000 tens, capable of a
speed of not less then 19 knots an hour, ac-
quired by purchase or otherwise after the
passage of this act, shali be entit'ed to re-
ceive American registers in accordance with
the conditions of the act of May 10, 1892,
provided, the company shall show to the
satisfaction of the Secretary of the Treasury
that it has built or contracted to have built,
in an American shipyard a vessel of equal
or greater tonnage with such foreign-built
ship; also provided that no register shall be
issued to a foreign-built ship until the com-
pany shall have acquired, or applied for the
registiy of, at least two such foreign-built
ships, with the specified capacily and speed.

The naval appropriation Dbili was then
taken up, the pending question being the
provision for an increased navy.

McPherson, who, Friday last, offered an
amendment to strike out the House provi-
sion for an armored cruiser and the Senate
provision fcr a battieship and provide for
three instead of one harbor-defense double-
turret ship of the monitor tyve, modified
his amendment, leaving the nrmber of mon-
itors at one.

Higgins of Delaware iavored an increase
of the navy even if it involved an increase
of the nattonal debt.

Vilas of Wisconsin said the amount of
the annual appropriation now imposed on
the country might not improperly be de-
scribed as appailing, and he did not think
the Seuate should go further toward increas-
ing the navy upder present circumstances
than the House bill provides,

Vest of Missouri saldd he would vote
against the vroposed increase iu every shape
and form.

Allison of Iown, chairman of the Appro-
priations Committee, asked the Democratic
Senators to Indicate what statute they
would like to repeal ip order to reduce the
appropriations now necessary.

Vest replied that he would repeal the
l')r‘l‘“ bounty law apd the postal subsidy

1l

Allison caleulated the amount this saved
at about $8,000,000, and said the country
was asked to elect a Democratic President
aud Senate in order that the sugar bounty
and the postal subsidy laws might be re-

pealed.

Vest replied that this woeuld just be a
starter.

Allison referred to the condition of the
public treasury and, among other things,
said to the Senators who were distrassed
about the sinking fund, that at this time it
has $34,000,000 to its credit, and the chances
are that before the end of the present fiscal
year every dollar that ought to be appiied
to it for the year, or within a few miliions
at least, will be applied to it. Whnen the
fiscal year ends we will have instead of
bankruptey $25,000,000 surplus, and proba-
bly £30,000,000, ‘Fnat is the latest estimate,
aud I have no doubt we will keep within it.
1 will venture my statement on the
$25,000,000 and sa{ that every requirement
of the treasury will have Leen satisfied and
that there will be $25,000,000 surplus on the
1st of July next,

Mills of Texas said the reporis of the See-

sretary of the Treasury did not eoincide with
Allison’s statement as to the surpluos,
Hawley of Connecticut said that none of

our warshins could go out to the open sea
for battle. ‘Tuey were splendid chasers—
and probably splendid runners—but what
we wanted was at least a few of the old
kind of 1812 and 1855 and 1860.

Finally a vote was taken on McPherson’s
modified amendment, and it was rejected—
ayes 18, noes 30, as follows:

The question then recurred on the amend-
ment reported by the Committee on Ap-
propriations.

Coekrell of Missouri opposed it on the
ground that there was no absolute necessity
for the vessels contemplated, and that the
condition of the treasury did not jastify
such an expenditure. Without coming to a
vote on the guestion the Senate adjouruned.

THE HOUSE.

Increased Appropriation for Enforcing
the Restriction Act Asked For.

In the Heuse to-day Representative Loud
of California introduced an amendmeut to
the sundry civil appropriation bill, increas-
ing the appropriation for the enforcement
of the Chinese restriction laws from $350,000
to $160,000, $100,000 of this amount to be
used in furnishiog Chinese registration cer-
tificates. He thought that this was a rea-
sonable amount, as under Geary’s Chinese
exclusion bill passed by the House a pro-
vision was made for taxing the Chinese §3
per head for the certificates of registration.
This would make a total of $230,000 for
this purpose, as there sare 110,000 Chinese
in this country, aceording to an estimate of
the Census Bureay, and this estimate
should be increased by about 50 per cent,
lie thought.

Holman made a point of order that
the amendment changed the existinz law.
He reserved his point.

Sayers, 2 Democratic member of the Ap-
propriation Committee and Holman’s lieu-
tenant, said that It was bis understanding
that under the bill, as passed recently, Chi-
nese certificates of residence are to be fur-
nished under the supervisionof the Internal

levenue Bureau and he thought the depart-
menf’aiready had sufficient funds at its com-
mand. .

Wilson of Washington said that he knev
the Internal Revenue Bureau in his State
did not have sufficient funds at its disposal
to carry gut the existing laws efficiently.

Loud asked Sayers if he thought the
House was justified in taxing the Chinese £3
per head for registration certificates under
Geary’s bill.

Sayers said he thought so.

Loud—Then this $110,000 Inerease pro-
posed in my amendment is surely not ex-
cessive, as it is only one-third of the amount
proposed in Geary’s bill, which the gentle-
man from Texas voted for.

Sayers did not vouchsafe a reply to this,
but said he was willing to pass over this

item, in order to give the committee time to

inquire a little further as to the necessity
for an increase.

By unanimcus consent the item was
passed over.

The Committee on Judiclary reported
favorably and the House adopted the reso-
Intion of Mitchler of Penusylvania calling
on the Attorney-General for information
which would authorize proceedings against
the Reading coarl combine.

The follo ing bill among others were re-
perted and placed on the calendar: For a
survey of a ship canalto connect Lake Erie
and the Ohio River. The regular order was
then taken up, and despite the efforts of
Holman to proceed with the sundry civil
bill, the question being on the Walker ex-
pupging rescolution, it was referred tothe
Committee on Rules, and the House went ioto
committee of the whole on the sundry civil
bitl. Pickler of South Dakota moved to in-
crease the appropriation to meet the ex-
penses of prote ting timberon public lands
from $126,000 to §240,000. Lest.

Daring the discussion of this motion Otis
of Kansas, Wiison of Washington, Bowers
of California and Snodgrass of Tennessee
engaged in an extended controversy as to
whether the law was efficiently executed.
Bowers and Snodgrass had a difference as
to some remark that was made by the
former, or which Snodgrass understood him
to make, and although they did not come to
blows, an excited argument was indulged
in to the amusement of the members, Pend-
ing action on the Dbill the committee rose
and the House adjourned.

THE OMAHA BRIDGE DOONED

High Water Carries Away Ilis Basters
Approaches,

ENTIRE STRUCTURE EXPECTED TO 60.

A Large Extent of Couniry From Nebraska to New
Orleans Submerged by the Swellea
Streams,

OMAnA, Nebr., May 17.—The Eastern ap-
proach to the big Union Pacifie bridge
over the Missouri River was washed
out to-night. and fears are entertained
that the whele structure will go.
All traffic on the bridge Is suspended.
The river is rising rapidly, and all the
lower portion of the river country is under
water. The people are becoming greatly
alarmed, and the residents of the towns
along the river are bastening to higher
ground.

Couxcir. Brurrs, Towa, May 17.—The
Union Pacific grade in this city has been
washed out and travel over the line from
here is suspended. The through trains on
the Cbicago, Milwaukee and St. Pau), and
Chicago, Roek Island and Pacifie, which
pass over the Uuion Pacific bridge, are
lying in the vaids and can get no farther.

Kroruk, Iowa, May 17.—Both the Des
Moines and the Mississippi rivers are again
rising, aud the water from the Des Moines
is pouring through the break in the Dirge
levee. Fears are entertained ot the Egyp-
tian levee, proteeting Alexandria, Mo., and
11,000 acres of land adjoining the line. It
will give way if the rise continues, as it has
been seriously weakened by the deep cuts.
The Mississipri has risen one-tenth of an
inch and the Des Moines 6 inches daring
the day. The farers are six weeks behind
with their work.

Kaxnsas City, Mo.,, May 17.—The river
ceased falling here at noon to-day, and
since that time has been rising. ‘[be rise is
due to the heavy rains locally and up river,
and will probably continue fora day or two.
The Kaw is steadily falling.

VIRGINIA, 1ll,, May 17.—The Linn dyke
near Chandlerville, and the levee west of
Beardstown have broken, leiting immensa
quantities of waler into the low farming
lands of that section, which are already
oversoaked, doing incalculable damage to
property. Many families have bee¢n com-
pelled to move to higher land.

S1oux FaLvrs, Iowa, May 17.—This city
was damaged to the extent of thousands of
dollars by a heavy rain_last night, and to-
day the rivers in the vicinity are rising and
great damage is threatened. At Huron, S.
D., rain is falling in torrents and great
damage i3 being done, Many parts of the
city are under water.

NEw OrLEANS, May 17.—This morning
the Gypsy crevasse widened out to sueh an
extent that all bhope of closing it was aban-
doned. The water is sweeping over the
plantations to within a few miles of Ken-
per. About eight miles of the Mississippi
Valley Railroad track has been covered and
traffic over the submerged portion is aban-
doned. The location of the break is about
25 miles above this city. The exact course
that the cverflow of the water will tuke
cannot be determined until it has reached
its level. It i3 now going back into the
swamps in the rear of the plantations and
thenee will likely find its way to Lake Pon-
chartrain,

News from Vicksburg says: A steady
southerly wind at the rate of 20 miles an
hour has been blowing ali day and has oeca-
sioned much aoxiety for the levees, which
show signs of softening in many localities,

A speeial from Paris, Tex., says: Tha
immense floods in the Eed Riverare doing
great damage and the lumbermen are suf-
fering greatly.

LitrrLe Rock, Ark., May 17.—Reports of
an 11-foot rise in the Arkansas River at
Wichita, Kans., and of heavy and incessant
rains in the entire Arkansas Valley during
the day created great alarm among the in-
habitants of the Lower Arkansas Valley.
North Little Rock is in danger of being
submerged, and thousands of acres of cot-
ton lands in this county are already over-
flowed.

GREENEVILLE, Miss., May 17.—The flnod
situation here is about the same, with slight
indication toward a lower mark. Tha levees
throughout the district eontinue in good
condition. The water from Panther Forest
break 13 gradually covering the surrounding
ecountry.

Paris, Tex., May 17.—The recent rains
raised the Red River and the water bhas
spread out over the bottom lands for a dis-
tance of one to three m:les, ruining the crops
on thousands of acres of rich farming land.
A rise is reported from above and the river
is expected to passthe high flood mark of
1844. In wany places the river is changing
its bed, which means the utter annihilation
of thousands of acres of land. Much stock
has been lost and human life is in danger in
many places. More than $100,000 worth of
logs bave been lost already in the freshet.

Flower Keeps His Pledge.

NEwW York, May 17.—Guvernor Flower
has aporoved the so-called drafted men’s
bill, which provides for the repayment to
the men who hired substitutes during the
civil war of the money spent by them for
that psrpose.
