Leopold of Saxe-Coburg Favored by the
King as Heir Presunmptive.

Amobg
the proposed constitutional changes no
stion 1s considered more important and
turally excites more interest in the

The K as Leopold 1, in the event of
nce of direct heirs has the right to
3 his successor from collateral male
lines, subject to the approval by a two-
rds vote of the Senate and House of Dep-
uties. As is well known his Majesty has
no sons but three daughters—Stephanie,
widow of the Crown DPrince of Austro-
Hungary; Princess Louise, wifeof the Aus-
trian general, Prince Philipp of Saxe-Coburg,

nd the Princess Clementine, who isstill
unmarried. According to the constitu-
tion princesses of the blood and their
descendants forever are excluded frow the
right of succession to the crown. The
King’s brother, the Count of Flanders,
therefore, is heir to the throme. He is so
deaf, however, that he will never exercise
his rights, even though he should outlive
the King. Prince Albert, the Count’s only
son since the tragic death of his brother, is
io be looked upon as the future successor of
King Leopold. But the Prince unfortu-
nately 1s weak physically, and doubts are
entertained that he will live to wear the
royal purple,

The wishes of his Majesty, therefore, to
have the question of succession settled in
case Prince Albert should die without male
heirs is natural. No other Belgian Prince
is available. His Majesty was desirous of
securing a change 1n the constitution, allow-
ing princesses of the line to succeed to the
throne as in England, Spain and the Neth-
erlacds; but his project excited so much
opposition that he was obliged to renounce
it entirely. He dearly wishes, however, to
name the oldest son of Prince Philipp of
Saxe-Coburg, his graodson, as heir pre-
sumptive to the throne, to succeed as king
should Prince Albertdie. Hefirst made this
desire known by sending Prince Philipp to
Encland, to represent Belgium at the fu-
neral of the Duke of Clarence, a movement
which was not well received by tie people,
Parliament and the press. The Radicals
especially oppose the succession of foreign
princes. The committee on the revisiou of
the constitution appointed by the Senate
has agreed to grant the request of his
Majesty that all Princes of the House be
members of the Senate; but it has declinea
1o recommend that the privilege be extended
to foreigners who marry Belgian Princesses,
1'his decision Is considered the death-knell
of Prince Philipp’s hopes. 1t seems hardly
likely that his descendants will ever sit on
Belgium’s throne.

Van Gele’s last few years have wholly
been devoted to exploring the vast and pop-
ulo us territories along the Mobangi. Since
1889 ne has studied the principal affiuents of
that river and secured the friendship of the
natives. The prosperity of his work may
be inferred from the fact that the station of
Banzyville, which be founded on ihe Mo-
bangi, has row & population of 30,000 peo-
ple, made up of natives who have been
attracted to the post from far and near.
Thougb he established Banzyviile only two
years ago, it is now quite an African city,

The greatest chief in all this region is
Bangasso, tne Kinz of the Sakaras, who live
along the big M’Bomu River, a northern
affluent of the Mobangi. Bangasso had
heard of Van Gele, and desired to make his
acquaintance. The captain sent embassa
dors to the negro monarch, and avpointed a
day for an ioterview at Yakoma, on the
Mobangi. Bangasso arrived in July, 1890,
accompanied by his brother and 26 of his
chiefs, and made his-entry into the station
preceded by his band of musicians, and fo!)-
lowed by hundreds of women and slaves
bearing provisions and presents, He is very
rich, and hundreds of thousands of people
pay tribute to bim in goats, lances, ivory,
provisions and slaves. His forefathers have
reigned for 200 years upon the shores of the
M’Bomu. His people are so powerful that
the Soudanese, who oppress and enslave all
the other tribes in this part of Africa, do not
dere attack them.

A MOBERATOR ELECTED.

Di. Young Makes a Significant Speech
on Taking the Chair,

THE SOUTH TRUE TO PRESBYTERIANISH.

An Fxcellent Beginning Made With the Work of
the Gemeral Assembly Now in Session
* at Portland.

Speeial to THe MoryNiNG CaLL,

PorrrLAND, May 19.—The first day’s ses-
sion of the Presbyterian General Assembly
is at an end, and the first contest between
the factions has been fought. The victory
lies with the conservatives by a vote of just
five above a majority of those who answered
to their names, but not by a majority of the
commissioners on the roll. The gquestion
thus settled is that of the moderatorship,
aud it goes to the presigent of Center Col-
lege, Daunviile, Ky., Rev. William C.
Young, D.D. The fight was a stubborn
one and three ballots were necessary to de-
cide the matter.

A3 had been announced, the Assembly
opened with an invoeation by Dr. John G.
Rineldoffer of Redwood Falls, Minn., the
oldest clerical commissioner present, be-
cause of the absence of Dr. Green of I’rince-
ton, the moderator, on account of illness,

Dr. Rufus S. Green of Orange, N. J., tol-
lowed with a Seripture reading.

Prayer was then delivered by John MceC.
Holmes of Albany, N. Y.

Dr. Green’s Sermon Renad.

The sermon of the retiring moderator was
read by the stated clerk, Dr. Roberts.

Isaiah xiv: 15: “Verlly thom art God that hidest
thyself, O God of Israel, the Savior.”

The docior sald the Hebrew prophels were
men of falth. God did sot interpose to rescuse
themm from their present foes aund from ihe
troubles that then threatened them. He hlmself
was hiaden from thelr sight. The miigl ry ot
liis ways they were unable to falbom. ut that
e was neveit heless peirvading by directiog and
coutrolling ail they never 1or ohe Inoment
doubted. Thelr faith wus that which Isaiah
gives utterance in the text.

ine faith thus commended In a God unseen
is demanded of us all, and In every situa-
tion. Faith refuses to admit that corporal
senses are the sole test of truth, or that the In-
vis!ble and lntangible are therefore non-existent
and unreal. Religlous life is only malutained by
ihe constant exescise of falth in the uunscen. 1f
some palpable result Juvariably foliowed, which
we could trace 1o God's immediate agency auvd
assoclale it with our act of worship, it would
be an unspeakable rellef; but {f our falth
Is thus maintaiued, what 18 there 10 lest (he
reality and streagin of our falth in Goa's word,
where that word stands shinply and aloue? He
demands our implicit, unreserved and uureason-
ing faith. This avsolute submission of ourselves
Is a fundamental requisite of true discipieship.

C. Parsons Nichol and Dr. Herman D. Jen-
kine, and for the subjects of popular meet-
ings in the evenings as follows:

Friday—Sabbatt-school work.

The report also included invitations for a
trip up the Columbia River to Astoria
Saturday week, and other side trips at the
convenience of the commissioners.

The morning sesslon closed with prayer.

The first business of the afternoon session
was the election of moderator.

Electing a Moderator.

When the meeting was called to order in
the aflernoon Mr. George Junkin of Phila-
deiphia gained the floor and moved that
wlen nowminatious for the moderatorship
were made there should be no speeches al-
lowed in faver of apy candidate. He
further intimated that in bis view it would
be well if all electioneering could be sup-
pressed. The motion met with a hearty re-
wt:m’ and was passed by an overwhelming
vole,

Almost immediately nine names were
placed in nomination and the balloting com-
menced. No time was losl. Butthe calling
of 530 names is no short work, and the
whole afternoon, till nearly an hour after
thie regular time of ad journment, was spent
in answering the roll. The men put in
nomination were: Rev. Robert Curistie,
D.D., of St. Paul; Rev. T. Ralston Smith,
D.D., of Buffalo; Rev. Wallace Rauncliffe, D.
D., of Detroit; Rev. William A. Bartlett,
D.D., of Washington; Rev. Simon J. Mec-
Pherson, D.D., of Chicago; Rev. William C.
Young, D.D., of Danville; Rev. Samuel A.
Mitebmore, D.D., of Philadelphia; Rev.
William Alexsunder of San Rafael, Cal., and
Eider George Junkin of Philadelphia. Drs.
McPherson and Christie and Elder Junkin
attempted to withdraw, but were not al-
lowed to do so, and voting proceeded. The
result was announced as follows:

Dr. Young Chasen,

Total vote cast, 544. This was divided
thus: Christie 16, Smith 33, Radeclifie 149,
Dartlett 17, McPberson 107, Young 128,
Mitchmore 83, Alexander 8 and Junkin 3.
The moderator accordingly announced no
election,

The second ballot resulted: Christie 1,
Swmith 5, Radeliffe 136, McPherson 131,
Young 182, Mutchmors 43, Alexander 2 and
Junkin 1.

_At this point Mutchmore, Smith and
Clristie were allowed to retire, while all
but three were retired by the assembly.
The final ballot resulted in a total vote
of 525, distributed thus: McPherson 98,
Radeliffe 159 and Young 268,

This being five more then the number
necessary to a choice, Dr. Young was de-
clared elected, and was escorted to the chair
by Dr. Christie and Elder Junkiuv.

Dr. Riheldoffer welcomed the newly
elected Moderator in a neat speech, in which
he referred to the probability of a peaceful
session on account of the fact that thisis a
“pacific” assembly.

A Significant Speech.

~ Dr. Young responded in a spesch which
is regarded as somewhat significant. He
professed to believe that his election was
largely due to geographical roasons, and
that he was chosen because he held views
which are shared by every minister south of
thie Ohio River. He further said that no
part of the church is more loyal to the
church and its standards than that repre-
sented by him., *It stands for the Bible,”
he said, “*as that Bible is interpreted %y
this part of the chureh.,” He closed by ex-
pressing the prayer that the sessions of the
assembly may be under the guidance of a
power higher than mere humsn wisdom.

‘I'he intervals of counting the vote were
occupied with routine business and in the
preparation of a telegram to ex-Moderator
Green, expressing the regret of the as-
sembly at his inability to be present, thank-
ivg him for bis sermon of the morning and
wishing him a rrolonxed and useful Ilfe.

It wanted oply a few minutes of 6 when
the assembly adjourned, tired out in mind
and body.

A brief interval only was allowed for re-
coperation before the assembly gathered
again in the charch for the celebration of
the sacrament,

The work of the new moderator during
the night will be arduous in the exireme, as
he will have to select the members of nine-
leen committees, to be announced the first
thing in the morning.

AN APPALLING EXPLONION.

—

The Fate That Befell the Good Ship
M. Charles,

THE CARELESSNESS OF TWO SAILORS.

They Took a Lighted Lamp Into Her Hold and the
Next Moment Her Deck Was Literally
Blown Into the Sea.

Special to THE MORNING CALL.

NEwPORT, Oregon, May 19.—Last night,
at 6:30 o’clock, three boats, containing 19
men, camé in sight at Cape Foulweather.
The men were the crew of the ship St.
charles, which blew up on Tuesday morn-
ing, about 100 miles porth and west of this
place. The captain, second mate and one
sailor are badly injured. The St. Charles
lett Nanaimo, British Columbia, on last
Fridav morning, with a cargo of 2800 tons of
coal, for San Francisco.

Ou Tuesday morning two of the men
opened the forward hatch and went below
for something, taking a light with them.
Searcely had they reached the coal when
the gas exploded, and literally tore the deck
and after cabin into splinters. Thetimbers
were blown a hundred feet into the sea, and
one part of the deck was left hanging over
the side of the ship.

Captain Chapman was in his room and
was thrown agaiust the celling with terrible
force, and as he fell back was coverea with
debris. His door could not be opened, but
the men broke the window and pulled the
eaptain out from under the wreek. His in-
juries are probably fatal. He is paralyzed
and delirfous.

The second mate and the sailors are seri-
ously burned and brulsed. 1The boats were
uninjured, and all of the erew got into them
when the ship was found to be on fire and
sinking because of the hole blown in her
stern. The crew rigged a sail when they
got clear of the ship and ran the boats to-
gether.

Had the boatsapproached the cape an hour
later the entire erew would have been lost, as
no one could have seen them to direct them
where to land, and, pot knowing the coast,
they probably would have been dashed on
the rocks.,

The cargo was consigned to Jolhin Rosen-

feldi’s Sons of this eity. It was
fully Insured, and was worth about
€0000. The St. Charles was built at

Phippsburg, Me., in 1883, and was owned by
C. V. Minott of that place. She was 225
feet long, 41 feet 6 inches beam and 24 leet
8 inches depth of hold and full rigged.
